“Well fed is half bred ” is a true saying:
No man ever starved money out of live
stock.

“An ounce of prevention is worth a
pound of cure.” This applies to broken
down fences and the stock getting into
the grain and corn.

“Don’t think that because it is wet or
rainy that there is nothing can be done.
Take these days to fix the broken ma-
chinery and repair the barns and cribs.

A mixture of grass will almost always
give better results and profit than any
single one sown alone, not only for a per-
manent pasture, but for a hay crop as
well.

Do not let a cow run dry progressively
unless you really wisn to curtail her milk
yield. Feel that you can control the vol-
ume of her milk secretion by the amount
and character of her daily rations.

A good, warm stable is not only an in-
dication of a kind-hearted merciful owner
but it also signifies that he is a frugal and
economical man, making practical use of
his knowledge that warm shelters -are
great feed savers.

“When you think of your horse, cow,
or machine think of it as so many dollars,
think how you would use the money if
you had it cash. If you are a wise man
you will take just as much care of your
property as you do of your pocket book.

A horse that is addicted to rolling and
getting cast should wear & halter with a
ring fastened to the top between the ears.
Snap a rope or strap in this so he cannot
lay his head down flat, and thus tied
there will be no further trouble.

Don’t borrow or lend. Do with what
you have and make your neighbor do
likewise. You cannot afford to pay out
money to furnish your neighbor and
should not expect him to keep you in
tools. Learn the lesson of self-reliance
?nd it will be a great help in the battle of

ife.

On every farm there is a great advan-
tage in having house and farm buildings
as near as possible in the centre of the
farm. There is much loss of valuable
time when a distance of anything more
than a quarter of a mile has to be traver.

HE PREFERRED A BALL

A Utah Wife Murderer Executed by Sol-
diers in Sight of his Brothers and

a Crying Son.

In a small, remote canyon, two miles
south of the line dividing Salt Lake from
Utah County, Enoch Davis was Saturday
morning shot to death for the murder of
his wife. The law of Utah allowed him
to Ichoose between shooting and hanging,
and he chose the former.

He sat in a chair with a bit of white
paper pinned to his coat over his heart.
Six rifles cracked as one at the word to
fire, and death was instantaneous.

Marshall Brigham started from the
penitentiary, four milessouth of Salt Lake
City, with his prisoner, early that morn-
ing. There was a drive of twenty miles
to make, and it was made in three hours,
quietly and with but little obstruction.

PREPARING FOR THE EXECUTION.

The Marshall arrived at the place of
execution at 11 o’clock. The firing party
had been brought to the place from Provo
during the night by Deputy Marshal
Fowler, and were in a tent, in the side of
which six holes had been perforated. No
one was allowed to approach the tent, and
an effort was made to keep the public
away from the scene by locating it up a
blind road half a mile from the main
thoroughfare. The zeal of the officials,
however, led them to patrol the main
road, an this gave the public notice of the
place of execution. About four hundred
people assembled on the adjacent hillsides.
Two brothers and ason of Davis were
there, and they greeted the condemned
man with a handshake, without any dis-
play of emotion. They had some private
conversation, and the boy, 15 years old,
shed tears, for which he was reprimand-
ed by the elder of his uncles.

A MAN AMONG MEN.

Davis said: “Boys, I am told that you
want to see me die game. That’s just the
way I am going to die.”

The marshall read the death warrant.
Davis listened without moving a muscle,
remarking at its close; “I am going to
die like & man, for I am a man among
men.”

He then complained of being huugry,
and said he did not want to die hungry,
80 he was given a chicken sandwich, and

| began to eat ravenously. Then he asked

for coffee, but as there was none, he took
brandy instead. He was then escorted to
the chair of execution, asking that he be
not blindfolded, with the remark: “I
want to look straight at that tent where
those cowards are hid, who are going to
shoot me down like a dog.”

