BAGDAD'S SCHOOL FOR THE
BLIND.

The Very Reverend Lieo Michael
of the Croes, Superior of the mission
f the Baretooted Carmelities, in the
quaint, old city of Bagdad, gives
some interesting particulars of his
school for the blind. While such
institations are numerous and
rapidly inoreasing in number in
more favored parts of the world,
there are but three, as far as he has
been able to learn,
Turkish empire.  These are at
Constantinople, Jerusalem, and
Bagdad. And yet in no other part

in the great

ed as in the Orient, for there the
number of the blind is much more
considerable than elsewhere. In
the principal Euaropean countries,
such a8 Great Britain, France, and
Germany, there is one blind person
for every eleven hundred of the
population, while in the city of
Bagdad alone, with its population of
about two hundred thousand, the
number of the blind is four thousand.
A oaresful census of the city shows
that there is one blind person for
every thirty.five among the Mo-
hammedans, one for everyone hun-
dred and eleven among the Jews,
and one for every one hundred and
thirty-three among the Catholics.
Six years ago, Father Peter of the
Mother of God, while traveling in
France, became acquainted with a
femily in Bordeaux, a member of
which, though still & young mav,
bad sucoessfully passed his examin-
ation for the degree of bachelor of
arts and sciences, although he had
been blind from birth, Thinking
of the blind of Bagdad, so numerous
and so abandoned, so wretched and
so forgotlen, the missionary made
haste to obtain a copy of the alpha
bet for the blind aund a writing
tablet such as is fashioned for their
use, With these treasures in his
poseseision, - he returned to the
mission, where Father John,

now
Archibisbop of Bagdad and Dele=
gate Apostolic, accommodated the
alphabet to the Arabic langunage

and began his professorial course
with a blind Catholic boy as his
elass, - The course consisted of read-
ing, writing, a little arithmétio, and
gome notions of music. Thus he
founded the school for the blind,
which has since greatly extended i s
field of usefulness.  As soon as the
first student bad made & little proe
gress, he became in turn the teacher
of another, and thus the atteudsance
rapidly ivoreased,

One of the missionaries journeyed
to Frunce and spent three months
in a school for the blind, where he

Laurier’s Candidate De-
feated.
In the election for the
House of Commons, in the

County of Drummond-Artha-
basca. Quegec, on Thursday
last, Perreault Liberal, was de-
feated by Gilbert, Nationalist
by a majority of 160. The
political history of the riding ;
the conditions under which
the vacancy was created ; the
choice of the Government
candidate, and the circum-
stances surrounding the con-
test, all combine to show that
the election of Gilbert, the
Nationalist candidate, is a de-
feat for Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
and that his hold on the Pro-
vince of Quebec is rapidly
relaxing.

The constituency has been
strongly Liberal since 1887.
Twice since that year, the
Liberal has been elected un-
opposed, and when contests
were held the majorities
against Conservative candi-
dates have been very large.
In 1904 the Liberal was elect-
ed by over 2,000 majority,
and in 1908 his majority was
834. One would surely say
that a constituency with a
record such as this would be
the safest kind of ground for
the Government to run a by
election. In addition to all this,
the vacancy was of the Gov-
ernmen{'s choosing, - The sit-
ting member, Mr. Louis
Lavergne, a particular friend
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s,
appointed to the Senate and
the election was brought on
right away, as if it werea
challenge to all opponents of
the Government. Sir Wil
frid’s summer home is in the
riding, at Arthabaskaville,
and in his early days he lived
and practised his profession
there. All these circum-
stances made the election of
especial interest to the Pre-
mier,

was

A few weeksago Sir Wil-
frid addressed a public meet-
ing in Montreal, and devoted
the greater part of his speech
to the defence of his naval
policy, and to denunciation of
Mr. Bourassa, Nationalist
Leader. This was evidently
intended as a preparation for
the by election in question ;
for very shortly afterwards
Lavergne was appointed to
the Senate and the election
was brought on. Sir Wilfrid
arranged the convention for
the choice of his favorite can-
didate; attended in - person
and made a speech. Through-
out the campaign he took the
keenest personal interest, and
sent his strongest ministerial
supporters to speak at the
meetings. On election day
he came from Ottawa and
yoted for his candidate, Per-
reault. Viewing all *these
circumstances, and consider
ing all the powerful Govern
ment influences brought to
bear, it would seem rash to
conjecture that Laurier's can-
didate would be defeated ; but
that is what happened.

