Twenty Years.

Shot from Jilted Girl’s Brother, long 
Buried in tree, Slays Texan 

When tree is cut.

Fort Worth, Texas, Jan. 8.—Fate, 
after following Henry Ziegland for 
twenty years, wrecked vengeance to­
day in a remarkable manner.

Twenty years' ago, near Honey 
Grove, Ziegland, who was a wealthy 
young farmer, won the hand of Ma­
tilda Tichnor. but jilted her a few 
days before the day set for the mar­
riage. The girl, a celebrated beauty, 
became despondent and killed herself. 
Then her brother, Phil, went to Zleg- 
land’s home,- and after denouncing 
him, fired at him, the bullet grazing 
Zlegland’s cheek, and burying itself 
in a tree.

Young Tichnor, supposing he had 
killed the man who jilted his sister, 
put a bullet into his own head, dying 
instantly.

Ziegland married a wealthy widow, 
and accumulated a fortune. To-day 
the planter and one of bis sons cut 
down the tree in which Tichnor’s bul­
let had lodged twenty years ago. The 
tree proved too tough for splitting up 
so a small charge of dynamite was 
used. The explosion discharged the 
long forgotten bullet with such force 
that it pierced Zieglaiid's head and he 
fell, mortally wounded, dying an hour 
later.

Drowned.

LAKE SIMCOE STORM TOSSED.
A message to Messrs. Baine, John­

ston & Co., yesterday afternoon, stat­
ed in effect that their barque Lake 
Simcoe, Capt. Wilson, arrived at Per­
nambuco, after a tempestuous pas­
sage of thirty-two days. A succession 
of hurricanes were encountered. The 
vessel shipped numerous heavy seas 
which did considerable damage. The 
cabin doors and sky-lights were stove 
in, cabin and forecastle flooded. In 
fact everything moveable about decks 
were swept away. The message also 
intimated -that a portion of her fish 
cargo had to be jettisoned to keep the 
vessel afloat, her mainsail (?) and other 
gear had to be cut away and that 
James Finn, the mate, was washed 
overboard and drowned. The sad 
event occurred on Dec. 25th, eight 
days after the vessel left St. John’s, 
and cast a gloom amongst the other 
members of the crew, with whom the 
deceased was very popular. Mr. J. C. 
Hepburn communicated with Rev. 
Dr. Greene, who broke the sad pa-- 
ticulars to the relatives of the ill-fated 
seaman. “Jimmy” Finn, was 33 
years of age, and well known in nau­
tical circles and was about twenty 
years following up sea life. He sail­
ed out of Baine Johnstone’s employ 
for a number of years and was well 
liked as he knew how to do his duty 
well and had a gentle manner. Dur­
ing the past eighteen months, three 
brothers of the Finn family lost their 
lives at sea. Thomas, in the Grace; 
John, in the Erna and this latest 
tragic occurrence.

Nearly, all 
travelling salesmen now carry a large, 
blue placard, with the name of the ad­
dressee printed in wood, type, which 
they lay down on the general delivery 
window so thql the clerk can $ee what 
tile letter S looks like.

People who- get their mail at the 
general delivery fall into the habit of 
calling for it several times between 
tarins in order .to see if one of tue 
clerks is not sitting on it. If they s^e 
anything in the office which looks 
like a package they sent to New York 
for that morning, they go away con­
vinced that the postmaster is a deep- 
dyed crook who would steal the pop­
corn off a Christmas tree.

They See Profit.
.Newfoundlanders Interested in Cana­

da’s Hudson Bay Bonte.
Down in Newfoundland, where the 

business people are ever alert to the 
possibilities of new industrial ven­
tures in tar north waters, steps are 
already being taken to secure a sub­
stantial share of the steamship traf­
fic that will follow7 the opening of the 
Hudson Bay railroad. The powerful 
steel sealing ships that have been 
built within the past few years will 
be promptly utilized by their owners 
or by charterers for this service as 
soon as the railroad to Fort Churchiil 
or Fort Nelson is completed.

This new sealing fleet in Newfound­
land is one of the most remarkable 
in the world. Until six years ago 
wooden ships were employed entirely 
for sealing and whaling, as the hulls 
could be built of solid wood many 
inches thick and thé bows planked 
with balks to a thickness of two. 01 

three feet and then shod with irdn 
bauds as a further security in ram­
ming the ice. In 1906, however; the 
idea was devised of constructing steel 
ships of special design and so but­
tressed internally as to give practi­
cally the same strength as the wood­
en vessel. The latter were mostly 
crafts making not'more than five to 
seven knots in speed, and the largest 
only 700 tons burden, so that except 
for this work they could not be pro­
fitably employed and had to remain 
tied up at the wharves in St John’s 
for ten months of the year.

Whatever the period for which Hud­
son Bay is navigable, the fact remains 
that in the opening there every year 
and again in the fall, about the clos­
ing time, floe ice and bergs will be 
met on the w'ay, swept south by the 
Greenland fastnesses. To navigate 
successfully such ice-laden waters 
will be a task for which there are no 
men in the world so fit as Newfound­
landers, who have been expert at it 
or generations, and it is probable 

that the completion of the proposed 
northern route will mean a great deal 
’o the sailormen of the island colon; 
Not alone do they venture their ships 
nto the midst of the ice mass, but. 

‘hey will themselves rove milts ovei 
the crystal plains off in the North 
Atlantic day after day in quest of Un­

seals which they hunt from thest 
steamers. Ship owners, therefore 
who intend utilizing these waters ir 
■ he near future, will find in New 
oundland a splendid supply of tin 
lest material for the crewing of the
