Seven Stowaways 
Brought Back.

The ' seven boys who stowed away 
on the Florizel, which left here for 
Halifax, a little over a week ago, 
were brought back yesterday on the 
s.s. Talisman. The names of the lads 
rre Waiter Lidstone, John Humby, 
\\esle.V Watts, Thomas Itvan. William 
Walsh. Patrick Hayes and Michael 
Keen. On Saturday last, the Florizel 
reached Halifax and immediately the 
stowaways were taken in custody. 
The Talisman, coming from New 
York reached Halifax a few hours af­
ter the Florizel. and Ca.pt. Berg was , 
instructed to take the stowaways to 
St. John’s. Capt. Berg heard from 
Capt. Smith that the lads smashed 
two. doors and out up all the rope 
they laid hands on. One of them 
hurled a wooden wedge at Captain 
Smith. On Monday morning\last the 
stowaways were put on board the 
Talisman handcuffed. After being 
about ten minutes at sea, said Capt. 
Berg, the lads released themselves 
from the bracelets by the use of a 
fyle which one of them had conceal­
ed on his person. They then became 
more ■ riotous • than ever and started 
in to do damage. After breaking a 
door, .Capt. Berg put a couple of his 
seamen in charge of them. When the 
ship was -reaching the Narrows yes­
terday the window of a port hole was 
forced out. When the Talisman 
berthed at Harvey & Co.'s pier a 
posse of police in charge of detective 
Byrne, took the stowaways into cus- 
iedy and escorted them to the police 
station, followed, by an excited crowd 
of onlookers. The lads asked the 
nolice why they were arrested. They 
said that for more than half theMime 
since they left here they were In con­
finement and ill-treated on board the 
Florizel and Talisman, and complain­
ed that they were each beaten with 
rubber belts by the Norwegian sail­
ors of the latter ship. Each lad had 
Ills wrists scarred ais the result of the 
breaking of the handcuffs. Two of 
them figured in the sealing disaster. 
Humby was in the rescue ship Belle- 
'. enture, while Watts was on the 
Newfoundland. Two of them who 
ere called the ringleaders of the 
•rang, were the perpetrators of rob­
beries here. The stories of ill- 
treatment on board the Red Cross 
boats is taken with a grain of salt.
