Beside the places in Europe proper,
the.following are also counted as be-
ing on the,European Telegraph Sys-
tem, namely:—Russia in Asia; the
following French possessions in North
and '\\‘est Africa, namely:—Algeria,
Mauritania, Senegal, Upper Senegal
and Niger; and French Moroceco. - The
Island of Cyprus is regarded as out-
side the European Telegraph System.

3. Until further nétice cablegrams
in the following three Codes, namely:
—Meyer’s -Atlantic  Cotton Code,
Thirty-ninth Edition; Bentley’s Com-

The re-elections of Mr. John Red-
mond a3 President of the United Irish
League is an all sufficient answer to
Sir Roger Casement, Jim Larkin and
the Irish-American irreconcilables in
America who have allowed themselves
to be the pawns of the Germans in
agitating against the British Govern-
ment. No one hasy shown gZreater
keenness in efforts to stimulate re-
cruiting in Ireland since the outbreak
of the war than Mr. John Redmondl
and Mr. T. P. O'Connor. This has
made them a target for the venomous
abuse of German agitators in ihe
States and their Irish-American dupes.
The latter however are by no means
representative of the general Irish
sentiment in the States, for as we have
pointed out previously the regular
Irish Societies, associated with the
Irish Nationalists constitutional pro-
1‘aganda,hiave endorsed Mr. Jbhn Red-
mond, since the outbreak of the war,
and passed a vote of confidence in
him. In considering the recruiting
question in Ireland, it should be re-
membered that Ireland has never been
backward in contributing what may
be regarded as a good quota of her
population to the regular army, and as
for the old volunteer or the new ter-
ritorial moyvement, she never had a
chance, for such units were nevar au-
thorized before the war. The Ulster
Volunteers were unauthorized znd ir-
regular movements, not recognized by
the War Office, as was the opposing
movement which came to life later,
Theze movements in the other parts
of the British Isles had much to do
with stimulating the war spirit of the
nation, and have assisted largesly in
releasing line regiments from Gibral-
tar, India, and elsewhere. While the
artillery at Gibraltar necessarily Jis
composed of regular forces, the regu-
lar infantry has been replaced largely
by those territorials, and as for India,
the whole-Wessex Division of Terri-
torials, under Major-General Donald
arrived at Bombay nine weeks " ago.
This division consists of three bri-
gades of four battalions each and four
brigades of Field Artillery Ireland
has never had these nerritorial -organi-
zation and therefore ‘she has never
had the chance of doing with terri-
torials what the west of England has
done. But in spite of such drawbacka',,

Hodeida Outrage.

Immediate Reparation For Affront in
Arabia.

Rome, Dec. 12.—The “Giornale d’
Italia” reports a serious incident at:
Hodeida, in Arabaia. The Ottoman
authorities, having learned that the
British Consul had remained in the
town, ordered his house to be entered
and himself arrested. The Consul’s
hLouse is near the Italian Consualte
and the British Consul, seeing Turk-
ish soldiers approaching, left his
house and took refuge there.

Signor Cecchi, the Italian Consul
who is a very young man, ran up tq
defend his premises, but in spite of
his protest and resistance the Britisk
Consul and his kavass were forced
outside the building and taken or
board a boat which left for an un-
known destination. Signor Cecchi did
not suffer any personal violence.

The Givrnale d’Italia adds: “The
United States, which has taken over
the protection of British interests in
the Ottoman Empire, will protest
against tiie violence committed on &
British subject. The Italian-Turkish
incident js, however, regarded as 3
violation of our consulate.”

In the Chamber this afternoon Bar-
on Sonninro, Minister for Foreign Af-
fairs, replying to various questions
on the incident, gave an account of
the affair which took place on No-
vember 25, and said that as soon as
details were available he had tele-
graphed iasisting on exemplary re-
paration. The Ottoman Government
had 1eplied that communication be-
tween - Constantinople and Hodeida
was interrupted, but that it was look-
ing into the affair. He had telegraph-
ed the previous day to the Italian
Ambassador in Constantinople renew-
ing (his ‘categorical instructions that
he* should demand immediate repara-
tion.—Reuter.

