New light is thrown upon the ori-
gin of diabetes by the discoveries of
Drs. Samuel J. Meltzer and 1. S.
Kleiner, N. Y. city, who are as-
sociated with the Rockefeller Insti-
tute for Medical Research.

They find much to support the be-

lief that the grave malady is due to
the failure of the pancreas to sec-
rete a liquid ‘'which in the
person aids in the elimination of
surplus dextrose from the system.
The announcement is made in the
proceedings of the National Academy
of sciences recently published in
Washington and is in the form of an
article bearing the signatures of the
two physicians.
Diabetes is a disease of which the
cause has always been considered ob-
scure, the pathology uncertain and
the treatment unsatisfactory.

KITCHENER INSPE(CTS WESTERN

WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.
The allied governments have agreed
on the principle that cotton is contra-
band of war. The exact date when
this announcement shall be made is
stiil under consideration.

FRENCH STATEMENT.

PARIS, Aug. 19.
The French War Office this after-
noon gave out the following state-
ment. There was much activity last
night on the Artois front. An attack
by our forces made us masters of the
junction of high roads between Beth-
une and Arras and between Ablain
and Angres, where the German posi-
tion constituted a salient into our ad-
vance line. Several counter attacks
on the part of the enemy were repuls-
ed. To the north of Carleul we were
successful in repulsing attacks made
with hand grenades and bombs. In
the region of Perles and Adinfer, in-
fantry firing continued yesterday.
There was also cannonading between
the Oise and the Aisne, in the section
of Biailly, as well as on the plateaus
of Quennevieres and Nouvron. In the
Argonne our artillery put an end to
activities of enemy batteries and
bomb throwers in the vicinity of Fon-
taine aux Charmes as well as in the
region of Marie Therese.

Cotton as Contraband

News comes from Washington that
the Entente Allies have agreed on the
principle that cotton is a contraband
of war, and that the date of the offi-
cial announcement has not yet been
determined. This course is not uan-
expected, either by the entente peo-
ple, Americans or Germans. The
justification of the course is based on
the fact that cotton is used to make
gun-cotton, and that it forms the
basis of many explosives. Under the
blockade most of the cotton imported
by Germany directly into its own
country has been cut off, but the im-
ports of cotton by neutral countrics
contiguous to Germany, has been far
in excess during the year of the.war
of what it was during the year im-
mediately preceding the war. A
statement published in the London
Times of July 28th, shows ' that the
Netherlands, Denmark, Norway and
Sweden have had excessive importa-
tions of cotton since the war com-
menced. There is no room for doubt
that this excess to neutral countries
has in large measure reached Ger-
many, and has also in great measure
been used to manufacture explosives.
The subject is fraught with difficul-
ties. America claims that Great
Britain has no right to curtail com-
merce with neutrals, even though
the ultimate destination of the goods
is a belligerent country, unless the
goods stopped are contraband. In
this &tatement there are two issues
disclosed: (1) the ultimate destina-
tion of the goods and (2) the con-
tents of the term contraband.

The first point was dealt with in
the Metamoras' cas¢ during the Am-
erican Civil War. Metamoras -was a
Mexican and neutral port, and the
question arose owing to the capture
of a neutral ship and cargo. Whea-
ton’s International Law, gives' the
material part of the judgment of the
American Supreme Court as follows:
“Contraband merchandise is subject to
a different rule in respect to ulterinr
destination than that which applies to
merchandise not contraband. The
latter is liable to capture only when a
violation of blockade is intended;
the former when destined to the hos-
tile country or to the actual military
or naval use of the enemy, whether
blockaded or not. The trade of neu-
trals with belligerents in articles not
contraband is absolutely free, unless
interrupted by blockade: the convey-
ance by neutrals to belligerents of
contraband articles is always unlaw-
ful. and such articles may always be
seized during transit at sea. Hence.
while articles. not contraband, might
Fe sent to Metamoras and beyond to
the rebel region, where the communi-
cation was not interrupted by block-
ade, articles of a contraband charac-
ter destined, in fact, to a State in

_rehellion, or for the use of the rebel
militarv forces, were liable. to_ cap-
ture though permanently destined to
Metamoras.”

