These millions must be helped
by British and French officers, as the
Serbians, Roumanians and Greeks
have been.

CHIOS BOMBARDED BY TURKS.
ATHENS, Aug. 8.

Official advices from Chios say the
Turks have bombarded the Island
from Tchesne, a seaport of Asia Min-
or, forty miles from Smyrna, sinking
four sailing vessels and slightly dam-
aging the town and aviation grounds.

NEW GOVERNMENT MEETS.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 8.

The first meeting of the new Gov-
ernment was held” to-day. Premier
Kerensky presided, and said the Cab-
inet must concentrate all its attention
on national defence and organization
of the country, principally in connec-
tion with financial and economic af-
fairs. He appealed to the members
of the Cabinet to redouble their ef-
forts towards organization and con-
solidating the Government.

LONDON, Aug. 8.

Eloquence or Rant?

Yesterday afternoon the
House was prorogued un-
til next Thursday. There
was no reason for the
- proceeding, no shadow of
justification; the sole purpose of it
was to give the Government time to
carry out a trick, a gross abuse of
parliamentary privilege, which would
enable it to impose its arbitrary will
upon the country. We shall have
more to say upon that subject in the
proper place. A present subject is
furnished us by the extraordinary
speech which the Premier saw fit to
deliver before the House retired. We
observe that this fine piece of rhetoric
has called forth the usual unctuous
encomiums of the News. The Tele-
gram at least is no sycophant. and we
shall give the speech the notice it not
merely deserves but demands. So far
from finding in it a single sentence to
admire, we see in the whole composi-
tion a plain atempt to create a bitter
class feeling, an appeal to the worst
and basest emotions, a playing to a
gallery which does not exist, a cheap
electioneering rodomontade. The
speaker has not scrupled to use the
most sacred associations of this ter-
rible time, the bitter sacrifices shared
by all classes and all sections of the
country, to pit_ one of them against
the rest. Beaten in a fair fight, he
cannot take his beating. By a clumsy
device, familiar in German politics, he
will endeavour to turn it into a vic-
tory. Spoken from the footlights of a
lurid melodrama, the speech would
have been merely amusing; we could
not believe it was delivered by the
Prime Minister of a British Colony if
we did not have it in cold print before
our eyes.

Naturally, little reference is made to
the real cause of it all, the Profits
Tax: advocates do not linger over the
weakest point of their case. There is
merely the assertion that “no fairer
tax was ever conceived or proposed.”
Of course not! It is a mere trifie that
it omits the one provision common to
every. foreign act of the same nature.
It is a greater trifle that by it a busi-
ness man making $4,000, which may
not be enough to ward off bankruptey,
must pay $200, while a lawyer making
$8,000 and risking no capital at all
pays mnothing. The quintessence of
fairness! There is a short allusion to
the constitutional position, containing
terrible threats. We shall inform our
readers upon that point also in the
proper place, and our information will
differ from the Premier's sweeping
statements merely because they will
he the simple truth. Great emphasis
is laid upon the “safety and independ-
ence of the constitutional principles
upon which representation is based.”
We were under the impression that
one of the first of these principles was
the representation of the minority in
the Commons, giving it a voice. Who
elected the F. P. U. and Liberal mem-
bers of the House and for what pur-
pose? Was it to form this unholy al-
liance of the two parties, mixing as
easily as oil and water? Reference to
the columns of the Advocate up to the
date of the corrupt deal will supply a
sufficient answer. The course of the
session just closed is eloguent testi-
mony of the way in which the people
of the country are “represeated.”

But the most contemptible feature
of the speech is the general tone of
it, expressed in some sentences which
we shall quote. It appears that the
action of the Council was unpatrio-
tic in the last degree. We are sensible
of the cause which members of the
House of the Assembly have to prate
of patriotism. We know what they
have given and what they have done.

Not one of them opened his lips, un--

less in incidental reference, to speak
of the Regiment during the whole
session; they now speak of it inces-
santly. We know ourselves what the
hoys at the front want. They want to
do their duty, and if they fall doing it
to have their places filled. Whose
duty is it to fill them if not the Gov-

ernment’s? What have the Govern-,

ment done? How many of them, so
far from compelling the slackers to
do- their duty, have had the courage
to go to their districts and ASK them
to come forward? Let these men
prattie about patriotism when they
show a single spark of it themselves.
If the country wants mnwev. let them
begin now, in the fourth year of the
war, by contributing some of it
themselves. Let them mouth -~ trint-
ism when their combined offerines in
men, money and labo amount to one
tithe of those given  hy three mor-
chants that we could name. Tet them
speak then if they will, and mean-
time, out of ordinary ' self-respect,
keep silence.

