An Old Telegram.
Prince Rupert—A reminder of the 

when kid-gloved pioneering in Cen­
tral British Columbia was unknown 
came to Prince Rupert recently. It
was A tllOTB. nrnhnhlv the first of

all Skeens district telegrams, for it 
bore the date November 23, 1865. The 
telegram is a souvenir of the time 
when the Western Union Telegraph 
Company was trying to beat the At­
lantic cable enterprise by establish­
ing communication with Europe by 
way of Behring Straits and Siberia. 
To this and. en.in«*r« were sent into

the then remote Skeens and Caribou 
countries to establish a wire service 
through to Yukon and Alaska. They 
did not get much further than the 
Buckley Valley, however. The At­
lantic cable won out, so the Behring 
Strait route was abandoned. The 
ancient telegram was dispatched

DANGERJN DELAY.
The influenza scourge is again 

in onr midst, the disease being 
possibly a recrudescence of the 
epidemic which attacked the 
city in the closing months of 
nineteen eighteen, and continu­
ed, more or less violent till 
August of last year. The num­
ber of victims carried off by the 
malady, during that period have 
been made known through the 
statistical reports. That it was 
too many cannot be gainsaid, 
some of the beet live» having 
been taken, notwithstanding all 
the precautions. At that time 
the whole population rose np 
and demanded that the aid of 
the law be invoked in an effort 
to stamp out the disease. That 
aid was forthcoming, and phy­
sicians and nurses alike per­
formed wonders in their efforts 
to cope with the prevailing 
danger. When the necessity 
arose volunteers offered them­
selves to care for the numerous 
patients, and the heroic spirit 
of dozens of young women 
manifested itself in this "way.
The epidemic was at first check­
ed, then* conquered, mainly by 
the self-sacrificing efforts of 
those upon whom the work of 
nursing fell. But that it was 
not completely vanquished is 
proven by its presence in more 
virulent form to-day.

V V * * * *

A conservative estimate of 
the number of cases in St.
John’s, made by the foremost 
doctors, gives the number at 
three thousand. A contempor­
ary claims that there are be­
tween four thousand and four 
thousand five hundred people 
suffering from influenza and 
kindred complaints within the 
municipal limits. The number 
is appalling, and the number of 
deaths occurring diumally is 
more appalling still. Should 
the ratio of deaths to cases 
amount to one out of ten, as 
happened In Toronto, during 
February, the city is in a way 
to become a necropolis, and 
though there is no occasion yet 
for alarm, it is time that every 
precaution was taken to pre­
vent any further spread. It is 
not within the province of the 
layman to give advice to the 
physicians on the best methods 
to be adopted for the curbing of 
the influenza menace, neverthe­
less we feel that any delay in 
enforcing a rigid quarantine of 
infected houses, and placing 
certain restrictions on public 
gatherings, where a congestion 
of humanity adds to and en­
hances the spread of contagion, 
is dangerous to the health of the 
community. It will be too late 
when the epidemic holds us en­
tirely in its clutches, and it ie 
the paramount duty of those in 
authority to take measure* in 
keeping with the seriousness of 
the situation. The issuance of 
instructions, the following of 
which will safeguard health, 
are very well in their way, but , . ****** oa «*• 
something else must be done.

The robes of the Rus­
sian clergy were the richest In the 
world. In the House of the Holy 
Synod, Inside the Kremlin, were kept 
vestments of fabulous value. One 
was embellished with the Nicene 
Creed embroidered In pearls. There 
were no fewer than seven mitres 
studded with diamonds, rubies and 
emeralds, also golden crosiers of 
rare workmanship. The boundless 
wealth, gorgeous decorations, and 
endless magnificence of the church­
es were in strange contrast to the 
poverty-stricken, unkempt peasants 
who thronged the churches at aH 
hou» of the day.

The battle, or rather duel, on March 
», 1108 between the Confederate "Mar- 
rlmae" and the Union "Monitor" waa 
the flrit fight between two heavily- 
armoured ehlpi. In 1161 the Union 
force* burnt and sunk tbelr owe fri­
gate "Merrlmae” to cave her from 
capture, but the Confererato navy 
raised her, and rebuilt her ae an Iron­
clad. The deok was covered I» by a 
roof of wood faced with Iron, and the 
sides of this deck-house sloped at an 

