LONDON, Nov. 16.

Although the Admiralty has issued
no orders togcommanders of British
warships in the Black Sea except
carefully to observe strict neutrality,
it was officially stated to-day that
British ships would assist in rescuing
non-combatants if they were really in
danger. The question of rescue work
is left to the discretion of officers on
the spot. No troops will be transport-
ed under any circumstances, it was
added.

: verse was the case and as the F. C. B.
were unable to sell the sugar at less
than 29 cents per 1b. if they were to
avoid any loss, the unhappy ccnsumer
| was and still is, forced to pay two to
Ithree times as much for his sugar
ithan he would have if the F.C.B. had
i not meddled with it. In the mean-
time, quite a lot of this sugar, which,
by the way, was recently reduced to
25c. per 1lb.,, was eaten by rats of af-
fected by dampness, and became salty.
; Only the other day over 13,000 1bs. ot
sugar were sold at a loss of several
thousands of dollars to the country.
‘When a St. John’s merchant attempt-
ed to relieve the situation by import-
ing cheaper sugar, the F. C. B. step-
ped in and refused to allow him to
land it. The importer brought his
case before the Supreme Court and
won it. Next appeared a Gazette Ex-
traordinary prohibiting the importa-
tion of sugar altogether. Indeed,
“the ways of Government are ex-
ceeding strange.”

Still the Government was not finish-
ed, It was decided that a Model Farm
should be organized and the Minister
of Agriculture and Mines was sent
away to find live stock for it. After
being away some months, the genial
Doctor returned recently and pre-
sented vouchers which shocked even
the Minister of Finance, used as he
was to receiving large bills. If one
wished to give a completee list of all
the mistakes made by the present Ad-
ministration, one could go on for-
ever, but enough has already been
said.

Fire at King’s Road.

WELL ENOWN CITIZEN BADLY
BUEBNED.

Shortly after one o’clock this morn~
ing the firemen were called to King’s
road, where a fire caused by the up-
setting of a lamip, was in progress.
Very little damage was done the
premises, but the occupant, Mr. John
French, was badly burned and had to

be removed to Hospital. It appears.
that the man, who was living alone !

in a downstairs flat, was lying on a
couch reading, a kerosene lamp, rest-
ing on a chair close by, affording
light. In an attempt to draw the lamp
nearer he capsized it, the oil spilling
over the scant bed clothing which
covered him and igniting. The old
gentleman made an outcry, which at-
tracted Mr. Patrick Murray, who lives
in the flat above. The latter hurried
to his assistance and when he forced
an entrance, he found French lying
on the floor, his clothing a mass of
flame. Murray, as quickly as he knew
how, extinguished the burning cloth-
ing and carried the sdffering man to
the hallway. Messrs. C. Byrne and C.
Spurrel now came on the sceme and
removed him to the Water Shed,
some distance away, where a priest
and doctor were summoned. Rev, Dr.
Carter and Dr. McPherson were
quickly in attendance. All possible
was done to alleviate the pain and
agony, Dr. Carter administering
spiritual consolation and preparing
the sufferer for death., Mr. French
was terribly burned about the ab-
domen and legs. He retained con-
sciousness, however, while being
treated by the doctor, and up to the
time he was taken into the ambul-
ance to be conveyed to the hospital
The unfortunater man was widely
known in the east end of the city and
for many years taught navigation and
a general school in that section. In
early life he followed the sea and re-
tired owing to an accident in which
he met with serious bodily injury. For
some years, against the wishes of
many friends, he has been living
alone.

Mr. John French passed away at the
General Hospital this morning, death
being caused by burns received in the
fire as described above. Though every
attention and care was given him by
the hospital staff, his injuries were too
deep seated to permit of recovery,
and death ultimately terminated his
sufferings, which must have been
agonizing.

Berlin, Nov. 5.—Germany’s treasury
faces a deficit of approximately 70,-
000,000,000 tmarks, Dr. Karl Heifferich,
former vice-chancellor, declared to
the Reichstag here yesterday. He
said that in the face of expenditures
amounting to 100,000,000,000 marks
the receipts would total 30,000,000,000.

Fish $2.00 Per Quimtal.

