The Dawson Road.—A letter in the 
Glo'c of Tuesday from Mr. Carpenter, 
a member of the firm who have the con­
tract for the transportation of emigrants 
by the Dawson route, disproves the 
violent charges made against the man­
agement of that road. Without going 
into the details of the difficulties ex­
perienced by the Company, it will suffice 
to state that there was no case cf lack of 
food. The trouble was caused by the 
bad state in which the boats were left 
last fall, by tbe bad roads caused by in­
cessant rain, by the difficulty of getting 
the new employees acquainted witn their 
duties, and, most of all, by the unfair 
conduct of the emigrants themselves. 
The road is now in good working order, 
with all the appliances complete, and no 
further trouble is apprehended. Future 
emigrants would do well to heed the re­
commendation not to take too much 
baggage, and to arrange their goods in 
parcels that can be handled.

Surveys in Nassaoàweya. — A corre­
spondent, signing himself 44 Observer,” 
has written us respecing the original and 
some of the present surveys in Nassaga- 
weya. He says there is a jog of a few 
rods in the centre of each concession on 
the cross road between 20 and 21. The 
late Hugh Black, in his surveys, made a 
jog in the Centre of the concession corre­
sponding with the one on the cross road.
