CoNvVICTION OF AN ARISTOCRATIC SwinDLER,
A female swindler, who a short time back
made s brilliant appearance in Brussels un«
der the assumed name of the Countess de
Fernandez Lopez, hus just been tried by
default in that city for haviog victimized a
number of tradesman, She appeared in
Brussels in November last, and from' the
stylish manner io which she lived fousd no
difficulty in obtaining eredit, and honored
the principal dealers with extensive orders.
These being executed, she requested the
tradespeople to supply several more expen=
sive articles, and to present them and their
accounts on a certain evening ; but op their
arriving they found preparations being made
for a grand soiree, and the so-called Countess
coming forward in compiete ball~dress, beg-
ged them to return on the following morning,
alleging that her company was about to
arrive and that she had not g moment to
attend to their business. The pretext appear«
ed patural, and the various tradespeopie
went their way, satisfied with the excuse ;
but their backs bad been scarcely turned
when 'he ball dress was taken off and packed
up, w.th all the valuable purchases, and an
bour later the adventuress wag on her way to
Berlin. Ao attempt wag alterward made to
obtain the recover
arrest of the swinaler thron h the Prussian
Police, but the anthorities at Berlin, conside
ering the affair as a simple debt, declined to
interfere. The Court of Correctional Police
at Brussels does not, however, teke the same
view, and has just condemned the mock
Countess, by default, to five yeare’ imprisons
ment, 50f, fine, and costs. The sentence

‘We are shocked beyond expression
at the intelligence of the sudden
death of Mr Leonard M’Clure, late
one of the Editors of the Coronisr,
and for eight years comnected with
the press of this Colony, As awriter,
Mr M’Clure had few equals. He was
forcible and witty, and in keen, cut~
ting sarcasm was unapproached by
any writer on the coast. He was a
good dcbater, and was the leader of
the Opposition in the last Assembly
that met on the Island prior to Union.
After leaving Victoria, in January last,
he went to San Francisco where, by a
_strange coincidence, one of the assist=
ant Bditors of the Times baving died,
he was installed in his place, and in a
brief space of time his marked ability
raised bim to the position of Editor=
in~Chief of that journal, a position he
. occupied up to the time of his demise.
¢ Death loves a shining mark!” How
strange that two .of the former Editors
of this paper should have met their
end within a few days of each other,
althoughseparated by many miles. Mr
Mitchell (whose obitnary we publish-
ed last week)and Mr M'Clure were firm
friends, were. associate editors on the
CoronisT, and together published the
Telegraph tor several months last sum«
mer. Both now ‘ sleep the sleep that
knows no waking” Poor fellows!
Cut down without warning in the
full bloom of manhood, just when the
prize to obtain which they had vainly
struggled for years seemed within
their grasp—how sad !  Sitting in the
same office and at the very desk
where the unfortunate gentlemen once
wrote, we feel 8o overpowered as to be
utterly unable to do justice to the
memory of either.

English and Continental Echoes,
The arrival of the Active places us
in possession of fyles of English papers
to the 6th May, The reform demon=
~ stration in Hyde Park was an im-~
mense affair. It numbered at least
one hundred thousand, embracing
roughs, gemtlemen, women, children
and workingmen, Sir Robert Wal~
pole’s proclamation, that the Assems
bly was illegal, was posted upon every
available spot, but proved utterly
abortive. ''he morning papers an=
nounced that the government would
not attempt to put down the meeting ;
but all the troops in London and
vicinity were under arms, and a large
force of police was concealed in a ses
cluded part of the park, and vehicles
were kept ready to convey them to
any point in case of riot. Fifteen
separate meetings were organized, at
one of which a woman spoke-in favor
of female suffrage. One stand was
devoted to reiigious speecbes. The
reformers advocaved order, and pracs
tically carried out that idea by driving
off the trees in the Park the clouds of
roughs who bad perched in their
branches. The entire press denounce
the course of the government. The
tories treat the meetings as a mob .ic-
tory, while the reformers claim them
as a splendid popular triumph. Poerio,
the Neapolitan ttatesman and exile,
is dead. The deceased Carlo Poerio
was born at Naples in 1803. He be-
longed to a family distinguished for
the ability and patriotism of its mem-
bers. He received an excellent edu-
cation, and when yet a youth followed
his tather into exile. On his return
he stndied law, was admitied to the
bar, and subsequently defended gra.
tuitously many persons echarged with
political offences before the High
.Court of Justice in his mative oity.
.He was frequently arrested under the
‘old regime in Naples, discharged, re-
arrested, imprisoned and oOiherwise
persecuted. When King Ferdinand
was compelled to proclaim & consiiiu-
tion in 1848 Poerio was taken fr.m
prison and raised to honors of State.
He represented the city of Naples in
Parliament, For ten ycars subse.
quently he defended lLtalian liberty,
but was finally again thrown 1nto
prison, from which he was released in
1859, and placed, with other prisoners,
-on board & vessel bound to tho United
States. On the voyage, however, the
exiles overpowered the crew and coms
peiled them to steer to Cork, Ireland,
where they landed, and from whence
they made their way to Bristol and
London. In London Poerio made
many triends. Reuarning to Lialy ne,
in the year 1860, represented the city
ot Turia in Parliament. The opers
ative tailorsin Liondon held a meeting
April 22, in the Alhumbra Palace, to
consider whether they should or
should not strike for the adoption ot
a new time log which has been drawa

