THE DEPUTATION AT GOVERNMENT
HOUSE,

Yesterdsy morniog at 113 o’clock, agreeably

ber elect for the city) Dr H Tuzo, Dr W F
Tolmie, Mr J H Taroer, Mr Lumley Fraok-
lin, Mr James Fell, Mr J D Pemberton

and Mr J G Norris, waited upon His Ex«
cellency the Governor aod presented a
petition sigoed by 550 residents of Vaanw
eouver island, prayiog that His Excel-
lency would transmit the docsment to the
Oanadian Government with his f:vorable re-
commendation. The petition asks fora guar-
antee -of the construction of a line of rail-
soad from Victoria to Esquimalt as a part
of the Terms of Cenfederation, and has al-
ready appeared in these columus.

Mr Nathan baving read the petition,

His Excellency said it might have the ef.
 fect of indefinitely postponing Confederation.
Already he had received petitions and reso-
‘lubions from residents of New Westminster
and other pleces on this very sabject, and
more were coming. The terminus was
for engingers and surveyors to select. Ifthe
exigencies of trade reqoired the tefminus te
come to Vancouver lsland it would be so0
brought; but no man living could tell what
difficulties would have to be overcome in its
constraction, The Canadian Ministry had
undertaken a great work ; but no terms of
snion could make this -Island a practi-
cable terminus unless it were declared so
from an eogineering point of view. The
petition appeared 10 His Excellency to
be in some respeets ridiculous, not to say
greedy. Why pot leave ths matter with the
engineers, for surely the Canadian Govern-
ment bave no interest in placing the terminus
at any but the most advantageous spot. Only
the other day (His Excellency continued) I
learned from the Caaadian Government that
the Terms arranged mus! be adhered to, and
that should they be amended by us,the Cana-
diao Government would claim the sams right
to amend, and commence the negotiations de
novo. You appear to think Oanada will be
glad to. get us, Admitted, bus they will
not give us apy befter terms. Neww
foundland held out for better terms ; bas it
got them ? No ; and it will oot, For myself, 1
am amazed at the concessions that have
been granted by the Osnadian Governmeat,
and were it stipalated that this road should
be bronght across the Straits, it might not be
bailt at all. Now, I tbiok this petition sbould
be withdrawn.

_Mr Nathan—It is not in oar power to
withdraw it, 5

His Excellency—I do aot think I can send
it on. I should have to exercise my discretion,
1 should bave tu say that which would do it
nogood. You can’t drive traffic iato a par-
ticular charoel by stipulation ; bat if found
advaptageons you may be sure the line will
be. brought to the Island.

Mr. Noirie showed .that it was between
this port and Nanaimo, aod Burrard Iolet
that pearly all the disasters 10 ehipping had
ocourred. However, the Canadian Govern-
ment might at least guarantee the line be-
tween Victoria and Napaime.

His Excellency—Thbat will stand upon its
own merits ; but my opinioo is that a branch
would not pay without through traffic.

Mr Norris—There is always great difficul-
ty in getting coal down from Namaimo for H
M ships.

His Excellency—That point bas great
force, and will, no doubt, be taken into cocs
‘aideration ; bat I cannot send on this petition,
coming as it does from only a portion of the

community.

Mr. Fell poicted out the material advan-
tages that would flow from making Esqui-
malt the termious,

His Kxcellency said that notbiog counld
prevent Esqaimalt being a good harbor aod
being used as sach -

‘Mr Fell thought this the time to point out
our wants or grievances. The petition did
not seek -to stay Confederasion ; it sougbt
only to point out certain advantages which
we possessed  with 8 view to their adopticp
‘by. the. Canadian Government and the good
ol the whole colopny.

His Excelleocy—If we attempt to add a

His Excellency—That ia a different thing.
It is a (resb term, if it is not part of the
trapscoctinental roud. Besides, .I do not
$hink—indeed, I am sure—nothing further
will be granted. I have already had a flat
refusal with respect .to an extension of tae
guarantee of the dry dock. The terms, now,
are better than we ‘had any right to expect
~—better than I expected. The trus policy
would be to accept these terms and be coun-
federated, and then leave the natural flow of
traffic to determine the termicus.

Dr Tolmie pointed to the vast tracts of
land lyiog along the Bute lolet route which
would all be available for settlement in case
the road camu that way.

:His Excellency replied that that was a
stropg point, bat no stipulation counld bind
the company. With respect to the petition,
he would rather not be asked to transmit it,
because he would be bouad fo say it was
pot a Government measure, and that it was
in the interest of a section and not of the
whele colony.

Mr Tureer said the petition did not re-
quire the terms to be reepened,

Stz :—I have the bener, to. acknowledge
the receipt of your lstter of August 20th, and
wilh refcrence, 1 bave to report that 1 laid
over the cloims in this . District from Oat
qig1 1870, 10 June 15:b, 1871, .

1 intend to have waited until the seasom
suspended mining operations, but miners
here are 80 badly supplied with provisioos
that I laid over the claime on the 14th inst,
with a view to. emable them to proceed to
the lower country before te rivers are fro-
zen over and travelling becomes dangerous.

I have fixed the representation day for next
season, as early as I coosider 1
practicable for miners to get in their sup-
plies to Germansen Creek. -

Since my last letter, slf the claims on Ger.
mansen Creek which haye beén ggened have
paid the miners - engaged beyond (heir expecy
tations, some of them yieidiog" a8 "high as
fifty dollars per diem to the' ' man,

was fouond in the Freneh Compapy’s claim,
which is sitnated above the Canon.

Three applications have been made to me to
record land as pre-emptions,and I wouid be
much obliged for printed forms and instracs
tions at your earliest convenienoce.

I have mot expended: any of the money
allowed for the trail across the Pertage, as I
consider:that the work can be done to more
advantage next Spring, after the snew melts.

From the terminus of the trail across the
Portage; goods have to be taken down the
