Lord ROSebery _
Tries Ridicule

Addresses Vast Audience on
Fisca! Policy And Guys
Chamberiain.

Fears Lest Protection May Re-
sult in Anarchism and
Decline.

London, Nov. 25.—(Special.)—Lord
Rosebery spoke to three thousand people
on the fiscal question at the Surrey
theatre tonight. There were .twenty
thousand -applicants for. tickets, the issue

- The fiscal question must be
solved and finally settled, and unless it
be settled the dissolution of parliament
cannot be long delayed.”

Lord Rosebery referred to Mr. Cham-
berain as a “modern Jeremiah,” whose
assertions that the .country had been
desolated had been refuted by faects.
Mr. Chamberlain said the countiry was
ruined, while Mr. Balfour, on the other
hand, said the country was prosperous,
but soon would be ruined. The Board
of Trade blue book, however, decided
against both of these contentions. The
speaker said that the ‘condition of the
people generally had been improved,
while the workingmen were 5 eNjoying
greater prosperity. If distress existed
in the country it was because of the
unwise expenditures of the government
which during the last decade had in-
creased G2 per cent., while during the
previous ten years there had been an
increase of only 7 per cent., ;
“Instead of encouraging ‘this growing
expenditure,” said Liord Rosebery, “Mr.
Chamberlain ciscovered a disease which
had no existence, and proposed a remedy
which would make the disease worse,
namely, the increase in the cost of every
commodity.”

The real outcome of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s  policy, his lordship believed,
would be a state of socialism. The cry
of “dumping” applied to the large em-
poriums in this country which had kill-
ed the small traders. During recent
years Canada “dumped” in Great Bri-
tain nearly as much iron as all the
“dumping” countries together. A com-
mittee of experts, said the - speaker,
would - have to be disguised between
foreign and imperially ‘“‘dumped” and
“sweated” goods.  ““The first result of
Mr. Chamberlain’s poliey,” continued
Lord Rosebery, “would be to plunge
Great Britain into a fiscal warfare with
our cousins, the United States, as the
result of which Great Britain ‘would
lose everything and gain nothing. It
would mean a practical! severance far
more deplorable than a fiscal severence,
and would blight the fairest hopes of
the two nations.” 4

In summing up. Lord Rosebery said
that Mr.. Chamberlain had not proved
his case, and that the evils of which
he compiained existed only in his im-
agination. A real remedy for any ad-
verse condition could be reached by
stimulating practical, technical and com-
mercial education, reducing the nation-
al expenditure and the drink bill of
the. people, encouraging the growth of
cotton within the Empire, -and through
othér simple ‘and practical steps which
woitld be a better training for race com-
petition than mendates for negotiation
with forcing countries,

It is prae-
tically impossible for Colombia to reach
landing™ troops' on our
shores. Without the United ‘States,
bowever, we might not be successful,
‘Colombia has an excellent army, which
is well disciplined and equipped.

Japan’s’Premier
On the Situation

Count Katsura Says Japanese
are Not Looking For
Trouble.

Qutside Interference In Korea

TLondon, England, Nov. 24.—Count
Katsura, the Japanese premierfi in an

juterview with the correspondent of the
iManchester Guardian in Tokio, said it
was a great mistake to think the Japa-
mese were eager to fight.

; “The outer world,” he said, “is told
of one man who shouts for war, but
the ninety and nine who do not are not
mentioned. You, who live in Japan,
can see for yourselves how universally
\quiet is the tone of press and speaker.
“If war should be forced upon us,
that is another thing. We are absolute-
ly prepared to defend our national exist-
ence at any moment. I feel sure there
is no danger of any such emergency,
but we are ready.”

i ‘Asked about the view expressed in
some Japanese papers that Russia’s re-
cent action amounted to an attack; that
the retention of Russian troops in Man-
ichuria was a challenge which Japan
must accept, the Count replied:

‘No, it is nothing of the kind. That
is only a little newspaper sensational-
ism.

One provides that the Governor-in-
Council may direct that a duty of $5
per ton shall be imposed on all iron
and steel railway ties or rails, in any
form, for railways, imported into Can-
ada. But this order is not to be passed
until the  Governor-in‘Council is satis-
fied that steel rails of the best quality
suitable for the use of Canadian rail-
ways are being manufactured in Cana-
da from steel made in Canada in suffi-
‘cient -quantity to meet the ordinary re-
quirements of the market.

