THEIR CONVERSAZIONE LAST
NIGHT IN THRE NORMAL

A Large Attendance—The Practical Value
of the School—A Good Literary Pro-
gram. -

Last evening the educational depart-
ment presented a glowing and gala appear-
ance, the occasion being the first conversa-
zione held by the Ontario Society of Artists,
About 600 tickets of invitation were issued,
on the majority of which two persons came
and in some cases more. In all there were
about twelve hundred present. The grow-
ing interest that is rapidly being taken in
the work of this society by the people was
manifested clearly by the universal manner
in which they responded t» the invitation,
The heads of our educational system were
present, some of our leading legislators,
prominent members of the clerical, legal
and medical profession, and representatives
of almost every trade, The library, musenm
and sculpture halls of the school were thrown
open, through which the guests promenaded
to the strains. of Toulmin’s band, Long
before the jliterary and musical pro-
gram commenced; the large lecture
room was filled, and those who were
late had to content themselves with the

other attraction with the hopes of obtainin
a seat after intermission. Hon G V’
Allen, president of the society, opened

roceedings with a short pointed address,

O/  the
202 students attending the classes
55 represent trades aad manufactures, 44
intend becoming teachers of drawing, 21
are normal school students, 4 are school
students, 7 intend adopting art as a profes-
sion, The school was opened under the
auspices of the society of artists only six
years ago with a Pupilage of 50. Now the
number on the roll is 202. At this age a
knowledge of art is necessary in every
branch of industry, hence the great need of
an institution of this kind.  One-fourth of
the number attending do so for the purpose
of as:isting them to better perform their
daily work., The art and musical enter-
tainment, which followed ' the opening
address of the president, was very select
and exceedingly well arranged.

The principal features of the program
were the sketches of Ms Boll-Smith, After
giving a recitation entitled ““How he saved
St Michael’s,” he sketched in a few minutes
the most striking scene in the recitation
with crayon. For this he received great
applause, not only on account of the beau-
tiful, artistic way in which the sketch was
accomplished, but also for the dexterity
with which it was done. This was followed
by a sketch of the president, Hon G W
Allen, and Dr May, which was also enthusi-
astically applauded. Mr J A Fraser's
old English ballad entitled * Phillis is my
only joy,” was very well received. The
piano solos of Miss Wright and Miss Cowley
were master pieces and very well received,
During intermission the guests visited the
rooms of the school of art, in which the

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THE JUDGES AND THE CIRCUITS.

That part of the judicature act providing
for the amalgamation of the common law
and chancery circuits has not yet been
enforced. ' The province is divided up every
spring and fall into eight circuits for the
former and thtee circuits for the latter
branch of the'high court of justice. The
judicatureact provides for the indiscrimi.
nate trying of common law and ejuity cases
by sy judge of the high court of justice,
and some few chancery cases have been and
are occasionally entered for trial by judges
ofi the common law circuit.  The two cir-
ciits, however, are still maiatained, and
ptactically this new division of the prova
ince’s judicial 1abor has not as yet resulted
inlessening the duties of the judges. The
same number of cases of course would have
to 'be tried were the new provisions in force:
bat much time in traveling would be saved,
and not 50 ‘much time would be lost as
there is now by 'allowing an estimated
period for the business likely to be forth-
coming at any particular place. For instance
in London there are two chancery and two
common law sittings every year. Four
judges have to travel from Toronto to Lon-
don and there must be four distinct sessions
of the court, and so much tighe has to be
allowed each sitting whether  the business
will occupy that time or not. Under the
new system ouly two judges would be re.
giired to do the same work, and there
would be but two sessions of the court a
year instead of four. A saving of time
and expense would be saved both to the
counties aud to the province. The reason
why ‘the amalgamation has not already
taken place may perhaps be owing to the
apathy of the judges of the common law
division to trying chancery cases and vice
verse,

The court of appeal has now a great
volume of work to attend and that work is
increasing, It is a guestion if it wounld
not be more in the interests of litigants and
of the province generally that the judges of
this court should be relieved from going on
circnit. At present twelve of the thirteen
judges go on circuit, the chief justice of
the eourt of appeal always remaining in
Toronto, . Were the common law and
equity circuits united, a new division of the
province into circuits might be so arranged
that the whole legal business of the pro-
vince could be done by nine circuit judges,
thus relieving the court of appeal, without
greatly increasing the duties of the re-
maining judges,

THE RETIRING MAYOR.

