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Education of Ministers,

We have just now three important de-
rominations holding their annual con-
gresses in this city. We do not wish to con-
trast the ministers of one denomination
with another, but we wish to point out to
them wherein, we think, the presbyterians
myst have the best educated ministry in
this country, and that at the least expense
to the denomination, The reason is a very
simple one: that church in this province
insists on the great majority of its
ministers taking a university course in
arts before entering upon the study of
theology. This education in arts can be
secured at the provincial university free of
cost #o-the denomination and at a trifling
outlay to the students themselves. More-
over the course in the provincial university
is a better one than that of any ot&l’:er uni-
versity in the province. It is a better one
for this reason that the teaching staff is
larger, is better paid, is composed of abler
men (for we hold that the better salary’
will always command the better men), has
better appliances, a larger library, and a
keener competition among the students
themselves. This view of ministerial edu-
cation is pressing itself more and more
upon the lay element every day and they see
no reason why they should be called upon
in the methodist and in the anglican com-
muhions to contribute money for a secular
training of their ministers, when that same
training can be had free of cost, and in
better form than in demominational univer-
sities. This is so well brought out in Mr,
Blake’s convocation address the other day
that we commend it to the earnest con-
sideration of the denominations interested.

. Archbishop Lynch's Appeal.

The letter from Archbishop Lynch to the
members of the presbyterian assembly,
which we published yesterday, marks a
new era in the relations between christian
denominations. It is not easy for the
most bigoted presbyterian to take exeep-
tion to the tone of the letter however he
may dispute the statements of fact or the
metaphysical explanation of the doctrine
of transubstantiation. The appeal is
moderate,and courteous; being in this re-
spect in striking contrast with the offen-
sive remarks which called it forth,

We do not profess ‘to know whether the
archbishop’s defence of transubstantiation is
adequate, but protestants who describe the
doctrine as idolatry should bear in mind that
it was never abandoned entirely by
Lauther, that it has been subscribed to by
such men as Cardinals Manning and New-
man, and that the belief in the real pre-
sence is as characteristic of a cerfain sec-
tion of the anglican as it is of any section
of the Roman catholic church. To charge
a man like Cardinal Newman with idolatry
is the height of absurdity, and yet if he is
not chargeable with it who is

It is time for christian denominations to
treat each other with more respect, and to
devote all their energies and means to
placing the gospel within the reach of
those who are without it instead of
trying to steal from each other
in the way of proselytizing. There
may .be catholics who are not christians,
just as there are certainly protestants of
all denominations who are in the same con-
dition. It does not follow that all catho-
lics are fit subjects for protestant evangeli-
zation, and if any are to be treated in this
way where is the line to be .drawn? Un-
speakable mischief has been done in this
country by baptists stealing proseclytes
from presbyterians, by presbyterians steal-
ing from baptists, by anglicans filching
from methodists and methodists from angli-
cans, and so'on round the circle, Surely
there are enough of heathens in our midst
to operate on, not to speak of the scattered
fragments of, .denominations in outlying
districts, without the churches playing to
each other the part of highway robbers,
and browbeating and insulting each other,

One of the synons of the presbyterian
church overtured the general assembly
this year to deliberate on the best means
of allaying the bitterness of political dis-
cussion. We do not deny for a moment
that the language used by party politicians
to each other is often unnecessarily coarse,
but we venture to say that in no legisla-
tive assembly in this dominion is_such
language evér applied by one political
party to each other as was applied, amid
the plaudits of grave and reverend preach-
ers, by several gentlemen the other even-
ing in the presbyterian assembly to pro-
fessing fellow-christians of the Roman
catholic church. - The answer to this state-
ment will of course be, that the violent
language made use ot in the sanc-
justified Dby the charac-
ter of the people ‘denounced; but is not
that the standing plea of the truculent
political hack? The assembly, after set-
ting such an example, shewed a high de-
gree of common sense in postponing in-
definitely the consideration-of the over.
ture. Itis not alittle peculiar that the
latter came from the samc locality: whenee

Poorly Paild Preachers,

The bishop of Toronto in his annual
charge to the synod, deplored the scandal-
ously low salaries received by the minis-
ters throughout his diocese. This is a
thing to be deplored, but while we deplore
it it is well to look about and see what the
reason is, and whether it is one that may
be removed or not. There is one cause
that we know of, and we would like to di-
rect the attention of the bishop and of * the
ministers thereto, viz., that the members
of the various anglican congregations have
only one way to enforce their views on
many questions, and that is throwgh the
power of the purse. As at present consti-
tuted the various congregations have very
little to say in the choice of their minis-
ters, and  this being the case
when the minister does not suit
them they simply contribute as little
as they possibly can toward his support.
Now it is a notorious fact throughout the
diocese of Toronto that there are quite . a
number of ministers who are not in har-
mony with their congregations in matters
of doctrine and church government. This
being the case, there are quite a number of
ministers who suffer in their income ac-
cordingly. It therefore behooves the
bishop and the synod to carefully consider
this whole-question, and to see whether it
is not possible to give the churches and
the congregation 4 larger share in the ap-
pointment of their ministers, and increased
representation in the government of the
congregations and of the church. The re-
sponsibility that lies on the bishop
for sending to a congregation a
minieter with whom only a portion
of them synipathize with in mat-
ters of doctrine is very great, in fact the
bishop in that case is more to blame for the
small salary of the minister than is the
congregation itself,

