Regina, Asaa., Jan. 6.—The Leader (Mr. 
Davin’s paper) if Ont with a red hot shot 
at Dewdney. It commences the publica­
tion of a histdry of the selecting of the 
Regina town site and Dewdney’s specula­
tions in connection therewith, and says 
it has further'^particulars and letters, 
which will be published. The Leader 
says: “While the line of the C.P.R. was 
under, the control of Mr. Rosser, and 
there was some -chance of it passing 
through Fort Qu’Appelle, Mr. Dewdney 
hovered around there, and in the name 
of the Indian Department set up a notice 
that a certain property which really belonged 
to a private person was an Indian rdseive. 
The moment, however, he saw how the line 
would go, the course of himself and his 
brother Doodlers was plain. The line was 
laid out past Regina on the present route 
early m the summer of 1882 and Dewd­
ney came up heie accompanied by hie 
groom, Robert Green, and fixed on the'site 
for the capital, a mile west from the present 
station, and centering on section 26. The 
pile of bones, as it was called, noW the 
Wascana, ran through it He got Robert 
Green to squat on a half section which 
would border the town, but which proved 
to be actually within the town as laid out.

Dewdney’s fac simile letter reads as fol­
lows. It is addressed to his groom at 
Regina:
‘Office of the Commissioner of Indian Affairs, 

Northwest Territories, July 22,1882:
Dear Green,—I find the Government have de­

termined to hold on to the mile limit reserve on 
each side of the railway track, so it will be well 
not to make too sr eat improvements. I jlxpect 
the sections not utilized for town site will be sold 
by auctiob. Occupy It and hold it, if any ask any 
questions, for the Government. I have been ob­
liged to go to Ottawa, so have not been able to 
return as soon as I expected, but I shall get 
things into good Shape before I go away. Cut all 
the hay vou can. I do not expect to meet you 
Before the middle of August. Yours truly,

(Signed) E. Dkwdnet."
The Leader gives an expose of the forma­

tion of a syndicate of 15, m which Dewdney 
was the prime mover, and which included 
A. W. Ross, M.P.; Sydney Blanchard, 
Fred Brydces, Tota Howard, tw» relatives 
of the Brydges and a certain personage at 
Ottawa who wielded great influence. It 
shows how Dewdney selected the Regina 
town site plump on the section which he 
himself owned, and then through Green 
tried to secure another section and if any 
questions were asked to say it was for the 
Government.

Hamilton, Jan. 6.—The fiercest and 
most destructive conflagration which has 
visited this city for a number of years 
broke out about 5.15 this evening in the 
Wanzej: Sewing Machine Company’s pre­
mises in Barton street. The building was 
a two-story brick structure, and extended 
along Barton-street for a fuU block, be­
tween Mary and Elgin-streets, with two- 
story addition facing on Elgin-street

In th* building was a quantity of valu­
able machinery, also oils, unfinished 
machines and a large quantity of lumber. 
The premises have been unoccupied for 
some months since. Mr. Wanzer bed&me 
financially embarrassed and the property 
•passed into possession of the Toronto Per­
manent Loan and Mortgage Company, 
which held a mortgage for $140,000.

The fire originated in the japaning-room, 
in .the second story of the southwest corner 
of the building. The fire

The entire department was soon at work.

He Admits That He Criticised the 
Judges But the Facts Warranted it and 
Publication Was ip the Public Interets 
—After a Whole Day Spent in Taking 
Evidence He Finally Agrees to Retract 
and Apologise.

A very quiet, small but select and im­
pressive gathering was assembled yesterday 
morning in the stately room in Osgoode Hall 
which is specially sacred to that mysterious 
body the Benchers of the Law Society. No 
doubt many of The World’s daily perusers 
have their own ideas of what a bencher is. 
Without making any allegations as to what 
these ideas are it may be-%tated at once that 
in the august room where they convene there 
are no benenes. There are, however, a 
whole slew of fine massive walnut leather- 
covered chairs which wotfld make any well- 
regulated housewife grow’green with envy. 
There is an equally massive T- 
sbaped walnut table, five window! with plate 
glass panes and heavy rich hangings, and 
along one wall two fireplaces with tiles and 
solidly-carved over-mantels.

