Detectives Davis and Slemin were success­
ful last night in placing under arrest John 
Anderson, who is evidently an old hand 
at this kind of work. His 
tire outfit, together with about $2000 
worth of old stamps, which have bean clean­
ed, are also at headquarters.

Though Anderson is under arrest it is not 
upon the charge of defrauding the Govern­
ment that be is held, but upon ons of a 
character Almost as grave.

The prisoner is well known around nearly 
all the down-town offices, as he was always 
to be found routing around through old 
heaps of rubbish, etc., hunting fop envelopes 
with stamps upon them. , _

Some few days ago D, McColl & Co., 
wholesale milliners, x ipceived 
timation from Anderson that he had 
found a note drawn in their favor 
far the amount of $1097 and that 
upon the receipt of a reward it would 
be forwarded to them.

McColl & Co. wrote, asking Anderson to 
step down to their office when he would cer­
tainly be given a reward, but this Ander­
son "declined to do. Several more letters 
were exchanged, when finally a representa­
tive of tne firm called on Anderson at his 
room, 18 Temperanoe-street, and demanded 
the note forthwith. The latter refused to 
give it up without a reward, stating that Iu- 
spector Stark told him to bold it for the re­
ward. His demand was not extortionate, 
being only a dollar, which was paid him. ,

The firm, however, were not satisfied with 
his explanation of how he found 
the note "and the facts of the case were laid 
before Inspector Stark of the detective de­
partment.

At 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon Detec­
tives Davis and Slemiu were detailed to 
bring Anderson to headquarters. They 
found him busy at work among his stamps 
in the attic of 18 Temperance-street, and, 
arresting him, brought him before the in­
spector, who put him through, his “cate­
chism” so thoroughly as to be convinced in­
side of a very few minutes that he bad good 
grounds upon which to hold the man.

While being examined Anderson kept up a 
running fire of threats of what he would do 
in case he was detained, representing him­
self to be a man of means.

In the meantime the two detectives bad 
returned to the prisoner’s room, and confis­
cated a large chest literally filled to the rim 
with boxes of Canadian stamps of different 
denominations and postal oards,the cancella­
tion marks on which had been so deftly re­
moved as to in many cases defy the eyes of 
an expert.

A large bottle containing the chemical 
solution with which tbe old man accomplish­
ed the cancellations was also found in the 
room, which was miserably furnished, con­
taining merely a couple of chairs, a rickety 
table and a wreck-of a stove.

A meeting of tbe Board of Management of 
the Toronto Publie Library was held yester­
day afternoon, with Mr. Mara in the .chair.

On the belt line there is a very 
heavy traffic, and when the moter car aud 
its trailer are both filled with passengers, as 
they often are, so many stops have to be 
made that the trolley system .proves but 
little faster than horse cars. Instead of a 
six minute service with two cars the com­
pany ought to try a three minute service 
with one car. ' Running a single car would 
necessitate only half the number of stops, 
and in making the round trip of the belt line 
a very appreciable saving in time would be 
effected.

Toronto’s Three Local Members Meet the 
Civic Executive Committee.

The city members of the Ontario Legisla- 
tare met the civic Executive Committee yes­
terday afternOon in the City Hall to die- 
cuss desired changes in legislation Aid.
Saunders presided, and Aid. Lamb vra 
ciated with him. * ,

City Solicitor Biggar read the following 
changes desired: • ^ *

That all the revenue from the street rail­
way be expended on permanent pavements, 
thus removing the restriction to mileage re­
venue. , . ,

Power to declare the'site for the Isolation 
Hospital at Riverdale Park.

That the trustees of estates have permis­
sion to invest in city bonds.

To ratify the agreement between the city 
and county in the matter of the lake shore 
road.

For power to issue $130,000 debentures to 
complete subways. Of that amount $24,000 
was a liability upon Parkdale previous to 
annexation to the city.

g That the Park Commissioner have control 
over the trees on all public streets.

That the Massey music hall be exempted 
from taxation.
i That certain money bylaws be validated.
The idea is to save trouble and expense in 
searching to assure validity.

Of these requests the local members raised 
objections to only one; that was relating to 
the Massey music halt The Executive Com­
mittee could not assure the M.L.A.’b that

L the hall would be under the control of the 
city, or that the people of the city would 
have essential benefits from the hslL

Aid. Saunders’ explanation was that if a 
lecturer wished to reach the masses in assem­
bly the hall would be given free of charge 
for that purpose.

Mr. Clarke said that the hall would not be 
completed for a year, and the matter of ex­
emption oould go over until next session.

Dr. Barrick, on behalf of the Ratepayers’ 
Association, asxed the M.L. A.’s to introduce 
a bill providing for the appointment of a 
board of three assessors for the city. The 
doctor said that the assessment on real estate 
was 101-2 times greater than that on income 
and personalty. He asserted that the ad­
ministration of the assessment law waa radi­
cally wrong, and that relief could only be 
gained through a board of three assessors.

The local members were in a hurry to re­
turn to the House, and they carried the doc­
tor off with them that, the matter might be 
further discussed in the cab during the 
journey.

said Mr. Barrett yesterday, “I bought it, I’ 
think, in 3851. The ground was then leased 
at $12.50 a foot I rerewed it at $25, and it 
was then thought that the rental was high.
Then the next renewal came up to 
$50 a foot and the lease just closed t== 
comes to $104 a foot Of course I had the 
option of payiug the occupants for improve­
ments and managing the property.rhiyself, 
but the agreement arrived at seems to have 
satisfied ail parties. This brings to mind 
the transaction 1 closed in the property 
where the Bon Marche now stands. I bought

7 A Capital Invention.
Mr. James Dick, formerly engineer at the 

îlusee-Theatre, has invented a new mechani­
cal contrivance for use in furnaces aud 
stoves and which he expects will effect a 
saving of 150 per cent, in the cost of fuel. 
The invention Is a tank with attachments by 
which it is proposed to use oil in place of coni 
for both heating and cooking purposes. In 
large furnaces used only for heating pur­
poses crude oil is used, while for cooking pur­
poses light refined oil is used.

Mr. Dick claims that by using his inven­
tion one barrel of oil will equal two and oue- 
half tons of coal.

The invention has a flue attachment coming 
out on top ot tbe furnace, by which the 
fumes from the burning gas escape and tbe 
draft is admitted to the furnace.

The oil is supplied from a. tank placed in 
frout.of the boiler, and there is a glass gauge 
tube by which the engineer can tell the 
amount of oil consumed per hour, aud also 
when to pump in a fresh supply of oil. Mr. 
Dick has applied for a patent on his inveu- 
tion, which he claims will cost no more to 
apply to à stove or furnace than an ordinary 
hot water connection.
