WILL BE THE BASIS OF A NEW BILL.

No Action Expected This Session, and
Then - the Fight Will Be Fought Over
Again-Whether Cleveland Will Sign
the Bill a Much .Discussed Question—
Business Expected to Pick Up—Bond-
ed Warchouses Fairly Choked—Activ-
ity im Whisky ~Circles—Opinions of
politicians on the New Law,

Weashington, ‘Aug. 14.—To-day there
were numerous conferences on both sides
of the Senate Chamber, all of which had
as their object the ascertainment of
what steps shall be taken in regard to
the four Tariff bills sent over by the
House. What the result will be is
problematical. The Republican Steering
Committee was in session for a time, and
discussed the situation from every point:
of view. One of the prominent leaders
of the Republicans expressed the belief
that none of the bills would receive the
affirmative action of the Senate, and said
they would be either postponed or Eent
to the Finance Committee, where they
would remain until the next session of
Congress at least.

Prominent Democrats admit the im-
possibility of action, although there are
many who insist that the vote shall be
taken.

Republicans will have the Louisiana
Senators and the Populists on their side
if they begin a fight against the free
sugar bill, and Mr. Manderson is author-
ity for the statement that if the Demo-
crats attempt to force that bill to the
front they will precipitate a debate thag
will result in the wearing out of a quor-
um. ‘Some Senators have arranged to
leave the city, although Mr. Dolph is en-

As the time in which he
must either sign or veto the bill expires
Saturday next, Mr. Dolph is anxious that
the-quorum should not disappear before
that time. It is understood some of the
Democratic members of the Committee on
Finance will call upon the President, and
urge him to keep Congress in session un-
til the Tariff bills have been acted upon.
Should this materialige it is said a de-
termined effort’ at filibustering will
begin.

It is eonsidered highly improbable that
any of the supplementary tariff bills will
be passed by the Senate. The Sugar bill
possesges- the most political significance,
and there are many Democratic Senators
who would like’ the: opportunity to vote
upon the guestion of free sugar as an in-
dependent proposition. The Republicans,
it is said, will do all they can to pre-
vent they Democrats from carrying out
any desire they may have in this direc-
tion, and they base their intention upon
the ~statement that it would be bad
polities.

One of the leaders said that the Re-
publicans made sugar free and gave the
growers & bounty, and that the Demo-
crats repealed the law. Now the Demo-
crats wanted the Republicans to assist
them in putting sugar back on the free
list without the bounty. This the Re-
publicans will not do. Should there be
any effort on the part of those anxious
for free sugar to secure action, the bills
will he called up one at a time and made
the basis for the formation of another
new tariff Dbill. Mr. Hill began
that work to-day when he gave notice
of an amendment providing for the repeal
of the income tax. Mr. Stewart is ready
to 1ay before the Senate a free coinage
amendment for each of the independent
bills, Mr. Allen will offer an amendment
to the Peffer Tariff bill and Mr. Aldrich
will offer an amendment to repeal the
enacting clause of the bill, to which the
House agread yesterday. In view of the
anxiety of mémbers to get away it does

‘not appear how a quorum can be main-
itained to keep up this sort of thing.
Already senators are preparing to, leave
the city, and the prediction is made that
the end of this week will find the Senata
‘without a guorum.

Proceedings in the Senate.

Washington, D.C.. Aug. 14— To-day
shortly after the Senate met the Clerk
of the House brought to the Senate the
engrossed copies of the separate bills
passed by the House placinz sugar,
coal, iron ore and barbed wire on the free
list.

During the morning before the con-
vening of the Senate, there was much
discussion among Senators as to the
probable outcome of this move on the
part of the House.- There is a = wide
difference of opinion: Some of the Re-
publicans favor the passage of the Sugar
bill. others oppose it. The same condi-
tion of affairs obtains .aamonz the Demo-
erats. There is a general opinion, how-
ever, that of the four bills only the Sugar
bill would have any, chapce of favorable
action

Some ol the Democrats are in fayor of
up the bills to put iron and coal

on the free list without the formality of

sending them to a committee and then
killinzg them immediately for the pur-
pose of letting the House know that the

Senate meant business when it refused

to take the House provisions on these

items.

