Blending the Odors.

It has been proved that two odors
which do no m to have anything
in common, t of putrefied cheese
and that of pineapple, are so closely
allied from the chemical standpoint
that it takes but a few minutes to
transform an intense stench into a
sweet fragrance. This curions experi-
ment is easily made and requires but
a small amount of three chemicals
—valerianic acid, sulphuric acld and
amylic alcohol.

CAUSE OF SHADOWS.

And Why They Are Darker In the
Night Than In the Daytime.
‘Where anything through which rays
of light cannot pass intercepts the light
rays coming from a luminous body the
light rays are turned back in the direc-
tion from which they come and the
part on the other gide of the object
i i e light goes into
ghade and a shadow results.

in the daytime and at night when we
walk along the streets lighted partly
by street lamps.

The shadows we see in the daytime
are caused by our cutting off and
throwing back some of the light rays
which come from the sun. These are
not so dark as the shadows we see at
night because the rays of light from
the sun are so bright and are reflected
from so many other objects to the side
and in back of us.

When, however, we are walking along
a dimly lighted street and come to a
street lamp the shadows our bodies
cause are quite black. The night shad-
ows are darker because the source of
light is less intense and the objects to
the side of and in back of us (if we are
walking toward the light) do not reflect
so much of the light rays as they do of
the sun’s rays in the daytime -

LIFE OF THE NARCISSUS.
A Plant That Teaches Us a Lesson In
Patient Waiting.

Fifty weeks of saving for one or two
of spending! Eleven mouths of living
in darkness for one month of sunshine.
Three hundred and fifty days a: an
ugl_v.mbrown, dirty bulb for fifteen
days as a beautiful fragrant Hower,
If ever you want a lesson in patient

waiting turn to the fower which is
satisfied {o remain olscure nearly all
its life for the privilege of bivoning
for a few days—ibe uarcissus.

The bulb existence of the narcissus
is g0 much obscured that we forget all
about how the flewer is using it as a
savings bank or a life insurance pol-
fcy. What we think is a worthless,
ugly clump in the earth is busy the
year round storing up nourishmeont
and strength (o serve the flower dur
ing its bhlooming period.

1f the bulb were not of a saving dis.
position there would be no blossoms.
The flower in torn takes sumlight and
oxygen and sends it into the bulb to
store away for another period of
blooming. It depends upon the buil
to conserve this strength, and the
bulb’s thrift never fails.

Don’t make the mistake of calling
the bulb the root. In reality the hnih
is the stem of the flower, made out of
a cluster of thick leaves. Planted in
the earth the bulb semds down roots,
which seize fast to the sofl and drag
the parent bulb down with them

SPAIN'S ROYAL MAUSOLEUM.

The Escorial Is Also a Palace, a Mon-
astery and a Church.

Twenty-seven miles from Madrid on
a bleak height surrounded by a sterile
and gloomy wilderness stands the Es-
corial, one of the most remarkable
buildings in Europe. It is 786 feet long
and 623 feet wide, with tall towers at
the angles. It comprises at once a
monastery, a church, a palace and a
mausoleum,

On Aug. 10, 1557, the Spaniards gain-
ed a great victory over the French at
8t. Quentin, and the Spanish king,
Philip I1., bad the building erected in
commemoration of the event. As the
battle occurred on St. Laurence’s day,
he had the building designed to resem-
ble the famous gridiron on which St
Laurence suffered martyrdom by being
roasted to death.

The work was begun in 1563 and con-
tinued for more than twenty years.
The building contains a vast number of
treasures—paintings, sculptures, manu-
scripts, etc. Among them is a life size
figure of Christ on the cross done in
fvory by Benvenuto Cellini.

As it stands today the Escorial and
its contents represent an outlay of
more than $10,000,000. Here lie the
bodies of all the Spanish kings since
the Emperor Charles V., except Plilip
V. and Ferdinand VI.—Argonaut.

The Original Paul Pry.
Thomas Hill, familiarly called Tom-
my Hill, was, says Dr. Brewer, the
original Paul Pry. It was from him
also that Theodore Hook drew his
character of Gilbert Gurney. Planche
in his “Recollections” says of Hill:
“His specialty-was the accurate infor-
mation he could’impart on all the pet-
ty details of the domestic economy of
his friends, the contents of their ward-
robes, their pantries, the number of
pots of preserves in their store closets
and of the table napkins in their linen
presses, the dates of their births and
marriages, the amounts of their trades-
men’s bills and whether paid weekly
or quarterly. He had been on the
press and was connected with the
Morning Chronicle. He used to drive
Matthews crazy by ferreting out his
whereabouts when he left London and
popping the information in some pa-
per.”

Roquelaure, the deformed jester of
Louis XIV., contrived to get out of
many a scrape by his ready wit. One
day he went to the king to ask his par-
don for having struck off the helmet
of one of his sentinels who had failed
to give him the military salute.

