A cow giving milk naturally drinks 
much more water than another animal 
of tbe same size. With the tempera­
ture down to zero or below, and drink» 
ing from a bole io tbe ice, this cold 
water will lower tbe temperature of her 
body for hours, retard digestion end de 
crease the yield of milk. Tbe oow, in 
fact, will not drink much of this cold 
water, and this is one reason for de» 
creased yield. In the winter a little 
hot water to take tbe chill off will be a 
comfort for tbe cow, and a profit for 
her owner.
