Seed testing at the Scandi
navian ~which  number
twentv-two—is all done by uniform
methods in accordance with rules
drawn up by a committee appointed
bv the Governments of Denmark
Sweden and Norwav. There is one
important station at Copenhagen.
In France—where seed testing has
not made much progress. there 1is
only one station, at Paris.

A special botanist is appouinted by
the Roval Agricultural Scdety of
Great Britain to test seeds for its
members. but most of the British
<eed houses have private seed control
contracts with reputable testing
stations on the continernt. In
Switzerland, there is an mportant
station at Zurich, which is support
ed by the State.

Seed control work has not as vet
been fully established in the United
States although many of the agri
cnltural experiment stations have
been engaged in seed investigation
work for a number of vears. Regu
lations for seed testing were drawn
up bv a committee of the
ations of American Colleges
Fxperiment Stations, in
1807.

The voluntary co-operatinon of both
cellers and buvers in the marketing
of seeds, governed bv laws of trade.
has less objectable features than an
official seed control managced bv the
enaction of law. and in some Furo
peati countries is has proved to he
quite as effectual. Tt is painfully
evicent. however. that there is small
possibility of inducing such co-oper
ation in Canada to an exient that
will bring about a satisfactorv

system of seed contrel in the cour
of five years. Enterprising and pre
Canadian seedmen  kno
{horoughly the guality ol the sec
they offer lor sale and their goods
are usually what they are represent
ed to be. But the business of thes
men is brought into competition
with dealers who do not go to th
expense or trouble of acquiring
knowledge of the real worth ol
seeds thev are handling, as well
with those who premeditate methods
of deception. There are Jew agn
cultural mercantile articles in which
the real worth is so difficult
judge from appearance s clover
grass and other small seeds. As
long as unscrupulous dealers ar
premitted to profit by selling seeds
that are not what they appear,-
impure and dead seeds will be forced
on the market.

one.

Nova Scotia and Cape Breton
Island, as is generally known, are
better suited to mining and fishing
than to farming. Yet there are
tracts ol good farming launds, rich
valleys of considerable extent, and
broken uplands where larming could
be carried on most profit: ibly. While
there are u number of good farmers
in N. S. I.believe the number is
Guite lmhlul compared with those
who pretend to larm. The whole
country is well watered with spring
brooks, creeks, rivers and lakes,
which makes it a particularly good
grazing Province. It is in this
matter that they are wociully be-
hind. It is true the faruers have
attempted to improve their stock by
the purchase of pure bred sires aided
in this matter by the local govern-
ment through their

agricultural so-
cieties. The great

mists kes which
they have made to my nond are,
that they have too many breeds
represented in a locality, and they
have not followed up their attempt
at mprovement by better ware and
management of their stock. 1
believe that there are good oppor
tunities for sheep and cattie raising
all over the Province. and M many
parts the cultivation of the apple
and small fruits could be successfully
carried .

S o
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There are sections of the Province
where exceptional advantages pre
vail, as 1in Cumberland and Col
chester Counties for instance, W here
they have those large hay marshes
reclaimed from the Bay «l Fundy
and enriched from time to time by
its fertilizing mud sediments. Here
land is worth from $100 to $200 per
acre and often three to tour tons ol
hay per acre is obtained.

A visit to New Brunswick reveals
the fact that on the whole it is a
much better Province lor farming
than is Nova Scotia. There are
larger areas ol good lands found 1n
blocks and equally as well, il not
better watered than is Noia Scotia.
Where farming is carried on exten
sively as prevails in the counties
of Westmorland, Kings, Queens and
Carleton, the farmers gencrally arc
prosperous and rapid advancement
is being made in the cultivation ol
the soil, improving stock and espect
ally along the lines ol deirying.
They are beginning 10 realize that
they should be producing more pork
of the right sort. 1 believe that it
will not be long before they have
some pork packing establishments in
this Province.

