Pigs
rhould wear no rings In their noses un-
lees much rnoting is Jdune, for this cruel
restriction worka injury to the animal
in peveral ways.

As & feed for swine at all periode of
thelt development, middilngs stands
pre-eininent. Because It contalis much
protein and ash, and is not loaded with
crade fiber-like bran, this feeding stuff
in particularly sulted to the nourish-
ment of very young pigs, ranking next
to the by-products of the dairy for
that purpose.
