OVER LAND AND SEA.

In Norway a law has recently been passed which
makes girls ineligible for matrimony until they are
proficient in knitting, baking, and spinning. Certifi-
cates of proficiency have to be earned, and without
these no girl may marry.

There were 3,108 regular students in attendance at
the seven Swiss Universities last summer, 247 of them
women. Of 348 Russian students, 199 were women, as
were 7 of the 32 from the United States. Women form
one-fifth of the total number of the two largest univer-
sities—Zurich and Geneva.

The dome of St. Peter's, Rome, has been damaged
slightly by the earthquake which took place at the
beginning of November. The necessary repairs have
been ordered and ascents into the cupola and the ball
surmounting it are prohibited. A monk of the Convent
of St. Francico Ripa, who was thrown down by the
shock as he was preparing to celebrate mass, was so
badly injured that his life was despaired of.

Up to November 1st the Treasurer of the Anni-
versary Reunion Fund in the U.S,, Presbyterian Church
had been able to pay to the Treasurers of the different
Boards the following sums; Home Missions, $63,849;
Foreign Missions, $30,585; Board of Education, 619;
Board of Ministerial Relief, $346; Board of Freedmen,
$3,911; making a total of $g9,310. The officers of the
Boards are much encouraged by the fac* that the regular
contributions have shown a marked increase, in addition
to the sums given for this fund.

How about your pastor’s salary? Is it all paid?
When next you greet him, let it be with the conscious-
ness that you have not withheld from him his due.
And do what you can to get delinquents to settle their
church accounts, The minister has to lay inhis winter
supplies as well as other people, and cash goes farther
than credit in making good bargains. Be honest with
God's servant. Do not pay everybody else before you
pay your church stipends. Enter God’s house witha

clear conscience. Pay sanctuary money promptly and
without fail.

A writer in the current issue of Biblia shows that
the Greek alphabet was in use at the time of the Exodus
of Israel, and still further that the Greeks are mentioned
twenty-five hundred years before the commencement
of the present era. We believe it is now gencrally
admitted that not the distinctively Greek but the
Chaldaic alphabet, which supplied both the Grecksand
Hebrews with their earliest letters—. ¢ square char-
acters of the Hebrew being a later device—was in use
at the time of the Exodus, and long before. A con-
temporary finds in this fact a cutting away of the ground
for describing the contents of Genesis as mainly of
mythical origin and character, because ““Myths are not
the growth of an inlightened age.” The fact alsn
foreshadows the antiquity of the race beyond the period
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described by the Bible record. The discoveries of the
monuments and the fact of the antiquity of the alphabet
—both go back over 3000 years before Christ—do not
leave sufficient time for the formulating of a language
its grammar and alphabet, in the few centuries following
the creationofman. Max Muller has shown how complex
were the conditions requisite to produce an alphabet
and grammar : and here Mr. Muller speaks with author-
ity. The facts alluded to in no way conflict with the
authority of the Bible, however, if they show the
chronological era to be more extended than has been
supposed.

The Azhar at Cairo is the great university of the
Mohammedan faith. It was founded a.r. 1000, and
from 10,000 tV 12,000 stuldents are always in attendance,
gathered from all parts of Africa.  There are 321 sheiks
or instructors. The instruction is very superficial, and
largely consists of committing to memory and reciting,
the subject beinyg the Koran and the traditions founded
onit. When their education is finished, some of the
students return home, while others, who are to be
missionaries, join a caravan, and soon disappear into
the heart of Africa.

The pastor who would succeed should make himself
solid with his people by entering into all their joys as
well as their sorrows. 1le should be bright, cheerful,
sympathetic and responsive. lle should make them
fecl that he is their friend and helper. His presence
should carry sunshine wherever he goes. He should
magnify the good side more than the bad side of his
congregation, and sec more te praise than to blame.
He should treat rich and poor, old and young, in such
a way that they shall confide inhim and co-operate with
him. A minister thus in touch with all classes in his
charge will not only win tavor, but find increasing
opportunities for usefulness both inand out of the pulpit.

A mental prodigy is now astonishing France. Her
attainments are certainly extraordinary. Her name is
Mils. Jeanne Benaben. Two years ago, at the carly
age of sixteen, she received the college degree of
Bachelor of Arts. Though so young, she became
Professor of Philosophy in the Woman’s College at
Lyons. Here she made still greater Philosophical
rescaches, and this year applied at the Torboane for
the high degree of Licentiatein Philosophy  This was
something unheard of in a girl of eighteen, but when
she appeared before the Board of Examiners she
astounded the learned men with the extent of erudition
and with the readine,s and fulness with which she
handled the vexed problems of Descartes, Kaut and
Comte. Some idea of her profi “iency and learning may
be had when it is known that she stood *‘third on the
list of two hundred candidates, all of them older than
herself.”  The College of Rouen recegnized her remark-
able gifts by appointing her a lecturer on the science of
the mind. Fhilosophical genius can nolonger be claimed
as the sole gifts of man.
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From Far Formosa.*