A piece of paper about four by six:
inches was pinned over his left breast, in
the centre of it bing a blue circle, an inch
and a half in diameter. This was the
target. While the final preparations were
being made, Davis got nervous, and asked
for another drink of liquor. With some
reluctance it was given him by Dr. Wil-
cher, the physician in attendance, but in-
stead of quieting him, the liquor made
him restless and irritable, and he cursed
the court before whom he was tried for
what he claimed to be unfairness, and
scored the governor for not giving him a
reprieve or commutation of sentence.
Marshal Brigham stepped to the side of

people, the secrecy of the event, and the
very romantic nature of their engagement,
which was of unusual length, makes the
event of special interest.

The marriage was kept a profound secret
until yesterday. The fact that Jones was
in almost constant attendance upon Miss
Campbell did not excite any unusual
comment, but Toronto society was yes-
terday surprised by a marriage notice in
the usual form announcing that the
couple had been married on July 31.
Their marriage was arranged for over a
year ago, even to the extent of furnishing
a house, announcing the prospective cere-
mony to friends, and the sending of wed-
ding presents from England, where the
young people were at the time. Then
society was startled by a telegram an-
nouncing that the match had been broken
off. Mr.and Mrs. Jones left for Phila-
delphia on Friday afternoon, to witness
the big cricket match.

THE SUPPLY EXHAUSTED.

DECLARED DEAD BY LAW.

An action was tried at Hamilton, Ont.,
some moaths ago in the suit of Nelles vs.
Nelles, in which the courts were asked to
declare Samuel H. Smith, formerly of
Grimsby, to be a dead man. Smith went
out to the Western States ten years ago
and there dieappeared as completely from
from public ken as if the earth had taken
him down bodily. The last letter re-
ceived from him was dated June 19, 1894,
and since that no trace has been obtained
of him, though every effort has been
made by detectives and through the me-
dium of the newspapers. Smith had a
life interest in certain Canada permanent
stock valued at $10,000, and as he is be-
lieved to be dead, the heirs want the
courts to say he is dead, and divide the
money. The action is a friendly one, but
is necessary to protect the executors. J.
E. O'Rielly, local master in Chancery,
has been authorized to make the order
by the courts, all the ne'@ssary preli-
miaaries having been complied with.

Not many people know that the early
fall is the best time to apply stable man-
ure to fruit trees. It gets then the full
benefit of fall rains to wash its soluble
parts into the soil. It starts the growth
early in the spring when thus applied,
while if applied in winter or early spring
though it may have rain enough to wash
the manure into the soil, it is apt in sum
mer to make too luxuriant a growth,
which will not ripen well for winter, and
in the pear is liable to be followed by
blight.

Lots of Maine potatoes will be vailable
for market owing to the heavy yield the
largest acreage. Good prices are looked
for and the cropin Aroostock county a-
lone will be worth four million of dollars.
So important a crop has this become for
the farmers there, and its development
is 8o largely extended by the building of
the new railroad through the county, in
opening up to potato culture farms that
were too far away from points of ship-
ment to make their growing profitable,
that along the line of the new road sites
for twelve large storage warehouses for
potatoes awaiting shipment to be decided
upon, five or six of which will be erected
this fall.

For convenience in feeding milk and
other waste products from the house the
pig pen isapt to be constructed nearer
the farmer’s dwelling than is pleasant in
hot weather. Pigs never should be kept
ina pen during summer. Give them a
run in the orchard, and if the fence around
is not pig proof it should be made so. The
pigs in an-orchard ought never to be ring-
ed. Their rooting will cover the excre-
ment they drop, and thus prevent its
waste. A large part of their living will
be got from grass and fallen fruit, but
some milk and grain should be added to
promote thrifty growth. The benefit to
the orchard will pay for the grain con-
sumed, and pork thus fed may be reck-
oned nearly clear profit.