The principal public ques-
tion under discussion during
the campaign was the Govern-
ment’s naval policy, and the
fight against Laurier and his
candidate was led by Mr.
Bourassa assisted by F.D.
Monk, M. P. and others
Bourassa and his companions
went all over the riding and
denounced Laurier and his

Leader of the Government
from defeat and humiliation.
Laurier orators
went so far as to say that the|

would not be able to survive
the blow. This will serye to
show how much Laurier con-
sidered this election a per-
sonal concern, That the re-
sult in this election plainly in-
dicates that Laurier’s influence
is rapidly waning and that he
can no longer. count on a
solid Quebec, is admitted by
the ministerial newspapers.

Hundreds of Millions In-
volved.

One effect, beneficial to
Canada, of the « present trade
relations between ‘this country
and the United States is the
building in Canada of large
establishments by American
manufacturers for the pur
pose of supplying their Can-
adian trade. Many of the
largest ‘American producers
have already built large factor-
ies for the purposes named
and the process, under present
trade regulations, is verylikely
to continue and the number
of factories stand to increase
rapidly,

It will be readily perceived
that all this is of much value
to the Dominion. The vast
amount of money necessary
for building and equip-
ping these establishments is
circulated for the most part,
we assyme, in our
country. Add to this the
wages and other expenses in
connection with these factor-
ies, the greater part of which
must circulate in Canada.
Under reciprocity, all this
money would be lost to Can-
ada. No more factories would
be built here by Americans,
and those already in existence
would be closed down and all
the manufacturing —would be
done in the United States.

This phase of the recipro-
city question is very pointedly
animadverted upon by the
Reciprocity advocates across
the line. No Canadian can
put this argument more
strongly in our favor than it is
unwittingly done by the reci-
procity boomers in the United

must

States. For instance, Con-
gressman  Eugene . Foss.
Democratic  candidate for

Governor of Massachusetts,
who had reciprocity with
Canada as a strong plank in
his platform, gaye the case
away nicely. Canada, he told
his hearers, has illimitable re-
sources ; Canada will pro-
gress faster in the quarter
century ahead than will the
United States. And finally he

The Lobster Packers.

A large meeting of lobster-
packers and others interested in
the business was held in the
Kindergarten Hall, Charlottetown,
on Thursday last. The chair was
occupied by John McLean, M. P. P.
After the ghairman had stafed the
object of the meeting the follow-
ing resolution was moved and
seconded, and after ample dis-
cussion unanimously adopted :

Resolved, That if the present
regulations in regard to the lobster
indugtry as now set forth by the
Department of Marige and Fisher-
ies requiring the laths of the traps
to be 1} inches apart and the
meshes in the heads to be 8inches
in size are adopted it will mean
the ruin of the [lobster industry
as far a3 Prince Edward Island is
concerned.

1—Dbecause no parties would be
willing to give supplies such as
rope, cans and provisions to pack-
ers knowing that they would be
unable to obtain enough fish under
the regulations to re-imburse them
for the advance.

2—Because fishermen would
not build or put out traps know-
ing that they could not obtain
enough fish to pay them for their

Crime Increasing.

The annual repors of the Min-
ister of Justice shows that crime
is on thelliacrease in Canada,
though apparently its growth is
much slower than in other and
better things. There were 15,350
charges and 11,449 convictions
for indictable offences during the
year ending September 30: There
was an increase of 110 charges
and 115 convictious during the
year in P. E. Island, Saskatchewan
and Alberta, while there was a
decrease in New Brunswick and
Quebec. Manitoba and British
Columbia, Ontario and Yukon
figures show a decrease in the
charges and an increase in the
convictions, whereas in Nova
Scotia the charges are higher and
the convictions lower.

Rescued at Nea.

The White Star Line steamer
Cedric, which arrived at New
York Sunday from Liverpool and
Queenstown, brought Captaia
George L. Holden and four men
compriging the ¢rew of the Maine
schooner Florence Leland, which
was abandoned, waterlogged, in
mid-ogean, on Qctober 16. The
other rescued men are Bartlett
Bobins, mate; Richard A, Gross,
Myron H. Dow and Charles H.
Vincent, all hailing from Deer
Island. The Florence Leland was
owned by A. O. Gross and was
valued at $8,000.