CONDITIONS IN VIENNA SERIOUS.

VENICE, To-day.

“Private reports from ‘° Vienna and
statements appearing in Austrian
papers show that conditions in the
Austrian capital are daily becoming
more serious. Smallpox, cholera and
typhoid are prevalent. Forty-five
cases of smallpox, being officially re-
ported in Vienna during the first nine
days of January. Many -‘cases of
contagion are also reported from
various centres of Lower and Upper
Austria, Styria, Bohemia, Moravia,
Silesia and Galicia.

NEW ATTACK ON SERVIA IM-
PRUDENT.

AMSTERDAM, (To-day.

Major Morhat, military correspond-
ent of the Berliner Tageblatt, says as
to the new offensive against Servia as
announced, we must desire it on poli-
tical grounds, but it should not be
undertaken at the expense of the
forces in Gelicia. If progress can be
made in the Balkans without dimin-
ishing the main army, it would be
prudent first of all to await successes
in Poland.

REDMOND RE-ELECTED.

DUBLIN, To-day.

John Redmond was re-elected Pre-
sident of the United Irish League at
the annual meeting. Resolutions
adopted congratulating the Irish na-
tion on the triumph and end of the
agitation of the past forty years for
National Self-Government, but main-
taining that in view of the critical
situation which might arise in the
near- future, the continued existence
of the National organization until the
crisis has passed was essential.

I'HE ARREST OF CARDINAL MER-
CIER.

ROME, To-day.

The German denial that Cardinal
Mercier was not arrested in Brussels
is true in only a technical sense, says
the Tribuue, in a special edition. The
Jardinal was not physically arrested
and taken away from his residence,
Hut he nevertheless was placed in a
state of arrest within his Palace, and
was watched by the Military. ~The
German Government realizing that
violence against a Prince of the Chur-
ch would have painful consequences
throughout the world, and also among
the Catholic population of Germany,
and fearing the effect of the measures
which might be taken by the Vatican,
desided hurriedly to restore condi-
tions to their former status. Neverthe-
less an aci of violence has been com-
mitted against the Primate of Bel-
gium. ‘The Holy See has asked that
reparation be made by the German
Government, and the explanation of
Germany is awaited eagerly.

An official statement issued by the
General Staff of the army in the Tau-
casus, says fighting in the region of
Olti (150 miles west of Kars) cintinues
obstinately, the rear-guard of the
Turks going on the River Olti, and to
the west bitter fighting in'the Kara
Urgan region has latterly inclined ‘n
our favor.. On Jan. 11 we captured
the 92nd regiment of Infantry, includ-
ing eleven officers, three Surgeons and
15600 men. We also partially destroy-
ed the 52nd regmient of infantcy, a
portion of which consisting of 250
soldiers and one officer was captured.
We captured a height in the Turkish
territory and in taking the ensmy’s
camp there we secured depots of ar-
tillery and ammunition.

set in they cannot make ends meet—
except, of course, those ends repre-
sented by a locomotive and a caboose.
It will therefore be necessary to raise
the freight rates or call in the sheriff.
But if the freight rates are raised
the next era of extravagance will see
the railroads so prosperous that vast
bond issues can once more be floated
for the improvement of roadbeds, fam-
ily trees, etcetera.

This will once more increase the
obligations. of the railroad to such an
extent that the next hard times will
require another horizontal raise with
trimmings.

Nobody “desires to see-the railroad
president when reduced to the neces-
sity of collecting money for his busi-
ness in a hat, but it does seem as if
when he is allowed to raise rates he
should be compelled to issue -bonds
with at least the same cautious con-
servatism exhibited by a sailor who
is trying to spend four years’ wages
in three days.