According to the rule adopted sixty
vears ago by the American Supreme
Court, cotton could be seized which
was shipped by America to a neutral
country like the Negherlands. if cot-
ton was contraband. So far, however.
(i~eat Britain and her allies have not
~ficially declared cotton contraband.
hief Instice Chase, in the judgment,
-+n which we have referred. savs on
this question:
~nods as contraband has much per-
plexed text writers and jurists. A
strictlv = accurate and satisfactory
classification is perhaps impractica-
wlg: but that which is best supported
bv American and English decisions
may be said to divide all merchandize
jnto three classes. (1) Articles manu-
factured and primarily or ordinarilv
used for military purposes in time of
war: (2) Articles which may be and
are nsed for prrooses of war or peace
according tn circumstances; (3) Arti-
eleg exclusivelv used for peaceful pur-
poges. The third class is never con-

“The classification of;

traband when destined for military
use of an enemy. The first class is
also contraband under similar cir-
cumstances.

It seems to us that American cotton
destined for the use of Germany for
military purpose will come under the
second class, and can be declared con-
traband by the Entente Allies. There
is a suggestion, however of paying for
seizing cargoes of cotton, rather than
to condemn and seize them, as the
Allies would be entitled to do if they
made it contraband.

Found Bomb on
Liner Arabic.

(New York Journal, Aug. 6.)

Despite insistent denials of the po-
lice for the last few days, it was ad-
mitted to-day at Police Headquarters
that two sticks of dynamite, weighing
about half a pound each, had been
found in a cabin on the steamship
Arabic, of the White Star Line, which
sailed for Liverpool on July 28.

The dynamite was found the day
before the steamer sailed by a stew-
ardess. It was between the hot and
cold water pipes under a wash basin
and was wrapped in two pieces of
newspaper. It was in such a bad
state of deterioration that the slight-
est jar would have caused an explos-
ion, the nitro-glycerine having soak-
ed. through the paper.

Following the finding of the dyna-
mite the police were notified and the
explosive was taken to Police Head-
quarters, where it was later turned
over to Inspector Owen Eagan, of the
Bureau of Combustibles.

dagan said the dynamite, had it ex-
ploded, would have caused great dam-

age.
Find is Kent Secret.

In notifying the police, the steam-
ship officials asked that nothing be
made public, as publicity would cause
an unnecessary scare among the
passengers, and after an exhaustive
search was made on the liner, with-
out result. The police agreed to make
nothing public. The persistent rum-
ors of a bomb being found in one of
the consulates, however, forced the
police to make public the fact of the
finding of the dynamite.

“The Arabic arrived safely in Liver-
pool at 4 p.m., English time, accord-
ing to a telegram received by me this
afternoon, said C. W. Thomas, general
manager of the White Star Line.

“She had an uneventful voyage. As
to the discovery of the dynamite—
two sticks were found on the night
of July 27. A search was promptly
made by private detectives and the
police, but no other explosives were
discovered. It was not until we were
absolutely certain of this that the ship
was allowed to sail.”

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A Great Dic-
tionary Maker.

“Sir James Murray, editor of
‘New English Dictionary,” has
died at Oxford. In spite of
health he was working to the last,
and only a week or two ago pro-
duced an instalment of the tenth and
last volume of the great Dictionary,
bringing it to the phrase ‘turn-
down,’” says the Times.

Sir James was seventy-eight years
old, having been born at Denholm,
near Hawick, in 1837.

The story of the origin of his fa-
mous dictionary is thus told by the
Times:—

“When Mill Hill School was reopen-
ed under the headmastership of Dr.
Weymouth, Murray, who had married,
in 1867, as his second wife, Ada Ag-
nes, the eldest daughter of George

Murray’s Special Gift.