The Premieér asks, “Is one sectlon|
of the country to do'all and sacrifice
all whilst the other stands idly by,
fattening on_ the misfortunes of their
neighbours, growing rich by profiteer-
ing, and in a position to avail of the
certain profits born of the war?” In
this utterly despicable sentence the
issue which the Premier wishes. is
fairly joined. Will Sir Edward Mor-
ris have the goodness to inform us
which one section of the country has
done all and sacrificed all? Will he
indicate whiech one has stood idly by?
He knows himself the . utter falsity,
the contemptible hypocrisy, the vote-
catching purpose of the insinuations
he makes. Like any ranting Ther-
sites he makes war upon -one class,
the merchants—the class which tow-
ers head and shoulders above all the
rest together in the total of the coun-
try’s effort in the war. What would
that effort be worth without the part
which it has contributed? Three-
quarters of it would disappear. How
many men would the Regiment have
boasted? And as to that, let it never
be forgotten that the voluntary offer-
ing and sacrifice of the soldier and
sailor is a thing apart, the honour
and credit of the individual and of no
elass. Where would the Patriotic
Fund be, the Red Cross Fund, the
aeroplane Fund, any of the other
funds which have established a name
for Newfoundland generosity, without
the contributions of the ‘“‘unpatriotic”
merchants? What portion of the
work of the Patriotic Association and
its many Committees consists of the
ungrudging labor of the merchants?

We will pursue no further a subject’
distasteful to the most ordinary deli-
cacy. We ask our readers to bear in
mind that we do not create this con-
temptible distinction of classes. It is
the Government that have done that.
We would not stoop so low. If the
cowardly and baseless attacks upon
a few worthy and respected gentle-
men continue, we shall do our best
to defend them; when the time comes
for action, as come it will, it will be
for them to act. The Premier speaks
menacingly of the ultimate outcome
of it all. He will have reason to re-
member his own words. For the pre-
sent he should have the grace to be
ashamed of a speech, delivered from
the most responsible post in the coun-
try, which the most rabid and pur-
blind socialist would have hesitated
to utter.

War and the
Pleasure Car.

(From the New York Tribune.)

Gasolene is one of the necessaries
of war. Yet no one would think it
was, witnessing from day to day its
lavish use in our streets and highways
as an instrument of personal luxury.
There has been no appreciable dim-
inution since war was declared of
pleasure or other needless riding in
automobiles. That is one of the first
signs of the non-existence here of war
conditions and a war consciousness
which strike the eye of every visitor
from Europe. The Advisory Commis-
sion of the Council of National De-
fence has just warnea the country that
our present gasolene stocks are in-
adequate. We are using 35,000 bar-
rels of crude oil in excess of our pro-
duction. The consumption of oil for
military purposes is going to increase
amazingly. Therefore, even if we
speed up our production, we shall
have to cut down our oil consumption
for non-military purposes. It is not
the “joy-rider” alone to whom the Gov-
ernment’s warning is directed. “Joy
riding” is nearly as much of an abom-
ination in peace time as it is in war
time. But there are thousands ’of
other users' of gasolene who are in-
dulging in pleasure excursions and
other form of ordinarily harmless
but now wasteful travel. It should
be made a case of conscience with
each of these whether the travel is
justified under existing conditions.
From every street news stand war
gscare heads clamor at the passerby.
But once he turns his gaze from the
sidewalk and watches the endless pro-
cession of pleasure vehicles, most of
them on superfluous service, all sense
of the reality of the war which we
are engaged in fades away. The hab-
it of unnecessary travel is necessarily
hard to overcome. There has been an
orgy of it for several years past. New
York at night, and far into the night,
is a panorama of speeding pleasure
vehicles—nearly every one repre-
senting in its operation an unproduc-
tive expenditure. We cannot hope to
overcome this habit of waste in 24
hours. But we can gradually break

its hold. We are teaching ourselves |

to save food because our allies need
it. Food saving may eventually re-

present a genuine sacrifice on the |

altar of patriotism. Saving gasolene
will hardly involve personal harship
to anyone. Yet at the cost of the
slight inconvenience involved in sav-
ing it we may cotribute materially to
win the war.