the angle of forty-five degrees. Inside 
were ten guns. She drew 22ft. of 
water, was nearly unmanageable and 
very unseaworthy. However, on the 
8th March, 1862, she steamed Into 
Hampton Rpads, where the U.8. wood­
en fleet lay at anchor. She steered 
direct for the U.3. frigate “Cumber­
land," 30 guns, and rammed her. The 
"Cumberland" heeled over and sank 
with guns firing and colon» Hying. 
The frigate "Congress.” «0 guns, was 
next attacked, and surrendered, and 
other U.S. ships were run ashore. The 
“Merrimac" then drew off for that) 
day and next morning started in to 
finish off the U.S. fleet, but found wait­
ing for her a new kind of ship, some­
thing like a cheese box on a plank, the 
only parts showing above water being 
a large circular turret and a small 
conning-tower. She was quite as unsea- 
worthy as the "Merrimac,” but as she 
only drew off, and the "Merrimac" was 
not sorry, Her name was tbq"Monitor.” 
The “Merrimac" tried hard to ram 
her, but was tolled by the superior 
quickness of her adversary, and so 
the two ships settled down to a re­
gular duel and pounded away at each 
other, at point blank range, for eix 
hours. At thd end of this time neither . 
had penetrated the other’s armour, 
though all the upper works, boats, 
funnels and everything exposed on 
both ships was shot away. At length 
the "Monitor” drew off, and the “Mer­
rimac" was not sordy to follow suit 
Thus the battle was a drawn one, but 
the honours were with the “Monitor," 
as she had protected the U.S. wooden 
fleet from further destitution. A few 
months later the '‘Merrimac” was run 

" ashore and burned to hare her from 
capture, and the “Monitor” foundered 
in a gale on Dee. 29 of the same year. 
This battle revolutionised the building 
of warship*. From that time wooden 
ships were abandoned, and ike nations 
vied with each other Is betiding Iron­
clads. The two principles then first 
adopted, the heavy armour Of the 
"Merrimac," and the revolving turret 
of the "Monitor," continue to domin­
ate the warship construction of the 
present day. ,

What Happened at Kut,
Speaking at Newport, England, at 

a fete organized by the Comrades of 
! the Great War, Gen. Sir Charles 

Townsend said that he wished he 
could live long enough to see what 
history would have to say about the 
defence of Kut. He was ordered to 
go forward with a handful of men. 
Instead of having 13,000 men at his 
disposal he should have had 113,000. 
He had warned the authorities of 
what might happen if he was asked 
to go on with only a limited number 
of effectives, but after having given 
the warning his duty was done. Any 
orders hé received afterward had to 
be carried out. With a sufficient num­
ber of men he could have guaranteed 
not only to take Bagdad but also to 
hold It..

In toe air raid on London which oc­
curred on March 7, 1918, twenty per­
sons were killed and forty-five injur­
ed. Three bombs fell néar St John’s 
Wood station, one of them not far from 
Admiral Beatty’s house. One wreck­
ed toe front of a three-storey double 
house standing in its own grounds in 
Townsend Road, but sixteen people 
sheltering there were fortunately un­
hurt Two three-storey houses In 
New Street not far away, were des­
troyed by another bomb, and members 
ot two families killed beneath the 
ruins. A third bomb fell In the street 
a few yards from toe gate of Lord’s, 
and this killed a soldier in the street 
and an officer who was watching the 
barrage from toe window of a house 
in a garden opposite. The most wide­
spread damage ever done by a bomb 
in London waft that at Warrington 
Crescent off Maids Vale, where three 
or four substantial houses were com­
pletely destroyed, and most ot the 
casualties occurred there. The res­
cue party worked tor two days, aid 
saved nearly fifty lives, but among 
the killed was Mrs. Ford, the writer of 
toe song, "Keep the home fire» burn­
ing," which obtained inch a vogue all 
over the British-speaking world.

Rear-Admiral Robert Edwin Peary 

won fame that will be lasting, by the ' 
success of his effort, made In 1909, to j 
reach the North Pole. Among the 1 
capable and courageous men of many , 
nationalities who for a hundred years ! 
gave their skill and strength to the I 
task of Arctic exploration, he ranked I 
high, not more because of his suc­
cess than for the efficiency of his 
plans and the manner In which he 
carried them out. They were the re­
sult of many years of study and ex­
perience, during which he added 
much to the world’s knowledge of 
the polar regions. Beginning with 
a study of the Greenland Ice cap In 
1886, successive voyages made under 
his charge established that Green­
land was an Island, brought to the 
world's knowledge the existence of a 
tribe pf Arctic Highlanders within 
the polar region and disclosed the 
existence of unknown land groups far 
to the north. His great triumph was 
wpn In 1909, when, after an ice 
march of fifty days, the last 130 miles 
being made with five companions In 
five days, he reached the goal of 
many ambitions, and after spending 
thirty hours resting and taking ob­
servations, he started southward to 
where the main body of his expedi­
tion was awaiting him. Returning 
home he was accorded the honor that 
was his due, and that Dr. Frederick 
Cook, a rival in exploration, had 
made an audacious effort to taks

from him. The Congress of the 
United States thanked him; he was 
given the rank of rear-admiral In the 
Navy, and scientific societies vied 
with each other in according him 
their distinctions.