In conversation with a planter be-
longing to Bonavista Ba§ this morn-
ing, we were informed that owing to
getting practically nothing for his
catch of fish he is now up against it
and wili be compelled to spend all his
savings of the past two years to
straighten his accounts. He, in form-
er years, had been very successful at
the fishery, and was likewise so this
year, but in the disposal of his catch
the ruin came. He was unfortunate
enough to make what the Coaker re-
gulations call “heavy salted-New-
foundland-Shore Cure,” the number
one of which netted him $4 per qtl.,
while the cullage only brought $2 per
gtl. The fish was sold at an East
End premises, where the schooner is
now lying. This planter complained
that while everything he produced
was going down in price, everything
that he had to buy was not getting
cheaper.

- Young Men All Gone.

At Petty Harbor and Maddox Cove
the fishermen are doing well with
herring. The codfishery for the sea-
son- has ben given up and all the
boats are put away, it not being
thought worth while to continue the
industry. All of the young men have
left the place and are now elsewhere
making a living.

A Start For Freedom!

Fishermen Hoplding Mass Meeting
To-night--Protest Against Fish
Regulations The Object.

Tired of listening to the mouthings
and vapourings of the Government
organs, and sick of their endless
travels up and down the city trying
to sell their fish, the men of the out-
ports, now in St. John’s, Union and
non-Union alike, for all have common
interests, will hold a mass meeting
in the C.C.C. Hall, at the Beach, op-
posite King George V. Institute, to-
night opening at 7.30 o’clock, for the
purpose of entering their own protest
against the operation of the iniquitous
Fish Regulations made by Mr. Coaker.
Every fisherman now in St. John’s
will attend this great popular gath-
ering, and when it is said that there
are toilers from Notre Dame, Bona-
vista, Trinity and Conception Bays, as
well as from the Southern Shore and
Placentia and St. Mary’s, it will at
once be surmised that the attendance
will be no small one. The boast of
the Advocate has been that the Regu-
lations are approved by the fisher-
meh; that their operation has made
larger prices, and that but for them
fish would be much lower than what
it is. (In that case it would have to
be given away.) But the fishermen
themselves do not concur in the

opinion of the Advocate. Bitter ex-
perience has shown them that the!
Regulations are strang'ing their in-
dustry and bringing them to almost
the extreme of poverty. They want
the Regulations rescinded, and free

and fair trade unrestricted. They
have too long been subservient to
Mr. Coaker’s desires, but to-night they
shake off the shackles and declare
themselves free men, men with inalien-
able rights, which must be respected.
All are asked to attend this meeting.
No distinctions are being made. Coop-
ers, ‘Longshoremen, wharf laborers,
truckmen, artisans, and all whose em-
ployment have suffered because of the
Fish Regulations and the consequent
restriction of trade have been invited
to ¢o-operate in this great movement,
and to pledge themselves to stand by
the Resolutions which will be submit-
ted to the meeting. The hour of the
fishermen has struck. They have taken
matters into their own hands and are
determined to carry through by law
abiding methods their just and equit-
able demands. Go to the C.C.C. Hall
in your thousands to-night, fishermen
of Newfoundland and laborers of St.
John’s, strike the first blow for your
deliverance from the chains of
tyranny as represented by the Fish
Regulations made by Mr. Coaker and
forced upon you by his chosen satel-
lites and impecunious followers. The
situation is in your hands. Use your
newly found power like good men
and true and rive the shackles that
will tighter bind you, if you fail in
winning the first victory. The whole
dominion is behind you, and your
voices to-night will be heard all round

Newfoundland.

Police Court.

A very unsavoury sidelight on police
methods was shown in the Magistrate’'s
Court this morning, when an old her-
balist of the Bay Bulls Road was
charged with selling liquor and manu-
facturing “moonshine.” Mr. Winter ap-
peared for the prosecution and Mr.
Higgins, K.C., for the defence.

Constable Trickett, sworn, stated
that in company with Constable Man-
ning he visited the house of the de-
fendant in plain clothes and asked [(or
a drink. Defendant asked witness if