A
8reat duty will accordingly rest on the
higher and more educated sections of
society.,” The French man-of-war
Souverain arrived at Gibraltar on the
26th of April, with Marshal Bazaine
and the last instalment of the French
expeditionary army to Mezxico, and
lett again on the 28th for Tounlon* 'I'he
Marshal went on shore in the after-
noon and landed at Ragged ' Staff,
where he was received by a guard of
honor. He then proceeded to the
Convent to pay his respects to the
Gcvernor, Next day his Excellency
Sir Richa:d Airey returned his visit,
and went on board the Souverain at
one o’clock in the atternoon, to ca'l
upon the Marshal and Madame la
Marechale. On leaving the ship Sir
Richard was saluted with 17 gunds.
The Souverain went tosea at half-past
five next morning, and + as saluted by
the fortress on departure. The. iroa
armor~cased screw frigate called the
Kronprinz (Crown Prince), built in
England tor the service of che Prussian
Navy, was launched at Poplar, May
6, in the presence of a very large as-«
sembly. The vessel is constructed
with armor plating extending entirely
aroand her, all fore and aft trom six

‘feet below the water line up to the

main deck, five inches thick reduced
to four and & halt inches at the ends
and s0 arranged as to protect the ruds
der and steering apparatus as well as
the whole of the lower deck, also for
about 120 feet amidships extending
upwards to the height of the ujper
deck, thus fixing a midship battery,
which, in addition, is protected by
thwartship bulkheads., The deck
beams are covered with steel plating
as a protection against shell, and the
vessel i8 built with double bottom and
watertight wing passage. ‘The arma.
ment will consist of fourteen steel
breechsloading guns of seven tons each

'in the midship battery, one pivot gan

on upper deck forward, protected by
an armor plated shield, and a pivo
gunaft. Soe will be bark rigged, with
iron lower masts and steel lower yards.
Advices from Algiers of the 30th of April
anoounce the reappearance of locusts, par«
ticularly in the Medeal and Lodi.

Russia, according
to the report, was gradually encircling the
Turkish provinces, due east, south and south~
east, with her trvops, and large bedies of the
soldiers of the Czar were stationed near
Simpheropol, between Kars and Tiflis, while
the country between Kars and Ezeroum, in
Armeonia, was scoured by Russian cavalry.

wards burnt in front of the farmer’s dwelling
house, Was that not unique ?

Letters from a Victorian at New
Archaungel,

June 13th, 1867,

My Dear : In consequénce of the
Fideliter pot leaviog until after the ar-
rival of the California steamer, I will send
you a few more lines. In my former letter
to you I forgot to° mention that the Russian
or Greek priests here have all got wives.
{#Singe 1bave been here there has been several

days rain. There are thrée Greek and oue
Lutheran churches here. Sompe of the pas-
sengers of the Fideliter are old California
and Cariboo miners, they did some prospect~
ing about here and discovered a quartz lead
and brought some of it into town with them;
they will, I believe, send some of it to Vie-
toria, The belief of all pcrsons bere is that
there will be gold fields discovered in this
new territory before long that will pay. The
quartz that I mention I cannot tell as to its
value or if it will amouot to anything. I
r-nted here a few days agn a log house at
$45, the only one in the place for rent ; [ am
also building a house, I bought all the
bricks in the place at a low figure and will
commence to build an oven in a few days.
At present there is very little gold or silver
in circula ion—no ove baving any coin unless
what the.few people who came on the Fidel-
ter brought, dut as soon as the American
Government taken poessession and people
come into the place, there will be a large
circulation of money. From all I can learn
it is very bealthy, although perbaps, it may
rain a little more than it does in Portland. I
would rather live bere than in New W est-
minster or Yale. There is a two horse
wagoun here, a d the Governor let me ‘have
the use of it to baul my goods, but the Fideli«
ter’s ‘boys’ thinking the old thing could carry
a big load piled it on, and the result was that
the old thing broke down with the third load
and the balance of the goods I had to have
packed up by Indians. The two horses—
the only ones in the place, came from San
Francisco. No fresh meat of any kiod;
there are a few cows, a lot of pigs and some
dacks and chickens. Fresh eggs sell at 12}
ceuts a piece. Some patches of potatoes and
other vegetables are cultivated here, but they
are very backward, owing, I suppose, to the
cold, damp soil. The Otter has arrived: I
experience much difficulty in not nnderstands
ing the Russian langnage and they count
their mooey in rubles—a rouble is 20 cents
and their money is 25,10, 5, 1,34 and 14
roubles.