Item 409 of the tariff respecting the
duty on ships is no louger in force.
Still, however, a duty of 26 per cent ad
valorem is to be collected upon foreign
built British ships applying for liceuse
to engage in the coasting trade.

A duty of 25 per cent ad valorem is
to be collected on gasoline yachts, elee-
tric and steam yachts, and pleasure
boats of all kinds when imported for
use coastwise in Canada.

Another item provides that machinery
and appliances of a kind not made in
Canada for use exclusively in alluvial
gold mining are %o go on the free list
until June 30, 1904.

1t is perhaps a good omen to see
the benches of our legislature occupied
by bright and aggressive young men,
but however unpopular the doctrine may
be, we are bound to remark that all
the wisdom 0of the world resides neither
dn the heads of young men nor in the
heads. of young countries. The first
Jesson learnt by a member of parlia-
ment is the astounding littleness of
‘what any one man can do. MThere is
mo such thing as arbitrary power any-
where in the world. Yet in young coun-
tries, many are apt to imagine that
arbitrary power resides in representa-
tive institutions. It does not; any more
than it resides in a nominal :autocrat
dike the Czar of Russia. But the idea
that it does frequently leads to the
worst vices of experimental legisla-
tion. The course and character f the
legislation of a country are not wholly
controlled by its government, but by
every member of the legislature, govern-
ment and opposition alike, The present
legislature represents a. new departure
in the province of British Columbia
sboth in the introduction of party lines,
and in the change of personnel intro-
«duced by redistribution. It is a de-
.Iiarture conditioned by the circumstances
~«of the province, and one inevitable
through its growth, but it is a new
~departure nevertheléss. We have con-
didence in representative institutions,
~confidence in the legislature, confidence
in the government and confidence in
the members elect. DBut it would be
denying the obvious to maintain that
at the present juncture of affairs a
wvery special and solemn responsibility
does not rest upon all of
them, and that not because of
any particular legislation neces-
sary, but because the present is a
vital moment in the political history
of the province. Men who rise to the
demands of such moments make great
and prosperous states, Special mention
in the King’s Speech will undoubtedly
be directed to the financial proposals
of the government. A great deal has
been made, for political purposes, of
the financial position of the province.
It has been described as desperate, and
the government attacked as incapable
of grappling with it. It will, we think,
be discovered that the financial posi-
tion of the province is not nearly as
bad as it has been made out to be,
and that it is daily growing better. It
will be discovered that the government,
far from being incapable of grappling
with the situation, has already grappled
with it, and both by judicious eco-
nomies and sound proposals, has direct-
ed the financial policy ofs the country
along sound lines to the goal of finan-
cial stability. It is perhaps too much
to hope that faction will abandon its
habit of exploiting common difficulties
of the province in order to attack politi-
cal opponents. But it is not too much
to hope that sound and businesslike
policy in finance and general legisla-
tion, will disarm faction and render it
innocuous.. Continuity of policy, based
upon originally sound ideas, is what this
country needs, and what, there is every
Teason to congratulate ourselves, it is
likely to get. -

men who were ready. to trade their sup-
port in the legislature for patronage get
elected? Or, if they had once been elect-
ed before: their character had revealed
itself, how could they hope for:re-elec-
tion? The thing could not be. But,
as it is today, the average member of'
the legislature or of parliament is con*
tinually nursing his _influence and 'mak-
ing his re-election sure by constituting
himself the medium of favors from the
government,®either to the constituency
at large or to more or less important
individuals, The theory of the consti-
tution is' that the sovereign power is
divided amongst the citizens in order
that each may exercise the portion falling
to him for the public good, according to.
his best rights. The practice of the
constitution is that the ordinary elector
treats his fraction of the sovereign pow-
er simply as a piece of personal plunder
to be used, as far as it will go, for his
own personal benefit—not his benefit as
a citizen of the commonwealth inter-
ested like all his fellow-citizens in good
government—but his benefit as A. B,
an ipdividual who wants to get out of
polifics, for his own behoof, whatever
is to be got. Now, there is no use in
railing at people who cannot conceive
of politics in any - other fashion than
this. It is their misfortune rather than
ithieir fault. At the same time the
whole community suffers through their
lack of political capacity and conse-
quent lack of political disinterestedness.
What is needed is ‘calm, dispassionate,
freiterated instruction, line upon line
and precept upon precept. In the upper
classes of our schools the true theory
of the constitution, according to which
each citizeh votes under a sense of
public responsibility, should be contrast-
ed with the prevailing practice under
which the selfish interests of the voters
are continuaily appealed to.” We beg
to doubt whether the teaching. of politi-
cal idealism in the schools would do
any good. The people are mot corrupt.
They will never sell their votes when
they care. They sell their votes be-
cause there aret but few times in which
they recognize sufficient difference be-
tween the two parties to care much
‘which of them is in power. In a politi-
cal crisis wihere things that really mat-
ter are at stake, no politician can buy
votes. ISchool teaching is not meces-
sary to teach a man when his country
is being hurt or hiniself. Purity is
not, nor can ever be made a political
issue. When live political issues dare
in the balance, elections are pure
enough. Political corruption is the out-
come of pqlitipa] stagnation and effects
all "parties ‘alike.
o
ELECTION . RUMORS.