After filling itfor two years Mr. W. B
McMurrich now retires from the mayor’s
chair. The resolution passed by the coun-
cil on the occasion of his retirement pretty
faithfully represents the opinion of citizens
generally as to Mr, McMurrich’s two years’
administration. He hasbeen faithfulin his
attendance to the many duties incumbent
on the city’s chief magistrate, and has re-
presented the city om all oceasions with
more dignity and honor than many of his
predecessors would have done. The repre-
sentative of an importint city like Toronto
should be a man of some natural ability
and social standing, and it should be the
endeavor of all citizens to see that a better
and better man is being had to represen*
them as years go on. Unfortunately the
civic chair has not in the past been coveted
bv citizens of the highest standing, but the
office is one that should do honor to almost
any one. We hope.to see the dignity of
the office of our chief magistrate raised to
its proper elevation, and to see the best man
anxious for the honois attaching to the po-
sition, The head of the council should also
be a strong man, with a good business
head, and possessed cf courage to oppose
jobbery in all its shapes and forms, Mayor
McMaurrich during his tenure of office has
acted with credit both to himself and to
the city, and he has, in some degree at all
events, raised the prestige of the council
board.

A comparison of these statements shows
an increase in public deposits of $16,740,-

ion notés, amounts due by Canadian banks,
balances due from - foreign agents and
government debentures. And the conclusion
of the whole matter is thus stated : *“While
this expansion of credit means a greatly
increased earning power on the part of the
banks, the financial -situation as revealed in
the comparison we have instituted, clearly
conveys the lesson that the limit of safe
expansion has been reached, and that until
the reserves are strengthened the banks
ought not to readily undertake new business.
That lesson .they have already heeded, and
there is reason to belicve that its emforce-
ment t8 being made.”

That this view of the financial situation
is held by the leading banks there need be
no manner of doubt ; and the closing' hint
as to ‘“ enforcement” is in all probability
a bit of inspiration from the best authority.
But will the ““ enforcement "' go the length
of cutting off bank facilities for stock gam-
bling ? Doubtful, we should say ; however,
it remains to be seen, .. After having been
in a state of suspended animation’ during
the holidays and the fortnight following,
the heroes of the stock exchange: have
roused themselves to action and are atit
again, Wednesday witnessed a remarkable
revival in prices and sales both here and i
Montreal, and yesterday was ‘livelier still.

A “BURNING QUESTION” IN NEW BRUNS-
WIOK.

The St. John Sun has discovered ' for its
province a *‘burning question,” one that
may burn somebedy’s fingers ere it be dis-
posed of. Winnipeg is getting fo be a great
city, and its newspapers are " ‘blowing the
Northwest horn regardless of ' expense.
According to them the Northwest is bound
to be the greatest country on the face, of
the globe, the United States not excepted.
In making all this blow, again, they are
aided by the dominion government and the
press of the provinces generally. There is
a perfect craze thronghout the dominion for
puffing Manitoba and the Northwest up to
the skies.

.Now why, asks the Sun, should not the
old provinces expend some of this energy
upon themselves and for their own good,
instead of doing everything for the North-
west ? Why, in particualar, should not the
government and people of New Brunswick
look nearer home and act accordingly * We
quote the conclusion, which seems to look
toward a union of the maritime provinces,
or at least united action by them in this
matter :