The two main promoters of the so-
called Marriage ‘Aid association whick had
its headquarters in Hamilton are now in
jail on the charge of obtaining money
under false pretences. Whether obtaining
money under such circumstances comes
within the definition of fraud we leave
to the courts to decide, but as we have
often pointed out in these columns it is an
unprofitable speculation for the great ma-
jority of vthose who go into it. As there
are quite a number of institutions of a more
or less similar character obtaining thous-
ands of dollars from innocent people, and
giving very little in returp, the verdict in
this case will be looked forward to with
great interest by many people.

Sir: In this letter I will deal w,i,tp
some further statements made by some -of
‘the opponents of the'Scott actto- your -re-
porter. One man 'ssys ‘It “has' ruined

liquor.” I suppose that when a man con-
tradicts himself and proves his own state-
ments to be false, it seems superfluous tor
anyone else to reply to him ; but to set the

public we must do so. What, according
to the oracle quoted above, has runined
business ? ““The Scott act,” says he. Let
our reader pause and think over the above
quotation a few moments and try
to reconcile the two statements if
he can. “There fis just as” much
liquor sold, and still the act has ru-
ined business.,” We do not know whether
it is the mere name of the act that has ru-
ined business, or the enforcement of the
act. If it has ruined business because it
has stopped the sale of liquor, then his

statement that it has not lessened the sale
of liquor must be false. If, .on the other
hand, it has not lessened the sale of liguor,
if it is possible to get liquor now as easily
as it was before, thea how, in: the name of
common sense, can it have injured busi-
ness? The two statements are directly
contradictory., The fact is that this cry
about business being fuined is a denier re-
sort, one of the death throes of the anti-
Scott party in Halton, and is too palpably
abaurr to be believed by even the most
gullible, and in defence of which we have
not yet heard one reasonable argument,
He further says that, if a farmer is seen at
one of the hotels, he is liable to be sum-
moned as a witness, - Leaving out of view
the implied insult to the farmers, we will
notice the compliment to the Scott act.
These men tell us that the act is not.en-
forced, and in the next - breath tell us that
it is so well enforced, and so much vigi-
lance is used, that every man who is found
at a hotel under suspicious circumstances
is liable to be summoned as a witness !
‘O consistency thou art a jewel”—but a
very rare one among anti-Scott’s. This
same man is the one who wrote the follow-
ing to a paper in Cornwall :—*The drink-
ing of whis f(in Oakville) is simply de-
plorable, and the Joss of business is ruin-
ous, These are the sentiments of a large
majority of men who have heretofore been
advocates of the Scott act, and I do not
think there is- a2 man in Oakville, if hé
spoke the true sentiments of his heart, but
would say that. the Scott act here had
ruined business, and had not lessened the
use of liquor.” We are pleased to see that
the case of the anti-Scotts has got so bad
that their only chance of upholding it is by
such shameful prevarication. As regards his
statement that a large majority of the
former advocates ‘of the act are
now its enemies, I stigmatize it as
a falsehood pure and unadulterated, and
challenge proof. On the other hand, we
know of quite a number who formerly op-
the act but who have declared their
intention of supporting it in future, And
as to there not being a man in Oakville,
who, if he spoke the true sentiments, etc.,
that is the merest claptrap sent to a dis-
tant county to do service where he, no
doubt hoped it would not be seen in Qak-
ville. ese men will find when 'the re-
peal vote is taken, if they ever do take it,
which seems very doubtful,’ that there are
80 many good men and true in Oakville
and in Halton, who ‘do not feel as he says
they all feel, that these reckless falsifiers
will receive a crushing and decisive answer
in the only way that will effectually shut
them up, and that is by the votes of a peo-
le who are'sick, terribly sick, of the end-
ess puerile twaddle of these men, who,
beaten at every turn in fair, open discus-
sion, are now trying to make misrepresen-
tation take the l[‘)face of argument, and
false statements the place of proven facts,
The same man whe wrote the above quoted
extract was publicly challenged here a few
days after byRev, Meikle to meet him on the
platform in any place in town to discuss
this question, which challenge of course
has never been accepted. He further
states ““that the drinking of liquor issim ly
deplorable.” Yes, he and some of ils
co-enemies of “the act must deplore
it, deplore it so much that some of
them sometimes send to Toronto for liguor
by the keg for the use of the “boys.” And
these are the men who mourn and lament
because the Scott act is undermining the
morals of, the people and increasing crime.
We leave the ;ublic to judge how much
credence(should be given to the men who
thus seelj to corrupt our young men and
ltry in every way to evade the spirit of the
aw.