Certain it is that of the vast 
sum of $75,000,000 already expended by the 
Government the starving peasantry received 
little or nothing, and it will be necessary to 
expend an equal sum before the winter is 
over, without tl* certainty even then that 
the misery has been in any appreciable de­
gree alleviated, because it is impossible to 
tell bow many of these millions during 
the long journey from the treasury to tbe 
poor find their way into various pockets 
and how many reach the cottages of the 
starving peasants. Really, of what use is 
it to give the starving wretches a few paper 
roubles when there is no way for them to 
change the money for bread?

The approaching crisis is shown from the 
Wild panic which has seized all classes, even 
the higher and intelligent ones. A vague, 
unconquerable terrer has deprived the 
people of the ability to act rationally. Even 
the Government suffers from this cause,

. which is plainly shown from the manner in 
which relief is distributed and from the 
way the taxes are enforced. Heavy taxes 
are exacted not only from the wealthy 
classes of the peasantry, but the poor are 
also burdened, the Government evidently 
forgetting that the latter are always in debt 
to the former.

The same deplorable confusion reigns 
among the officials. Everybody is running 
hither and thither without aim or action, 
while the peasants in thousands rush blind­
ly about, seeking work in the large cities, 
and always returning without having se­
cured employment. Tolstoi ends with an 
eloquent appeal, or rather command, to the 
rich and *ell-to-do classes to look the 
danger squarely in the face and take the 
necessary measures to meet it. Bread must 
be had! He also urgently advises the gov­
ernment to purchase from America not less 
than 150,000,000 bushels of grain, and, if 
peed be, twice that amount It is said that 
Vyshnegradshy, the; Minister of Finance, is 
la hearty sympathy with this move. 

Robbiag the Starving.
There is a report from Saratov that the 

anthorities fear serious trouble on account 
of a rich merchant named Schewjagin, who 
three months ago purchased enormous 
quantities of grain and then refused to sell 

cept at most exorbitant prices. The 
aller dealers follow his example. 

When the authorities asked him to 
remember the terrible sufferings of the 
poor tbe merchant replied that he found the 
famine nothing to complain of, but rather 
the reverse. “Besides,” he added, “I gave 
the whole of 25 roubles to the relief com­
mittee. What more do you expect- 
When this became known among the peas­
ants they took swift revenge by looting 
both his house and stores and murdering 
him and a number of his household.

United States’ Crops. " , 
Washington, Jan. 6.—The estimates by 

States and territories of area, protect and 
value of the principal cereals of tlie "United 
States for 1891, made by the statistician of 
the Department of Agriculture, are given* 
to the press to-night. The total for 
has only been exceeded once, 
wheat product is the largest ever 
grown in any country and the yield 
per acre in the United States is the largest 
ever reported by the Department. The 
total for oats was slightly exceeded in 1889. 
The aggregates are as follows:

Corn—Area 76,204,615 acres, product 
2,060,154,000 bushels, value $836,439,228:

Wheat—Area 39,916,897 acres, product 
611,780,000 bushels, value $513,472,711. ’ 

Oats—Area0 25,581,861 acres, product 
736,394,000 bushels, value $232,312,267.

The aggregate of all cereals is the largest 
yet produced and will supply 54 to 55 bush­
els per unit of population.

The average value to the former is 40.6 
cents for corn, 83.93 for wheat and 31.46 
for data.