The Suzar bill presents to some Demo-
erats a very grave question elosely con-
pnected with the revenues to be derived
§rom thé bill which passed the House.
There would be a very large delicit in
the revenue expected to be raised | under
the bill, and it is a inatter for careful
consideration whether the Senate can af-
ford to deliberately pass a bill to strike
off so many million of revenue. There
will be two factions on the Democratic
gide of the Chamber, one of which will
endeavor to keep the bills before the
Senate, and the other to send them to
the Finance Committee. ;

The Finance Cdmmittee is now a tie,
politically, owing to the death of Mr.
Vance, whose place has never been filled.
It is eaid, under the present condition
of things, this vacancy will not be filled.
If these bills only get to committee it
is not likely anything will be done with
them. Mr. Jones of Arkansas, said he be-
lieved the Sugar bill would pass. He was
in favor of it, and would do all in his
power to get it before the Senate for a

A resolution offered by Mr. Hale (Rep.,
Me.) to print 65000 copies of the bill, *‘to
be known as the Sugar Trust bill.” awak-
ened the ire of Mr. Vest (Dem., Mo.), who
declared it was an outrage to the Senate
to mive thé bill such a title.

WILL CLEVELAND SIGN IT?

The Probability s Me wuﬁ Allow It to
Become Law Without -n{ Signature.

Now that the Tariff bill has been passed
by the House the next suhject of specula-
tion is as ta the President’s position re-
garding it. Will he sign it or A.\ermit it
to become a law’ without his signature,
.or will his disapproval of the measure
lead him to veto it ? There are few who
believe that he will take so extreme a
course as vetoing the bill, There are
not many who beliéve the President will
sign the bill. It is thought his opposi-
tion to the measurd is so strong that he
cannot consistently affix his signature to
it, but rather thag have no tariff legis-
lation by this Congress he will permit
it to become a law without signing it.

ACTIVITY IN WHISKY.

A Lively Rush to Take It Out of Bond at
. the Present Rate of Baty.

Washington, Aug. 14.—Reports received
at the Treasury Department from whis-
ky-producing centres btate there is a
great rush to take whisky out of bond
at the old rate of 90 cents a gallon, be-
fore the new tax of $1.10 per gallon be-
comes oparative.

At most of the large distilleries whisky
in bond has already been gauged, ready
upon payment of the tax, to be with-
drawn. A comservative estimate places
the amount of whisky in bond at 60,-
000,000 gallons. The average monthly
consumption of whisky is between 8,-
000,000 and 9,000,000 gallons. Since
the increased tax on whisky was first
put into the Tariff bill the receipts from
national revenue have largely increased.
So far, in the current fiscal year, one
month “and a half, the receipts have
aggregated $88,795,000, against $20,-
872,000 for the corresponding period
last year. For this mofith they are
$1,600,000 ahead of the same. period of
last year. It is estimated the total re-
ceipts from Internal Revenue for this
month will foot up $23,000,000 because
of the rush to withdraw whisky. Un-
til the new Tariff bill becomes a law any
opposite effect. on Custom Revenue to
that on Internal Revenue will be felt.

Not since the Tariff bill of 1883 passed
have Customs’ warehouses at the great
-ports of entry, New York, Boston, Phila-
delphia and Baltimore been so crowded
with foreign goods awaiting the adjust-
ment of the tariff rates.

As the new Tariif bill makes a reduc-
tion all along the line, none of the goods
now in customs bonded warehouses will
be withdrawn until the President signs
the new bill, or permits it to take effect
by the ten days’ limitation.

As only goods absolutely needed have
been withdrawn since the Tariff bill
has been pending its signature by the
Presifent will be a signal for a great
rush to withdraw goods and take ad-
vantage of the reduced tariff duties.

Whisky Taken Out of Bond.

Louisville,. Ky., Aug. 14.—The passing
of the Tariif bill caused wonderful ac-
tivity in the whisky trade. -For months
the distillers and dealers have been on
nettles. It was after banking hours
when the news was received, yet in the
remaining hour in which the.eollector of
Internal Revenue was open nearly 170,-
000 gallons of whisky were taken out
of bond, and the cash receipts between
8 and 4 o'clock were $150,000.