A general review of the flax situation

crops this year will only average one ton
to the acre of raw material. 1In other
years, under better weather conditions,
the flax has averaged two tons to the acre.
For this reason there will not be as many
mills operated throughout the country as
was at first estimated. By actual figur-
ing there are 200 pounds of finished fibre
obtained from a ton of material. The
average price for the finished article will
be in the neighborhood of $480 a ton.
This will give the farmer $48 an acre for
what crops he has produced.

LAWS THAT ARE NOT LAWS.

Many Statutes In England That Sim-
ply Could Not Be Enforced.

Thers are many written laws in Eng-
land which the unwritten law permits
us to break. Omne of the most surpris-
ing of these is playing football. Strict
Iy speaking, football is illegal.

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 FREAKS OF NATURE

We Know There Are Giants, but
We Do Not Know Why.

THEY ARE A SORT OF PUZZLE.

Sometimes These Titans Are the Re-
sult of a Somewhat Mysterious Dis-
ease Called Giganticism—Og and
Goliath and the Giant Races of Gath.

Giants and dwarfs abound in the re.
glon- of the Caucasus mountains. Now,
why are some people big and some lit-
tle? In families heredity seems to gov-
ern the matter. Where races are con-
cerned it is not so easily explained.
We are accustomed, by the way, to
think of the Chinese as of inferior
height; but that is because our Chinese
immigrants nearly all come from the
south of China. The people of north
China are tall and occasionally ap-
proach the gigantic.

Circus giants are not uncommonly
sufferers from a disease called giganti-
eism, which in the long run is inevita-
bly fatal It appears to be due to
something wrong with a small gland
at the base of the brain, which, in a
mysterious way, governs growth. A
strange thing about this afffiction is
that the victim may be attacked long
after he has become adult and has
ceased to grow in a normal way. A
man over thirty years of age may sud-
denly become a giant, the first warn.
ing he gets of the faét being the dis-
covery that he needs a larger hat and
bigger boots and gloves.

There are, however, occasional giants
who are simply people of extraordinary
size, in other respects normal. How to
account for them nobedy knows unless
by calling them freaks of nature. Much
more remarkable are the giant families
which are found in the Caucasus re-
glon, though most individuals of such
families are not big enough to be worth
while for show purposes, For circus ex-
hibition a giant ought not to be less
than seven feet six inches tall. With
that stature, plus boots with thick soles
and a high hat, a man may be safely ad-
vertised as touching the eight foot mark,

Such giant families are not unknown
in history. Josephus and other profane
historians indorse the statements found
in many places in the Bible in regard
to the giants of Gath, from which lo-
cality, it will be remembered, Goliath
hailed. The Bible puts the stature of
that redoubtable champion at “six cu-
bits and a span”—in other words, about
three inches short of ten feet. This
‘would geem to be the altitude record
for a human being,.even allowing that
the measurement was from the ground
to the crest of Goliath’s helmet,

The most celebrated of all the glant
breed, not excepting Goliath, was Og,
king of Bashan. At the time when the
wanderings of the Israelites in the wil-

derness were brought to a close he was

Og, by the way, was accustomed ts
sleep in a remarkable bedstead—not of
wood or metal, but of basalt,

Whatever the circumstances under

tine at the time of the first arrival of
the Israelites, it is certain that in later
years they were scattered about among
other peoples. In a political sense somae
were Hittites and yet others Amorites.

Coming into contact with other races
they became, it would seem, either ex.
tinct or subordinate. From what little
is saild of them in history it is to be
inferred that they were mentally infe.
rior, though formidable fighters by rea-
son of their great size and strength in
an. age when mere bodily prowess
counted for much, -

If Goliath be supposed to have been
eight and one-half feet high (allowing
for helmet and crest) his stature did
not exceed that of the celebrated
Winckelmeyer, the tallest man of mod-

ern times, who, born in Bavaria, died
\ not so many years ago. The height of
! many giants has been exaggerated, but

Winckelmeyer was carefully measured
by the anthropologist Doubes.

A man of less than eight and one-
half feet could hardly have worn the
enormously heavy armor and accouter-
ments described in the first book of
Samuel as composing Goliath’s outfit.
The staff of his spear, we are told, was
“like a weaver’s beam,” the iron spear-
head alone weighing 600 shekels, about
twenty pounds.

The giant breed in Palestine appar-
ently died out not very long before the
birth of Christ. s

There have been lesser glant breeds
in modern times, but in some instances
they bave been’ the result of artificial
| selection, as, for example, in the case
of the wrestlers of Nippon, who, seen
in a crowd, stand head and shoulders
above the ordinary Japanese.

In the neighborhood of Potsdam there
are today many very tall people owing
to the fact that King Frederick Wil-
liam’s famous regiment of giants was
Jong stationed there. The ‘regiment
numbered 2,400 soldiers, and all Eun-
rope was searched by the monarch for
big men to serve in it