There arc many sections of this
Province, however, that are woefully
behind in farming methods. This is
where their attention is yet divided
between lumbering or fishing. and
farming. So long as this prevails
but little advancement will be made
The time is soon coming, however
when lumbering will be confined to
much narrocwer limits and then the
farmers wi:l be compelled to farm
better or take a back seat.

1 believe the prospect lor the New
Brunswick faimer i1s more Lopelul on
the whole. The progressive agri
cultural policy of the New Brunswick
Governmeat. directed by the Hon.
Mr. Farris, farmer, 1s
doing much to attain this end.

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When prices of live stock reach a
high figure, the minds of some turn
mstinctively  towards restrictive
measures.

too good. The skilled eye of the
breeder sees in his animals some
defect. He wants to correct it. He
Inay not be able to find the proper
material with which to do this in
his own State or even in his own
country. He sees it outside. Cught
he not to be permitted to rcach out
and secure it? The restrictionist
Says not ; he must put up with what
he can find in his own State or
country whether it suits his purpose
Or not. I ask in that case is he
not injured ? And is his country not
injured because he has been prevent-
ed from doing the best for his own
herd or flock the influence of which
is far reaching sometimes touching
the interests of hundreds oi others ?
Does not restriction therefore defeat
itsell if it prevenis the best irom be-
ing produced, while another breed or
another country has liberty and an
open door, and in consequence forges
ahead in the race ?

What is it to-day that gives the
breeders of Shropshire sheep  in
Great Britain a better chance 1o im-
prove their flocks than we in Canada
possess ? It is the fact that they
have a much larger number of
superior flocks of long standing from
which to make a selection. Suppose
the Scotchman should be told he
must — select  only in Scotland.
Would he not rebel and say he was
beiag embarrassed and injured and
prevented from securing for himsel|
an equal chance with his English
contemporary ? When the late Mr.
Cruickshank ™ laid the foundation of
his Short-horn herd, could he have
been so successful if he had been
restricted to his own  country—
Scotland ? If he were alive I do not
think he would answer in the affirm-

ative. He had a iree hand to secure
the best that could be found, and
although at a later stage he used
bulls of his own breeding to periect
his herd, he lived long enough to see
the absolute necessity ol going else
where if he was 10 maintain the
standard guality ol his animals.

At one time an agitation started
among the breeders ol Shropshire
sheep in America 1o restrict the
number of flocks by charging a
higher iee lor registering imported
animals. The fceling ol some wa3s
that we had a suflicient number ol
animals in America upon which the
breed could saiely rest, and that the
breeders who were in 1um*~\'.~.\il)l‘. ol
the field ought to be permitted 1o
hold it; and that a fien dollar
registration ice would probably pre
vent much importation. At that
time 1 argued strongly against 1t
1 thought theu, and 1 have not
changed my opinion, that nothing
worse could have happened far
as the breed in America 1s ¢ ncerned
than to have adopted such a coursc.
I should preler to every
man to cnter upon the breeding ol
these sheep ; the more the better. It
is only here and there that anycue
can be found who will make ary
headway towards general improte
ment of the breed ; but the percent
age of those who do will be greater
in proportion to the number found in
the business.

OBITUARY.

Sincere and universal sorrow was
{elt around the college when it was
announced that Mr. W. K. H. Mas
sey, one of Toronto's most promin
ent and respected citizens had passed
away, after an illness ol about five
weeks duration.

Walter Edward Hart Massey was
born on April gth, 1864. His early
life was spent in Newcastle, Ontario,
and Cleveland, Ohio, and as a
student he attended Brooks Military
Academy and Boston University.
The death of his brother in 1884
caused his college life to be cut short
and he went home to enter business
life.

For a few aiter this he
devoted his energies Lo enlarging the
agencies of The Massey Manufactur-
ing Co., and lor this purpose made
a tour around the world in 1887-8.
He was elected to the presidency of
the Massey Harris Co. on the death
of his father in 1896 and last year
became president of the City Dairy
Co. Besides these he held respon-
sible positions in. and was an active
worker for various philanthropic
enterprizes.