A BOOK, regarding which it may be safely predicted
that it will rank among the greatest of the books
which contain the record of missionary experiences,
whether 1n India, with its Duffs, Wilsons, and Careys;
in Africa, with its Livingstone, MacKay and Macdonald;
or the new Hebrides, with its venerable Paton, was
given to the public last week, with the above title the
fitness of which depends not on its euphony eonly but
also on account of its truth. For Formosa is a far
country in almost every respect, though it will be
brought near to many minds by the pervsal of Dr G.L.
Mackay's much expected volume, now in the hands of
our readers. It will bear not only perusal but study
and careful study at that ere its varied and valuable
contents can be assimilated and adequately digested.
Dr Mackay has given a book to the world which will
command reuders wherever the English language is
known and wherever students of science extend their
studies beyond books published in their own language.
France and Germany as well as Britain and the United
States will read it, for its chapters dealing with the
ethnology, history, geoloyy, botany and Zoology of the
Beautiful Isle, and for the fund of information it
contains with respect to the government, industrial,
social and religious life and customs of the people.
It is not merely a record of missionary work, or rather,
we should say, of the work of evangelizing, for Dr
Mackay has shown that alongside the lissemination of
Gospel truth in the dark places of the earth, the
missionary has the important duty to perform to
mankind, of chronicling the facts of the country and
people he may be labouring in and among, in their pre-
christian condition. But when due testimony has been
borne to Dr. MacKay's learning in many fields of science
as indicated,—and that learning is not shallow, but
thorough to an extent which considering his scanty
opportunities is simply amazing and puts many
ministers in Ontario to the blush,—we feel that the
great interest of the book lies in the record of Gospel
power among the heathen, in which the renowned mis-
sionary has been the honouredagent. With what thank-
fulness and pride should the Church regard DrMackay's
work! Canada has given a great man to the heathen,
a man greatly owned by God, a man who links her
in the record of the illustrious with Scotland’s great
men of the second quarter of this century,
What he has suffered, what accomplished will not
be found in his book, but there glimpses, vivid and
enduring of the man and his work may be had. Not

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the least interesting chapter is the introductory otie
describing the carly years and ancestry of the author.
His father was a Sutherlandshire Highlander who
with his wife left Scotland in the memorable days of
1830, The * Fathers,” the * Men * of Sutherlandshire
were famous for their piety and their love of evangelical
truth and there will be found the soil from which
sprang to life the holy zeal of Formosa's great mis-
sionnry, When the MacKay's the MacKenzies, the
Sages, the Gunns, and the Cooks were sowing Gosgel
seed in tenrs on the rocky shores and fertile valleys of
the Scottish North, they saw, in their life-time, many
# glorlous harvest, but far beyond the circle of their
ken went their holy influence and from many lands
(from the emigration of the people) come now and then
a striking example that the Word returneth not void.

Dr. MucKay’s early aspirations were for the foreign
field and in pathetic sentences he tells his hopes and
fenrs and the trembling yet persistent steps taken to
that great goal. He lovingly remembers the kindness
and Christinn sympathy of the then Convener of the
Committee, Rev. Dr. MacLaren, now of Knox College ;
and the account of his journey to Formosa and settle-
ment at Tamsin read like a page from a romaace.
His ¢ first views of Formosa " show the graphic style
of the narrative —which is characteristic—and the
casa with which Dr. MacKay could grasp the salient
features of his subject. Much of the book, as has
been snid, deals with the Island itself and its people
from a scientific standpoint, but he is clear as to the
mnin object of his mission and he thus puts it: “My
commission is clear. . . *Go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel to every creature.” Whatever else
may be done, must have a real and positive bearing on
the fulfilment of that commission, whatever of history,
geology, ethnology, sociology, or of any other subject
may cngage the missionary’s .ttention must be
regarded in its relation to the Gospel. To get the
Gospel of the Grace of God into the minds and
hearts of the heathen, and when converted to
build them up in their faith—that was my purpose in
going to Formosa. I had it clearly before me at the
beginning, and nothing has been allowed to obscure it
or make it less supreme.” No one can read the book
without feeling the fidelity with which the author held
to his plan thus set forth. That he has gathered much
scientific lore and has given some of it in his pages
does not obscure the singleness of his every effortin
making known the Gospel, and as has been remarked
the evangelizing efforts and experiences are what
shows the great man as wel! as the great missionary.
But he is great because as his work shows he is a wise
man and a many-sided one. To enter into these experi-
ences as related is not at present contemplated, nor to
enlarge upon the interesting information of the popular
customs prevailing in Formosa. These will form
subjects of subsequent notices, for the present what
has been said must suffice.

But a sentence must bc devoted to the editor’s
work. In the selection of Rev. J. A. Macdorald of
St. Thomas, Dr. MacKay was most truly advised.
Tho arduous and difficult work could not have been
nlaced in better hands. To a literary facility and
power, Mr. Macdonald adds high critical ability, and 2
sense of proportion absolutely necessary where varied,
detatched, and technical material has to be handled,
every scrap of which has a living interest. It was Mr.
Macdonald’s first attempt on so large a scale in this
field and it is but scant justice to him to say that the
impress of his hand marks every chapter and that he
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has succeeded in placing his author adequately before
the public, and his own name high in the ranks of
Canada’s foremost literary men. The collecting,
arranging, and apportioning space are all of them
testimontes to the editorial skill bestowed upon the
work and we have to congratulate the Church on the
fact that one of the few Canadian books that will live
has been from the pen of her greatest missionary and
from the editorial workshop of one of her most brilliant
young miinisters.

Dykes on Public Worship.

ECENT Dundee papers give reports of the meeting
in that city, on the 14th Nov, of the Presby-
terian Federal Council representing the Presbyterian
Church of England, the United Presbyterian Church
and the Free Church of Scotland. After a short
business meeting in which measures were taken to
follow more closely members and adherents of the
Scottish Churches removing to England or Wales, in
order to prevent them from being lost to Presby-
terianism. The remainder of the time was devoted to
Conference on such subjects as co-operation in Home
Work to prevent unnecessary duplication of Agencies,
the maintenance of suburban churches and of city
churches in districts growing poorer, the relation of
Foreign Missions to commerce, and on the improve-
ment of public worship. At a large evening meeting
in Kinnaird Hall addresses were delivered by Dr.
Monro Gibson of London on ¢ Christiamty and
Commerce " ; by Rev. J. B. Hastings of Edinburgh
on the problem of retaining young men in the Church,
and by Prof. George Adam Smith of Glasgow on
¢ Christianity and Industnial Questions.” This last
was an earnest appeal for further action to ameliorate
the condition of the working classes which he regarded
as still very far from satisfactory, and capable of much
improvement by intelligent civic action.