“ A new trade,” says the British dairy
World, has been inaugurated by Messrs.
Marples, Jones & Co., of Liverpool, who
have commenced operations with their
first consignment of mild Canadian
creamery butter. It is nearly as possible
of the same texture and character as
Danish creamery butter, and is clean,
sweet and uniform throughout. The con-
signees are selling it at 88s. to 90s., packed
in kiels or 56-lb. boxes. There will
henceforward be regular weekly ship-
ments from Ontario and Quebec. The
ventures should not only be a successful
but a popular one, for treaders should
prefer colonial to foregin produce. Can-
adian cheese sell largely now in this coun-
try, and there is no reason why Canadian
creamery butter should not have an
equally large sale, and why the enterpris-
ing firm who are introducing it should not
‘do’ thousands of packages a week.

DEATH OF HON. FRANK WOODS.

Deceased Was for Years a Member of
the Local Legislature and Later
a Legislative Councilior,

The death occurred at his home at
Welsford, Queens, at an early hour Tues-
day morning of the Hon. Francis Woods,
one of the best known citizens of Queens
county.

Mr. Woods was born at Fermanagh,
Ireland, on January 27th, 1819. He came
to New Brunswick with his parents when
he was only seven years old. His father
settled a short distance below the old
government house and not far from Wels-
ford. When the deceased gentleman was
about twelve years of age his father
Anthony Woods, was drowned in the
falls. This left the son, Francis, and his
mother to manage the large farm, but
they did not shirk from the responsibility.
As years rolled on the family grew up
and Francis Woods left home to carve out
a home for himself. He settled at Wels-
ford, where he farmed on an extensive
scale until the time of his death. Mr.
Woods managed in all four farms and
was in good circumstances. Besides this
he lumbered very extensively and had a
general store. He was the first post-
master of Welsford, and he and his sons
have had charge of the office ever since.
In 1874 Mr. Woods was elected to the
local legislature, and sat continuously as
one of the members for Queens up to
1892. Being defeated in the general elect-
ion held that year, Mr. Woods was called
to the legislative council, in which he
held a seat up to the time of the abolition
of that body. Mr. Woods was a candi-
date at the last local election, but was
defeated. In federal politics, Mr. Woods
was a conservative, and his party in
Queens will miss his assistance in future
contests.

Mr, Woods married in 1852 Miss Jane
Eliza Armstrong, daughter of John Arm-
strong, of Armstrong’s Corner, who died
less than a year ago. Mrs. Woods, four
sons and two daughters survive him. The
sons are George, who is a railway man in
New Mexico, and who with his family, is
at Welsford now ; William, who owns a
grist mill and a saw mill at Armstrong’s
Corner, and Charles and Harry, who
lived with their futher. The daughters
are Mrs. Howe, wife of ex-Sheriff Howe
of Welsford, and Mrs, Taylor, wife of T.
C. Taylor, of Hoyt Station.

six. He was Mayor of Quebec when the
Prince of Wales visited that city in 1860,
and on the Prince’s return home Belleau
received the honor of knighthood.

The most fatal fire of recent years in
Washington was the burning of the mat-
tress factory of Stump and Bros. Mon-
day. Five bodies are at the morgue
charred and crushed beyond recognition,
four hundred men are at the Emergency
hospital, one of whom will die, and there
may be others buried under the ruins, as
several of the workmen are unaccounted
for.

The murderers of the Rev.. James
Wiylie, the Presbyterian missionory who
was recently killed at the Liao-Yang by
Chinese soldiers, have been executed, the
officers in command of the troops who
committed the crime cashiered, the chap-
elsjwhich were destroyed by the soldiers
are to be restored to the conditions which
they were prior to the outrage, at the ex-
pense of the people living in locality.

At Gateville, Texas, a fatal street duel
took place between J. T. Goodman, editor
of The People’s Voice, and B. C. Arm-
strong, editor of The Star, two weekly
papers. The duel grew out of a lynching
a few months ago. The two men opened
fire on one another just as they met in
front of Goodman’s office. The latter was
shot through the heart and Armstrong
through the bowels, both dying at once.
J. G. Beeman, a bystander, was fatally
wounded in the neck by a stray shot. All
leave families, and were well known in
that eection of the state.