Cuaptain Holden said that the
schoouer sailed from Ingramsport,
N. 8, loaded with spruce laths,
ran into a gale on October 9th,
and began to leak, and soon be-
came waterlogged.

“We ran before the wind in a
southeasterly course for five
days,” he added, “all the time
working the pumps. Now and
then one of us would make a dive
down intq the cabin—it was real
diving—to get some of the water-
soaked provisions. On the night
of October 14, we sighted the
lights of a steamship. We burned
tar and oakum and the steamer
saw the signal and bore down
upon us. Something was shouted
to us from the bridge ina language
which we could not understand.
The vessel almost ran us down as
it came near. Then it turned
about and headed away. We
drifted along in the gulf stream,
pretty nearly starved, and didn’t
manage to run §n with another
vessel until the morning of the
gixteenth. That was the Com-
modore of the Harrison Line,
which picked us up and took us to
Liverpool.

Two Houses.

For nesrly half & century the
houses stood side by side, and, save
for an occasional fresh coat of paint,
and other needfnl repairs, they
remained practically unochanged
throughout the years of their exist-
ence. During this time they bad
been ocoupied by the same families
whioch had the ususl history of births
and deatbs snd marriages, and the
depsrtures and returns which go to
the making of the average family
annsle.

They were not fine houses, They
were just comfortable homes with
considerable yard space lyieg be-
tween, divided at the property line
by a fence which was bigh and sol-
idly bumilt of boards at the back,
Half way to the street it was joined
to an ornamental partition of slender
iron rods and wire sorolls, painted a
glossy black, Thbis part of the fence

‘ On each foot across the ball there
were three terrible corns and the
callouses were so thick both on the
ball and on the outside of the little
toe and on the back of the heel, that
her feet looked as thogh they were
dead—this skia being yellow and
bard like parchment. Her feet were
80 sore that when I touched them she
cringed, and yet she told me that for
ten years she had been walking upon
these painful and diseased members,
No wonder her face showed marks of
pbysicial pain for those deep lines at
the corners of the mouth reaching
down to the chin are always indica-
tive of physicial pain, These lines,
bowever, must not be confounded
with those made by a drooping mouth
which predicate discontent.’

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DeathofFamous Australian
Priest.

The late Rev. Joseph O’Malley,
S. J., a native of Dublin, whose
death is the subject of sympathetic
oytice in the Melbourne newspapers,
was a priest of many attainments.
His great debating power was effecti-
vely used in defence of the Faith, and
he was a fine preacher and lecturer.
He wasalso a skilled musician, and
iovented an instrument for beating
tinle, besides devising a new method
of teaching music, a chart of which
was shown at the late exhibition in
Adelaide. Father O'Malley was born
in Dublin, in October, 1832, entered
the Missionary College at All Hallows
oear Dublin, in 1848, and two years
later was admitted a member of the
Society of Jesus. He passed his
novitiate at Issenheim, in Alsace, and
in 1853 he returned to Ireland, where
he spent eight years in teaching in
various colleges,

In 1861 he was ordained a priest,
aad after a year in England, spent
six years at Rome, In 1869 he visit-
ed Treland, and was then sent to
Victoria, where he was engaged for
Some years in teaching in St. Pat-
rick’s College, Melbourne. He wasa
most successful teacher, especially of
languages, history and music. Father
O'Malley took a great interest in liter-
ary matters, and especially ia Catho-
lic newspapers. The Melhourne Ad.
ocate owed much to his advocaey and
contributions in his early days, He
was likewise a frequent correspon-
dent in the daily papers on Catholic
subjects ; and he took a prominent
part in the controversy on secular edu-
cation both with pen and voice, when
the system was first introduaed in
Victoria in the seventles. In the
eighties Father O'Malley was sent to
New Zealand and spent some years
in Dunedin. On his return to Ause
tralia he was engaged in the work of
the Qrder in Melbourn and Sydaey,
and was sent in 1901 to. Norwood,
where, with the egception of a brief
interval in Sydnev, he remeined until
his death.