“It’s this way. I myself don’t take
such an awful 1dt of interest in base-
ball. But there was something great-
er than the game—greater than. any
game, in the way the Braves (that’s
the fan-name for the Boston National
Baseball team, my dear) came through
and won the pennant, - It was as thrill-
ing as the boy’s stories 1 used to read.

How a War Levy
Was Recovered.

The story of a French doctor’s fee
for attending a German Prince has
just become known. It was when the
Germans were advancing towards
Sezanne and Fere-Champenoise. They
reached Epernay, where they con-
sumed 50.000 bottles of champagne
and demanded a war levy of £57,000.

After the Battle of the Marne, when
the Prussian troops were in full
flight, one of the Imperial princes
was sericusly wounded.

TTié doctor, bearing in mind
the war levy demanded from his na-
tive city, fixed his fee at the sum of
£7,000. The paymaster of the Ger-
man army sent thé amount demanded
the same evening to'the mayor in gold
pieces bearing the image of Emperor
William.

Nothing is ever firm that is crected
on such a foundation. But to tell all
this or nothing to the Germans would
amount to the same thing; they are
intoxicated by their victories, and
they will awake only when Hurope
wearied by their ambition and by
their insolence, will arise to bring
themy to reason. Then they will be
forced to acknowledge that if- might
sometimes overwhelms right, justice
is eternal.—Erckmann-Chartrain. wri-
ten more than forty year ago.

December 22.—The King at Buck-
ingham Palace yesterday accepted
from the Maharajah Scindia of Gwali-
or, a Christmas gift of a fleet of mo-
ter-ambulances, auxiliary ecars, and
motor-cycles.

The
cars entered the palace grounds by
the Grosvenor-gardens gate and filed
past the King and Queen, who . had
taken up their stand near the King's
Door, afterwards leaving the grounds
by the Garden Gate and passing to
the Mall through the courtyard.

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When Lights Are Low.

London’s dimly-lit streets, due to
the regulations of the Government,
will mean. much more to the many
workers than may be at first thought.
The lighting of London is a huge
business, and, as many other cities
are compelled, also, to Kkeep their
lights low, the effect of the same
when carried out on a large scale
may be felt by many industries.

Over 90,000 people are permanently
employed in manufacturing gas, and
the army of workers in the electrical
world is almost as large. As soon
as night falls in ordinary times no
fewer than 730,000 gas lamps are in
use throughout the country, and the
‘electric lamp glares from one end of
the Kingdom to the other. And when
we imagine that perhaps half of
these lights may not be in use later
on, we can easily imagine that the
effect may be felt.

It is calculated that this nation pays
over twenty-one millions each year
for its gas to the eight hundred gas
companies engaged in its manufae-
ture. Eighty-two per cent. of the gas
lamps in the country are fitted with
incandescent burners, so that this in-
dustry may suffer a little.

"It is possible that the darkening of
our streects will benefit the theatres
and music-halls, for people prefer the
theatre to a walk in darkened London.
About £50,000 & week is spent in run-
ning the London theatres and music-
halls alone, and there is room in these
theatres and hallg for at least 250,000
people.

IRELAND’S ARMY ROLL.

Mr. John Redmond, M.P., speaking
at an. Irish National Volunteer review
a®l Limerick recently, said the Irish
people had accepted the passing of
the Home Rule Bill into law as a
solemn treaty of peace, and not as “‘a
scrap of paper’” to be torn up. If now,
in 'this crisis, as some people sug-
gested, the Irish people were 7o at-
tempt to stab England in the back, it
would  inflict a deadly blow on the
honour of Ireland. If such a dishon-
ourable attitude were adopted, he
would not remain one single hour in
public life.

Happily there was no such daager.
Ireland had 150,000 men of Irish birth
with the colors, and in addition the
Irish Brigade was rapidly filling up—
16,442 of the Irish Volunteers were
enrolled en November 1, and s#ince
then large numbers had joined. He
could not understand why the Gov-
ernment and the War Office were zo
chary about giivng assistance and in-
struction to turn the Volunteers who
could not join the colours into an effi-
cient bedy for home defence, as in
England. :

GENEVA, Jan. 12.