“Dr. Murray was fitted for his work
not so much by a special as what may
be called a general genius with greet
natural variety and versatility of bent
and powers. He had, both in his
education and in his experience, cul-
tivated his talents on many lines.
In addition to his early love and gilt
for languages, he was also, from the
first, an excellent mathematician. He
had made himself in his early years
at Hawick a thorough botanist, learn-
ing to know the British species, anil
by degrees collecting most of them.
He was also something of a zoologist,
and had:done dissections on his own
account. In geology he showed  no
less competence. As secretary to the
Philological Society he explored the
neighbourhood and became acquaint-
ed with the leading geologists, among
them Sir Archibald Geikie and his
brother.

In order to save the
cargo and prevent the vessel from
sinking, the captain decided to beach
her on the reef. Capt. Grandy is
standing by the. craft, but her crew
came to Curling by the Meigle, and
will be sent to their homes to-day.

Meigle’s Report.

(Western Star.)

The s.s. Meigle returned from north
vesterday afternoon, after making a
fairly good run to and from Battle
Harbor, and calling at intermediate
ports. On the Labrador- side of the
Straits there:is -not mueh doing with
fish at present, except at one pr two
places where there is a little cod to
be had with jiggers. The trapping
season is over, and fishermen have to
resort to gill net and hook and line.
Job’s crews at Blanc Sablon have
taken about 8,000 qtls. of cod for the
season, and they are now busy trying
to get it cured. Penny’s, at Isle au
Bois, have done fairly well; yet there
are a number .of crews with not more
than thirty quintals of fish each.
About Port aux Choix, on the New-
foundland coast, there is a fair sign
of cod yet, and boats do well when
they can get on the grounds. The
Meigle brought down a great many
passengers, among whom were sever-
al fishing crews and a number of
tourists. ]

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From the Front.
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THE TORPEDOING OF THE
ARABIC.

LONDON, To-day.

The big White Star Line steamer
Arabic, formerly a favorite ship in the
Liverpool and Boston service, but
which on the present trip was on the
way to New York, was torpedoed and
sunk by a German submarine at 9.15
o’clock on Thursday -morning, S.E. of
the Fastnet. The steamer, accordiag
to a statement of the White Star Line,
was attacked without warning, and
went down in ten minutes. Four
hundred and twenty-three persons
were on board, 181 passengers, and
242 members of the crew; 32 are
missing and are believed to have
perished. Most of those who have not
Lbeen accounted for belong to the crew,
only six passengers are  reported
issing. Whetlier any of those not
accounted for are Americans has not
vet been determined, but there were
only 26 citizens of the United States
on board, 22 being in the second
cabin and four in the steerage. The
Arabic carried no first class passeng-
ers, having lately been turned into a
two-class liner. Survivors who leit
tiie steamer in the ship’s boats were
picked up later by passing vessels
and arrived in Queenstown last night,
they are being accommodated by the
White Star Line Hotels and boarding
houses in the little town which o
short time ago cared for the surviv-
ors of the dead Lusitania. Details of
the sinking of the Arabic are lacking,
but that the loss of life was not great-
er is doubtless due to the fact, that
the weather was fine and that the
steamers plying in German submarine
zone now keep the. boats swung out
and otherwise prepared for emergen-
cies.. The torpedo which sank the
Arabic struck her on- the starboard
side, one hundred feet from her stern.
The vessel left Liverpool on Wednes-
day afternoon, and taking a southerly
course well off the Irish coast, doubt-
less with a view of avoiding submar-
ines, which frequent the water neatrer
the shore. When some fifty miles
west of where the Lusitania was sunk
in May, the German underwater boat
rose to the surface, launched a tor-
pedo. The markmanship of the Ger-
mans, as in the case of the Lusitania,
was deadly accurate. Like the Lusi-
tania the big liner quickly settled and
shortly disappeared from view. Some
survivors, according to reports re-
ceived here, say that they had just
witnessed the torpedoing of a British
steamer, presumably the Dunsley and
that this caused a great alarm on
board the Arabic. In their fright the
passengers who had rushed for life
preservers and had barely adjusted
them when the German submarine
had turned its torpedo against the
vessel’s side. Ten life boats and a
number of life rafts were quickly got
over the side of the steamer. Into
these a large number,of passengers
and members of the crew scrambled.
Many  passengers however fell into
the water but they got hold of rafts
and clung to them and later were
rescued. One woman fell into the sea
and screamed pitifully for help. Wea-
ther and tidal conditiofis being favor-
able, the sailors swam to her assist-
ance and succeeded in lifting her up-
on a raft. - Among those who were re-
scued were .Capt. Will Finch, com-
mander of the Arabic, all the deck of-
ticers, chief engineer, surgeon, pur-
cer, assist purser, chief steward and
third class steward. Third engineer
Tugon is amorng the missing. One of
the passengers on board was Kenneth
Douglas, the well known English act-
or, Douglas was on the Lusitania
when she was sent to the bottom.
His good luck followed him again to-
day, for he is among the survivors.
When the news of the sinking reached
L.ondon late this afternoon, it caused
a tremendous sensation. First re-
ports stated it was feared that a large
number of passengers had been lost.
(rowds soon gathered at the White
Star office making enquiries of friends
and relatives who had taken passage
on  board. Reassuring: news came
shortly by wireless, however, it was
to the effect that some 15 or 16 boats
and life rafts left the steamer safely
and had been picked up and were be-