The President of the Legislative
Council then announced that His Ex-
cellency the Governor had been pleas-
ed to prorogue the Legislature until
Thursday next, Aug. 16th.

In the Assembly Chamber the Pre-
mier, Sir Edward Morris, said:

“One of the most important meas-
ures passed by this House, namely,
a Tax on Business Profits, was
thrown out yesterday by tlie Legisla-
tive Council. I exceedingly regret
the action of the Members of the
Council in this respect. There are
gentlemen in that Chamber from
whom I had hoped and expected bet-
ter things. The measure was a War
measure, designed in the interests of
the Empire, a measure to obtain the
funds to pay our soldiers, their wives
and children and dependents, while
they are defending our King and
Country; to. keep the home fires burn-
ing while they are away fighting for

Nothing could be fairer or more just
than the principles of the Bill. In
ffect it provided that every business
carried on in Newfoundland, where
the annual profits were over $3,000,
should pay into the Revenue one-fifth
of the excess profits, after the owner
had first charged all the cost and ex-
penses and salaries of running the
business. That is to say, if a firm
made and cleared say $23,000, over
and above all expenses, the owner
would pay one-fifth of $20,000 into the
revenue, or a tax of $~_1,000. I think it
will be admitted that no fairer tax
was ever conceived or proposed. I re-
peat that I am sorry that the Members
of the Legislative Council did not rise
to the occasion of this great war
which is devastating the Empire, rob-
bing the homes, even in far-off New-
foundland, of their most prized treas-
ures, and write themselves down in
history forever as a band of patriotic
citizens, thinking only of King and
Country. How can any of us, after
this declaration by the monied inter-
ests of Newfoundland, ask a father
for his son to go forth to fight for us
while_those at home, who are in a
position to do so, refuse to contribute
a reasonable allowance towards the
sinews of war?

The true test
would be to ask any parent what he
would give to have his boy restored,
the light, the life, who has gone out
of his home for ever.

boundary will be prevented. They in
no way represent the opinion of the
country, and their action is a deliber-
ate challenge to the people outside
this House.

A Statement of the Fécts From
the Official Records.

In view of the discussion now going j

on in re the above we have been asked
to publish the following statements
from the official Records.

1. Replies of Standing Committee
tabled by Hon. R. K. Bishop in the
Legislative Council in reply to ques-
tions asked by Hon. J. Harvey, on
July 5th in relation to statements
made by Hon. P. T. McGrath.

Question 1.—Report upon the cir-
cumstances attending the sending for-
ward of Volunteers known as the
Windsor Draft, and particularly as to
why they were not sent to connect
with the S. S. Southland?

The history of the circumstances in
connection with the draft of 120 men
intended to have been sent by the
Southland, and the subsequent addi-
tion thereto, which afterwards made
up the draft known as the *“Windsor
Draft,” is summarised in the follow-
ing extracts from the Minutes of the
Standing Committee on : Military Or-
ganization, of the Patriotic Associa-
tion of Newfoundland, and Notes:

October 4th, 1916—“It was agreed
that the Transport Committee be
authorized to make arrangements for
the despatch of a detachment of
troops after consultation ~with the
miliary authorities.”

NOTE.—In accordance with this
decision the Transport Committee ar-
ranged for a draft of 120 men to 'go
by S. S. Florizel to Halifax, and
thence by S. S. Southland to England
early in December. -

October 31st, 1916.—The Officer
Commanding at Headquarters “drew
the attention of the Committee to
some sickness which prevailed among
the men of the Regiment, and it was
ordered that the Officer Commanding
be empowered to board the men at
Donovan’s, or elsewhere, as might be
required in this connection.”

Novemher 22nd, 1916.—The Officer
Commanding at Headquarters “report-
ed that measles had broken out among
the men under his command. Both
Majors Macpherson and Patersomw (of
the Medical Stafi) were of 1the opinion
that it would be risky for the men to
go forward at present on account of
this outbreak of measles, and they
thought it advisable that the precedent
which had already been ostablished,
of a delay of three weeks, be adhered
to.”