there were others who, while they 
could not deny his merits, resented his 
attitude; and to some extent he suf­
fered In consequence. Among those 
who did not seek to detract from the 
credit of his work was Captain Bart­
lett, the Newfoundland commander 
of his ship, the Roosevelt, who ac­
companied him over the Ice till the 
last dash was to be made, and then 
returned to the starting point It 
was part of the understanding be­
tween the men that if Peary broke 
down Bartlett was to make the effort 
to reach the pole and, It he succeed­
ed, was to have the hmbr, to the 
winning of which he contributed in 
no slight way through his skill, as an 
Ice navigator. Nothing that detract­
ors sought to say could take from 
Peary, however, the credit that was 
his due. The success of his ’ plans 
was equalled only by that which, 
later, attended Amundsen’s efforts to 
reach the South Pole. He ranks 
high up among those heroic sailor

souls who, at vast cost of life 
effort, gave the world its knowld 
of the great polar regions.—ij 
York Times.

The Trafalgar medal waa struck In 

fiewter for the lower deck. The sea­
men were annoyed at Its shoddy ap­
pearance, and moet of the recipients 
threw their decoration* into the a**, 
says Tlt-Blts.

The Soudan medal of l$$6-7 has a 
ribbon In which yellow and black are 
separated by a narrow stripe of scar­
let. These colors were chosen to 
symbolise the driving out of the black 
Dervishes from the yellow desert by 
the “thin red line.”

Another ribbon which bis an Inter­
esting significance is the yellow, blue 
and yellow suspender of th# Khed­
ive’s Soudan medal. Here we have 
typified the blue Nile running through 
the sandy plains of Egypt.

The authorities have never been in 
a hurry over issuing medals; there 
are two instances on record when 
those entitled to rewards have been 
called upon to wall fifty years for 
their decorations.

The Victoria Cross was designed by 
Queen Victoria and the Prince Con­
sort. Foq a long while it was made 
of the bronze obtained from cannons 
captured in the Crimea. Now the 
makers use cannon taken in the Boxer 
Rising.

For Jellalabad a very ugly medal 
was struck, and those who received It 
grumbled in no measured terms. A 
really artistic piece was then pro­
vided, and all who possessed the Jrst 
were requested to exchange it for the 
second. Not one per cent, of the re­
cipients applied for the better medal.

Until the year 1914 the long service 
ribbon for the army was similar to 
that for the Victoria Cross. The only 
difference was in width, the latter 
being a fraction of an inch wider. 
Such was official intelligencs.

No less than eleven ribbons recog­
nized by the authorities are entirely 
blue.

Pride, and Its Fall.
In the year 1914, Austria-Hungary 

occupied an enviable or at least a 
splendid position In Europe. The Em­
pire of the Hapsburgs contained over 
fifty million people, most of them pros­
perous and happy. Agriculture and 
manufactures flourished, commerce 
was good .and the outlook was alto­
gether promising. The rulers of the 
nation, however, were seized ■ by the 
ambition to Join, with Germany, in a 
mad raid on civilization and to attain 
to gteater wealth by robbing their 
neighbors. All seemed ready and the 
time propitious and the plunge was 
taken.

In "Current History” for January, 
Philip Gibbs, the eminent war corre­
spondent, draws a harrowing picture 
of the terrible conditions obtaining In 
Vienna as a result of the war. He 
■peaks of it as a “city of dreadful 
night.” a.City of tragedy, a city filled 
with maeees of men who exist on 
semi-starvation and children who are 
fed by the chffrity of people who were 
th«lr inepties In war. The palace 
once occupied by Archduke Ferdinand, 
whose murder precipitated the con­
flict, Id pow used a» a soup kitchen 
for itarring children, fed «by Ameri­
can relief. The figures of the situ­
ation are appalling. There are one 
hundred thousand men out of work;

■lx thousand homeless families and 
two millions out of the 2,500,000 popu­
lation live without meat, butter, milk 
—or any kind of fat. Of the children 
—eighty-three per cent, suffer from 
rickets, and many are so bulbous­
headed as to be deformed. Perhaps 
the hardest thing of all Is that no 
children over one year of age get 
any allowance of milk. The bread 
ration Is two pounds a week and no 
potatoes can be obtained for love or 
money.