he wanted a drink of “stuff.” Wit-
ness replied that he would not mind.
He got his drink and then asked if he
could have a bottle. After some hesita-
tion defendant gave witness’s com-
panion a bottle of liguor for which he
paid $5.50. Cross examination by Mr.
Higgins elicited the unsavoury details
previously mentioned. Witness in re-
ply to questions of Mr. Higgins, stated
that he had been two days on the force
when employed on this job of getting
evidence against defendant. He had
been sent out in plain clothes by Head
Constable Byrne with instructions to
get a bottle of “stuff.” Witness and his
companion were told to make them-
selves out as weary travellers walking
from Bay Bulls to Torbay. At this
point Mr. Higgins asked witness where
he belonged. “Spout Cove” was the
answer. Mr. Higgins.” Well you spout-
ed earlyin this game.” The defendant,
believing their story, gave them a bot-
tle, both Constables assuring him that
they could be trusted. Constable Man-
ning called, gave evidence similar to
Trickett’s. Cross examined, he stated
that he had told defendant the liquor
they bought from him was only wanted
for use on the roads. Head Constable
Byrne, examined by Mr. Winter, said
he visited house of defendant on Nov.
5th with Head Constable O’Neill and
another constable. Defendant offered
to show him what liquor he had in the
house. Defendant said he had no still.
After conducting a search Byrne found
a still which was disconnected and not
in use. After taking samples from vari-
ous bottles, he left. Cross examined by
Mr. Higgins, he said he had heard that
alcohol was used in stomach remedies,
by the preparation of which, defend-
ant made his living. Mr. Davies, Gov-
ernment Analyst, stated that the sam-
ples submitted to him were different
from the brands of alcoholic drinks
kept in the Controller’s Department,
but thought it possiblé that some of
these brands may have been contained
in these samples. At this point, the
case was adjourned until 3.30 this af-
ternoon.

experienced in Europe for many
years. At one place the storm was
raging over area from Bay of Biscay
to the Baltic, a sweep of one thousand
five hundred miles. Meteoralogical
records show few instances where
similar atmospheric disturbances ot
such an area took place. Gale reach-
ed seventy-five, miles an hour, and
conkiderable damage was caused anl
telegraphic communications in the
north of Scotland were interrnpted.
There were thrilling scenes on the
South Wales Coast in the rescue of the
crew of schooner Maria Jose, bound
for Barry. This vessel was driven
jnto Dunraven Bay, and became a
hopeless wreck. The crew were hud-
dled on board for some hours, with
huge breakers dashing over them.
Desperate efforts were made by men
on shore to get a rope aboard, but
their efforts were of no avail, and at
last one of the crew jumped over-
board. He was ducked under, but
struggled—desperately, and two men
on shore, at great personal risk,
plunged into the breakers and drag-
ged him tq land. Three other men
were brought ashore by a rope, which
had at length been got aboard. The
heavy rolling of the ship brought
down one of the masts, which struck
the cook on the head and killed him,
whilst the skipper suffered a fractur-
ed leg. On arrival of a rocket corps
from Portscawl, who brought a
breeches buoy, the remainder of the
men, including the Captain, were
brought to land by its means, and
were accomodated at Dunraven Cas-
tle and provided with hot food and
dry clothing. All vessels coming up
the English Channel were swept by
heavy seas from stern to bow, and
several shipping casualties occurred.

The Daily Chronicle states that de-
finite negotiations are proceeding be-
tween the British and American Mar-
coni Companies in connection with
technical wireless telephone stations
on either side of the Atlantic, and
land lines as soon as facilities are
granted. These three great projects
are already practicable. The compact
will be to erect terminal high power
stations, linked up with land tele-
phone., Arrangements have also been
made to connect Great Britain and
other ecities in Burope.

The first floor contains the senior
and junior “Prep.” roh 8, ‘the War-
den’s office, the dining ;‘lioz:gy ‘the
Matron’s sitting room and the kitchen.

The Senior “Prep.” roomiis a fair-
ly large room in the back of the build-
ing, and in it the senior boys do their
home lessons. It is also used by them
as a common room in which they may
do their reading and writing, etc. The
Jupior “Prep.” room is & very much
larger one, extending from the front
to the rear of the building and ac-
comodates with ease the boys who do
their work there. The senior boys
work without a supervisor, but a mas-
ter is always on duty in the Junior
Prep. Room. Next to the Junior Pren.
room is the dining hall; a commod-
fous room with ample seating accomo-
dation for over fifty boys. The kitch-
en, a large and spotless room, is en-
tered through the dining hall. Itis a
model of what a kitchen ought to be,
everything in it being spotlessly clean.
The Warden's office is a small, com-
fortable room in the front, and in it
all the business of the Church of Eng-
land Colleges is conducted.