Sunpay, June 15th--This being Sunday
bere, Andrew and I attended divine service
in the Greek churchand it is a very warm
day. Ino the the afternoon we took a walk
along the sea shore for aboat two miles, until
we came to the mouth of a beautiful river,
and went up its baoks a short distance, past
several parties out ou a pic-pic under the
shade of the trees. * .% %

1
had a conversation with Father Wilmer. He
says he can do nothing with the Indians;
when he speaks to them of religion they tell
him to “ dry up,” and that they would rather
have some whiskey than all bis talk: They
will not do anything, not even bring him a
piece of firewood, unless he pays them well
for it. Since he has been among the Indians
they have stolen everything he bad twice.
They are the most degraded, filthy, lazy,
whiskey-drinking Indians [ have ever seen.
They will buy nothing but chain-lightning
whiskey, and live priucipally on rotten fish
(they won’t eat it until it stinks). Crossed
Queen Charlotte Sound ; cross, ugly sea, the
Fideliter staggering about like a drunken
man.

June 2nd—Passed Bella Coola; went
through Fitzhagh Straits ; passed Cape Scott,
the most northern poiat of Vancouver Island,
and made my adieus’ %o it. Went through
Millbank Sound, the wind in our teeth all
the time, and got into Work’s Channel.

Jupne 3d—In Work’s Chanoel and through
Grenville  Channel ; passed the mouth of
Skeena River and Fort Simpson; crossed

British Coiumbia into 'the new territory of
the Gnited States. :

June 4th—Ia Olarence Sound ; 'wind, s
usual, against us aond blowing fresh ; sea
ronning high, waves like squadrons of white
horsemen, with their plumes tossing in the
gale and charging on our litile craft, which
gallantly receives each charge of her watery
assailants, and groans and trembles and
staggers after receiving each chsrge.

June 5th—Passed the mouth of Stekin
River this morning. To~morrow I expect to
be in New Archangel. All kinds of wild
fowl are in great abundance on this coast.
Sitka Island in sight. It is surrounded by
high, majestic mountains, that seem in their
sullen majesty to bid defiance to the Pacific
Ocean.

A SHARP Trick ToAT FatLep.—Ooe of
the boldest attempts to swindle the revenue
that are recorded io the somewhat unevent-
tal history of our Custom-house was made
last week. One Wright,a liquor dealer of
this city, applied to the Custom-bouse
officials for a permit to export 205 barrels of
alcobol. There is a Government tax of
$3 8714 per gallon on this spirit; but when
it is exported, the exporter receives the same
sum as “ drawbaek.”  Wright gave the re«
quired bond 10 $80,000, conditioned that he
should export the ligaor, and a Government
officer inspected the barrels and affixed the
proper Government stamp, By some hocus
pocus, yet undiscovered, for these barrels,
filled with genuine aleohol and bearing the
Government stamp, an equal number of
barrels of water were substitated, and these
were clandestinely putoa board the schooLs
er Lounise. Tue vessel was cleared at the
Custom-house for Eastport, Maine, but from
certain hiots received the Collector suspected
her, and some detectives were put oo the
watch.

From visits paid lately to Sitka, or
New Archangel, the capital of Rus~
sian America, we are enabled to esti=
mate a little more clearly the value of
the recent purchase. This we are of
opinion is very vaguely understood 1n
America, where an impression exists
that the country is one suitable for
colonization, There could not be a
greater mistake. 1t is a bleak, barren
coast; with no land adapted for agri-
culture, even. were it possible to raise
cereals, which our knowledge of clis
matic laws tells us is impossible. The
climate is such, both from the lateness
of the spring and the coldness of the
gsummer, that the amount of heat