The -opinion is gaining ground that
there .will be a dissolution and a general
Dominion  election very shortly. The
governgyent is* in _deadly fear of the
province of Ontario, but whether that
consideratitn is urging an election for-
‘ward or holding it back nobody seems
to knew. The situation, from a Lib-
eral point of view, must get worse - in

if an election is delayed it must be
because it i; already regarded as hope-
less.. On 'the other hand, the view
may -hold that there is still a chance
‘of holding Owutario from a complete
slump. - In that case the election would
undoubtedly be rushed on. The prac-
tical politicians want an election, They
are gentlemen who have few delusions
aZbout the party to which they belong
and little loyalty save to office and
‘Patronage.  They see very clearly that
Canada is slipping away from the con-
trol of the Liberal party, and they
know very well that once the pendulum
begins to swing, nothing can stop it
They know that in two years a Liberal
victory will be absolutely hopeless.
They believe that a victory could be
snatched now, and they want five years
of the enormous patronage involved in
the mnew railway construction instead
of only two years. Human nature be-
ing what human nature is, it is-quite
certain that there will be scandals in
connection with the railway contracts.
If there are no actual scandals, there
are quite certain to be supposititioys
scandals fomented by disappointed
grafters. From what we know of poli-
tics, we should say that such phenom-
éna are as certain to appear as sun
spots. - The exercise of patronage may
be an excellent way of making friends,
but it is likewise an infallible way of
making enemies, and the larger the
patronage, the greater the number of
enemies. Two years of this railway
patronage, argue the practical poli-
ticians, will ruin the government, where-
as if. the government has five vears’ of
it, it will not then matter to them whe-
ther the government is ruined or ot
The Quebec politicians, of course, do
not want the worry and expense of an
election. They consider themselves,
probably with reason, tolarably secure
in their own province. But they will
give way, if necessary, because a large
ILiberal majority in Quebec and an
overwhelming ‘Conservative majority
elsewhere throughout Canada would in-
volve consequences extremely disagree-
able to the average Quebeé politiciam,
if he is at all like average politicians
elsewhere. The balance of probabili-
ties is entirely in favor of an early
election. In fact our opinion is that
the delay that has already occurred is
due to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and that
he is withstanding the pressure of the
practical members of the Liberal party.
Long may he continue to do so! The
longer an election is delayed  the more
certain is a victory for the Conserva-
tive party. When a political party be-
gins to go to pieces nothing can arrest
the process of disintegration.

Is it only because
Great Britain is a strong power, that
the United States does not send a mes-
sage to Great Britaip something as fol-
lows: “The Uniteq States wili pe
pleased tn‘ accept Canada as g Christ-
ma¢ offering of goodwill, and wil] re-
sent as. an unfriendly act the refusal
to tender same.” fThe most wonderfu]
thmg_about the language of many
‘American politicians is their complete
ignorance of .th> status and eentiment
of Canada. Perhaps it is not so strange
after all. ' To the American politician,
the world as he knows it, is divided into
[Republicans and Democrats. The strug-

. HORSE y, MOTOR TRACTION.