*“ What are building up Manitoba and the
Northwest, it not the lands and the newly
arriving farmers ? Have we not millions of
acres of fine lands—lanis with an abund-
ance of wood and the purest water on every
acre of it—privileges which the people who
go to the Northwest cannot count upon }
Can our governments do nothing to add to
our farming population? Can they not
bring laborers into the country to become
farmers in time ? . What have they accom-
plished in this line for the last twelve
years? What have they even attempted ?
Where is the evidence of any serious work
being done iu this direction by any mari-
time government within the time we have
named? We know of none; yet within
that time the attractions of other countries
have been placed in'a striking hght before
onr people, and indeed it is within only the
last four or five years that any of our
peopie have turned their faces towards a
Canadian Northwest. The maritime
government must sce that they cannot
afford to treat the Northwest lure with in.
difference. They have a 1ioht to call upon
the dominion government to assist immi-
gration into the maritime provinces as well
as into the Northwest, and they will fail in
their duty to their people if they neglect
to give their most serious attention to this
important subject. They should realize
that as leaders of the people their position
calls for something more than the bare per-
formance of certain official acts ; and their
first duty would seem to be to exert them-
selves to 'secure for their provinces a fair
share of the immigration which will pour
into Canada for the mnext ten or fifteen
years. If the maritime governments fail:in
this they will fail to fill worthily the posi-
tions which they occupy as the special rep-
resentatives and guardians of provincial
rights.

‘¢ This is one direction in which the mari-
time governments can be helpful to their
provinces ; and we shall endeavor to show
that this is but one of several steps which
can be taken to promote the interests of the
maritime section of the dominion.”

MAJOR GRAY AND THE .BEEVE OF

Dear 81r: We are asked our opinion as to the
legality of by-law No 48 (Parkdale) to raise £15600
“for general purposes to meet certain contingencies
required fer the use of the municipality,” payable
in five years from date. We think that when passed
and for sowe:ime thereaftcr, the by-law and the
debenture i=sued thereunder were iliegal and could
have been quashed with costs agaiust the munici-
pality for the following rcasons ;

As the by-law does net comewithin the exceptions
mentioned in sec 333 of the municipal act it should
have been submitted to the electors of the muniei-
pality for their assent. The passing of guch a by-
law which had the effect of mortgaging the future
income of the municipality without the assentof
the electors, was uitra vires the couneil and there-
fore illegal. Indep.ndently of this objection, which
goes to the root of the matter, the by-law
i3 most unskilfully and inartificially drawn
and does not even pretend to accord with the gener-
al provisions cf the law as to municipal by-'aws laid
down in Ontario statute 42 vict, chap 81, and the
mnnicipal act, section 330, sub-sections 1 and 6 (a)
(b) ana (¢), and such a by-law as this could bave
been quashed under section 323 at any time, and
would he now open to an application for that pur-
posc, were it not for the municipal (amendment) act
of 1881, chap 24, section 27, which has the effect of
making good and valid any Jdebenture on which pay-
ment has been made for two years. Though the
by-law is not dated, we understand it was passed in
May, 1880, and that payments of interest have been
regularly made on the debenture since that time.

There is room for doubt, however, as to the cura-
tive effect even of this latter statute, inasmuch as
the council never had any power to pass such a
by-law as the one now under consideration, and
there is authority for the proposition that these
remedial statutes only app'y where the by-law is
within the proper competence of the council to
ordain- see Sutheriano, East Nissouri, 100 UCQ B
0626. Be that as it may, the council of 1880 who
passed this by -law could hardly have anticipated the
lnumxe of the above act of 1881, so that if the de-
penture has any validity now it is more a matter of
good fortune than of good mn;uement.

The dispute con--
tinued un_ul up to a short timeago, when an
Ottawa dispatch to the Sun stated that the
government had decided togive the owners
of Point Douglas lets, their heirs or assigns,
an acre of what remains of the common for
every acre that they were entitled to for
their river front lots.

Zaandam is rather an important place.
Many ships and boats are built there, many
windmills thresh the air with their white
arms, and grind every sort of thing that
can be ground, and when they don’t do
that they saw wood and pump water. Its
inhabitants are fearfully rich; at eveiry
jaunty villa we came to our guide stopped
us to impress on us some notion of its
owner's wealth. *‘All these rich people are
windmillers;” he could speak tolerable
English, so we were spared tne wild p anto-
mine which, when expressive of four hun-
dred windmills, takes some considerable
room in a village street.

A writer in Redpath’s weekly says: I
came into the city on a late train last night,
and the engineer attracted my attention,
He was s0 big and jolly and so black and
greasy.