Mr. J. Boon said that our taxes are
heavier than before becanse of the logs of
$600 license fees, and the depreciation in
the value of our hotels, The loss of the
$600 license fees is a very doubtful evil,
Every good man, every man who has any
feéling of charity towards his neighbor,
should rejoice that these temptations to
drink are removed from befere our young
men. But the average anti-Scott is not
that kind of a man. He views everythin
selfishly, and measures every attempte
reform, not as to how it effects the moral
or physical welfare of his fellow-citizens,
but as to how it affects his own pocket or
appetite. So on that ground we must
argue it. If Mr. Boon will look atour last
letter he will see our answer, The in-
creased value of other property, conse-
quent on so many who form rly spent
most of their wages at the ﬁote]s, now
spending them in supplying their families
and improving their lots, more than makes
up for the license fees.

The
amount received by the town in fees the
last year before the act came in torce,
which is a fair criférion, was $376, not
$600, us he states, a mistake of
only about one-half* But then stick-
ing close to facts and figures
I8 not one of the predominating
qualities of an anti-Scott, as see E. K.
Dodds. We will here call Mr. Boon’s at-
tention to another fact that slipped his
memory, probably becaunse it is the kind
that he and his friends do not care to hear
or reflect on. During the days of ““whis-
key for the million” the town spent from
$200 to 8300 a year for the maintenance of
the poor. Now, spite of hard times, they
spend scarcely a tithe of that amount,
Another proof of the benefits of the act.
Subtract that amount from the $376 above
mentioned and see the enormous extent to
which this devestating act robs our town
treasury. And just here let me mention
another significant fact. Under the beni-
ficent and enriching license laws our town

run in arrears in taxes to the tune of
86,000 to $8,000, in some cases because of
neglect, in others because -those owing
them were notable to pay them. But this
year another effort has been made and
nearly the whole amount has been paid,
and that too with scarcely & demurrer.
That is, under the Scott act the people are
not only able to pay their, regular taxes
bat to pay thousands of dollars-that had
not, and in many cases could not be paid
under whiskey rule; and still they say that
the act has ruined businessand is im ver-
ishing the people. Is it not an incidental
proof, a pretty strong one, that, so far
from the act injuring business, it has

The Engine Question.

To the Editor of The World. i

Sir: My letter in your Thursday morn
ing’s issue, or at least that portion of it re-
ferring to the worthlessness of the pumps
furnished by our competitors, Messrs, Ing:
lis & Hunter, for the city of Guelph, forces
them to a brief reply in their organ, your
eve‘ning contemporary. .

They do not deny that the pumps ‘were
an absolute failure, But they say that
the designs were faulty, and assert that
the drawings furnished them were the de-
signs of a Holly pump. All right if they
can get out of the question of responsibil-
ity with the corporation of  Guelph by
claiming that the designs was not theirs,
and that they were faulty.

This is just what I wanted to know.
How - about the designs of the geared
engines tendered for by this firm ? Who
furnishes these designs? If Inglis &
Hunter are no better judges of designs now
than when they built the Guelph pumps,
Toronto can anticipate another failure in
the event of the council adopting the geared
engine.

Good mechanics would not build pumps
from faulty designs, no matter who fur-
nished them. And the designs furnished
by Mr. Martin of Cleveland are just as apt
to be faulty @s those from which they
built .the Guelph pumps. This is a
verification of :the conclusion given
in my letter of yesterday, viz.,
that Inglis & Hunter are endeavoring to
impose upon the city another Gnelph ex-
periment, and when the geared engine is
built, if it ever is, and it proves to be a fail-
ure, which it certainly will, Inglis &
Hunter will, as in the case of Guelph, say
that they did not furnish the designs, but
that the workmanship was excellent.
Moral—Avoid experiments.

They assert that the Holly manufactur-
ing company never furnished any designs,
drawings or patterns for the Guelph

umps or any others now in use in the
f)eminion unless said pumps were built
by themselves. Now, & word with the
editor of the Inglis & Hunter organ. I
said nothing in my letter that was in any
way discourteous to Mr, Tully, Cer-
tainly I intended no discourtesy to that
gentleman. That sgme of the conclusions
in his report should be inspired by inter-
ested parties in discussing their engines is
natural, and not discreditable to Mr,
Tully ; you can’t make a mountain out of
a mole hill. A parting word with the said
editor, 8nd for the information of the pub-
lic, Ald. Woods was made to say some
queer things last evening, but he compels
an over-zealous editor to correct them this
evening. I here-assert for the second time
that no man in this city is authorized by
me or my firm to use my money or unfai
means with the city officers in this con-
test, and any and all insinuations to_the
contrary are false asfalse can be. This
work we geton its merits, or not at all.

1 sabmit a letter from Mr. Hamilton, of
the St. Lawrence foundry, for publication,
and should the contract be awarded to us,
that shop will get the-castings. I'am in
hopes to have the arrangements perfected
with the Northern railway company to-
morrow, to do_ the finishing.