As regards the musk ox, this animal in­
habits a much more inaccessible country 
than the wood buffalo, but still to reach the 
confines of tbe district which it inhabits Is, 
with the means of travel now available, 
little more than a pleasure trip. This 
animal roams over what is commonly known 
as the Barren Grounds, that is the treeless 
plain lying east of the fringe of bush 
along the Mackenzie River, north of that 
along Great Slave Lake and its affluent 
streams and west of that along Baffin# Bay. 
They are frequently found within 40 or 50 
miles of Mackenzie River down to the Arctic 
Ocean, but are never • found so close to the 
waters of Great Slave Lake. So far as is 
known only two white hunters have entered 
the territory with the object of hunting 
them. Fortunately only one of these 
succeeded in reaching them. His main ob­
ject apparently was to procure a few 'good 
heads as trophies of the chase, b nt although 
only two or three heads were required 60 or 70 
animals had to be slaughtered to procure the 
requisite number of the desired quality. 
Only a few pounds of the meat of these 
animals was used for food, and as they 
were killed in the month of July the skins

The wood buffalo is the 
last remnant of the vast herds which once 
roamed in countless numbers, and whilst 
very strict laws and heavy penalties 
protect
been seen for years, no attempt is being 
made for-tbe preservation of the few that do 
exist in the north. Thè haunt of the wood 
buffalo lies north and west of tbe Athabasca 
River, peross the Peace to the Laird River, 
and at Fort Laird it was reported that two 
of them had crossed the Laird and had been 
aeen in the mountains to the northwest of 
Fort Laird. Compared with the area of the 
district they inhabit their numbers are very 
small, probably not exceeding 8G0 in all
This is In striking contrast with their
bers as reported half a century ago, when it 
w.as no .uncommon thing for a few Indians, 
in the neighborhood of Dunvegan and ^Bt 
John, on Peace River, to go out and in a 
few days procure sufficient meat to supply 
their wants a good part of the winter. As 
no undue slaughter was practised here by 
the natives or traders it might be asked what 
has caused the Vapid decrease in their num­
bers. The explanation given is that a heavy 
fall qf rain occurred in one of the

the, about 25 years ago, which complete­
ly saturated the snow, which was then froz­
en, and converted into an immense cake of 
ice and the buffalo and all animals 
that graz^and do not browse were nearly 
exterminated. This explanation might suf­

It Is a Serions Outbreak.
Dr. Oaaddy, 88 Bk>or-«treet east, oonslders 

the epidemic as prevalent and as of quite as 
serious a character aa it was two years ago. 
He is thoroughly convinced that it is con­
tagious. Since Dec. 1 he has treated 79 
cases and has a number at present, Hone 
have proved fatal.

Dr. Emory, 14 Caution-street, bora mo- 
pathist^ bad'had 10 cases yesterday; this has 
been the average for the pASt week. How­
ever, it is not quite so pressent yet as in the 
previous epidemic; but ter cases that nave 
occurred show much greatër severity, there 
being a greater tendency to lung com­
plications, together with general de­
pression and affection of the nerve 
centres. It is noticeable that young 
children and old people are troubled 
most, there being danger of heart failure. If 
cold weather comes it will go in a week. The 
doctor was^strongly in favor of the humœo- 
pathic mode of treatment. -

Dr. Adams of Carlton-street, homceepathist, 
testified to the sevWty of the disease. He 
had known of several cases which proved 
fatal in fopr of five days.

Not the Genuine Grip.
Dr. Allen, the Medical Health Officer, is of 

the opinion that the present epidemic is not 
the genuine “grippe,” but what is known as 
catarrhalfevef. He does not think it is really 
contagious, but prevalent on account of the 
unfavorable and unhealthy weather.

Dr. Adâut; Wright, Oerrard-street east, 
was inclined to think it an epidemic of in­
fluenza. not-df the severe type of last year • 
grin. He had found it no respecter of classes 
or ages, though with the aged, there is a 
great tendency to complication*.

Dr. Aviso*, 212 Carlton-street, said ha 
found plenty oft the disease, but did not 
think it any more virulent. However, he 
had seen some severe cases.

Dr. Oldright was not disposed to regard 
it as very serious; the cases are not very 
numerous, though there is a tendency to 
complications. *

Dr. Sparrow, 183 Carlton-street, emphati­
cally contradicted the idea of a germ being 
the cause. He attributed it to climatic in­
fluences.