Cincinnati; Ohio, Aug. 14,~The 4eeisive
action of Congress ou the tariff started
active operations in taking whisky out
of bond here last night. The receipts
in the city averaged $13,000 a day at
the Internal Revenue office, and yester-
day they exceeded $60,000. In Coving-
ton, Ky., the increase was much greater.
Baltimore Bonded Warehouses Crowded.

Baltimore, Md., Aug. 14, —Customs of-
ficials say that never before have so
many goods been held in bond in this
city as at the present time. A part of
nearly every cargo which has reached this
port in the last six month§ has been
laced in the warehouses, until now near-
y all the houses are filled to their ut-
most capacity. There are eleven of these
bonded wvarehouses in the city. The
goods have been stored by importers
pending the settlement of the tariff bill.
The difference in the rate of duty be-
tween the existing tariff law and the
Senate bill will be saved to the import-
ers if the goods are kept in bond until
the new rates go into effect. This will
result in saving to them of mauy thou-
sands of dollars. Costoms business will
be greatly stimulated if the bill becomes
a law. and Government , revenue from
this source ‘Wwill show an amaging in-
crease,

U.8. Treasury Receipts Looking Up.
Washington, Aug. 14.—An improvement
is shown in the receipts by the Treasury
of gold. The rate of exchange has fall-
en, and no further export of gold is look-
ed for in the jmmediate future.

Increase of Scotch Exports Predicted.

Glasgow, Aug. 14.—To-day  United
States Consul Allen B. Morse said he
expected Glasgow’s export to the United
States would increase £600,000 in value,
owing to the passage of the Gorman bill.

A Weak Upper House an Advantage.

London, Aug. 14.—The Wesiminster Ga-
zette, Liberal, says in a leader on the
new American tariff: The history of
the Gorman tarifi bill does not excite
admivation of the American Senate. It
shows England’s advantage in having a
weak House of Lords instead of a strong
Senate.

The Glghe, Conservative, says on the
new Ametican tariff : The House was
wise and phtriotic ju deciding to end the
deadlock by accepting the Sénate’s halt-
ing, lop-sided bill.

THEIR OPINION OF THE& BILL.

Ben Harrison Withholds Emphatic Re-
marks.

New York, Aug. 14.—Ex-Presideat
Harrison expresses his opinion upon the
passage of the Senate Tariff bill as fol-
lows: “I decline to talk at length re-
garding the action of the House Demo-
cratic caucus, but one consideration is
obvious to everyone, namely, that' the
determination of the House to report
special tariff bills will tend strongly to
prevent that business improvement which
might have resulted from any definite
settlement of the tariff question.

“1 expect to make a few emphatic re-
marks on that aspect of the crisis during
the coming Indiana campaign.”

Senator Mill's Position. ™
“Qenator Hill says: *“My resolution
of Friday -last had at least one good
effect—it brought on a crisis which has
promptly disposed of the tariff struggle.
That was its principal object. Congress
has finally passed the Gorman Com-
promise Senate bill, but not the Wilson
bill, and can now speedily adjourn.

“ As everybody knows, I was opposed
to the Senate bill because it contained
an odious and unnecessary income tax,
because it taxed raw materials, because
it taxed sugar and other necessaries of
life, and because it was otherwise an in-
adequate expression or exemplification of
Demoeratic  prineiples. Neither  the
people, the Democratic party, the Pr_esn-
dent, nor the House of Representatives
wanted the Senate bill. © The House was
<puncoed’ into accepting it by studied
efforts, which misrepresented the true
Democrats of the Senate. The cry of
efforts, which misrepresented the real
attitude of the true Democrats of the
Sepate. The cry of ‘the Senate bill

or no bill, which some Senators indus-
triously circulated, had its effect upon
the House, whose members stampeded
worse than a defeated and A demoralized

army.

“The bill will of course disappoint the
country. I have no intimation or idea
what the President will do with it, and
he alone must be the judge of his duty
in the premises. It is a peculiar sitpa-
tion which is full of embarrassment. The
Wilson letter must prove  a stumbling
block which will stand in the way of an
approval. If the President sees” fit to
veto the bill the country and the Demo-
cratic party will approve
however, under all the circumstances,
le concludes to accept it as the only ob-
tainable gelief at this time, notwith-
standing’ its objectionable and inadequate
features, the Democracy must accept the
result with equanimity and. defend it as
best they can.”

Gov, Flower Upholds the Income Tax.