The deceased was marr
to Miss Susic Denton of
Mass., who with three girls and one
boy survive to mouri this great loss
which has befallen them.

chicken buyer.

“In my long experience of over
forty vears I have never piet with
anv man who can turn out poultry
in such good condition as were the
chickens T have had from vour col
lege. They are a credit to vou in
Cevery respect—ieeding. color, killing,
cte. T only wish I could get 500 or
1000 people in Canada to turn out
poultry in the same fashion. 1 hope
to have through vour establishment
at Guelph 350,000 head next vear ol
similar quality to those received this
vear.”” This letter coming from
such a source, is one of the highest
compliments ever paid to an official
of ‘he Ontario Department ol Agri
cultural, and Mr. Graham i« certain
ly to be congratulated on the success
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of his eflorts to produce a quality of
meat which pleascs the tastes ol the
English consumer’

In many of the best American
residence colleges, students discipline
is recognized by the college manage
ments, and is a potent lactor in the
development ol a true college spirit.

The Experimental Union.

The Programme for the annual
meeting of the Experimental Union
has been issued, and has probably
reached nearly all of the readers ol
the Review previous to this date.

The co-operative work has been
quite successiul during the past year
along the lines of Horticulture,
Agriculture and Poultry Raising.
This system of experimental work
was started in Ontario in 1886, with
12 experimenters. In 1901, there
were upwards of 3,000 Ontario farm
ers conducting the co-operative tests
upon their own farms. The average
number of experimenters cach year
for the four vears ending with 1889
was 73 ; with 1893, 557 ; with 1897,
2,059 ; and with 1901, 3, 157. The
experiments were located in both
New Ontario and Old Ontario, on
small farms as well as on large

rms ; and the experimenters them
selves comprised both men and
women, highly educated and scli
educated, young and old, married

and single, rich and poor, who did
the work for their own good, and
for the good of others.

Both the financial and the educa-
tional influences of this work
throughout Ontario are great. The
benefits are not confined to the ex
perimenters themselves, hut are
shared by thousands of others who
examine the growing crops, who at-
tend the annual meetings, or who
become familiar with the results
through the columns ol the public
press, in the meetings of the Farm-
ers’ Institutes, and in various other
ways.

Besides the reports of the co-oper-
ative experiments and addresses and
discussions by ex-students, Di.
Wiley, Washington, D. C., is to
speak on the sugar beet question ; "
A. Ruddick, Chief of the Dairy Divi-
sion of the Department of Agricul-
ture for Canada, on the dairy in-
dustry ; and ¥. W..Hodson, Live
Stock Commissioner, on the im-
provement of our agricultural ex-
hibitions. As a sugar beet industry
is an exceedingly important subject
in Ontario at the present time, we
believe that Dr. Wilev's address will
be greatly appreciated. He will
speak along the following lines :
First, Agricultural conditions re-
lating to the growth of the sugar
beet, including character of the soil,
fertilization, and especially climatic
environment, 1. e., temperature, sun
shine and rainfall ; second, the in
fluence of beet culture on general
farming, showing the improvement
which is always secured ; third, the
utilization of the by-products of beet
sugar manufacture, i.e., the pulp
and the molasses as cattle food :
fourth, the technical principles of
manufacture, including about fifty
stercoptican views ; and fi‘th, sugar
as a food, consumption of sugar by
various nations, and the great im
portance of the industry.

Not only should the ex-students of
the Agricultural Coliege be leaders
along the lines in which they are
specially engaged, but they should

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be well abreast of the times in agri-
cultural work in general The agrni
culture of Ontario has changed con
siderably within the past iive years
and it 1s likely that the ne:t few
yvears will bring about still surther
changes. Practical men, with good
educational attainiments and with
keen insight into the requirements ol
the new phases of Ontario’s agn
culture, are the men who are sure to
take the lead among the
turists of this Province.