Perhaps the most notable paper of the Conference
was one from Principle Dykes of London on Public
Worship in the Presbyterian Church. There was, he
said, a fairly widespread conviction that in spite of the
changes which the Presbyterian services had recently
undergone they still stood in need of further improve-
ment. The service of 50 years ago was one which
would not suit many of their congregations of to-day.
A swift and great change had taken place in the con-
duct of congregational praise, but he dared say some
of them were of opinion that praise reform, in
advaced churches at least, had already gone as far as
it needed to go. In the other portions of Divine
service they had made much less striking progress.
There was in operation a persistent, widespread, and
vague craving for the enrichment of Presbyterian
worship. The rapid and almost unopposed acceptance
by the worshipping people of many novelties in few
years was proof conclusive that their was need for
reform. But changes brought about in this irrespon-
sible and haphazard fashion might not always be the
best that could be made. They mignt not even be in
every case improvements. Individual caprice or modern
taste or the imitation of other Churches might conceiv-
ably dictate innovations which were out of hurmony
with the traditions of their Church, or even with the
supreme canons by which they held. They all agreed
that reform in Presbyterian worship ought in order to be
safe and healthy, to follow the lines laid down by the
principles and past practice ot the Reformed Churches.
Their guide was not Catholic antiquity, but the primi-
tive Apostolic Church as represented in the New Testa-
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ment. In a period of rapid charge, when change was
no¢ dictated by any ccatral authority, there was a risk
lest these guiding principles were overlooked—Ilest, in
particular, the near example of a ritual so imposing as
the Anglican should betray some of them into imitative
forms which would sit ill upcn their Presbyterian
worship, like *‘purple patches on a hodden cloak.”
Reform should not pe imitation, put development—the
working out into more perfect and expressive shape of
what the Reformed Churches had attained in the past.
All changes in matters so sacred as forms of worship
must be left to spread gradually and by a slow, insen-
sible revolution in public sentiment. They could not,
without grave peril, innovate in advance of their people,
or force change upon them by Act of Parliament, or
compel uniformity in worship where the population was
by no means homogeneous. He suggested that the
Service Association of the three Scottish Churches
should combine to prepare a revised order which would
commend itself to all these Churches as taking the place
of the Westminster Directory, now common to them
all. Congregations must bestow upon the conduct of
Divine service a great deal more intelligent study than
had heretofore been given to the subject. What was
wanted was that the true principles regulating Christian
cultus be discussed; that the characteristic notes of
Presbyterian worship ever since the wReformation be
studied; that the actual practice of their own Church in
earlier days and of sister Churches of their order becuime
better known; that a well-informed public sentiment be
created among ministers and leading members, which
of itself would appreciate the valuable in devotional
forms, applying to every no relty as it arose a sound
standard of estimation. The writer wenton to suggest
improvements upon the details of worship, and in
reference to public praise said they had neced to see
that the use of Psalms was not displaced in favour of
modern hymns, which could be best secured by encour-
aging the chanting of the Psalms inprose. He further
advocated a monthly observance of the Communion,
and held that the sacrament of batism should be made
more impressive. The next meeting of the Council is
to be held in Liverpon! in 1898,

Rev. Dr. Chiniquy.

In our issue of next week we hope to be able to dwell
at more length on the object of this aged and honoursd
christian ministers present visit to Toronto. Briefly
stated, he is putting forth an effort to raise the sum
of four thousand dollars for the work of French Evangeli-
zation as it radiates from the French Canadian congre-
gation in Montreal as a centre of activity.

C.E. Ameron B.D, the present pastor, a man of earnest-
ness and energy. Many of the people are in limited
circumstances and the work makes large demands upon
the beneficence of christian friends. It is to relicve to
some extent the necessitiesof the case that Dr. Chuniquy,
in hisold age, has undertaken a Western tour. He
attracted a large audienceto Bloot street church last
sabbath anu next sabbath he will preach in St James
square church, when no doubt his worthy causc will be
liberally remembered. Webespeak the utmost consi-
deration for the work he represents and which, as
stated, will be more fully described in our coiun.ns next

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Christian Workers
of the United States and Canada in Convention,
Written for the Revieso.

The ninth Annual Convention of Christian Workers
in the United States and Canada_has been in session’
for sight days, November 7-14, in the City of New
Haven, Connecticut. The Convention was held under
the auspices of the International Christian Workers
Association. . . .

This organization qf Chnstmr} Workers is one of
tlhe youngest of our times, but is already one of the
most honored.  The first Convention, under 1its
auspices, was conducted in Chicago for seven daysin
June 1886, This was followed in 1887 by the impor-
tant gathering in Broadway Tabernacle, New York, at
thetime of which the late Ex-Mayor Howland of Toronto
was chosen Canadian representative on the managing
Committee of the Association. The third Convention
was held in Detroit, the fourth in Buffalo, the fifth in
Hartford, Connecticut, the Sixth in Washington, the
seventh in Tremont Temple, Boston, the eighth in the
Capital City of Georgia, and the ninth in New Haven,
the educational centre of Western New England.

The benefits of these Conventions have not been
confined to the cities in which they have been held, and
to the thousands who have been within touch of the
members who conducted them, but they have gone out
through the printed reports and have been doing
good 1n every land. Protessor Graham Taylor speak-
ing of one of the recent published reports calls it ** one
ot the most invaluable treasuries of methods of
Christian work that our times bhave produced.” It
represents, according to another authority, every
branch of Christtan wark being carried on in the world
and gives unquestionably the most relisble and helpful
inlormation 1 regard to the varivus torms of Christian
work of any thing ever published. The last publhished
report of a Conventions proccedings has appeared under
the tutle of ** The Kings Business,’” and has been in use
in a number of the Theological Institutions of this
Conumnent as the text book on applied Chrnistianity.