At Northport, Alabama, two brothers
John and Alexander Tyler fought a duel.
Both were planters, and they lived on
farms adjoining. They had quarreled
about the boundary line of the farme, and
Monday morning when they met they re-
newed the despute. Pistols were pulled and
emptied at ten paces, the brothers having
stepped the distance. John received
three bullets and died upon the spot.
Alexander was shot twice and cannot
live. The only witnesses of the affair
were John’s two little sons, who were
gitting in a buggy.

The Mayor of Toronto is in receipt of a
letter from Lieut.-Col. Hamilton of the
King’s Liverpool Regiment, stationed at
Halifax, asking for particulars of the find-
ing of the remains of a soldier supposed
to have been Captain Neal McNeale,
killed during the retreat from York in
1814. Col. Hamilton says the regimental
record fits in with the accounts of the dis-
covery of the body near Berkely street
fire hall, and asks that the remains be
sent to Halifax for burial by the regiment,
which will erect a monumeént to Captain
McNeale. The regiment will also offer a
suitable reward for the relics discaovered
with the remains.

A DESIRABLE CHANGE.

The city vote Tuesday, although not
large, was of sufficient importance to
show the feeling of the people on the pro-
posed change in the city charter. Scarcely
one half the vote usually cast in a mayor-
alty election was polled Tuesday, yet the
proportion of the figures undoubtedly
shows to the electors the popularity of
the proposed reform. And here we may
correct an error into which the St. John
Record has fallen in discussing the result.
Our contemporary says there were 1700
persons qualified to vote, but it has got its
figures mixed. The number of qualified
electors for Tuesday’s election was less
than 1100. The 1700 represents the
number on the new provincial voting list
for the city.

Tue HerALD takes considerable credit
to itself for the result of Tuesday’s vote.
It was this paper that first started the
agitation for the reform, and stirred the
Council up to make a move in the matter,
Others followed and the result reached,
we hope, will prove of considerable benefit
to the city. With the entire electorate of
Fredericton voting for ten candidates for
the City Council, the election of alder-
men of the Macpherson and Duffy stamp
ought to be impossible. The next move
of the citizens should be to get capable
and respectable candidates to stand in all
the wards, and the weeding out process
which will take place next March, should
give Fredericton a City Council for which
the citizens will never have reason to
blush.

ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

A local paper, which, from political
and personal motives, never loses an op-
portunity to stab the Fredericton Elec-
tric Light Company attempts to draw a
comparison unfavorable to Fredericton,
in discussing the new contract proposed
at Toronto, but the dishonesty of the
article isapparent. The paper in question
does not state the amount of the tender
per light at Toronto, nor mention the
amount paid by Fredericton, showing
that its only desire is to mislead the pub-
lic and prejudice the Fredericton comp-
any. As a matter of fact the Toronto
tender is $74.82} per light, while Freder-
icton pays only $59 per light. It may be
urged that the Toronto service is to be an
all night service, and not according to the
moonlight schedule, but anticipating that
answer, THE HerarLp has authority for
saying that, give the Fredericton company
the Toronto figure, and they too will fur-
nish an all night service. In Fredericton
there are only fifty lights; in Toronto
there are to be thirteen hundred lights,
and everybody knows when quantity is
increased, light or any other service can
be relatively cheapened by the producers.
The Toronto figures only prove the ex-
cellent bargain made by the Fredericton
corporation. If the people want to pay
for an all night service they can have it
as cheap as Toronto, and the latter’s is
heralded abroad as the cheapest electric
light service ever offered in Canada.

A NICE JUROR HE.