Word has reached here that the
Germans have established a base for
their aerial fighting craft near Ghent
in Belgium. Four Zeppelins of -the
latest type, and a number of aero-
planes have been assembled at the
new aviation grounds. It is from
this point that they made their recent
trip over Calais.

TURKEY AGREES TO ITALY’S DE-
MANDS.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

A speciai despatch from Rome to-
day says that Turkey has agreed to
the demands of Italy in connection
with the Hodeida incident. Accord-
ing to advices, Turkey has ordered
the release of British Vice-Consul
Richardson, who was arrested in the
Italian Consulate at Hodeida, and has
promised to punish the soldiers who
broke into the Comnsulate, as ,well as
to salute the Italian flag when it is
again hoisted over the building.

FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.
PARIS, Jan. 12.

The French War Office this, after-
noon gave out the following: “From
the sea to the Oise there was yester-
¢éay an intermittent cannonading fair-
ly violent in certain places. On the
Aisne to the north of Soissons deter-
mined attacks have
rgainst trenches occupied by us. on
the 8th and 10th of January. The
enemy during yesterday attacked our
positions several times; we repulsed
them and we took possession of more
trenches. From Soissons to Rheims
there were artillery exchanges, our
Leavy pieces of artillery responded
efficaciously to their batteries this
morning. -In Champagne in the re-
gion of Scuain, there was yesterday
very active shooting by our artillery
directed against the positions of our
adversary near Perthes, Lefortin, sit-
uated to the north of Deausejour
farm, was the scene of a desperate at-
tack. The enemy succeeded in set-
ting up a trench at a point with a
series of field works, the: commanding
position of which was held by us.

This fighting is still going on.. In the
Argonne and as far as the Meuse
there is nothing to report. On the

heights of the Meuse there have been
two German attacks, one at the For-
est of Consenveye and the other at
the Forest of Bouchot. Each was re-
pulsed. To the southeast of Cirey sur
Vezouse, one of our detachments sur-
prised and put to flight a German
company which was pillaging fhe
village of St. Sauveur. Weather bad.
A snowstorm is raging in Vosges and
Alsace.

FROM EAST AND WEST FRONTS.
LONDON, Jan. 12.

They have an army corps, at
Bagdad, but this is needed to oppose
the advance of the British-Indian
army from the east.

TURKEY’S TROUBLES.
NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

The closing of the Dardanelles and
the shutting off of Turkey from out-
side commerce, has resulted in the
people of Constantinople being re-
duced almost to the verge of starva-
tion, according to George Tomayan,
of Chicago, who for the past eight
months was in charge of the Ameri-
can Orphan Asylum-at Constantinople,
and who arrived here to-day. “When
I left Constantinople less than a
month ago, that city was reduced to
sore straits for fcod, all avai'able
supplies Laving been confiscated by
the military authorities. The suffer-
ing among the poor people is intense,
and the struggle for food by the poor
iz pitiful in the extreme.”
GERMANS USING ICE BREAKERS.

LONDON, Jan. 12.

The Germans are utilizing ice
breakers on the Maztivian lakes, in
East Prussia, to prevent the lakes
from freezing over, ;-according to a
Reuter despatch ffom  Petrograd.

erica, is heing scught by the German
boat. In any event, it is apparent
that the Japanese cruisers are en-

deavoring to come up with the Eitel
Friedrich.

THE ‘FARN’ IN DISTRESS.

SAN JUAN, Porto Rico, Jan. 12.

The former British collier Farn,

which now flies the German flag, ar-
ed here to-day in command of a Lieu-
tenant of the German cruiser Karls-
ruhe. Her crew consisted of fourteen
Germans and twenty-two Chinamen.
The Farn was in distress and put in-
to San Juan for provisions. Customs
immigraticn authorities have cabled
to Washington for instructions.