ing towed into Queenstown. Later
private telegrams brought news from
most passengers that they were safe,
although some of them were injured.
Capt. Finch was formerly of the Paci-
fic Mail Service, but for some years
has been commander of the Arabic,
the largest steamer yet sunk by the
Germans with the exception of the

“DELIBERATELY UNFRIENDLY.”
NEW YORK, To-day.

Under the caption of “Deliberately’
Unfriendly,” the New York Tribune,
says: In every detail the German
attack upon the Arabic fulfills Presi-
dent Wilson’s definition of an act
deliberately unfriendly to the United
States. Since this is the case only
one road remains open to Mr. Wilson.
There is only one course that he can
follow with dignity and.with honor,
without- delay of any further diplo-
matic exchange whatsoever. The
German Ambassador in Washington
should receive his passports. The
American Ambassador in Berlin
should be recalled. It is time to have
done with a nation which has repu-
diated every scrap of international
law. It is time to have done with a
State which has adopted a policy
which is alike a challenge to human-
ity and the negation of all that civil-
ization means. The time has now
come to act. To talk further is to en-
courage, not to avoid murder. It 1s
to compound with infamy and con-
tinue relations with savagery. It is
to write ourselves down as willing
victims, and as consenting to the con-
tinued slaughter of Americans. In
the crime of the Arabic the last thin
disguise has slipped from the German
beast, and we see the fact as it is, but
we see it unafraid. Is the destruc-
tion of the Arabic, Germany's official
reply to the American note? In that
note the German Government was
warned of the necessity for a strict
observance of neutral rights in this
official matter, and was frankly told
that the repetition by the command-
ers of German naval vessels of acts
in contravention of those rights must
be regarded by the Government of
the United States as deliberately un-
friendly. The New York Sun says
facts more than adjectives are im-
portant. In considering yesterday’s
culminating achievement of the Von
Tirpitz policy, supposing the worst,
and Heaven grant that the worst be
not true, we have Germany's answer
not in words, but in a frightful deed
with a note of warning signed by
Secretary Lansing just thirty days
agzo this day. It should be plain that
friendly relations between the two
countries cannot continue to be main-
tained if these wrongs continue to be
perpetrated. The Herald says exact-
ly thirty days ago the Government of
the United States sent to the Govern-
ment of Germany a friendly but force-
ful note setting forth , for the third
time its unalterable attitude towards
acts of German submarines, which it
had previously characterized as so
absolutely contrary to the rules, prac-
tices and spirit of modern warfare.
To the note Germany has sent no re-
ply through channels of diplomacy.
Is the torpedoing of the Arabic, Ger-
many’s reply? Is Germany's answer
one of open defiance?