November 25th, 1916.—“The Chair-
man (Sir Joseph Outerbridge) re-
ported that a draft of about 120 men
was now ready to go overseas. After
some discussion it was decided that
the Chairman send a cable to the
Agents at Halifax that there was
some doubt about the men going next
week, and that final arrangements
with regard to same would not be
made until the 27th inst.”

“Major Montgomerie (Officer Com-
manding at Headquarters) suggested
that Major Carty be requested to take
command of the draft as far as Hali-
fax, and see that the men were com-
fortably and safely placed on the S.S.
Southland for passage across the At-
lantic.”

Note.—The reason for the doubt
above expressed as to the men going
was, that owing to the outbreak of
measles referred to in the last Min-
utes, the Committee would not make

a definite decision as to ihe date of

sailing until the Medical Officers de-
cided the number of men which would
be available for the draft.

In the meantime His Excellenty the
Governor had received information to
the effect that enemy craft were oper-
ating in the Atlantie, and he decided
to confer with the Standing Commit-
tee. He, therefore, requested the
Chairman to call an emergeney meet-
ing of the Committee at the C. L. B.
Armoury fer the purpose of discus-
sing with him, and the Prime Minis-
ter, with Capt. Abraham, Intelli-

gence Officer, present, the advisability !

STANDING COMMITTEE OF THE
PATRIOTIC ASSOCIATION, MEET-
ING, NOV. 28TH, 1916.

The members of the Committee
were summoned for the purpose of
meeting His Excellency the Governor
Sir W. E. Davidson, K.C.M.G., and the
Rt. Hon. the Premier, Sir E. P. Mor-
rig, P.C., KCMG.

A meeting was held in the C. L. B.
Armoury, Harvey Road, at 4 p.m.

PRESENT.—His Excellency the
Governor, the Rt. Hon. the Prime Min-
ister, Sir Joseph Outerbridge, Hon. M.
P. Cashin, Messrs. J. A. Clift, T. J.
Edens, J. W. N. Johnston, J. McKay, J.
Peters, V. P. Burke, Majors Mont-
gomerie, Paterson, Macpherson and
Capt. Abraham, Intelligence Officer.

The Governor presided and inform-
ed those present that the object of
the meeting was to consider the ad-
visability of sending or not sending a
draft of men by Florizel to Halifax to
connect with the - Southland sailing
for the Old Country on December 7th,
in view of the fact that the Admiralty
had given out information that two
submarines were on this side of the
water.

At the request of His Excellency,
Capt. Abraham explained to the meet-
ing the present position with regard
to transporting troops on the Atlantic.

The Prime Minister was of the
opinion that the risk would be some-
what lessened by sending the men by
rail to Halifax, and in as much as
measles had broken out in the Com-
pany, it would perhaps be advisable,
he thought, that the men be held
longer.

A general discussion then ensued
in which all those present took part.
In reply to a question, Capt. Abraham

Note.—Arrangements were made by
Transport Committee for draft to sail
by S. S. Florizel, leaving 31st Janu-
ary, to connect with the S. S. Saxonia,
leaving Halifax early in February.

January 30th, 1917.—The Chairman
explained the obpect of the meeting,
which was to decide whether the draft
of troops arranged to go by the Flori-
zel might leave by that steamer, in
view of the information received by
the Admiralty. After general discus-
sion it was decided that the graft
"leave by the Florizel as arranged, and
that the troops await in Halifax ar-
rangements for their transportation
from there.”

Note.—This meeting was called on
account of a dispateh te His Exeel-
lency the Governor from the Admir-
alty, advising that on account of in-
ability to provide convoy for the Sax-
onia the trocps were not to be dis-
patched from Halifax by that steamer.

February 9th, 1917.—Cipher tele-
gram No.357 to Governor General of
Canada. ' Cipher telegram No. 356 to
Secretary of State. Cipher telegram
No. 851 from Governor General of
Canada. Cipher telegram No. 373 to
Secretary of State. Cipher telegram
No. 874 to Governor General of Can-
ada; and Cipher telegram No. 859 from
Secretary of State, were read at this
date. These telegrams are all mark-
ed “Secret,” and the Committee Las no
authority to disclose their contents. At
this meeting copy of telegram from
Major Montgomerie, to the Governor,
was read, saying ‘“the troops had ar-
rived at Halifax, all well, at midday
February 3rd.”