We next inspected the second flat.
On this floor are the Chapel, sick
room, juniors’ bath room and jumior
dormitories. The rooms of the War-
| den, the Lady Superintendent and the
maids are also on this floor. The
chapel is quite a large room with
plenty of seating capacity, and it is
well fitted up. Services are conduct-
ed in it twice daily, whilst a Eucharis-
tic celebration is held on Thursday
mornings, a lay readers class on Fri-
! day nights and Bible Class on Sunday
mornings. In fact, everything that
can possibly be done for the religious
instruction of the boys is done.

There are two dormitories for the
juniors, each being well heated, (in
fact, every room in the institution is
excellently heated), and containing
besides the beds, a wardrobe for each
boy. The bathroom contains two
baths, two lavatories and ten wash
basine. The sick room can accomo-
date five boys when necessary, but
for the last two months it has not been
| used, the health of all the pupils
being excellent. This speaks well
for the care bestowed upon them by
the college authorities. The top
floor contains the rooms of three of
! the resident masters, all large, well
;furnished apartments. There are
| two large dormitories for the senior

| furnished with two baths, two lava-,

| tories and ten basins. This ccmplet-
ed our inspection, and we cannot but
express the great pleasure it gave us
! to find the institution in such a splen-
i did condition, - a condition, which
'speaks volumes for the work ‘of* Rev.
Mr. Pike, Mrs. Colley and their as-
sistants. At present, there are thirty
boys in residence, whilst there is ac-
comodation for fifty, and it is to be
hoped that in the very near future
all the vacancies will be filled. It
parents only realized what an im-
mense advantage it would be to the

Feild Hall, we feel sure that they
would not hesitate one moment, but
would pack the boys off there im-
mediately. The pupils get up and zo
to bed at regular hours, get good,
solid meals, and are taught to be clean
about themselves, and receive a
thorough training in everything ne-
cessary for their welfare. Before
pbringing this article to a conclusion,
we must again express our immense
satisfaction and appreciation of the
work done by those in charge of Feild
Hall, for they have made it an in-
stitution of which they may well be

proud.

|Russian Peasantry

Clamor for Czar.
According to Polonius, the staff
correspondent - of the Cross-Atlantic
.Newspaper ‘Service, Inc., the Russian
peasantry are clamoring for the re-
turn ‘of the Czar. The story' is told
by Miss Ellen Anderson, a Danish
Red Cross worker recently returned
to Copenhagen, after a most adven-
turous trip through Russia. The
peasantry are asking ‘What have you
done to our Czar?”’ and demanding
that their “little father” be given
back to them.

“Nobody outside of Russia,” says
Miss Anderson, “can form any idea of
the reign of terror through which the
people are passing. I was in the
southwestern part of the country
when Dzerjinski, the most cruel of
all the Bolshevistt commissioners,
afrived there with a number of
representatives of the special pan-
Russian commission and an army
of Red guards for the purpose of
compelling the peasants to surrend-
er their corn. The Red troops
were divided into detachments of
300 each with field guns,. machine
guns and hand grenades. More than
a dozen villages in my district were
shelled and razed to the ground, and
from everywhere the young men fled
southward in the hope of being able to
join General Wrangel’s armies and
return to fight the Bolshevists.

“The news of the assassination of
the Imperial family has gradually
come to the knowledge of the peasan-

John’s Hospital hereby give notice
that they have fixed and prescribed
the following scale of fees to be levied
from and paid by all persons who oc-
cupy beds or undergo treatment at
the Hospital. The scale is to come
into operation on the 1st day of Janu-
ary, 1921,

SCALE OF FEES.

Every person receiving treatment
in the General Hospital shall, after
December 31st next, pay fees accord-
ing to the following scale:

Persons admitted to the public
wards $1.00 per day; persons occupy-
ing private rooms $10.00 per week, in
addition to the daily fees of $1.00.

Every applicant for admission to the
Hospital must bring with him or for-
ward to the Superintendent of the
Hospital certificate signed by a duly
registered physician that such appli-
cant is a proper subhject for Hospital
treatment.

Under the provisions of the General
Hospital Act,1915,all patients who are
unable to pay fees shall be required
to bring with them a certificate of
their inability to pay, which shall be
signed by the resident Relieving Of-
ficer, or where there is no such offi-
cer, by a Justice of the Peace, or
Clergyman or other responsible per-
son. The fees of such patients there
upon become nayahle by the Commis-
sioner of Public Charity by virtue of
the said Act.