‘that coas t beyond

mi ve existence,

at least so far as cereals are concerned.
Potatoes, turnips, radishes, and other
hardy vegetables, can all be grown ;
but beyond them nothing can be done
unless one adopts the plan Sir George
Simpson narrates, of a Governor’s
wife in Siberia who cultivated aspara-
gus, peas, &c., in flower pots, keeping
them in doors during spring and then
placing them out in the foew days of
Even the ordinary vegeta—
tion is stunted, and only two ot the
trees are good for anything so far
as regards building houses or fences.
These are the hemlock (abies mertens
giana) and the yellow cypress (cu~
pressus nootkensis). Of this last wood
all the houses in Sitka are built, and
it is also valuable for cabinet
making, but does not exist in any
quantity, the prevailing uree being
the Sitka pine (pinus sitchensis), which
is utterly valueless. As regards its
mineral resources, very little of the
interior has ever been explored.
The Kolusch Indians are a fierce,
turbulent race, being at all times
troublesome, and have occasionally
given the Russians severe lessons.
In a work published in German by
Dr Graving entitled * Russian Ameri.
ca: its Natural History and Re-
sources,” silver is said to exist a few
miles to the North of Sitka. Coal is
also found on Baranoff or Sitka Island,
ot an anthraocite character, but so shat-
tered and injured by the intrusion of
igneous rocks as to be of no use. By go-
ing deeper the nature of the coal may
improve, ashas been the case at Queen
Charlotte Island ; but the numerous
faults would render mining preca~
riogs. The formation in the neighbors
hood of Sitka appears to consist of
metamorphose rocks said to be of a
Silurian age, or what Germans call
grauwacke, and occasionally chrystal-
ine limestone makes its appearance, &
kiln for burning which, of rather a
primitive kind, exists outside the town.
We think, however, that the advantages
of the purchase are considerable, al-
though not what they are represented
to be; but at the same time we
think they have, after the manner of
their great philosopher, ¢ paid too dear
for their whistle.”” The fur trade is
valuable, but nnless restricted as to the
yesatrly number of animals destroyed,
such as is the case at present, not only
will the animals in & few years disap-
pear but with them also the natives,
as is the case in the Aleutian Islauds,
where the natives are looked after almost in
a paternal manner by the Company, and
have only in this way been saved from
atter extinction. The fisheries, no doubt,
are valuable, and the Port of Sitka, the har~
bor of which is an admirable one, is destin-
ed to become the headquarters of the
whbalers, who, instead of wasting time going
to San Franocisco or to the Sandwich Is-
lands, will refit there. The Indians will, no
doubt, give trouble at first, but firmness
and tact will get over any little difficulty, and
we hope that in * improving ”’ them we shall
not hear of any proclamations such as were
made by the Governor of a neighboring

American Territory, offering forty dollars a
head for each Indian scalp.

MON JURY.| ;

_Titus vs. The Victoria Corporation.—Mr.
Ring, instructed by Mr Bishop, for plaintiff ;
Mr McCreight, instructed by Mr Green, for
defendarts.

This was an action for work and labor and
for supplying materials for the construction
of a drain on View Street. The claim wss
for a sum amounting to over $2000. The
plaiotiff proved that the drain was done and
completed to the entire satisfaction of the
City Surveyor, and a certificate from him to
that effect was put in. Evidence was given
to shew that the Mayor and Council adopted
the contract and ratified it, and paid money
on account to Mr Titus upon the completion
of the work. The books of the Corporation
were prcduced which shewed the same. The
answer to the plaintiff’s claim was met by
the objection that the contract bore not the
Corporate seal.

Mr Ring insisted that the contraet was a
matter of such necessity as may be contract-
ed for without seal, and cited cases in support
of this proposition—that the exceptions to
g & sealed contract were
fully admitted by the Courts at Westminster,
Hall ; .that a contract which was a matter of
necessity, as this- was, for the public health
and safety, may be made without seal, and
cited authority in support of this; _and
pressed tbat the Council having received the
benefit of the contract could not now be
admitted to say it was not matunally binding
for want of a Corporation seal. He cited
fresh authorities to prove this.

The Chief Justice said that for want of
this geal the plaintiff must be nonsuited.

Mr Ring refused to submit to a ponsuit,
and insisted on his legal right to bave the
issues tried before a jury ; bat his Lord-
ship declined to allow the counsel for plain~
1iff to address the jury oo the facts. Mr Ring
protested against this course on the part of
the Court.

Without hearing econnsel, the Chief Justice
directed a verdict to be found for the defend=
ants.

We understand Mr Ring intends forth-
with to apply to His Excellency the Gov-

-ernor to form a Court of Error, which is

usvally in Colonies, composed of the Gov=
ernor and Council.

Female Fashions—Plain Talk to the
Women by a Catholic Clergyman.

The speaker, after -reading these two
veraes, said the times a'e very much changed
gince the apostles were first inspired by the
spirit of God to pen the words. It would
appear from the Gospel that the pomp of
dress was confined almost exclusively to the
courts of princes and kings. In our own
day this disorder, for it can be called by no
other name, exists in all raoks and classes
of society. In fact, we may say that there is
a great deal more abuse in the present age
in respect to vanity among the middle and
lower classes than among those who are
considered to be in positions: of wealth and
opulence, It is a difficult sabject to treat in