iAt the recent annual foeeting of the
Incorporated Association of Muniecipal
and (County Engineers, Mr. T. W. E.
Higgens, A. M. 1. E., the borough
enginéer of Chelsea, drew up a strong
indictment against horse traction in
large cities. He suggested that if the
<ost of motor traction approximated that
of the horse, all local authorities should
do their best to encourage the motor
on sanitary and economical grounds. In
{London a whole army of boys and men
were employed in merely picking up
horse droppings, and the public were so
accustomed to the sight that the enor-
mous expense involved was hardly ever
realized. He stated that the exereta
from a- horse ranged from 38 lb. to 49
1b. per day. the greater pontion of which
was deposited in the streets. From this
it appeared that the horses used by
his own councii—one of the smallest san-
itary authorities in London—produced 34
ton of manure per day. Apart from the
dirtiness of the ecreature, he also called
attention ‘to the very heavy wear of the
road service, for which he was very
largely responsible, His “three hundred
weight hammers.” in the shape of shoes
probably wore out the road twice as
quickly as the tyres of the vehicle drawn.
\We may add to Mr. Higgens’ charges
another of considerable weight, in that
the horse is also largely responsible for
the house fiy pest, since these flies de-
posit their eggs by preference in horse
manure, and in the ahsence of this mul-
tiply much less readily. As showing
the present position of the traction pro-
blem, Mr. Higgens proceeds to state

Seemingly Certain---fro-
quols Purchased.

Steamer Calchas Finishes Load-
ing at Ocean Docks Today
-»-Moana Is Dve. -

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Since the publication of the news of the
finding of the wreckage of the steamer Dis-
covery, that vessel has been given up as
lost with all hands. Capt. Z. 8. Moore,
master of the steamer Nome City, definite-
ly fixes November 2 and not October 29,
as the date of the Discovery’s departure
from Yakutat. Capt. Mqere says the vessel
put to sea about the middle of the after-
noon. That is what the people of Yakutat
told him. They also gave him what would
appear to be rellable information as to the
number of passengers aboard the Discovery.
Nine is the number, and as the Discovery
had fourteen of a crew, and possibly one
orv two stowaways, there were probably
#bout twenty-five people on her when she
met disaster. ‘This number included at
least one passenger for Seattle and one for
Ketchikan.

Capt. Charles Moeckley, an old-time pilot
and once master of the Discovery, was one
of the victims. He boarded the Discovery
at Kadiak, for some reason having left the
;teumer Newport, of which he was an of-

cer.

A RECORD PASSAGE.
Challenger Salls From San Francisco to
Flattery in Four Days, Two Hours.

A remarkably fast voyage has just been
completed by the sailing schooner Chal-
lenger, Capt. A. P. Anderson, between San
Francisco and Cape Flattery. Time, four
days and two bhours. For the season tihsl
is as smart a voyage as has been made by a!
sailing craft in years. It beats the aver-

age steam schooner time in winter.

The Challenger, which is owned by Max'
Kalish, managing owner of the Lynn Canal
iiner Humboldt, Richard Sweasey, of
Eureka, California, a piloneer of that state
as well as one of her most influential men,
and Sapt Anderson; the master, has long
been moted for her speed. Years ago she
et the pace for sailing vessels on the Pa-
cific, having covered the distance from
Port Hadlock to San Francisco in three
days ‘and twentv-one hours. That voyage,
nowever,, sie was towed from Hadlock to,

over three days.

The Challenger sailed up the strait to
Port Angeles, where she was picked up
by the tug Ploneer, and towed into Bal-
lard. From that port she takes lumber,
about 430,000 feet, for San Francisco. She
is a 265-ton sehooner and but 127 feet In
length,

The vessel was built at Fureka, Califor-
nia, nineteen years ago. For many years
she has been carrying lumber from Puget
Sound, usually to California or Hawalian
island ports.

THE MANAUENSE.

Reached Hakodate on Sunday From Rus-
sian .Asia and Nome.

Steamer Manauense, which sailed from
Nome on October 17th, arrived at Hako-
date, Japan, on Sunday. Leaving Nome,
the Manauense crossed to Siberia and made
all of the seaboard stations of the company,
picking up the contingent of Russian pros-
pectors and traders in the concession ter-
ritory.

They had been without food for some
time and were weak., After we fed
them they slept, and some did not wake
for forty-eight hours. Their boat was
a small one, sixteen feet long by five
feet, and they had a mast in her from
a sapling. They evidently had had
oars. but only one remained. Their
water casks were empty, and of the
provisions they had but a little flour,
all soaked with salt water, remained.
There were two  double-barrelled shot-
guns, four revolvers, an - axe, a toma-
hawk and several knives in the boat.
There was no ammunition except a few
revolver cartridges, and there was no
ffishing tackle on board.