Richland, N.Y., Auz. 14.—Governor
Flower, in discussing the income tax fea-
ture of the Tariff bi}} yesterday said:
“The majority of the Democratic party
opposed to the income tax comes mora
from the Eastern States than from the
south or west, because our incomes are
larzer.

An Unpalatable ‘Dose for Cleveland.

Columbus, Ohio, Aug. 14.—*“I will :not
talk for publication,” said Governor Mec-
Kinley last night, “I may have some-
thing to say in a day or so.”

Then the Governor said President Cleve-
land would sign the bill or allow it to
become a law by the expiration of the
constitutional ten days. [This dose will
be an unpalatable one, remarked the Gov-
ernor, and he must swallow his ~words.
but he can do nothing else.

Comptroller Eckles Interviewed.

Boston, Mass.,, Aug. 14.~In an inter-
view, Comptroller Eckles, who is here,
said he could not speak with positive-
ness on the present state of the finances,
because of two or three weeks’ abSence
from the capital. “The general tendenty,
however, is upward,” said he. “Business
seems to be generally improving, and
consequently we feel encouraged con-
cerning the treasury outlook. The gold
reserve has been increasing during the
past few days, and as soon as the tariff
is disposed of, and that will be very soon,
there will be a marked improvement.”
A “What about the report from Wash-
ington to the effect that the Secretary
of the Treasury thinks it injudicious to
give out any information about the state
of the treasury for the present 7’ was
asked. .

“I think that must be & false report.
I can’t credit such a statement to Sec-
retary Carlisle, especially as matters are
steadily improving. ‘You may say that
the treasury outlook is encouraging.”

“What do you think of the adoption
of the Senate Tariff bill by the House ?”

“Well, I suppose the Seénate measure
is better than no bill at all.”

“What will be the course of President
Cleveland ?7” .

“Mr. Cleveland will undoubtedly either
sign the bill or veto it. The report that
he will probably allow it to become .a
law without his signature is one that
I cannot credit. Mr. Cleveland is not
that kind of man. Presumably he will
sign the bill, and send the bill and a mes-
sage to Congress stating the reasons for
so doing.”

“The Royal Opera Co., which has been
performing in summer opera at the Pa-
vilion for the past fortunight, has dis-
banded. ®ith the presentation of the

seagon. $vhich was expected to last
until Aug. 25, ended in an inglorious fail-
ure, due not so much #o lack of appreci-
ation on the part of Toronto theatre-

goers as to internal troubles,
It is stated that the members of the
organization will return to New York to-
day, although Manager Morris announces
that the company will be promptly re-
organized.
lg&ana.ger Morris stated last night : “The
trouble found its genesis and its exodus
in the director of the perform-
ance, Mr. Richard Carroll, who
failed to settle with the mem-
bers of the company, thus cdusing
discontent. The fact that troubles of &
financial nature existed leaked out, the
attendance fell off in consequence, and
last night witnessed the culmination. I
bave carried out my agreement to the
best of my ability. The members of the
company are satisfied with my explan-
ations, and, had it not been for the dis-
content caused by the non-payment of
the salaries of the performers by Mr.
Carroll, everything would have gone on
swimmingly. -

The * Pirates ” may be presented again
to-night with the same cast except Mr.
Carroll. :

Mr. Carroll’s version of the trouble is
very different. “ My _original contract
with Mr. Morris,” said Mr. Carroll last
night, ** was for $9560 per week for four
weeks, the payment foy the last week to
be made in advanca as a certainty, and
the remaining three payments of $960
each on the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Saturdays.
Instead of the $950 agreed upon, Morris
sent me $250 and then $100, explaining
that he was pushed for money, but that
he would pay the balance afier I came
to Toronto. I accepted this, because" I
had sent part of my people on from Buf-
falo. He then claimed that the eontract
wasq broken by my acceptance of his
offer, and that the first $950 was not
due until a week’s performances had
been given. Not to go into details, Mr.
Morris admitted that $302 was
due me a week ago last Saturday
on the proposition that $950 only, was
cominZ to me, the guaranty having laps-
ed,; 1 had already paid one week’s sal-
aries; but didn’t have sufficient to
the second week’s salaries. I called a
meeting of the company and stated the
facts to them, and all agreed -that I was
in the rizght. Then I insisted that we
should be paid nightly, at the end of the
first! act, or the performance
must cease; Mr. Morris asked for a
new arranzement, to which 1 agreed.
This was that I should be paid $154.34
at each performance, the weekly emolu-
ment having been reduced to $926, owing
to the services of two chorus girls hav-
ing been dispensed witir Instead of pay-
inz me $154.34 at the eonclusion of the
matinee yesterday he paid $34.50, all
that was in the house, he claimed; in-
stead of $274 Monday night (the sum
due with the ‘ matinee balance) he
paid me $65.65, and instead of $463 due
to-night he paid me $190, leaving him
$273 short, besides $302 due last week,
a shortage of $67b6 according to his
own proposition, or $15625 according to
the priginal contract, that the last
week’s salaries should be paid in ad-
vance—a contract I made in order to
have funds on hand to provide for the
company in the event of complications
arising such as have arisen. My con-
tract and books are open for inspection
to any person who wishes to see them.