The preparations for the New Haven Convention
were laid in prayer, and carried out with zeal and
effectiveness. It is stated that there has not been as
many pastors of all churches in New Haven present at
one time in any one place for ten years as there were
at the place in which the plans were carried out for the
wordrously honored Convention which has just closed.
All denominations were represented through pastors
and laymen. A carefully written editorial in a paper
not given to extravagant presentations of things
religious states that no body of visitors that has visited
New Haven has made so great an impress.un for good
as the members of the Chnistian Workers Association,
that no body of man has so stirred that Conservative
City for many a year, and that no movement has been
so manifestly successful in infusing new life into the
existing religious agencics of the city as that which is
carricd on by the Chnistian Workers,

An unusually warm reception was given to the
visitors at the opening session of the Convention. The
governor of Connecticut in a delightful speech pre-
sented greetings in the name of the State, and there-
alter states that the hope he has long entertained was
now 1n views that recognition should be made ot the
sympathy which bound in a heavenly union the hearts
of all who love God. The ministry of New Haven
extended a welcome. The Mayor of the City welcomed
the visitors to ** the most beautiful City in the State, if
not in America,” a city noted for its churches, its
schools, its historic University. The first sermon
preached to the pilgrims after landing in America was
delivered under a tree which stood not far {rom the
spot on which now stands this bwlding in which the
Conveation was held, and the Mayor made pertinent
allusion to that fact. Among the many Conventions
held in New Haven the Mayor said none would surpass
the International Christian Waorkers Convention in its
substance and importance. Yale University has a

representative to extend greetings which were added
to by the Chairman if the strong local Committee
numbering with the ladies over sixty, and by the
pastor of the Calvary Church in which the meetings of
the Convention were held.
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After these salutations the Association took hold of
a seven days programme which was handled in a
remarkably satisfactory manner. The Word of God
had a large placz in the sessions. Praise and prayer
were conspicuous factors in the Convention. Christian
evidences and testimonies formed one of the early
themes. Dr. Gregg of the Lalayette Avenue Presby-
X terian Church Brooklyn preached the Convention
1 sermon, taking for his subject the testimony of the

Law to the Book. Open air work, aid to the injured,

class training for workers were the principal subjests

at the Friday morning session of the first week. New
phases of work in the Sunday-school union, Foreign

Missionary work, work in Africa and in Japan took up

an afternoon, while the evening was given to the con-

sideration of work in Armenia, and to the delivery and
reception of facts and figures through representatives
from South Africa, Japan and Turkey.

Christian work among prisoners, and fallen women
was considered on Saturday forenoon when Mrs Clarke
of the Pacific Gardan Mission and Mrs, E. M,
Whittemore spoke. The study of the Word of God,
and God's work among boys were the chief subjects for
the remaining portion of the first week. Religious
services conducted by the visitors were held on Sunday
in churches, in theatres, in jails, on the New Haven
green, in almshouses, in the open air. Many a
testimony came from the different audiences of con-
versions, and inspirations throvgh these services

After balf an hour’s Bible Study on Monday morning
the Convention dealt with social settlements, and
Christian Industrial Homes., In theafernoon tt e work
going on in Philadelphia and Chicago in connection
with the Bible Institute was examined, followed in the
closing part of the day by a consideration of the Loan
and Relief Bureau, the Christian Industrial League
Christian Citizenship and Temperance. Thereafter
came the treatment of Rescue work, work amcng
soldiers, sailors, lumbermen, miners and railroadmen.
Colportage and Tract work and work in Orphanages,
the progress of the Gospel among the Jews, the
student volunteer movement, the work by Mr. Cainy,
Men’s Christian Association, the National Evangeliza-
tion Society, the progress of Evangelization among
the negroes in the South were taken up one by one.
The pastor and revivals was an important topic, and
the place of the Holy Spirit in all Christian work was
emphasized.

Mr. Henry O'Brien, and Miss. W. J. MacDonald,
both of Toronto, dealt with work among hospital
patients, and the police, Miss MacDonald being the
Canadian representative of the International Christian
Police Association. Rev. Mr. Bone of the Welland
(anal Mission gave inspiring presentations of the pro-
gress of the Lord’s Work among the fresh water sailors
of Canada. The Rev. A. H. Scott of Perth was invited
by the Association to address the Convention upon
* Special phases of Christian work in Canada.” One
of the chief phases he termed prevention, the keeping
out of the young promising Dominion things that have
cursed older nations. The endeavor to cope religiously
with the incoming population from other lands, the
attention that 1s given to the aboriginal races that are
passing off the scene, and the Christian work engaged
in in the French Canadian Province ot the Dominion,
were the other three phases presented. After the
address Mr. Scott was honored with a Vice-Presidency
oi the International Christian Workers Association.

The press of the University City of Connecticut
gave unusual space tothe proceedings of the Convention.
The building in which the Sessions were held was quite
unequal to the requirements of the occasion. Day after
day overflow audiences were addressed by members
ot the Association, There are many who will accord
with Rev. Russill H. Conwell who hassucceeded the Rev.
R. A. Terry in the Presidency of the Christian Workers
Association, when he says, “I feel that to attend one of
these Conventions for five days would be better than
two years in a seminary, and for quickening of the
Christian life and infusing people with spiritual power
and activity and a knowledge of the very best methods,
I feel that there are no Conventions on the face ot the
earth to compare with the Christian Werkers Con-
vention,"’ - .
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Presbyterianism in England.*
BY THE RBV. PRINCIPAL DYKBS, D.D., LONDON.