At the W. C. T. Union meeting in the
Kirk last night, Rev. Dr. McLeod pre-
faced his address with the now rather
stereotyped remark that he is still in
bonds, and not free to speak as he would
like to on the temperance questton. For
the benefit of those who may not have
understood him, we may say that Dr.
McLeod meant he had not yet finished
his work on the prohibition question.
He was yet a juror who had not rendered
his verdict, but the doctor did not keep
the audience long in suspense. Before he
was on his feet five minutes, the juror had
given his verdict for prokibition, and the
bonds were forfeited. Further than that
the Doctor imposed on the credulity of
his audience by announcing the Scott act
a howling success in Fredericton. There
are not many men who would care to
place their lives or their property in the
hands of a juror of that description. If
the Doctor was not so extreme in his
views, and ludicrous in his gestures, his
oratory would increase considerably in
effect.

Another view perhaps that strikes the
public is that a juror who is feed at the rate
of ten dollars a day and expenses by one
of the parties in the suit, is not altogether
an indifferent juror as between the liti-
gants. Some people make temperance
pay, but perhaps Dr. McLeod is influenced
entirely by philanthropic motives.

THE NEW YORK GOVERNORSHIP.

The New York Republicans have
nominated ex-vice-president Morton for
the governorship, and his opponents say
that his selection is because of his im-
menee wealth, the Republicans adopting
the same course which usually guides our
Conservative friends in making their
nominations for parliament. But not-
withstanding his “barrel ” Mr. Morton
has poor chances for success. New York
is very strongly Democratic. As a mat-
ter of fact since 1866 that State has had
only two Republican governors, Dix ‘in
1872 and Cornell in 1879. The Demo-
cratic majorities have varied from 10,000
to 192,845 in 1882. The Republicans are
hoping that the miserable record of the
Democratic congress will have its effect
on the electors, and that with Mr. Mor-
ton’s money bags they may succeed this
year.

A GREAT CATHEDRAL.

The Roman Catholics of London, G. B.,
are building a Cathedral, that exclusive of
the site will cost a quarter of a million
dollars. It will be near Westminster
Abbey, and will be the most important
church. built since the erection of St.
Paunl’s Cathedral. It will, moreover, be
the first church in England since the
Reformation, in which the full Roman
Catholic Cathedral service will be daily
celebrated in its splendor. The accom-
modation.of the Cathedral will be for 10,-
000 people, and a lecture ball attached to
it will be built to accommodate 2,000. In
addition a monastery, adjoining, will be
erected for 30 Benedictine monks and 45
lay brothers, who will conduct the choral
part of the daily service.

CoL. Breckinridge whose immoral pri-
vate career has been the talk of the con-
inent, has been defeated in the primaries
for the Democratic nomination to congress
in Kentucky, but has not yet given up the
fight. The campaign has been the most
bitter and exciting ever witnessed in the
State. The women of Kentucky took an
active part in opposition and brought
about Breckinridge defeat.

THE PATRONS’ PROGRAMME.

The Patrons of Husbandry who carried
some seventeen seatsin the recent Ontario
local elections, and form an organization
to be reckoned with in the prospective
federal elections, met the other day at
Toronto and formulated their programme
for the Ontario legislative session. As
representatives of the order hold the bal-
ance of power in that body, their utter-
ances command the respect of the politi-
cians. It is for them to say whether Mowatt
or Meredith shall reign, but it is surmised
that the wily old Premier knows his
ground and has little fear of his bucolic
friends. The DPatrons however allege
that they will be an entirely independent
party in the legislature. They have
elected as their leader a gentleman with
the appropriate name of Haycock who
represents Frontenac and have unanimous-
ly resolved that the united influence of the
of the Patron party be used during the
coming session to scecure, among other
legislation, an enactment to render it a
violation of the independence of Parlia-
ment to accept a pass from any railway,
steamboat or any transporation company ;
that the payment of any sum for Lieuten-
ant-Governor’s clerk hire or servants’ fees
by the Ontario Government, or for the
furnishing of a free residence or supplies
of any kind to that official, be hereafter
prohibited by legislation; that beyond
the salary attached to any office, there
should be no allowance or gratuity to any
employe of the Government for living ex-
penses or for any other purpose: that the
amount of fees retained by public officials
should be fixed by a fair renumeration
for the services rendered, and that the
balance of fees be paid into the treasury
of the municipality and treated as general
revenue.