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

The sinking of the White Star liner
Arabic with the loss, it s feared, of
some fifty lives and valuable cargo
completely overshadowed all other
news of the war, in spite of the con-
tinued German advance on the eastern
front, seriously endangering a portion
of the Russian army, which must soon
have its effect on other fronts. Berlin
reports to-day claim the fortress of
Kovno has fallen, compelling the Rus-
sians in the Kalwarya and Suwalki
districts on the East Prussian front-
ier to fall back. In fact the Russians

'now appear to be able to hold their

own only in the Baltic . Provinces,
where they are preventing the Ger-
mans from advancing. Besides the
capture of Kovno, the Germans have
taken additional Novo Georgievsk
forts and according to their account
have penetrated the outer pesitions of
Brest Litovsk, the great fortress
which is the mainstay of what was
expected to be the Russians’ new line
of defence. There is no evidence yet
of Grand Duke Nicholas intentions,
but military writers are of opinion
that the swiftness of the German ad-
vance rendered it impossible for him
to make a stand in the Brest Litovsk
line which already has virtually been
turned by Field Marshal Von Macken-
sen in the south and by his colleagucs
in the north. The French have scor-
ed two successes in the West taking

ENGINEERS AND FIREMEN DIE AT
THEIR POSTS.

QUEENSTOWN, . To-day.

United States Consul Thompson
stated this morning that there were
21 American citiens among the cabin
and' steerage passengers on. the Ara-
bic; sixteen of these have been ac-
counted for thus far. Capt. Finch
gave a detailed account of the loss of
the liner: We were forty-seven miles
South of Galley Head at 9.30 o’clock
a.m., said he, when I perceived the
steamer Dunsby in difficulty. Going
towards here, I observed a torpedo
coming for my ‘ship, but could not
discover the submarine. The torpedo
struck one hundred feet from the ves-
sel’s stern, making a terrible havoc
of the hull. The vessel began to set-
tle immediately, and sunk in about
eight minutes. My order from the
bridge about getting the boats launch-
ed was promptly obeyed, but two
boats capsized. We had taken every
precaution while in the danger zone,
there were plenty of life belts on
deck, and the boats were ready for
immediate launching. My officers and
crew all behaved excellently, and did
everything pdssible in their circum-
stances, geting people into boats and
picking up those in the sea. I was the
last to leave, taking a plunge into the
sea as the ship was going down. Af-
ter being in the water for some time
I got on board a raft to which I also
assisted two men and a woman. Cap-
tain Finch paid a tribute to the heroic
conduct of several engineers and fire-
men, who remained at their post to
the last and sa\criﬁ(-od their lives to
execute the orders from the bridge
thus insuring the safety of passengers.
Among those lost was the captain’s
nephew. “If I had been given a little
more time by the submarine,” he said
regretfully, “I am satisfied I could
have saved everybody,”

RUSSIA MAY MOVE CAPITAL TO
MOSCOW — BALKAN DIFFICUL-
TIES BEING SOLVED.

LONDON, To-day.
The possibility of the removal of
the Russian seat of government to

Moscow is discussed by the Post’s

Petrograd correspondent, who says
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the Russians are calmly considering
the enormous advantages to the per-
manent well-being of the Empire, if
forthcoming, events should compel the
removal of the capital inland to Mos-
cow. The premier capital still is the
nerve centre of the Empire upon
which all railways converge. A Par-
is despatch to the Havas Agency from
Berne says according to information
from semi-official Serbian sources
here, Serbia has accepted the condi-
tions of the Allies and will consent to
the occupation of Macedonia by the
Allies in exchange for the section of
the Dalmatian coast and adjacent
lands and the praticipation of Albania
with Greece, except Avlona, which
will remain Italian.. When this is ac-
complished the Allies will transfer
Macedonia to Bulgaria. The plan only
waits the decision of Italy.

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Maniac With Axe

Circumstantial reports ‘have been
received in. authoritativer qoarters

with the knowledge of the German
Emperor, large quantities of war md-
terial, including supplies for sub=
marines, were stored near his castle
at Corfu at least six months before
the war began.