Note. — *This draft (afterwards
known as the Windsor draft), consist-
ed of 2') men all ranks. The draft
intended to be sent by the Southland
was 120 all ranks.

Th's terminates the connection of
the Committee with this draft as far
as transportation was concerned. Ar-
rangements thereafter were in the
hands of the Canadian- Government.
The troops arrived at Halifax on Feb.

With regard to the Windsor Draft,
the Hon. Dr. McGrath has stated in
the Legislative Council as follows: “It
was to leave here by the “Florizel”
and join the steamer “Southland” at
Halifax, but the day before it left the
Governor attended to make the usual
farewell address to the lags and so
did a number of members of the
Standing Committee. One of these
had protested against the despatch of
the draft on the ground that the
“Southland” was a slow ship and that
she might be torpedoed, and an emer-
gency meeting was held and this point
was discussed. This gentleman, who
had a son in the draft, was strong in
his views, and although the Governor
and Capt. Abraham, who was also
present, and whose views were invit-
ed, expressed the opinion that there
was no danger, the Committee decided
to hold the draft back.”

He has further stated editorially in
the Evening Herald that “Possibly
many a man npw lying dead in France
would be alive if the reinforcements
which that draft would have furnish-
ed had been available.”

Your Committee most emphatically
deny that there was the slightest
foundation in fact for any such state-
ments as made by Hon. Dr. McGrath
in his speech in the Legislative Coun-
cil or for the account given by him of
the circumstances under which the
meeting referred to was convened and
held. These circumstances are fully
stated in the extracts from the min-
utes of the Committee already pub-
lished in the official debates in the
Legislative Couneil, and it will be seen
that there was nothing to warrant the
painful reference contained in the edi-
torial suggestion or to justify the
charge that any member of this Com-
mittee was responsible for the meet-
ing being held with a view to delay-
ing the despateh of the draft for any
other reason.

SLIGHT INCREASE IN SHIPPING
LOSSES.
LONDON, To-Day.

There was a slight increase in the
loss of British merchant vessels by
submarines or mines during the last
week, according to the official sum-
mary issued to-night. Twenty-one
British vessels of more than 1600 tons
and two vessels less than 1600 tons
were sunk last week, and thirteen
ships attacked unsuccessfully. No
fishing boats were lost. The number
of vessels over 1600 tons lost during
the last week is an increase of three
over the mumber sunk in the previ-
ous week, when eighteen were lost
through submarines or mines. There
is a decrease of one in vessels less
than 1600 tons, three having been re-
ported lost the previous week: The
total for the present report, 23, is an
increase of two over the previous re-
port and is one less than the number
reported lost for the week ending July
22, which wag the highest since the
week ending June 24 when 26 were
lost.

RUSSIA WILL FIGHT.
WASHINGTON, To-Day.

Russia, newest of democracies,
grows stronger of heart and purpose
daily, and with aid from the United
States can be depended on to do her
part in the great war and emerge a
powerful state. This was the message
brought to President Wilson and Sec-
retary of Satte Lansing to-day by
Elihu Root and his fellow members
of the American Mission sent to Rus-
sia three months ago. Unqualified en-
couragement from the United States,
moral and financial, when necessary
is absolutely essential to keeping life
in the new Government. The Com-
missioners agreed that a separate
peace with Germany obviously is the
gravest fear. Left to fight along with
her present Government control, the
President was told, Russia will
emerge triumphant and strong, but™if
either by.great masses of -troops or
clever propaganda Germany should
accomplish the overthrow of the Ker-
ensky Gavernment, the outlook would
be dark indeed. ?

CONSCRIPTION NEARLY LAW,

OTTAWA, To-Day.
The Military Service Bill passed the
third reading in the Senate to-day and
now awaits only the Commons’ endor-
sation of the Government amendment

inserted in the Upper House, making
the approval of the Minister of Jus-
tice a necessary preliminary of any
prosecutions under the Act, and the
signature of the Governor General be-
fore it becomes the law of the land.