All ornamentation is not:contrary to the
letter or spirit of the Gospel, but the exces-
sive use of ornaments is a prevailing vice
among the female sex. The fashions are ex=
travagant and immodest. - God sanctivned
the use of ornaments in the decoration of the
temple and altar, in order to make them at-
tractive to the Jews, That which would be
proper in some cases would be improper in
others. The condition of woman in life
should regulate her dress. ' A woman whose
husband was living persisted in wearing
widow’s weeds, and this drew out a letter
from St. Austin, in which he laid down
three rules for the guidance of woman.
First, a married woman should follow the
will of her husband. It was a very good rule,
and the husbands present would no doubt be
very much obliged to me if I could induce
women to follow the will ¢f their husbands}
The second rule, for those who are not
married, but may be engaged or seeking an
engagement, i8 equally salutary; itis to fol-
low the will of their fathers and mothers.
The speaker said if a young lady nowadays
‘‘was to come to me and make secret confes-
sion of the fact thatshe was going to be mar=
ried, and I should tell her to go and consult
her parents, she would think I ought to have
been bora a hundred years ago.” There is
pothing more absurd, they think; than for
young ladies to consult their parents, but
they follow the guidance of their own pas~
sions, and the results are divorces, wretched
lives and still more wretched deaths. The
third rule of St. Auetin related to those who
had renounced the world, and they should
follow the will of Him whom they had
chosen to follow,

The first rule allowed considerable indul-
gence in dress, which should be regulated by
the age and season. A little straw hat, ex-
ceedingly short skirts, very short-cropped
bair (which a short time ago was the fashion
among ladies considerably advanced in years)
are proper in girls from eight to ten years of
age, but border on thé ridicilons and inde-
cent in ladies of fifty summers. Marriage is
the normal condition of men and women,
but when it is not sought for by those who
are free to enter into that state, it shows that
there is a cause, and that cause is not favor-
able to virtue, religion or the good of society.
Only seven marriages were solemnpized in the
Coburch of St Bridget last year. The cause
is epparent. I broached the subject to a
young man—not 8o very young, either—re~
marking I heard he was going to get married.
He turned, and with the simplicity of a
child ten years of age, said : “Fatber Payne,
I am surprised that you should even think I
was going to be married. Bless your life
(his very words,) I could not keep my wife
in dry-goods. |Laughter.] When I become
a rich man then will I marry, but not betore
because I want to do the thing properly,”
[Laughter.] You smile, said the reverend
speaker, but I am in earnest.

He had a certain amount of reasun for what
he said, and that reason is not creditable to
the young women. Extravagance in dress
makes it difficult for men in the married state
to fulfil their obligations, and this is the
reason why young men do not want to get
married. The young women have become so
fond of dress that the young men are fright-
ened, and this is not for the good of society or
religion: Let me give youpg ladies this
advice: Be less anxious about your appear~
ance; spend less of your earnings in
adorning your persons; and think of your
souls. Remember that the moment will force
itself upon you when you'will be stretched
out lifeless in the coffin. When that time
comes there will be a simple winding sheet,
that may be bought for a few cents, to wrap
you in. The ornaments that remain will be
ornaments of virtue, which have accompanied
you all through life, and will remain through=
out an endless eternity.

Though the great vice among women at the
present day is want of econmomy, still there is
something of an immodest nature. There
never was & time when women stuodied more
sedulounsly the art of dressing than at the
present time, It has been reduced to a regu-—
lar system, and the dressing of the body is
just as much an art as sculpcure or painting.
If the women had spent half as much time in
adorning the soul as the body, they would
have been saints long since, leaving the sterner
sex in the backgrourd: Woman has a special

Cretan Insurrection — Horrible
Acccounts of Turkish Cruelty,

(Correspondence of the London News.)

INSURGENT HEADQUARTERS, PHOUSPHGURA,
(On the slope of Mount Ida,) April 9, 1867,

Whatever may be the scope of foreiga inter-
vention as regards Cretan politics, it should
gsecure immediate burying of the dead on both
sidees. There are so many bodies rotting in
the sun that the may well breed a pestilence
with the increasing heat of summer. It is not
a subject on which I care to enlarge, but ass
suredly something should be done, and much
can be done when intervention shall have put
a stop to the desperate struggle between Chris:
tians and Turks. But there will remain hun~
dreds of dead women and children hidden
away up on the mountain, where they sought
refuge when their homes were destroyed, and
where they died of cold or hunger. These
victims to the balance of power leave their
bones among the rocks to testify that Euro-
pean chivalry gave the Turks every chance.
With other insurrections it has been different.
Our Western ships of war cruised off Sicily in
1860, disregarding the feelings of the Neapoli~
tan Government; but the feelings of Turkish
stockholders in 1867 have been scrupulously
spared. True, a British officer was found to
take upon himself the charge of saving as
many refugees as his ship would carry. He
well deserved the thanks of his countrymen
for having redeemed our name from utter dis~
grace in these waters. But why was not the
act of mercy repeated a dozen times by order
of home? 1 wish that the noble lerds and
right honorable gentlemen who scrupled to
offend the Turks:by removing their victims
could know how sovereignu rights had been
agserted iz Crete, and could dream of such
knowledge every night for a twelvemonth.