Three of the prigsoners had tickets of
leave, whoch. however, do not permit
They
showed no hesitation about assigning
crimes to themselves, and all were vio-
lent ones. Vincent, one of them, said
he had been in the French navy, and
had been sent to New Caledonia for five
years for striking an officer who abused
him. Moran, another, deseribed himself
as a soldier; who had retaliated upon a
sergeant by repaying a blow with a
fist with the thrust of a dagger at
‘Rouen thirteen years hefore. Le Haj,
a powerful Arab, laconically answered,
“Stabbing.” when questioned, but shrug-
ged his shoulders when asked for par-
ticulars. Mohammed, another Arab
from the French territory, said, “It was
my wife. I found her with another
man, dnd I gdve her a dagger thrust.

The Frenchmen said that for four
days the sea was terribly rough, and
they had never expected that their boat
would live through the weather. As
the  boat dragged through the wayves
they were continually up to their waists
in water. The heavy weather had ruin-
ed their’ flour and they had been on ra-
tions of one biseuit and a glass of water
to each man for five days bhefore they
were . picked up. They claimed that
their sentemces had been completed and
they were free to go where they wish-
ed, that ther had gone fishing and
accidentally drifted to sea. The arms
in the boat had heen carried for pro-
tection.
At the request of the French consul
at Melbourne, the prisoners were. held
by the Australian police, pending ad-
vices from New <Caledonia, which had
not arrived when the Moena sailed.

HOBSON DOWN
FROM CARIB0O

General Manager . of Cariboo
Consolidated Tells of
Season’s Work.

J. B. Hobson, genera: manager of the
Cariboo Consolidated” Hydraulic . Gold
Mining Company, wae a passenger from
Vancouver by the Charmer yesterday
eveniug.

Mr. Hobson said that owing to the
unsually, dry season and consequent
lack of water,~the season’s operations
had been disappointing. Hydraulicing
had beeg carried on for only fifty-three
days and on August 4th the mines had
been forced to shut down owing to lack
of water. The clean-up for that period
amounted to about $60,000. In Septem-
ber heavy raing were general through-
out Cariboo and there was a plentiful
supply of water, but it was too late thez
to gather the men together again and
resume operations. The -water had,
however, been stored iu huge reservoirs
and Mr. Hobson estimated that there
was 108 days’ supply on hand, so that
with the coming winter’s precipitation
there should be plenty of water for next
seagon.

During the past summer g large
amount of development work was done
and the surrounding eountry had also
been thoroughly suryeyed for sources of
new water supply. Two lakes and
creeks had been .found, one ten miles
dlsta_nt and the other fifteen miles off,
and it would be for the directors to de-
cide whether ditches should be dug to
bring the water to the mines.
Mr. Hobson will leave for Toronto in
which will be submitted to the meeting
of shareholders in January next.

LIMITATION OF VILLAGE EDU-
ICATTONAL WORK.

Writing on this subject, Engineering
says: We quite appreciate the advan-
tages of higher techmical training in in-
dustrm} pursuits; but the difficulty where
there is a limit of the finanecial allow-
ance is to pay salaries adequate enough
to secure the highest teaching ability,
illld to provide satisfactory appliances.
l‘l{ere is thus the grave danger of work
being so insufticiently done as to be al-
most, if not quite, worthless. Neo doubt
the teaching of dairy farming, farrier
work, smithy work, and such other call-
ings associated with country life, brings
wlth.it‘some degree of general efficiency;
but it is a question whether the proper
body to carry out ewen these classes is
the urban district council, dissociated as
it often is from the educational authori-
ties in the larger towns with their more
exteusive resources. In many cases, we
know, the county councils are doing very
good 'Work in appointing traveling lec-
tureships; but there is a limit to the
number of subjects that may thus be
profitably taught with reference to the
highest theory and experimental appara-
tus. Otherwise there is likelihood of the
result not being commensurate with the
expendivture involved. Moreover, the de-
centralization of educational work car-
Ties the further disadvantage that a
l:l‘r,'.:e proportion of the vote goes in ad-
ministration expenses. In some cases the
amount spent in this way equals from
12 to 18 per cent. of the total grant un-
der the -Act, which is very much too
large._ Many of the classes that have
been instituted in the village districts of
England pander more or less to the un-
fortunate spirit of dilettanteism n~vhich
too extensively permeates the whole edu-
catan.al system of England, or create an
armib:tnon._which there is mnot sufficient
J_atent ability to achieve. We (Engineer-
ing) are therefore convinced that if the
ocal boards, instead of attempting sep-
arate educational establishments would
set a standard even for the ordinary day
§chools. or, if necessary, for special evel-
ing schools, so as to sift out those coun-
try lads or girls who are encowed with
mental facuity capable of development,
and were to ufilize the remainder of « the
vote' i providing scholarships for such.