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SMOKELESS FURL FOR WARSHIPS.
The American Navy to Experiment With
Prepared Coke.

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IRISH TENANTS' BILL REJBOTED
BY 249 70 30.

Lord Salisbury Attacks the Bill—Lord
Rosebery Defends It and Warns the
Peers That They Are l\uylng With
Fire at the Door of a Magazine-The
Lords the Enemy of Ireland.

London, Augi 14.—The Duke of Devon-
shire spoke ‘at length in the House of
Lords this afternoon against the Evicted
Tenants bili. He based his opposition on
the ground that the Government was
not justified 1n making the reinstate-
ment of tenants compulsory. ‘

Lord Balisbury complained of the op-
pressive power conferred upon the arbi-
trators, which he said amounted to des-
potism. He ridiculed the proposition
that the Lords would seal their doom
by rejecting the bill.

The Prime Minister, Lord Rosebery, de-
plored the levity with which the noble
Lord who had just spoken had treated
a grave question.; Not only had he not
suggested a compromise, but he seeméed
to doubt whethey anything existed in
regard to what & compromise was de-
sirable. When a biil of this kind was
rejected without the slightest alternative
he was tempted to consider what was
the position of the House of Lords.: The
present bill had come to them approved
by the Commons and supported by four-
fifths of the Irish members. Their Lord-
ships were playing with edged tools.

Lords the Enemy of Ireland.

London, Aug. 15.—The Daily News, in
commenting upon the rejection of the
Evicted Tenants bill by the House of
Lords, says: “The majority in the
House of Peers are concerting with the
minority in the House of Commons with
the aim of making the government of
Ireland impossible. They calculate that
if disturbances can be exeited in Ireland
during the winter, & renewal of the
Coercion Act will be demanded, and
Chief Secretary Morley must, by yield-
ing, quarrel with the Irish members or
falil to maintain order, and so lower the
reputation of the Ministry. The respon-
sibility for the conseguence of last night’s
vote rests upon the Lords, . who have
been the enemy of Ireland from the be-
ginning, and will remain the enemy till
the end.

Irish Land Committee Upholds Morley.

London, Aug. 14.—To-day the Parlia-
mentary select committee on the Irish
Land Acts, of which John Morley, Chief
Secretary for Ireland is chairman, met
to consider the report of the proceedings
of the committee drafted by Mr. Morley.
The report wvas adepted, The Tory
minority of the committee withdrew
after presenting a report embodying
their protest agzainst the exclusion of
evidence which they regarded as essential
to complete the inquiry.

CHIEF CLARRENCR A REFUGEE
On Board the British Cruiser Mohawk
Now at Costa Rica.

London, Aug. 14.—A despatch to The
Times from Port Limon, Costa Rica, dat-
ed Aug. 12, says: ‘““The British cruiser
Mohawk has arrived here from the Mos-
quito country, with Chief Clarence and
112 refugees aboard. Bluefield was re-
taken by 2000 Nicaraguans, who arrived
from Rama and Greytown aboard trans-
ports flying the United States flags, The
American marines re-embarked on their
approach, abandoning the American re-
sidents, amny of whom removed the na-
tional flag from their houses and trampl-
ed upon it and hoisted the British flag.
The Nicaraguan officials, on entering the
Government House, hauled down and
tore into shreds the -Mosquito flag, and
arrested numerous Americans and Jami-
cans suspected of sympathizing with Chief
Clarence. Capt. Stewart of the Mohawk
went into the prison and rescued all who
were willing to claim British protection.
The Mohawk remains at Port Limon
awaiting orders from Great Britain.
Chief Clarence is still aboard the
Mohawk. &