“ Two features, he would notice, in the half-century
of reconstruction, The first was, that their revival was
due mainly to the immigrant Presbyterians of Scotland
and of Ulster. In respect of their membership, of their
ministry, most of all of their zealous, gencrous, and
devoted eldership, they owed their present position to
those who had brought with them from other parts of
the United Kingdom the principles and traditions of a
non-English Presbyterianism. The other feature was
that, in spite of this, their policy had during the last
half-century been an English policy. They would
readily understand what difficulties must arise when it
was attempted to adjust a Church, formed solargely out
of alien elements, to English conditions. Yet this had
been the wise and far-sigiited policy impressed on the
resuscitated Church by its founders, and on the whole
pursued by it all along.

¢« In pursuit of this policy it had abstained, though
sometimes amid misconception, from interference with
purely Scottish and ecclesiastical questions. It had
desired to combine into one all Presbyterians dwelling
on English soil, and to cultivate the friendliest ties with
those of Wales. It had simplified the form of its work-
ing creed, in order to facilitate ius acceptance by office-
bearers of English traiuing. It had encouraged a style
of worship which brought it into closer harmony with
English usages. In the spirit of the same policy, it had
just decided to place its Theological College at the seat
of one of the ancient Universities, that it might be more
in touch with English scholarship and life. But the
questica forced itself upon them, and deserved an
ansv er on such an occasion: Was it worth while thus
to sabor at the rebuilding from its very foundations of
the demolished fabric of English Presbyterianism ?
Overshadowed as they were by the vast national Church,
and by the great bodies which preserved the vital
forces of English dissent, why could they not fall into
line with one or other of these powerful Communions
which shared between them the religious life of the
country ? Were they justifiedin keeping a Presbyterian
banner flying over the remnants of a beaten host? In
reply, he asked himself: Could he go back tothe bosom
of the ancient and venerable Church of England, which
all Christians admired for its divines and for its saints,
the Church from which his ecclesiastical anrestors were
driven by the Act of Umformity two hundred and fifty
years ago? He supposed none of them now believed
in the divine and exclusive claim of Presbyterian polity;
suppose they sunk that old debate of Presbyter tersus
Bishop, and, since they could not get in the national
Communrion the more democratic and better fashion
of managing Church affairs, suppose they accepted,
Saute de micna, the ancient order of Prelates® But
what, he asked, of the unreformed rubrics beneath
which Sacerdotalism found shelter? What of the deci-
sions of the Privy Council which gave a legal foothold
to Sacramentalism? \What of the tolerated cult of the
“‘ Blessed Virgin Mary,” of the reintroduced Mass, of
the Confessional, of Apostolically descended authority
of Priests, of the unchurching of other Communions, of
all the Catholic teaching of the fifth century to which a
powerful and perhaps a dominant section of the Angli-
can Church adheres? To go back to-day in face of all
that, and be merged in a dumb and helpicss Low
Churclasm, which clings as for life to State connection,

Pcnion of an Address delivered in London, aad now revised by
the r-peaker

and for sake of that dares ro sacrifice to roll off the
incubus of Anglo-Catholicism? Impossible, It was
too heavy a price to pay. And for what? Foran
Erastian rule in Christ's House, for the control of Queen
in Counciy, for the conge d'clire in the choice of Christ's
ministers, for a Convocation in which the free voice of
Christ's people had no effective place. He suid it was
impossible. If by some miracle they were to be put
back to-night into the Church of England as it was,
to-morrow they would be compelled to leave her, as
“their fathers did. What then of the great Wesleyan
body, to which in some points they bore pretty close
analogy ? They had sull a Calvinistic Creed; but
suppose they agreed, for sake of union, to leave that old
feud over Divine grace and man's free will an open
question, how should they be able to surrender their
popular system, whereby the rights of individuals and
of the people were safe-guarded, for a bureaucratic
administration which had only of late began . admit
in guarded form that representation of the people which
had been the ancestral birthright of every Presbyterian ?
There remained the Congregationalists. Momemts had
occurred in the past, and might occur again, when it
scemed a possible thing that the differences between an
advisory Union of Congregatiors and a Presbyterian
Synod could be bridged over. But till that came, he
rat".er thought their Congregational brethren themselves
would bid them hold their own ground. To desert that
inherited position in order to become just 300 more
isolated congregations in England wluld be to gain
nothing tangible; it might be to lose a good deal. As
they were, they gave at least an objgct lesson in the
ways of a wide spread system of Church administration,
which bhad proved itself strong and efficient in those
days and in other lands ; some features of which, at all
events, he thought there were many of their brethren
who missed aud some who coveted. The valnable
cohesion andmutual support which their system affordec;
were not to be lightly thrown away just when others
were feeling the need of them.”

Exploded a Hundred Times.

More than twenty centuries ago (B.C. 168), Antiochus
Epiphanes, King of Syria, slaughtered the Jewsby tens
of thousands, and destroyed and burned their sacred
bocks. Sixteen centuries ago (A.D. 303), Diocletian,
the Roman emperur, issued Lis decree tu tear down the
churches, and butn up the Scriptures. And through
all these ages men have becen fighting the Bible. Kings,
princes, emperors, potentates ecclesiastics, and infidels.
all have been fighting this book. Men have been
banished for reading it, burned for translating, tortuzed
for beheving it, imprisoned for obeying it, it has bLeen
assailed, ridiculed, and exploded a hundred times from
the days of Celsus and Porphyry down to the present
hour. The men that have assailed it are dead, but the
Book still lives. The governments which tried to crush
it have perished, but the book still endures. And
after passing through the ardeal of the ages we lave
a hundred tumes as many copies of this book as of any
other book that was ever written; it is printed in every
language for which the founder has ever cast a type;
it is read in between threc and four hundred different
fongues ; and is studied to-day raore widely than ever
before. And the nations that Lave this bouk and love
this hook and feach this book, are today the most
intelligent, prospercus, progressive, and influentinl
nations on carth. Outside the light of this book is
poverty, ignorance, superstition, darkness, and degra-
dation. There 1s not a scientific book under heaven
worth reading, but was written under the blazing light
of the Bible; and infidelity itself, when it seeks for
leaders and oratars, has to take them, not from heathen-
ish realms or infidel homes, Lut from the families of

’&ministors and from classes in Sunday-schools,
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The Influence ot Alcohol on Man.