Mr. Haycock, the new party leader, is a
prominent market gardener near Kings-
ton, and has had long service in the
municipal council. He is said to be the
best speaker in his county, and formerly
stumped for the Liberal candidates in that
constituency, which for sixty-two years
returned Conservatives to the legislature.
In an interview after his election asleader
of his party, Mr. Haycock said he would
rather be the head of Patrons in the legis-
lature, than sit as the chief of either
political party in the local or federal legis-
latures. “I tell you,” said he, “the Pat-
ron members are true men,and I know
we are backed by the great mass of the
agriculturists and laboring classes in
Canada. I predict great advancements for
our party and reforms that have long been
desired. We will fight for the principles
laid down in our platform, and the other
political parties need not look to us for
support for we will work independent of
them both.”

HIS NATIVE HEATH.

His Honor the Lieutenant Governor and
Mrs. Fraser leave on Tuesday for a trip to
the North Shore, the first time they have
vigited that locality since His Honor’s ap-
pointment to the chief magistracy of
New Brunswick. Northumberland is the
Governor’s native county, but he left
there when a young man, and Fredericton
has claimed him ever since. We are sure
that the hospitable people of the North
will give His Honor and Mrs. Fraser a
warm reception. :

Hon. Francis Woods whose death is
announced at Welsford was proniment
for some years in provinical politics. He
sat in the Assembly and was a member of
the Legislative Council when that body
was abolished. Personally he was a gentle-
man of kindly disposition, a good neigh-
bor, and a faithful friend. He achieved
an honorable position in life by energy
and industry, and leaves many friends in
both political parties in Queens Connty
who will long cherish his memory.

ADDRESS OF WELCOME.

Rev. Willard Macdonald to the
W. C. T. Union Meeting
last night.

An Original and Outspoken Expression
on Timely Subjects.

Rev. Willard Macdonald delivered an
address of welcome to the W. C.T. Union
delegates at their meeting in St. Paul’s
church last night, speaking as follows:

“I have been asked to speak for a few
minutes to-night, but the trouble is to
know what to say, and how to say it. I
have no subject other than to welcome
you, and to hope that your deliberations
at this convention may be for good, in
that cause which I suppose is dear to
your hearts. I do not imagine any per-
son doubts that the cause you are uphold-
ing and advancing is a good one; even
the devotees of the cup acknowledge its
ruin, they cannot help seeing it, if not in
themselves, they can in others. And it
is just about as true with them in that
particular, as it is with us in other par-
ticulars, cannot see the folly of it. The
evil against which you are banded is
monstrous from any and every point of
view. I need not tell you that; you
know it well. If oratory would destroy
any evil, the drinking habit would have
been destroyed before the half of us had
been born. Intemperance has had a
great deal of oratory flung at it, but it-has
not put it down. I do not say that it has
done no good, for I think it has done
some good. I have read a good deal of
temperance literature in my life, and have
seen a good deal of temperance work, and
I confess I am not as ardent in the cause
as when I was younger. I had more fire
then than fuel. The difficulty seems to
be how to work. Therein lies the point
of difference in the manner and method
of working. I do not believe in making
temperance, or total abstinence,

A Passport Into Heaven.

I know no drunkard shall inherit the
Kingdom, and I know no liar or extor-
tioner &c., &c., shall inherit there, even if
he did not drink a drop of liquor in his
life. Second, I do not believe in the vio-
lation of the Sabbath day for the purpose
of solely advancing the Temperance re-
form.

I have sometimes thought perhaps that
is one reason why this cause has not ad-
vanced as might be expected, from the
numbers in it who are pushing it forward.
I have sometimes wondered wby those
prayers, on days set apart, have not been
answered. I give no solution of it.