Many stories of Turkish cruelty towards the
insurgents have doubtless reached you, and it
is probable that some of them were overs
colored by the warmth of party zeal. Iam
porry to say, however, that only too much is
strictly true. Things have been done which
the delicacy of modern society forbids me to
record. Outrages have been committed like
the worst of the bad old times of Turkish con~
quest, and who can wonder? There isan
outer gloss of civilized life on many of the
Pachas, educated abroad or by foreign mas-
ters ; but the Turkish soldiery are as rough as
of yore. -Then there are the Cretan Mahome-
tans, burning for vengeance, and a horde of
wild Albanians, brought hither because they
understand mountain warfare. With such
elements of mischief left freely to work, you
may easily believe that there are stories which
it would be hard to over-color. I have met
witnesses enough to prove a score of murders
before an English jury; and when I see the
sorrowsstricken faces and flashing eyes of
those who speak, it is not difficult to imagine
that they retaliate in terrible earnest when
they have the power. It ismore from a wish
that- the struggle should be quickly stopped
by intervention from abroad than to persusde
you that Turks and Albanians are cruel that 1
mention these horrors; yet, as regards the
class above referred to, of semi-civilized
Pachas, of whom much capital is made by
Western Turkaphiles, I have a word to say.
In a village named Apodoulop, not far from
our present quarter, stands a house built by an
English gentleman who was married to a
Cretan. The Englishman had been dead for
geveral years, but the house remained in pos«
gession of his family, and being well farnished,
offered some temptation to plunderers. Now
it happened that the Turks came to Apodoux
lop under the eommand of a semi~civilized
Pacha, and this officer allowed his men to
sack the English house, watching with plea-
sure the work of destruction. So much tor
neutral property. Of what next took place,
and which concerns a couple of young Cretan
girls, the prettiest in the village, I will only
say that the semi~civilized Pacha outraged ins
stead of protecting them.

The Christians cannot take the seascoast
fortresses, and the Turks are unable to reduce
the hill country, so that intervention seems to
be the only means of es¢ape from a continual
scene of horror and suffering. How far diplo:
matists have advanced we do not know, since
our communication with Europe is very un
certain; bat we hope every day to hear that
gsome decided step has Leen taken: Firstan
armistice, then a permanent settling of the

question. This is the course which would

gave the island from utter ruin, and leave
diplomatists free to act as they thought best
upon reflection, I do not doubt but ‘that the

ristians can keep up the struggle for a long
while, perhaps until Turkey sball be disturbed
in other quarters. The islanders are still full
of spirit, and their mountains are as rugged as
ever. ' But is it right to let any more villages
be destroved, any more Turks and Oretans
glaughtered, when the end must come from
butside pressure? It has been said that were
the island freed from her tyrants, the Mahome-
tan islanders (Greek by birth and language)
might be massacred in revenge for what
Mahometan strangers have dome in Crete, a8
well as for their own deeds of violence. This
would be the case only with a few particular
chiefs and families. The mass of Oretan Ma-—
bometans could safely be left to their Cbris<
tian neighbors, if only the large towns were
held for ‘awhile by some third party until
passion had cooled down and wrong were to
some extent forgotten. There are in the kingt
dom of Greece many Mahometan subjects of
George I. who live quite contendedly under
Cbristian rule, and, speaking Greek in their
homes, have a sirong attachmesnt to the comu
mon country.

Singular Diverce Suit,
(From the Chicago Tribune, May 6.)

A bill for divorce has been filed in the Cirv
cuit Court by Catherine against John Spell-
man which presents many unusual features.
The firss peculiarity is that the petition asks
not ouly for & divorce but an igjunction to
restrain the husband in the use of $30,000
worth of property, and a writ, or ne exéat re<
publica, retaining bim under bonds to remain
in his adopted State—Illinois, :

A greater peculiarity is presented in the
bill itself. If the petition be true (and being
under oath it 18 so to be considered), the case
presents in brief the history of several
checkered lives: The bill' alleges that the
parties were married during the year 1830, at
Meguglemuch, in the county of Mayo, Ireland.
They lived together until some day'in May,
1835. The five years of their married life re~
sulted in the birth of three children—Patrick
P. Spellman, now aged thirty~five; Bridget
Craig (wife of Owen Craig), now thirty~four
years of age, and Michael Spellman, aged
thirtystwo years: About the time of the birth
of the last child it i8 charged that the defend-
ant absconded from his native soil, taking his
way to some land unknown to his family:
Two years after his wife received a letter from
John, remitting to her twenty dollars. Eighe
teen months after she acknowledges the re«
ceipt of fifteen dollars accredited to her faith«
less John by the hand of his brother Patrick,
This last remittance was made from New
York. It is charged in this connection that
the respondent, having left his home and
three small children and his wife, leaving but
twenty dollars in monéy, and about fifty dol-
lars worth of furniture, the amount was insuf-
ficient to the suoport of the family. .