Further enquiries as to Annie Lapelle,
who, according to a despatch in yester-
day’s issue,| had committed suicide at
El Paso, Texas, brings to lights facts
which serve to reveal the identity of the
unfortunate young- woman. Librarian
Lancefield, of the Hamilton' Public Libr-
ary, says that the name and description
correspond exactly with a girl who had
been employed in his family as a domes-
tic. The girl’'s maiden name was Annie
Goodge, ‘and she was a daughter of
Alfred Goodge, market gardener of
Albert-street, Bracondale, a suburb of
Toronto. Annie wus a born traveler and
bhad quite a history. She had been in
most of the Eastern States, and down
South as far as Florida. At Jacksonville
ghe met a man named Lapelle, became
fascinated with him and married him.
He, however, seemed to have married hex
only to secure a little money she had,
as a fow days after the ceremony he
disappeared. Annie returned to Toronto,
afterwards going to Hamilten in August,
1892, and engaging with Mrs. Lancefield.
In March, 1898, she! left Hamilton, say-
ing that she was going to the World's
Fair, Chicago, and afterwards to San
Salvador, Mexico, to see if she could find
any trace of her faithless husbaund, he
having told her that he was from that
neighborhood. Nothing more was heard
of her until #he despatch was seen in
yesteérday’s paper. The unfortunate girl
had evidently earried out her inteéntion
of going to Mexico. Whether she reach-
ed San Salvador and heard any news of
Las)e]le, or whether, far from home, alone
and among strangers, she became despon-
dent and desperate and determined to
commit suicide, will probably never be
known.

The passuge of the Tariff bill by the
House of Representatives at Washing-
ton is viewed with much satisfaction by
the citizens of ‘Toronto. Some of our
Lleading industrics are directly affected
thereby, while the general trade between
the two cpuntries is likely to be bene-
fited. A number of citizens have been
asked for their vicws concerning this lat-
est tariff measure, but as a rule they
are inclined to withhold their opinions.
The measure has Leen kept dangling be-
fore bpth Houses of Congress so 10ng that
many merchants are still dubious that
the act will become law. They prefer
to say nothing concerning its influence
on trade here until the President signs
the bill or ‘until the expiration of the
ten days when it would ‘become & law
without his signiog 1t.

The most important item in which Can-
ada is interested is lumber, which is
placed on the free list. Dealers here, of
course, favor the wmecasure, it for no
other reason than that a change is likely
to do good.

“ The trade has been unusually dull the
past season, in fact, could not have been
much worse,” said a prominent dealer to
a World representative yesterday. “ If
the bill as now passed becomes law, the
demand for lumber f%ill be stimulated,
and, I look for considerable activity the
pnext few months.”

MURDERED, BY ~POISONING

e e

He Left Instructions That He Be Buried
Deep So That the Doctors Could Not
Get at Mim-His Property Left to the
Woman Who Lived With Him,

Vienna, Ont., Aug. 14.—George Scealey,
8 retired wealthy farmer, parted some
years ago from his wife, giving her $200
per year to sign off all her claims
against him. For the last twaqy years

r. Scealey has had as a housekgeper a
Mrs. Robins: About a year ago Mr.
Scealey took sick, gradually growing
worse, until about a month ago, when
he died.’ The bulk of his property he left
to Mrs. Robins. G

After his death a good deal of talk
arose about the circumstances surround-
ing it, and some peculiar letters being
found, a detective decided to investizate.
He soon found evidence which he con-
sidered justified him in layinz an infor-
mation before Dr. McLay, the county
coroner, who at onceé issued a warrant
to have the body, of deceased taken up
and a post gmortem examination held.

The examination was held about two
weeks ago by Drs. Sinclair and Hoaver,
and resulted in traces of poison beinz
disco'vered, f :

Subsequently the stomach, liver and
kidpeys were taken by Detective Clay-
ton to London and given to Prof. Harris
the Dominion analyst, to analyse it.