Dr. Crothers, of Hartford, who has had long oxperionce in the
management of tnstitutions for tho incbriato and jusane, says that
#'inobrioty is the active cause of trom 15 to &0 por cent of all in-
sanity ; from 30 to 80 per cont of all Idfocy ; *rom 60 to 80 per cent
of all pauperism, and from 50 (o 85 por cont of all erlmo,” thon asks
tho question, ** \Who can oatimate tho roliof of the texpayoers by
the removal of the perils to both property and life from drunken.
noss?”

Dr. Day, of Boston, in his lato annual report of the Washiogton
Homo for tho Troatment of Inebriates, says: *“On the individual
tho offcct of vicious alcoholic indulgence is discase of the hody.
Sooner or later it must suocumb  Disoass of tho mind is not far
off. It may bo dolirium or insanity.”

Dr. Formad fouad in tho doad house autopsios of the Philadelphia
Hospital that in 230 chrontc alcoholiste nearly 90 percent had fatty
degenoration of the liver, 60 por cent had congestion or a dropsical
stato of the brain ; the same number an inflamed or degenoratod
gtomach, while not quito ono per cont had normal kidnoys.

To bo convinced of tho cause of 5o much pauperism in tho coun-
try, wo havo nnly to examinoe tho statistica of the liquor traffic in
the United States, ‘¢ According to the report of Intornal Revenuo
Comumnissionor Mills, for the year 1892, the patrons of tho saloons
paid $609,000,000 for whisky and $617,258,404 for beer, a total of
$1,216,252,460. tho intorest of which for ano minute at 6 per cent
per anuumn is $8.515.68.” This would more than pay off tho
national debt, and would feed and clothe all the poor of the coun.
tey.

When wo look abroad over the world and tako a bird’s oyo viow
of tho evil offects of intomporancoe in its various aspects, its produc-
tion of disnase and death, tho destruction of happiness and homo,
pauporism and crimes innumerablo, with general demoralization,
wo are astonishod that any thinking man, much less a physician,
should como to the conolusion that drinking men and druokards
onjoy greater lungevity than total abstainers.

Caves of Tasmania.

At a mooting of the Royal Sr.ciety of Tasmania, an account of
some fino caves that havo beon discovored near Southport, Tas.
mania, was given by & Mr, Morton, who had visited them. They
aro situated about four miles from [da Bay, and a fairly good road
leads to them. Tho outrance is through a limeatono formation. A
strong stream flows ulong tho floor of the chambers. The firet
chember reached by Mr. Morton and thoso who accompanied him
showcd somo fino stalactites, and aloos the floor somo fine stalag.
mites wero secn,  On tho lights carriod by tho party being extin-
guished, the ceiling and sides of tho caves scemed stidded with
diamonds—an effort due to millions of glow worms hanging tc the
sides of tho walls and from tno coilings. Further on several
chambers wero oxplored, each rovealing grander sights, The timo
at disposal being limited, the party had to return after traversing a
distance of about three-quarters of a mile, but from what was
observed the caves evidontly extended a distance ot three or four
miles. The ouly living oreatures seen wero the glow worms,

Home Missions.

At tho recens sogsion of the bynod of Manitoba and the North-
wost Terntories, Prosbyterian Church, Rev. Prof. Hart, Convener
of the Foreign Mismon Commastee, presented the following report
on tho present condition of the various Indian schools and
resorves, which was adopted.

To the Revorend the Moderator of the 8ynod of Manitoba and
tho Northwest Torritories.

In prosonting the following report of tho prosent condition of
tho various schools and reserves undor tho care of our Church in
Manitoba and the Torritories, your Committes will dwell ohiefly
upon the cbanges that have taken placo in them since tho last
ropors wae mado to the Goneral Assembly in June last, and, with
o briefer roferenco, pass by tl 280 at which the changes havo been
loss marked.

In prepariog this roport, wo bave bad the benefit of the
personal observation of the Conveners of this Commattee, one or
tho other baviog, daring the past summer, visited evory ono of our
misstons and examined oar schovls, Prof, Baird takiog that part of
tho cuuntry tributary to sne Mandcba & Northwostern raslway,
and Prof, Hars thas tribatary to tho Lanadian Pacifio and she
Regina & Princo Albert railways.

Thero are marked signs of improvement in almoat every ono of
our missione, Some of tho reserves, when contrasted with their
condition soveral years ago, whon laet vieited, show proofs of very
decided improvement, and arn ng the children attending our
sohiools the change for tho botter .5 atill groater,

MISTAWASIS.

Tho mission sustained & sovere loss in the death of Chiet
Mistawaasie, on the 21th of Ju'y last. Tho influence and cxample
of this good maun were powerful factors in the life aud growth of
the mission from its commencement, Though dead he yet
spcaketh, and his memory will long remain an inspiration to his
poople to follow him us he followed Christ.  Qoe of his sons in law
is tho worthy supoeriutendent of the Sunday schocl of the congre-
guwtlion. The congregation oo thie reserve is tho largest Indian
ocongregation in cur Church, with a comrmuricn rolt of 53. The
Rev. W, 8. Mcore was traraferrcd to this reserve 'aet May, undis
earnostly and hopetally carrying on his work 1n the new fleld.

There is & good day school ou this reeorve, tuught by Mies L,
M. Meclatosh, with twenty § apile in attoudance.

MAROCHA WABHTA.