We have then, moral suasion and
legal suasion, moral suasion including
persuasion, home training, Sunday school
and day school training, literature and
things of that description. I think I
read somewhere that moral suasion was
dead fifty years ago. Here is a difference
of opinion. I do not think it is dead, or
ever will die. At our last Synod, the re-
port on temperance concluded that the
advance of the last twenty years was due
to moral suasion and education in tem-
perance principles. Legal suasion. Here
again has been, still is, a difference of
opinion, high license, no license, prohibi-
tion. You do not believe in any license
at all. Prohibition is your strong pcint,
the platform upon which you stand. Did
you ever think of free liquor, sell it as
you would sell dry goods. It would make
a great sweep and end perhaps in the

Sctrvival of the Fittest.

Unrestricted, it might wake up the
people to put it down. Like a fire in the
woods, tending to damage, people might
rise in their might and put it out. Pro-
bably in your addresses during your con-
vention you may give some greater light
and greater impetus to most of the
methods employed for the advance of
this cause.

In regard to the work of the W.C. T.U.
it is pronounced good. Like all good
works it has been criticised. Some have
supposed that you have been merely
sellers of cake and ice cream, and good at
that.  Others have wondered if you are a
mutual admiration society. I should hope
not. Others have wondered if you do
any rescue work. You see you have been
criticized, but who has not? The Union
of this city

Has Done Good Woerk.

Such is the opinion of those competent to
know. Probably it is the same through-
out the Maritime Provinces, which you
now represent, and no doubt many of
your good deeds are unknown, except to
the recipients of your bounty. Why
then should we not give you a welcome,
even if some men do not agree with you
in all things? You do not expect all to
agree with you in all things. The second
name of your title, Christian, is a great one.
Followers of Christ. Thatis what makes
men noble and women noble also. To
follow Christ is true nobility. Remember,

more than could his followers in the days
of his flesh. But, pardon me, I am not
here to give you advice. We are not to
look upon you as martyrs but as followers
of the meek and lowly Jesus. Followers
of Christ, united, by His help, under His
direction, with His wisdom; united to
help blot from His earth one of the most
monstrous evils, if not the worst, that
pollutes it. May you have success. May
the Lord reward your laborers. As co-
laborers in this Reform, we welcome you,
and we hope that in your deliberations in

this convention {ou may be guided by
Him, who does all things well.”

The Canadian cricketers and United
States eleven started the international
match at Philadelphia, Monday, play
continuing Tuesday, but the game ;was
not finished the Canadians scored-155 in
their first winings, and the Amiericans
put up 177 for nine rickets when min
came on, and after two or three postpone-
ments the match was declared a draw.

A. H. Sawyer, of Calais, is making ex-
tensive preparations for prosecuting the
lumber manufacturing industry at Hart-
land, N. B, on the Guimic river. He has
purchased from B, Jewett the old site on
which for a number of years has been
carried on a grist and saw milling busi-
nes. The old mill Mr. Sawyer intends
fitting up and devoting entirely to grist
milling.

A shocking case of infanticide came. to
light at Springhill, N.S. Tuesday. The
body of a fully developed child was found
by a woman looking for mushrooms. :Its
neck had been hacked with a blunt. in-
strument, and it had bled to death. There
is yet no clue to the cruel and unnataral
mother. The verdict of the jury was that
the child came to its death by violent
means at the hands of Bomegpe-unknown.

Mrs. James Keys drowned herself at
Halifax Thursday as the result of terrible
family affliction. Five years ago her hus-
band died, his death being hastened by
the wife’s mistake in giving him carbolic
acid for some other medicine. Three
weeks later her daughter died. Then she
lost two grandchildren within a few days
of each other. A week ago her daughter
Nettie died. A brother, James, came
home fromn the Pacific Coast to see his
dying sister. He left to return Thursday,
and the grief stricken mother sought re-
lief from her sorrow by drowning.

WILL PUSH HIS SUIT.
Beaman Says He Has Refused J. Fraser
Gregory’s Offer of Settlement,

Herbert J. Beaman who is suing J. Fraser
Gregory for alienating his wife's affections,
arrived in 8t. John Monday, from Boston,
and is now among his friends in Queens
county. He told a Telegraph reporter that
efforts had been made by the defendant to
effect an amicable settlement, but he jwas
not satisfied with the inducements offered.