No further communication was had between
the two branches of the family until the yeAr
1856. In the year 1856 the deserted wife says
she came to. New York. She stayed there
some time and migrated to Philadelphia, as
she claims, in search of her husband and a
livelihood. She afterwards came to this
county, and on the twelfth day of October,
1865, her eldest son saw his father in the
county of Stephenson, Illinois, a wealthy far-
mer, with a second wite and a family of two
children to assist him in the performance of
his agrienltural labors. The second wife is
charged to be one Sarah Austin, known .asg
Sarah Spellman or Mrs. Spellman, and with
her he is said to. have lived twentyseight
years, two children having been the result of
the bigamous connection:

This discovery being made, a correspond--,
ence ensued between the parties interested in
the first marriage and the viplater of the mari-
tal bond. It resulted in his visiting Philadel-
phia, where he met (as is charged) his wife,
on the thirteenth day of January, 1866, He
made protest of renewed affection—of’a re—
vived love—and she alleges that, believing his
protesations, she consented, on condition that
he would have never more ought to do with
Sarah Austin, to pardon him his delinquercies
and receive him to & husband’s share in her
affection and home. A further moving reason
to this condonement is alleged to be the fact
that the defendant had property and the wife
had none.

Having reunited their fortunes the parties
lived together after a separation of over thirty
years for two score days, and then, it is al.
leged. the respondent proposed to return to
his farm in Stephenson county, to closé up his
affairs and sell off his property, Confiding in
his integrity, his wife charges that she let him
begone, and since that time she never saw
‘hide nor hair’ of him. She does charge, how-
ever, that her best information leads her to
believe that he returned to Sarah Austin,
known publicly as his wife, with whom she
charges he committed adultery, and is now
living in a state of open violation of the law.

The defendant in this case is represented to
he a man of means. His estate is valued at
$30,000, yielding an annual income of $3,000.
He is said to own a section and & quarter of
cultivated land in Stephenson county, with
alinost any quantity of necessary farming
utensils, cattle, &e,

The bill is supported by the affidavits of the
two sons of the parties, and the injunction and
writ both issued.

SoMETHING SINGULAR.—The Shasta Cour«
ier is responsible for the following : Last
week John Forster shot a bare near his place
on Cottonwood, and on taking out its en=
trails, found three unborn hares, which he
threw upon the grass'in the yard.

We have given the authorities quoted
on both sides by the learned counsel in
this suit, as well a8 the opinion of the
Chief Justice when declining to allow
the case to go to the jury. Now, it
clearly does not fall within our prov-
ince‘to express aun opinion as to the
merits or demerits of the suit, so far
8s its legal aspect is concerned.

petitioners. The latter, through povs
érty, or some other unexplained
cause, neglected or refased to pay.
"The case has come before several sup.
cessive Councils all of whom have re~
tused to recognize the claim, amount,
ing to upwards of $2000, and after
several years passed in vaioly peti-
tioning for redress, the contractor, the
other day, sought relief in the Su-
preme Court by bringing suit against
the Corporation, The contract, howa
ever, was decided to be irregular and
not binding in consequence of the ab-
sence of the City Seal’; and in addition
to his heavy responsibility in the mag-
ter of the drain, the centractor loses
the law costs. The case is a pes
culiarly hard one. The work was ace
cepted by the City Surveyor—the of-
ficer aunthorized 10 oversee the per-
formance of all contracts of the
kind—and his certificate was ise
sued; Whether the work was to
benefit the entire
section does not enter into the argus

-ment. The drain was built with the

sanction of the Council, the contraet

‘was signed by the Mayor, and the
work pronounced to have bees props
erly executed by the proper officer.
All that was required to make the
agreoment binding on the ciyy was
the Corporate Seal, which was aceiy
dentally everlooked. Had the sea]
appeared on the face of the contragt,
the Judge woula have been bound o
charge the jury in favor of the plain~
tiff. But if vhrough the absence of
the seal the legal responsibility of the
Council is lessened, their moral respone
sibility is none the less. The contracs
tor pertormed %is part of the agre«
ment faithfully, believing the contract
to be binding upon boih parties to
it, and when he applies for payment
he is told the Corporation is not
liable. Why, then, does the Mayor’s
signature appear uttached to the docu
ment, and why was the City Sarveyor
charged to see that the work was
properly performed? If the View
- 8treet lot-owners were alone to be held
- responsible, why did the Corporation
meddle and mudd'e with the matter
at all, beyond giviag permission to the
contractor to tear up the thorough-
fare? Here we bave a public im~
provement, performed by a contractor
in pertect good faith by virtue of an
agreement which Ae believes to have
legal force; and after the work is
done, payment is evaded, notwith.
standing the Corporation and the
View street lot-owners do not hesitate
to avail themselves of any advantage
that may flow from iis execution.
Morally, the Corporation 18 bound to
Compensate Mr Titus, and, with the
Golden Rale in its mind’s eye, it
should no¢ shrink behind the City
Seal to shield itself from responsis
bility.