The inquest was resumed yesterday.
Prof. Harris was present and swore that
he had analyzed portions of the ijver,
kidneys and stomach, and had found
three grains of arsenic.

Edward Vyse, who worked Scealey’s
land on shares, swore that Mrs. Robins
had given him half a box of rough on rats
at Scealey’s request.

The principal interest centered in the’
evidence of .Barah Jane Robins, who
swore :

My name is Robins, I was not in any
way related to the late George Scealey,
He made me his wife seven years ago
last May at my mother’s home on the
10th concession‘-of Dereham, ' County of
Oxford and simeéd that timie I have lived
with him' as his_wife at his own place,
where he died. T was with him constant-
ly during Lis last iliness. Did nearly all
the waiting on him myself. He had been
ill off and on evcr since 1 have lived with
him. His trouble keemed to be chiefly
with his stomach ,and he vomited often.
‘H_e told me his stomach had troubled
him for 18 years. He bceame seriously ill
one year ago jast May. On the Friday
before his death I called Dr. Smith, and
he made d¢hree visits before he died.
He §old me a week before he died that he
{elg that he would not live long. On
Thursday he told me, in the presence of
scveral others that he might live till Sun-
day afterncon, On Friday he said to me:
“Did I not tell you that [ was not going
to live over seveu or cight years, and
you might as well have it as anyone
alse ?’ I asked Lim that evening if he was
sorry for having given wme his property,
and he said no, that he could never re-
pay me fpr all I had done for him.

He made three wills., The first in Sim-
coe seven years ago, before I became his
wife. He told me that if I came and
took good care of him he would give me
everything he had. The second was made
about five years ago. The reason of his
changing his will was that I told him
the place on the 1st concession of Bay-
ham should go to his grandehildren. In
this will I was called Sarah Jane Scea-
ley.. The last was about two years ago.
I bad no conversation with Scealey in
regard to this will till the Friday night
before his death, or rather he had with
me, in the presence of M. James Marr.
When he brought the will home two
years ago next October he put it in his
trunk, and told us that we would find it
there. Don’t remember whether he told
me how the will was made. On the 14th
of May, the next day after his death, I
took the will out of the trunk. The
trunk was kept locked. Scealey wished
me to have him buried as the doctors
did not know what was the matter with
him, and would take him up. He called
my sister in and wished us to sign a
paper, which he had in his vest pocket.
His mark was attached to it when I
first saw it. We witnessed his signature,
though I did not see him sign it. The
contents of the paper was that he
wished to be buried 5 1-2 feet deep, and
that he had ordered his coffin, to cost
from $80 to $100. Scealey had three
boxes of rough-on-rats, and gave Vyse
part of a box. Did not use any rat poi-
son since one year ago last spring.

Cross-examined—I was never married to
Scealy. Have been his mistress for the
past six or seven years. - I knew he had
a wife living and two daughters. "When
I took up with him he had about 150
acres of land. There was an understand-
ing between us that if I took good care
of him I should have all he had. That
was the pricej I put upen my virtue at
that time. It was for both his ‘property
and the affection I had for him that 1
went to live with him. We had no
written agreement in regard to the mat-
ter. My sister has lived with us for
about six years. The first will gave
all to me. The second will gave his
grandchildren fifty acres on the 1st con-
cession of Bayham. I don’t know how the
arsenic came to be in his stomach. I
did not tell Dr. Smith that Scealey was
afraid his daughter would poison him.
I told him he said he was more afraid
of his daughter than me; told Whitesal
after my sister found the letter that it
was hn awful thing, and he said he never
got any such letter. I told him if he
did not get it the matter would soon
drop. 1 did not put the letter in his
pocket niyself. I pever understood from
the letter that Whitesal would poison
me. Hawe lived peaceably with Scealey
all the time. The objegt of Scealey in
leaving the paper he dfd wasito keep
the doctor from taking up his body. He
was off and on out of his mind.

Mr. Stevens addressed the jury atsome
length,'and charged strongly that a crime
had been committed, and that Sarah
Jane Robins and her family were the
only.ones who had any motive in taking
George Scealey’s life.

The jury, after an hour snd a half’s
deliberation, brought in a verdict : That
the said George - Scealey came to his
death by arsenical poisoning administered
by some party or parties unknown to
the jury.