Thia 18 tho now reservo latdly assigned to the Sicux band ander
Chict Swifs 13oar, on the left bank of the Saskatchewan, about
nino mles above Prince Atbert. Tho chief snd & conmderatle
number of his people have removed from thar old encampment
whera they were mero equatters, and the rest are expected to
follow era long. Tho Indian department Is erecting a substantial
school for tho reservo, and, Mies U.meron has an interesting littlo
sohool of twelve children, Tho number w.ll iccreass as tho
members of the band settlo on their now location.

A oumfuriable nussivn house hne just been crected on this
reserve by yoar commitico under the supetiutepdence of tho Rev.
W. M. Rochoster, which wall be occopsed 10 a fow days,

Ho 18 asnisted 1n the work on the reeerve by Mr. Thos, Steveneon,
who acts as interpreter Thero 13 & small congregation among
them, and though the mass of the people are etul in hoathen
darkoess, yet the attitude, even of tho heathon towards Chriet-
iamity, has uodergone a grest change for the better smnoe our
missionarios firet went among th~~ 'Thore is also a school in
snis mission, earried ou unti} tho and of last quarte: by Mr. and
AMrs. Arthur. It is now undor tho cato of AMiss MoWilliams,
who was for some timo & misaonary of our Church 1a India, bat
was compelled to reagn on accouut of 1il-hesith. Hor beslth 1s
now bappily restored, and it is hoped that she may have a long
carcer of usefulness in our more congerial climate.

YILE RILLS

Ouar work on theso raserves is at present confined almost

azclaaively o tho boarding schiool under the caro of Mr. and Mrs,
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Bkene. In this school we have an exoellent illustration of whag
Indian ohildren may beoomo. There are fourteen pupils in atten-
dance, and 1t is & most gratifying eight to sco how familiar they
aro with our language, tho eleraents of an English education, and
tho groat traths of cur religion, And their influence i8 beginning
to tell upon their pagan homes on the rescrves.

1IURRICANE, ULILLS.

This roservo is situatod about twenty miles souibeast of
lndian Head, Tho pooplo are Aesiniboines and almost all
heathen, o are glad to roport that tho services of Mr. Noeill
Gilmour have been seoured for this important fleld. Mr. Gilmounr
has already a good record in our eorvice, both at Regina and
Birtle, and wo hopo that better days are at hand for thia
intereating people.

ROUND LAKER.

No change has taken place in our staff on this mission since
our last report. Tho two great dopartments of our work—the
evangelistic aud the educational— aro here carricd on side by side.
And thoy arc both bearing good fruit. On this mission two
watremes aro to be fuund— on the ono band tho filth, poverty,
ignuranco, and the despair of a dyiry paganism, on the other the
cleanliuess, cumfort, intelligence and hope of a living Christianity.

TIPESTONE.

This mission sustained a sovero loss at tho end of Jast May in
the suddon death o’ its missionary, Mr. P. C. Huater. Ho was
cut off in tho beginn’ng of hia days, and when cntering on what it
was hoped would be & ~aroer of usefulness among his peeple. His
death is deeply regrottea by your committee, and our sympathy
goos out to hig fatber and moviis. in their sad bercavement. Your
committec has beon successful in securing as Mr. Hunter's
successor, Mr. John Thunder, another Sioux, from the Bird Tail
congregation also. Alr. Thunder’s ontrance on his work has been
delayed by the illness and death of his wife. e will, however,
bo at lus poat in a few days. Tho small building erected last year
as church, achool and manse, has lately been plastered and made
moro comfortable, and tho new missionary begins his labors with
hopeful prospects, Qur sincere thanks are due to the Rev. W.
Beattie for tho attention which, at the cost of much time and
cffort, he continues to give to this mission,

CROW STAND.

Thero bas lately been several changes i this mission staff, Miss
Carson has taken the place of Miss Henderson, and Mr. D, H.
McVicar, has been appointed intorpreter. Oan this mission, aleo,
both evangelistic and educational work are carticd on. At the
requeat of your committee, Mr. McVicar is at prez 1t engaged at

work on a translation of ¢ho Gospel according to Luke into the
Creo tongue.

OKANASE.

As already roported, Mr. Flott, under the burden of oldage, and
ita attendant inficmitics, resigned bis chargo & fow months ago,
after spending twenty ono years of active missionary life, chiefly
at Okanase. From this centre, however, for a number of years, be
made frequent visits to Crow Stand, Lizard Poiut and Rolling
River. Hetook also an active pact in founding and sssisting most
of our Indian missions. The Church is deeply indebted to Mr.
Flett for the good work which, under God, he has been enabled to
accomplish. And it is carvestly hoped that he and Mrs. Flett,
the carnest and faithful partner of his many labors, may be long
sparcd to help, with their influonco and sxamplo, the good work te
which they havo given so much of their lives. At the request of
tho cammittee, Mr. Flett continued his labors until a suitadle
successor could be found. About the time of Mr. Flett's resigna-
tion, Miss M. S. MacIntosh, the devoted and successful teacher of
the Okanaso school, also resigaed to return to Oatario. Advan.
tago has boen taken of the opportunity thus afforded to re-arrango
and concentrate our work in the reserve, by appointing a man to
this ficld to carry on the work of missionary to tho reserve, and
also that of toacher in the school. The gentlemanappointed totbis
position 18 Mr. R, C McPherson, for a number of years favorably
koown in connection with Christian aud educational work in this
country.

DIRTLE.

Mr. Gilmour, for tho past yesr principal of the Birtle achool,
has, as wo have jost roported, beon appointed missionary to carcy
on ovangelistic work among tho Assiniboine Indians. Mr. W. J.
Small, B.A,, a studeat of Manitoba College, and honor graduate
of our university, has been appointed Mr. Gilmour’s auccessor.
Mr. Small has an oxcollent record as a succear{ul missionary on tho
bomo mission field.