Asked concerning the nature of his visit,
Mr. Beaman said it was in connexion with
certain bonds directly bearing on the dim-
pending suit, which will come up for trial
at the November sitting of the 8t. John cir-
cuit court. *‘Iam as determined as ever to
push this thing to a finish.

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SANITARY CONDITION BAD.

Something About Dr. Bergin Who Con-
demned the Military Hospital,

Among the visitors in Fredericton Tues-
day was Dr. Darby Bergin, Surgeon General
of the Canadian Militia, and his trip was for
the purpose of examining the sanitary con-
dition of the military property in this city.
Accompanied by Dr. Bridges, who is acting
Surgeon of the R. R. C. L. during Dr. Mc-
Learn’s absence, Dr. Bergin made an in-
spection of the property and made a whole-
sale condemnation of it from a sanitary
point of view. There were too few beds in
the hospital for the number of men in the
school ; the heating apparatus was bad and
tite ventilation imperfect, and bhe will re-
commend that a new hospital be built suit-
able for the purposes required here. At the
barracks the drainage and general sanitary
condition were found very ‘defective. No
doubt as soon as Dr. Bergin's report is made
at headquarters, the order for repairs coun-
termanded the other day, will lge renewed,
and if the Surgeon General's recommenda-
tions go for.anything, the repairs will be
much more extensive than at first antici-
pated. Dr. Bergin is an old member of par-
liament. He was first elected to the ITouse
of Commons in 1871, from Stormont and
Dundas, Ontario, and sat for that constitu-
ency until 1890, when he was defeaied.
Like many another Conservative M. P.,
however, he went down with a hife buoy
around him, and has since enjoyed the
lucrative appointment of Surgeon General
of the militia. He was through the North
West campaign in a similar capacity, and
the liberal allowance he received from the
Government chest, was afterwards the sub-
ject of considerable comment in parliament.
Previous to his acceptance of his present
position Dr. Bergin commanded the 59th
Stormout and Glengary Batt.

Cricketers Snubbed.

The cricketers interested in the paragraph
below are well known in Fredericton, es-
pecially Mr. Henry, and some of his friends
are slow to believe that he is guilty of the
conduct attributed to him.

A Halifax despatch says: A bitter feel-
ing prevails in Halifax over the treatment
of the Maritime cricketers who played in
Toronto last week. W.A. Henry, son of
the late Supreme Court Judge Henry, is one
of the best cricketers in Eastern Canada and
has played in the international matches in
the United Statesand England several years.
This year he was dropped. Then he organ-
ized a Maritime team to go to Toronto and
play the clubs there. Mr. Henry is a “Ward
McAllister,” of Halifax. Certain Toronto
citizens subscribed to give a supper to the
Maritime cricketers and members of the In-
ternational team. The invitation was
given to Mr. Henry, but, while intended to
include the whole team, it was only com-
municated to the six of the eleven members
who belong to the ‘“400.”” The others,
Kaiser, Cahalane, Smith and Macintosh,
were completely snubbed. The story, when
published in Halifax, created a big sensa-
tion, and Henry’s social snobbishness was
universally denounced. Theinsulted mem-
bers of the team have entered into an agree-
ment never to play in any match in which
Henry plays. The result of the row will
probably be to drive Henry out of the
Wanderers Club.

In reply to the above Mr. Lindsay a Tor-
onto-cricketer writes the empire in defence
of Mr. Henry. Hesays it was he (Lindsay)
who extended the invitations to the supper.
The invitations were not from an official
source, neither were they to the maritime
team nor members of the international ele-
ven. Only one member of the internation-
al eleven were present, the invitation being
from personal friends of Mr, Henry to him
and such as his personal friends as he
might choose to bring with him. Mr. Hen-
ry isin Philadelphia and has not yet told
his side of the story.