A Horrible Story—An Extraordinary
Crime by a Child,

(From the New York Werld, May 17th.)

A private letter, written by a resident of
Port Pitt, a small settlement in the Valley of
the Saskatchawan, Prince Rupert’s Land
coatains the following account of a most ter-
rible occurrence which took place there on
the 13th-of March :

Orrawa, C. W., May 3, 1867—The Com-
missioner of Customs has issued a circular
explaining that articles admitted free of duty,
as mill and faotory machinery under the
tariff, applies only to machinery of all kinds
for carding, spinning, weaving, rope making;
milling of flour, meal, &c., paper makinog,
sawing and other manutactures, and when
intended to be fixtures and form part of a
mill or factory, and not to circular or to
upright saws, cards, spindles, bobbins or
articles of a similar make, which will be sub-~
ject to a duty of 15 per cent. ad valorem,
unless imported with machines to which they
belong. Iron chains of less diameter than
one-balf inch must pay 15 per cent. Iron
cables over ope-half inch free.

Navigation on the Rideau eanal was
opened yesterday.

Orrawa, C. W, May 4—An order in
Council has passed on the question of the
cattle plague, under which it is required that
importers of cattle or any probibited animals
or articles from England must make a special
application to the Department of Agricultare
tor the necessary permission. Each case
will be considered on its merits. There is no
restriction as to horses.

It is asserted that the existing Parliament
will not meet again to vote supplies, as con-
federation will take place in the first part of
July. The elections must therefore sake place
in June.

In regard to the Executives of Provinces,
it is now said that Sir Narcigse F. Belleau,
the present Premier, will be Lieutenant
Governor of the Province of Quebee.

Judge Draper, of Canada West, is to be
Lieutenant Governor of the Province of One
tario,

The ice on the Ottawa river has now gone,
and the first boat of the season has made a
trip to Greoville. Thus water communica-
tion with Montreal and the East is opened.
Traveling by water is yet chilly, and the
passage up the river is slow and tiresome,
although the ran down is quick and pleasant.

The country around here has emerged from
its shroud of snow, which has covered it for
nearly five mooths.

The Ottawa Daily News has the*following:
“ A trick bas of late been practised on the
Customs by affixing to certain articles intro-
duced into Canada the name of an article for
which a duty of fiftcen per centum ad valorem
is imposed, and ‘the article then being enter
ed at much less ‘han its real market value,
the duty payable is merely nominal, whereas
if entered under the real pame of the article
it would be liable to fourteen times the
amount paid. Thus, 1f a liquor subject to a
specific duty of six shillings per gallon is
entered uoder the name of another article,
bearing an ad valorem duty of fifteen per
cent., and said article under its proper name
is worth seven shiilings and six-pence a gal«
lon, is imported by a false name under an
invoice charging at six shillings and tenpence
half~penny per dozen bottles, or about two
shillings and sixpence per gallon; the duty
will amount to only oce shilling par dozen
bottles, whereas the real duty imposed on
the articles would amount to “fourteen shil-
lings per dozen.” The. officials of the Cus~
toms Department ought to be able to find
some way of detecting and punishing a frand
like that. A swindle such as that described
is as bad as the famous distillery frauds.

A letter from the DeLery Gold Mines,
received this morning, announces the finding
on the Gilbert river portion of their property,
of the largest nugget of the season, a lamp of
63 ounces.

Berieviiie, May 1.—Intelligence just
received from Madoc states that a raid was
made on the Richardson mine this morning
by about 150 men, headed by ¢ Cariboo”
Cameron, of Lancaster, C. W., who demand-
ed admittance. Mr Hardin of Chicago, who
bad charge of the mine, under these circum-
stances allowed two of the number enter it,
by whom a quantity of dust was take valu~
ed at from $75 to $100. The mounted
police were informed of the raid, bat did
not reach the mine in time to prevent it.

The Madoc correspondent to the Montreal
Gazette, in his report of the raid on the Rich-~
ardson mine, says :—From one of the blasts,
I learn from what I consider a reliable
sonrce, (so far as you can trust any one,
when gold stories are being told) that the
second blast detached a piece of quartz or
spar, he could not say which, about the
size of a patent pail perfectly studded with,
and held together by gold. The value of
this lump is variously estimated. Mr Cam-
eron has made the statement that there was
one seam in the mine, from which he believa
ed he could cut out a slab four feet long, and
6 x 4 inches wide, which would be held
together by the gold, and all who have had
any chance to see the interior of the shaft,
pronounce it the most wonderful deposit in
the history of auriferous discoveries.”