Effects of Deep Sea Pressure.

It 1s not unusual for bottles of cham-
pagne to be dipped and trolled in salt wa-
ter, when ther eis no ice on shipboard, In
order to get the wine fo a palatable tem-
perature, but never long emough to cause
contact between the salt water nad the
wine. We can hardly tell what the effect
upon the wine would be if the bottle were
immersed at a great depth for any consid-
erable time. It is a fact, however, that if
an ordinary glass bottle, tightly corked and
sealed be sunk in, say fifty fathoms of
salt water, and left there for about ten
minutes, it may, when brought to the sur-
face. be found partly full of water. We
say “may,”’ because the pressure of the
superincumbent mass of water will either
force the water through the porous glass,
force the cork into the bottle, or break the
bottle. By a law of hydrostatics the pres-
sure of water is in proportfon to its verti-
cal height and its area at the base, 1t is
reckoned ‘that the pressure of water on
any body plunged into it is about one
pound to the square inch for every two feet
of the depth. Bottles filled with fresh wa-
ter, tightly corked and sealed, have been
sunk to great depths in the ocean, and
where the enormous pressure has not burst
the bottles it has driven in the cork and
displaced the fresh with salt water. Pieces
of wood have been weighted and sunk in the
sea, with the result that the tissues
have become so condensed that the wood
has lost its buoyancy, and will never float
again. It couldgnot even be burned when
apparently quite dry.—Brooklyn Eagle.

A Good Advertisement.

“What constitutes a good advertise-
ment?”’ I asked this question the other day
of a man who has a national reputation
as a writer of bright, effective and trade-
creating  advertisements. He replied:
“There is a wide divergence of opinion
among advertisers as to what the ingre-
dients of a good ad. consist of, and each
is entitled to some consideration, for
among the most successful advertisers are
men whose methods are widely at variance.
In my opinion it is of prime importance
that an advertisement; contain nothing but
the plain, unvarnished truth., No deviation
from this principle is permissible, for fic-
titious offers are apt to be taken seriously,
and when bayers cannot find the articles
in the store at the prices quoted in the
advertisement they soon become distrust-
ful of the merchant ®who seeks thus to en-
trap them. Brevity Is slso an. important
ant factor. Then agsain an advertisement
should have a Bright, catchy introduction
that will arrest the reader’s attention un-
til his mind has absorbed the substance of
the ad. I also believe in a liberal use of
price-figures .and in frequent offerings of
genuine bargains, It must also be remem-
bered that an advertisement, like a dozen
of eggs, may be spoiled in setting. Typo-
graphy that will make an advertisement,
no matter how small, stand out prominent~
ly is. what is needed.” — Buffalo News.

DEOISION A8 TO SUNDAY LECTURES

The Act Not Infringed If. Meetings Are
Not for Profanc Debate.

A decision given July 80 by Mr. Justice
Mathew in the Quecn’s Bench Division,
London, Eng., in regard to the Lord’s
Day Observance dct of 1781 is of general
interest. It was in faivor of all the per-
sons against whom it was sought to re-
cover penalties by reason of their naving
been connbeted with two lectures given
ju Leeds in January last.

A number of leading citizens had formed
themselves into a society for giving Sun-
day lectures on art, science, literature
and soeiology. These lectures were not
for profi#, although a small sum Wwas
charged for admission. On Jag. T
Mr. Villiers gave a lecture on “Chicago,
Past and Present.” On Jan. 21 Mr.
Max O’Rell lectured on.the characteris-
ties of England, Scotland and Ireland.
‘At the first named lecture Mr. Ward,
who was Mayor of Leeds and president
of the Sunday Lécture Society, took the
chair ; at the second lecture a Mr. King
presided, The authorities gave a license
for the Coliseum, where the lectures
were delivered. The terms of the agree-
ment had not been departed from. A
verdict was given against the chairman
for breach of the Lord’s Day Observance
Act. It was charged that the fectures
were humorous and entertaining, and
that they were illustrated by lime light.

Decision was reserved on these points of
law. In giving judgment Mr. Justice
Mathew decided in favor of the ohair-
men, and said that the Lord’s Day Ob-
servance Act did not apply to such gath-

* erings, The “meetings” referred to in
the Act were for “profane debate on the
Lord’s Day.”