In
resdnnie to a rofsreace from this mission, your committes was
ias ra ted tast ysar to oniice into the subject of Indisn marrisges
in ord 7 that it m.ght be ma le loss easy for an Indian to discard
at will & wifo wham he muy have had perhaps for years, and to
marry anothor waoman. Tais matter has boon a very real grievance
ospacially oa this reservo. It iz & pleasuro to report that, chiefly
through the sasistanco of Mr. J A. Markle, tho Indian agont at
Birtle, s marriago acoording to the Indisn custom is declared tobo
legally binding, and mechinery is now put within the reach of
Indian agents, 50 that if an unprincipled Indian deserts his wifo,
he is liable tc prosccution under the criminal code. This declara-
tion will have » good cffoct throughout our whole Indian
population.

BOLLING RIVER,

For noatly two years Mr. Wright has hadchargeof thisressrvo,
Though tho people are still hoathen, their sttitude towards the
miasionary and his messago is becoming mero encouraging. Alr.
John Black assisted Mr. Wright as interpreter during the past
summoer, but lately he hasbeen transferred to the Lizard Pomnt
reservo,

LIZARD I'OINT.

Thixis ono of tho resorves until lately voder tho caro of the
Rsv. Mr. Flatt, and his rerigastion has renderod a now arrenge-
munt necessary hore also. Mr. John Black, as has just toen
roported, has bsen placed 1a charge of this miasion.

PORTAGE LA I'RAIRIE.

Tho new building mentioned in tholast report asbeing required
for this achodl, is now in progross of orention, and in a foew days it
will bs {inishel Tho attondanco at this achool is now larger than
over, being at presoat thirty thres. During tho past summer six
of the larger girls were, for part of their time, out at servicoamong
fanulies in the town, and thoy havo given great satisfaction. The
new buildiog will be a great help to thoachool. The little Indian
congregation, so closely connected with this, is still faithful.y
tended, and is giving evidenco of God’s blessing.

SUMMARY.

This work extends over tweonty-two reserves, with fifteen mis.
sionocentres. Theroare six ordained missionaries, and some thirty.
five 1ay workers of different classes. Services are held at thurty
places, and in foor diffcreot langusges. Thero are seven boarding
tod industriel schools, and three day schools, with a total enroll-
ment of 304. This work 18 carried on at an estimated cort for the
current year of $19,G67.

As this report ahows, thero is life a.d growth over tho wholo
fidd. From the nature of the work tho progross is necessanly
slow, but 1t 1a nevertheless resl and sabstantial, and we havo
abundant roascn for thanking God for what Hohas donein the past
and takiog ocurage for tho futare.

As the mom-
bers of tho committes are v-loly scattored,
and no provision had beon made for the pay-
ment of travelliog expenses, tho attendanco
was pot large, but tho viewa of many of iho
membera ou the points to be conllﬁera had
Loea forwarded to the convener in writing
and were fully presonted 2o tho meoting.
After a carcful collation of these it was de-
cided to draw up for presentation to the
Asszenibly, an order of public worship suit-
able for general use, that would provide, at
the samo time. for the andible repstition of
the Lord’s Prayer by the cougregation,
responsive readings of sclcctod passages, the
recitation of tho apostles’ creed and of the
ten commandments, in c*=cs whero these
feature- .7 tho servico wercdesired. It was
agreod, also, to prepare a revision of the
Westminster Diroctory of Public Worship so
as to furnish fuller suggestions thaun it now
contains, for tho administration of the sacra.
mouts for marrisge and barial services ; like-
wiso to draw up a complete form of public
worship that might bo used by laymen in
conducting secrvices where no minisler is
available, such as remoto mission atations,
scasido resorts, camping parties, lumber
shantics, etc. Sub-committees were sppoint-
ed to prepero drafts on sll theso subjects.
Thesc aro to be sent to the converer by the
first of March for distribntion to all tho
members of the Committee, in order that
thcy may consider them fally bofore another
maeting, to be held immediately proceding
the Assombly. Somo other matters under
consideration ware held over for this futaro
meetiog.

St. Paul's Church, Simcod.

Tue evening of Thlnkagivi:g Day, Thurs.
day, Nov., 2lst, 1895, warked an event in
the bistory of St. Paul's Prastyterian church
of Simooo, being the furmal openivg of the
magnificent now pipe organ that had just
boen placed theroin.

In connoction therowith the Simncoe Re.
former took the opportuuity of presenting to
its readors a Urief sketch of St. Paul’s church,
togethor with a history of Presbyterianism
fu Simooe., Wo are indebted to thst enter-
prising journal for the cut ef St. Paul’s church
givon herowith.

The first Presbyterian congregation was
organized in Sitcooe about the year 1820. For
twenty-thires yoars they continued ss one
body conducting tho services as Lest they
conld uuder the primitive religions conditions
of tho times, They grew aud flauriahed, but
in 1843 tho troublein the Church in Scatland
spread to Canada and a division took place,
ono portion being known as the Free Church
and the other as tho Church of Scotlaud, It
is unneccswary to go into the dotsils of this
trouble, suffice it to say that it was not until
1875 that the breash was healed over and a
reuuion occurrod and siuce that ume the
Presbyterian Church has bieen 8 united body
working well within itself on the lines laid
dowa and pressuting a solid uubrokeu front to
het euemy.

Of coarso tho two ocongregations required
two plices of worship and each had a amall
brick church, the KRirk church building
standing on the gore in front of Mr. Alex.
McCall's renidenco aud ' Freo church being
situated on Norlolk streer.

In 1854 the united ocngrogation built the
present odifico which, with the recent reuo-
vation given it, will be good for many years
yet. 1t 1s a handsome bn k structure with
with a basement and a gallery aud a seatiog
capacity of 500.
