OX ACUTE UR/EMIA. !

Dr. Alfred Loomis, of New York, read & papRr: §
rocently on this subject before the New York
Academy of Medicine, which is remarkable asi
sdvocsting the hypodermic soluiion of morphia
in uremia. Ten cases are cited to justify the
employment of this remedy. The paper is avery
valuable contribntion towards the management
of a difficult class of cases:—

An acute uremic atiack is usually preceded
by certain premonitory sigus, such ss cedema in
various parts of the body, restlessness, or an al-
most irresistible desire to sleep, vertigo, headache,
delirium, nauses, vomiting, and impaived vision;
the countenance has a pale, waxy or dingy ap-
pearnnce ; the wurine is scanty, high coloured,
bloody, albuminous, and coniains casts. After
the appearnnce of the premonitory symptoms the
progress of the mmischief will vary in diferent
cases according to the amount and cause of the
retention of the urea.

Thus, if alarge amount of urea ig lﬁ!'dden]y
thrown into the circulation and retained by a
continuance of the arrested elimination, or in-
creased by & continuance of the producing cause,
the body and extremitica becore viclently cot-
vulsed, or the patient passes rapnlly into'a stato
of coma.

The coavulsion may consist of & single parox-
yom, or & succesdon of paroxysms may follow
one another ag intervals of a few minutes or
several hours, the paticnt lying during the inter-
val in a siate of more or loss profound insensi-
bility. Daring the convulsion, the face bocomes
livid, eyes glassy, the pupils contracted or dilated.
At the commencement of the convulsive attack
they are generully contracted ; frothy nucus,

destroyed and 8 certain excess of uren in the
blood is reached, the kidneys become embarrassed
by the excexsive demand made upon their excret-

Acute uremia simnlaics in some par-
ticulars 80 wany diseases in which convulsions
and coma are the leading symptams, that it is dif-
ficult to give directions which sball enable one to
always separate.it from anslogous disorders. . I

If the patient’s history is known, the chroniz
charaster of the epilepsy is =ufficient to distin-
guish it from acute uremis, and an examinstion
of the urine_positively.dotermines the uwremic
character of a convulsion, At the time of the
paroxysm s distinction may also be drawn, for in
cpilepsy one side is convnlaed more, violently
than the other, while in uremia both ‘eldes of the
body are equally affected by the convulsive move-
ments. Ia epilepsy, although there is loss of con-

Ursemic coma may coms on gmdunlly, twenty
four or forty-cight hours elapsing before the
stupor is complcte, or the patient mey fall sud-
denly into a state of profound coma, its advent
rescrubling afl attack of cerebmiapuplexy. Thete
are periods when the coma is o prefound that
nothjng arouses the patient ; at other times he is
ensily aroused, or arouses himself, and attempts
to speak and to sit up, swallowing fluids with
littlo difficulty.

When ures iz gradually introduced into the
circulation, or is freely eliminatod, ss in cases
where renal discase is slowly developed, the sye-
tem becomoa socustomed to the presence of the
poison, and thus & considerable excees of urea

sciousness, reflex sensibility continues from the
beginning to the end of the paroxysm, which is
not the case i ureemia. - Immediately following
wremic paroxysms there is deep coma ; following
an epileptic seirure there is merely a deep sleep,
'from which the paticnt may be aroused.

In oerebral apoplexy, coma always precedes
convulsions, and with the convulsions there is
facial paralysis and hemiplegia; thue is also
olonic spasm of the paralysnd parts, and the urin-
ary eymptoms are absent. In hysterieal convul-
sions the patient fallainto & convulsive, tetanic or
cataleptio condition, with s scream. Close in-
spoction shows that the patient is not uncon-
acious, and the papils are normal, as are also the
pulse and temperature.  The limbe are jerked ir
regularly,—the breathing is jerking aud spas-
modie, aud is attended with a choking semsation.
There is no lividity of the face or distantion of
the ocervical blood-vessels, and the close of the
paroxysm is ususlly ncoompanied by the discharge
of a large quantity of pale arine.

Convulsions originating
in meningitis and other cercural affections are dis-
tingnished by the accompanying characterissic
symptoms of these affectiona.

The main points in the differential dmgnosxs o
unemic coms are identical with those of wrrmis
convulsiona It may be distinguished from the
coma of apoplexy by the abeence of paralysis,
from opium poisoning by the rise in temporature
(the temperature in uremic coma being genexﬂly
above 1007, while in the coma from opium it ia
below the normal) The slow and') peculizr char
acter of the respiration in opium-coma also dis-

ON, SIMPLE VERTIGO. =
In & paper resd before the Xorkshire Braneh
of the British Medical Association, and published
in the British Medical Journal for July 26, 1873,
Dr. Clifiord Allbutt records ten cases of -ximple
vertigo, and makes the following comments npon
them. The only constant symptom in the cases
was vertigo. All of ihem wero males, ‘sud, as
far as could be made out, the giddiness was not
symptomatic of any other disease or disorder.
The vertigo was often very distressing and very
rebellious to treatment. The average age of the
patients was 44:7 years: but there was no evt
dence of aay degenerative changes either in th.
arteries or other tissues. The verligo, after last-
ing for montha or years, disappoars without any
ather nervous or other disease being developed.
There was no loss of consciousness in any of the
cases recorded. ‘One patient suffered from mi-
graine, which ceased shout the time of the ver.
tigo; another belonged to a nourctis family.
Many of them were men of anxious or irritable

temperament, er plsced in positions of anxioty
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and heavy rcgponsibility. In another patient,
also 8 maale, there was some hysteria” In some
of the casea the dizznitiuss was followed by sick-
ness.  Tho vertigo came on &t no fixed time, but
was generally worse in the forenoon. Among
ths exciting causes of an attack are mentioned
the noise and whirl of the strecta and the sight
of a carringe. The attacks sometimes recurred
during quiet or even in the dark. ‘*Assuming
the erect posture in the moining often produces
it (vertizo) so that the sufferer haz again ard
again to retum ¢o his pillow.”

Dr. Allbutt doesnot think the disease dependa
upon vascular charges, but that it ia ¢ one of the
cerebellum, or of the great basal ganglia near it
Remedies addressed to the stomach as a rule do
no good Dr. Allbuit recommends completa
change of scens, and removal of all causes of ner
vous depression, and Turkish baths, Strychnine
ix the only drug which hebhas found of much use.
Leechen, blisters, purgatives, &c., do more Larm
than good.

ON THE *RELATION BETWEEN SCAR-
LATINA AND DIPHTHERIA.

In a comamunication to the Berlisier Kliniache
Wochenschrift, July 6, Dr. rum Sande seyxm,
¢ there iz properly wo difference between dipatheria
and scarlstina, for the eraption, upon which the
Qiagnosis of the Iatter has botn bassd, is found
in diphtheritiz, and as regards the complications
and sequelse there is 50 great & similarity, not to
may identity, betwein the two affections, that one
involuntari_ refoid both to the same cause” In
sapport of thu, Dr. zum Sande relatos that he
was callod to soe-a'child twelve months old, who
was suffering from diphtheritis.  The mucous
membrane of the throat was gangrenous, the
maxillaxy glands very much enlstged, and the
appetite quite gone. After some days this child
died, without any ervntion having sppeared on
the skin. Three days after itz death, its brother,
a boy ten years of age, wns- seized with all the
symplomeof acute diphtberitia, viz : intense red-
ness of the mucous membrane of the threat, nu-
mercus detached exudation-patches, high fever,
and pain in the neck.  In ovder to prevent the
further extension of the discese among this boy’s
gisters, he was placed under the care of relatives
who had no yonung children. The swelling of his
throat asd the exudation increased up to the
eighth day, when an eruption appeared covering
the whole body. At first it was of & pale red
colour, but latterly becrme more dark. With
the appearance of the eruption the fover increas-
ed, delirium csame on, and the prostration became
30 marked, that a fatal result was expocted.
The symptoms, however, became milder, tks erup-
tion faded, desqnamation appeared, and the child
recovered. WWhilst this boy lay aick, one of his
relations, & girl sixteen years of age, who bad
been in frequent communication witk him, was
seized in a similar manner, the eruption, as in
the boy, sppeared on the eighth day, recovery
following with geueral desquamation eight days
sfter. This girl's attack was hardly comploted
when her marmied sister, s woman thirty years
of age, was attacked by diphtheritis. Although in

this latter case the neck and throat symptoms
were very marked, the patient recovered, but
without any eruption having appeared.

Scarcely had this womsan recovered when her
son, & boy nine years of sge, sickened i~ & simi-
lar manner, but 50 severely as to endanger his
life. On the eighth day of illness & general erup-
tion appeared, which in no way differed from
that of scarlatins. It lasted about six days,
when the disease terminated with general desqua-
nation. The father of this boy, who had assidu-
ously nursed him, was seized by sn attack of
diphtheritis such as Dr. sum Sande had rarely
secen equalled in severity. This case ended in re-
covery without an erupticn. The diseans extend-
od from the boy first mentioned to zeveral adult
persons besides the two herg mentioned, Mt in

sent. Dr. rum Sande notes the following resem-
blanoes between diphtheria and scarlatina. Vom-
iting at the commencement and an aflection of
the mucous membrane of the throat afe common
to both; iu both the lymph-glands and the par
otid glands are much swollen ; in both the larynx
iz implicated, aud in both there iz more or less
aflfection of the kidnoys and of the jointa Dr.
sam Sande conxiders that all difiiculties in refer
ence to the two discazes msy be solved by admit-
ting their essential identity ; by sssuming that
they are due to one and the same kind of infeo-
tions matter (Anstackungsstof), namely, bacteria ;
and that the difference in the symptoms in parti-
cular individuals is due toage and constitution.
In this- way, gays Dr. ram Sande, it i8 possible
that diphtheritia in pesting to cther individuals
scmetimes produces scaristine, and sometimes
diphtheritin

OPER.ATION FOR SECONDARY
SI'RA.BISMUS.

Secondary Divergent Stmbfsmm, Caused by an
Operaticn jor Convergent Strabismus and
Existing for Thirty Years; Curod by Trans
Plantation of the Injured Masivoles and .Dwmm
of ss Aniagornist.

It has been justly obeerved that the coemetic
efiect of the operstion for secondary strabismus
may, a8 regands faoial expression, bs considered
one of the triumphs of suwrgery. I have thought,
therefore, that the following case might posseas
mfcxest, even for those not specially mtemted
in ophthalmic matters,

A ledy, now fifty years old, was operated on
for convergent strabimuus of the left eye, at the
sge of twenty. Her condition, when she con-
sulted me in January last, was substantially
what it hsd been for the past thirty years.
The leR eye diverged some three and a half lives.
Its motion inward was greatly restricted, the
utmost effort of the internal rectus only sufficing
1o bring itone line short of the middie of the
pelpebral aperture. The visionof this eye was
extremely imperfect, fingers being counted at six
feet, while no letter of the test card ocould be re-

none’of these adult cases was any eruption pre-’

cognizel. The right eyo was hypermetropic one-
beventh, and had normal visica. On some o0~
casiona, sunoying diplepia would be experienced.

For the relief of this deformity, the operation
of simple divizion of the external rectus had been
already proposed to the patient. The injudicious-
ness of this sdvice can best be shown by quoting
the classic words of von Graefe :—

@ For all considerable diminutions of mobility,
or for entire loss of the same, dringing forward
ths muscle i the only proper remedy. Even if we
succeeded by, for instanos, partial excision or ex-
ceszive setting back, in mo reducing the strength
of the abducens aa to bring about & symmetrical
relation between the amount of moyement in-
wards, ghiould we be entitled to regard this ax &
cure, properly 60 cajled? Inasmuch as the ex-
isting immobility depended, not on contraction
of the antagonist, but solely on the fact that the
activity of tbemtemua had been circumscribed
by too extreme a recession or imperfect mniom
with the bolb, it is evident that the abducens
must be brought into a like condition in ordar to
establish an eqnilibrium, and what should we
then have accomplished 3 We should bave an
eyoball immovable in two directions, and more
prominent than before. This prominence of the
eyeball gives s goggling expression, and thas is
often more distressing then the deviation itaedlf;
while, in connection with the sinking of the cer-
uncle, it produces a cosmetic effect in no way.
allied to that of ordinary divelgent strabismus
A correction consisting in the seiting back of tha
antagonist, would, even if it.were practicsbls,
goem: here less degirs’!s than in cases of completa
paralysis

‘The following operat.on waz cousequently per~
formed, January 4th of the present yesz.

The patient was etherized, and, beginning sb
the inner edge of the cornea, & bread fiap of con-
junctiva was dissected back towands the carunele,
& distancs of six lines. Care was taken to tho-
roughly remove the suboonjunctival tissee, in
order that nothing might prevent the heuling of
tae muscle st its new point of insertion. .The in-
ternsl rectus was found reduced in sirs, attached
far behind amd romewhat above ite old position.
It was diT 32 at its insertion, dissected sway
from its attachments, brought forward and laid
upon the cornes, spread out 0 asto half cover it
In this position it wes socured by two satures
through the conjunctiva, o.bovc and below the
oentre of the cornea.

An incision was now rasde over t.he externus,
and tuis brought into view. A single stout
thread was ‘armed with & necdle at eitherend.
One was passed into the centre of the insertior,
as near the eyeball as possible, and mado to
emerge through the upper odgs of the muscle.
The socond was passed in at the same point and
brought out st the lower edge. The muscle
being next divided, just outside the thread, the
eyeball was moved reedily in any direction by
means of the two threads gatbered into the hand
of the oparator. It was rotated as far inwards an
possible, 8o that the edge of the cornea touched
the ca.\'un:.la, and the ends of the t.bmd socured
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firmly to the oppusite temple. A compressive
bandage was applied. .

Thirty hours later, there had been but trifling
pain, and I removed the thread from the temple.
Jan. 6th, the remaining sutures were extracted
The muscle, of course, receded in ita centre, and
left the comea fiee.  The patient rapidly conval-
esced, and reiarned to ber home in the West,
Feb. 12¢h.  No strabismus existed, and there
was oxcellent motion in every direction.

The operation will be observed to have been a
oombination of the two methods eof *“sewing
forward” and “transplanting forward” (Vorni-
hang and Vorlagerung).— Joston Med. and Swry.

DIAGNOSIS OF ANEURISM FROM
ABSCESS.

Dr. Stephen Smith, of New York, gives the fol-
lowing as the ecientific tests employed for the
purpose of diagnosing aneurism:—1. A tumour
in the course of an artery. 2 Pulsation syn-
chronous with the heart, and of an expsnsive
character. 3. Cossation of pulsstion when the
artery is compressed on the cardizcside with par-
Gal subsidence of the ewelling. 4. A bruit hesrd
with the pulsation. 5. Fxplorstion. In regard
to these several points he romarks :—(1.)That o
tumour situated in the course of an artery is of
frequent occurrenc without the presence of an-
eurizm, 8o that ‘in itself the symptom isof no
positive value.  (2.) Pulsstion may or may not
be present when sneurism exisis ; to be of value
when ancurism exists it must be expansive ; and
yet expansive pulsation may be present in an ab-
soes3 surrounding an artery, and no anenrism be
presant.  (3.) Cessation of pulsation will occar
in any tumour or swelling sitnated over an artesy
when compression is made on its cardisc side;
subsidence of the awelling on pressure may uot
occur in ancurism, snd msy occur in absccsses.
{4.) A bruit may or may not be prezent in an-
eurism ; when prosent, it is varisble in character ;
it may be present when any tumour or rbcess is
aitoated over an artery. (5.) An exploratory
putcture may feil to give exit to blood in an an-
eurism, and may give a jet of blood in vysous
kinds of tumour, From all of which it apears
that the several scientific tests or symptoms of
aneurism are extremely varisble and of dounbtful
value when presont. The various phasea of
goowth of an apeurism may assume all the most
marked features of abscess and loseita charactar-
istio symptoms. Thus an sneurizm may form
without pulsation or & bruit, and may bave haet,
pain, and fluctuation ; whils & absocss may farm
without pulsation and a bruit with an inconsider
able smount of heat and pain. Agsin, an aneu-
*rigm may form with an sbacess overlying it, and
the symptons of the two msy become inextrica-
bly iatermixed. Finslly, an abscess way form
which subsequently opens into an artery, end
thus suddenly assumes all the apparent condjtions

“of wu aneurisma. Ds. Smith then proceeds to
Zive a sories of very interesting cases culled from
recont medical Iiterature, in which many of the
difficulties above alluded to in establishing a cor~
rect diagnosis were present.—dmorican Jowrnal
Qf Medical Scionce. .

ON THE HISTORY AKD ORIGIN OF SYPHILIS.

Mr. Milton { Edinburgh Medical Journal, July,
1873) addncer extracts from ancient, medimeval,
and modern writers on syphilis, in support of his
opinion that syphilis is a discsse of great anti-
quity, long anterior to the latter end of the £if
toenth century.

INTRODUCTION OF VAGINAL SPECULA.

At the meeting of the London Obstetrical So-
ciety on July 2, Dr. Protheroe Smith exhibited
his pneumatic India-rubber plug for facilitating
the introduction of cylindrical apecnla into the
vegina. It forms a soft elastic cushion in the
end of the speculum, and renders the introduction
of it painless to the patient.

PREDICTION OF S8EX BY ABRDOXINAL ACSCULTATION.

Dr. Munre, of Glasgow, in his “ Dissertation
on the use of the Stethoscope in Obstetrics,”
quotes from Steinbach's tablo of observationa on
fiftycix patients, where the sex wsa oorrectly
prodicted in po less than forty-threo instances;
the average of the femsle pulsorsate being 148,
while that of the male was 131.

THE ADMINISTRATION OF PERCELOBIDE OF IRON.

Delicate patients,says Dr. Herbert S - Jw, very
froquently object to the astringent metallic taste
jong remaining in the mouth after the adminis-
tration of tincturs of perchloride of iron, the fla-
vour of which isbat very imperfectly disguised by
the syfup or spirit of chloroform with which it ie
usually ordered. It is worth kmowing that the
substitution of a small quantity of glycerine
{about half an ounce to an eight ounce mixture)
will altogether obviaté thisinconventence.—Brit-
sk Med. Journ.

PILLS OF PROTOXIFE OF IRON

‘When prepared by the formula proposed ten
years ago by W. Kirchmanp, keep perfectly ; 8.0
grm. crystallized sulphate of iron and 1.3 grm.
calcined magmesia aro intimataly mised and form-
od into sixty pilla by the aid of aixtesn drmips of
glycerine.  They are readily costed .icn sugnr,
and abe readily saluble in water, leaving & mag-
ma of protoxide of iron. As sulphate of iren
and sulphate of magnesia require the rame amonnt
of water of crystailization, the pills form with the
glyceribo » very handsome mass, which also pre-
vents the efflorescenco of the sulphate of mag-
nesia formed ; while the latter, covering the pro-
toxide of ivon intiwately, prevents ita oxidption
for years.

. PROPYLAMINE.

New iemedica axe apt (6 creste enthusizam,
and much has been writtenin Pavis for the last
few wooks touching the efficacy of propylamine in
szute crticular rheumatism.  Some obstinate men
oonteaded at the came time that thir new agent
{obtained from docomposing fish) was not quite so
officacious as was supposed, and expressed a beliaf
that the chemical facts upon which the pathology
of rhoumatism is fonnded should ot be at »zoe
thrown ¢verboard, and the uso of alkaline salis
ba quite given up. This is certainly o mct ra-
tional opposition. But we now find an aminent
physician of Paxis, Dr. Gubler, saying at the con-

Jde Pharri ¢t de Cliraie, June, 1873 1 * The trust
put by some people in propylamine a3 an agvat
of some value in the treatment of acute articular
theumatism is not founded upon & suro“basis.
Among the facts published in support of propyla-
mine, some are actually unfavoursble, and others
are nothing more than a lucky coincidence
None ot these facts can be looked upon as afford-
ing satisfactory proof of the efficacy of the new

NEW MODE OF ADKINISTERING COD-LIVER Off.

Numerous aticmpts have been made to render
cod-lives oil less disagreesble, either by gelatin-
ising or eolidifying it, but only with partial sue
cess.  The system ¢ capsules secans to answer
best; but the grkat objection is the number of -
thess which must be swallowed. Now it would
seem that Mesars. Carre and Lemoine have con-
trived to incorporaie the oil with dread. Each -
pound of bread containa a little more than two
ounces of tho oil or five tablespoonfuls, and threo
ocncea of mil.  Small loaves ave also wade
which contain only two tablespoonfuls, snd which
altogether weigh only five cunces. Thess loaves
are beautifully white, lock extremely well, and
have bardly any tasta. Both children and adulis
eat them very willingly. In AL Bouchut's waxd,
at the Children's Hospital in Paris, 34 small
loaves ars brought every morning, and are look-
ed forward to with much anxiaty by the children
for breakfast. They have bren largely uscd
among private pationts, and 2o one complains
of any disagreeable taste. Five or six tablospoom-
fals of oil may thua be given poy diem, incorporat-
od with the bread taken with the, usual food. -

With rcapect to. the Dxmxon Assocmhons
these proposed organintions ought to be _capable;
of great usefulness. The character that may be
gi-e1 to them dependsof course altogether upon |
the nature of the by-lawva by which they are to
be governed.  The bylaws are as yet unformed,
but there ought to bene dificulty in the way of
making them correspnd {o those ruling the
Medical Societies thit alredy exist in certain
cities and counties, hsving for their object the
cultivation of medicsl scimee, the mutual im-
provement and assistince of members, and the
protection of the profission sgainst unprincipled
adventures and the public The provisiohs in

fees, and the legal eJvct which such tariffa shall
posscsa after being signed by the President as
“ reasonable charges” within the meaning of the
Act, show plaioly that the protection of the pro-
fession ii. this regand is contemplated as within
the scopo of the Division Associations, We are
all agreed as to the wisdom and necessity of
unity and harmony in the profession, and these
Associations ought to be mnde powerful means
for promoting such invaluable objects. As to
the promotion of science, the formation of libra-
ries, ete., these ave matters not to be lost sight of,
but which of courss will be left to each particular
Associntion to determine for itself. If it be ad-
visable to have Division Associations posseased
of certain legal powers, it will be convenient fur-
ther to have Branch Associations within the Di-
vision as contemplated by the bill City, town,
and township societies conld in this way be form-
ed in affilistion with the general body, to the
geat convenience of the respective members.

by students on passing the examination for le"nl
qualification. It is now pr:oposed to levy an an-
nual contribution fmm registered practifioners.

PATHOLOGY
DB. PA.RKES ON INFLA_MMATIO\T

.. The following admirable summary, is taken

from the address by Prof. Parkes before the Bm
Medml Association :— _.

- The gréa.t subject of mﬂmmahon, whxcb un-

derlies 8o much of pathology, has suffered many

changes, and yet the views held by some obser-

vers thirty years ago, at the outset of microscopi-

cal regearch, were almost perfectly true. 0.
Thirty years-ago the doctrine of the Vienns

.school,buod;nrtlyonthateachingofhoki-

tansky, though mnever, I think, accepted as a
whole by that great master, was dominant in Ger

many and in France. Everything was dysarazia,

- and the belief that a profound alteration of the

flyids, and especially of the blood, anderlies most
morbid changes, for a long time governed a latge

school of pn.ho]ogmt.w. In this country it has
never obtained great weight, though it certainly
tended to modify our ideas of the origin both of
cancer and of tubercle.  Gradnally losing ground
before the pressure of opposing facts, the doctrine
of crisis at length gave way w 2 local pathology
almost as extreme. The theory which superseded
it was the ccicbmted cellular pathology of Vir-
chow—that theory which looked only to the in-
dividual elements, which traced all to growth of
cells, and which virtually rejected the idea of exu-
dation in the old sense of the wond It was ad-
mitted, indeed, that nutritive fluid emerged in
discase from the vessels as in health, but it was
caught up and appropriated by the cclls met th.h
outsido the vessels, and especially by the connec-
tive-tissue corpuscles. At one time it seemcd as
if the time-honoured term “exudation” would be
banished from pathology, and the old doctrine of
inflammation seemed altogether undermined.
But this cellular pathology was, like the creed it
superseded, pushed too far. True to 'a large ex-
tent, it was made ‘to embrace conditions beyond
it, and the inevitable reaction came.  In' 1867
Cohnheim described” the iransit of the white
blood-cells through the unruptured walls of the
capillaries, and the old doctrine of exudation had
again an empirical foundation. 1 say Cohnheim
dezcribed, but' I "did not say he discovered. For
the discovery had long "been made, and the fact
that it had been made and had been dmregazded
i8 a striking’ instanice of want of appreciation of
a cardinal fact, of which s0'many cases are record-
ed in'the history of all sciences. It is bare jus-
tice to record that in 1839 Williaur Addison, now
of Brighton, perfectly described the em:gratwn of
the ‘white blood-cells; as ‘well as maby other phe-

CASE OF METRO-RECTAL FISTULA.
(Under the care of Dr. A. 8. Ouver; Reported by Mr.

For some years back she hsas had poor. health and to-

DISORDERS. .

Dr. Angus Macdonsld read a paper beface the
Edinburgh Obstetrical Society ( Edinburgh Medi-
cal Journal, June, 1873), basing it upan a remark-
able paper *On Latent Gonoithen in the Fe-
male,” poblished in Bonn last year, by Dr. Emil
Noeggemth. The chief object of Dr. Nocgge-
rath’s communication was to prove that certain
diseased phenomena in the female generative
organs, which have hitherto been considered as
scparate and treated indopendently, possess a com-
mon basis, from which they collectively and
separately take thbeir origin, this being nothing
else than gonortheta. The class of diseases to
which he refera are such serious aflections as
acute, recurrent, and chronic perimetritis, ogphor-
itis, and catarrh of the genital passages.  Accord-
ing to his opinion, the wife of every busband who
at any time has contracted gonorrbeea, with very
few exceptions, is affected with latent gonorrheea,
which sooner or later brings its existence into
iew through'some one of the forms of disease
above mentioned. There is also a great tendency
to sterility or to abortion. The observations are
based upen fifty cases; and Dr. Macdonald be-
lieves that Dr. Nocggerath's ides has & large
amount of clear evidencs in its favour, thongh he
thinks that the latter overcstimstes the extemt
of the influence of the gonorrheeal virus. Ob-
scure cases of gonorrhea, however, have probably
more to do with tha causation of certain forms of
puerperal fever, and with acute and chronic pel-
vic inflammation and aito of chronic cstarrh of
the genital organs, than has hitherto been believ-
ed. Dr. Maocdonald relates four cases which
have occurred in his practice in which an acute
endometritis supervencd in the puerperal state in
patients the subject of chronic or latent gonor
thes; the disgnosis was further confirmed by
the occurrence of ssvere ophtbalmia in the child-
ren. Inonc of the cases the patient died, and
besides ths existence of geueral peritonitis which
had started from the pelvis, there was clear evi-
dence of chronic widening of the Fallopian tubes.
Ho believes that medical men ought to be very
guarded in giving permission of marrisge to
young men who have within a ghort period con-
tracted a gonorrhes, or who suffer from a gloety
dischargs. Want of caution in this matter is
probably the reason why an unfortunately large
number of young women, married in the best of
health, fall into chronic ill-health shortly after
marriage, or become, in two or three months, vie-
tims to a fatal metritis or perimetritis after sbor
tion.

In cases of chronic gonorrhes, the lencorrheea
is of itself of little disgnestic importance, aa it
may vary within wide limits both as regards
quaatity and transparency, but it is usually yel-
lowish-coloured, as if mixed with pus, and non-
transparent as it flows from the cervix uteri.
The cervix is usually surrounded with an in-
tensely red erosion of some lines in width. The
ulerua is usually tender, and the regions of its
muocous membrane adjacent to the mouths of the

- great value, but it soon passes away, Much
more value must be placed on the condition of
the vulvo-vaginal glands and the glands of Bar.
tholini. The vulvo-vaginal glands are enlarged ;
the vulva is sensitive. The existence of inflam-
matory catarrh of the glands of Bartholini is held
by Dr. Noeggerath as most valnable, On separ-
ating the labia minora from the remains of the
hymen between the first and the under lateral
caruncula myrtiformis in a woman, who in for-
mer years has suffered from gonorrbees, it is the
rule to seo an intensely red point, covered over
with glassy mucus, from which as & centre s red
streak, constantly becoming fainter, stresches up-
wards and outwards, and gradually becoming
pale, passes over into the colour of the surround-
ing mucous membrane.

Dr. . Macdonald gives his experience in the
treatment of the acunie affections referred to
gonorrhaa ; and points out that, in & patient suf-
fering from chronic gonorrhes, it is important to
remember that the occurrence of pregnancy is to
be, regarded with some anxiety, and that in the
puerperal state it is sttended with considerable
risk.

TREATMENT OF CANCER OF THE
UTERUS BY ERGOT AND ESCHAR-
OTICS. :

Dr. Milne, in & paper read before the Obstet-
vical Society of Edinburgh, claimed ihat the
treatment of cancer of the uterus by the use of
certain kinds of caustics was more- satisfactory
thar by excision. The caustice recommended
wexo the chloride of zinc, the nitrate of copper,
and the dried sulphate of zinc; and the cases
suitable were all those of enceyha.loxd carcinoma
and epithelioms, where the cervix only was in-
volved. One would not perform excision unless
there was only & small portion of the cervix at-
tacked by the growth, but the escharotic might
be resorted to, and with benefit, when the dis-
eaze was much more extensive.

As regards the mode of application of the
caustics, the dried sulphate of zinc was to be first
used, ‘being applied to the cervix pretty freely
through the speculum, the vagina being imme-
diately thereafter plugged with cotton wool tip-
ped &t the uterine end with a little olive oil
This was to be applied until the slough came
away, after which the cervix was to be- m_;eotod
‘with a saturated solution of nitrate of copper.
This was done to attack any morbid cells lying
beyond the sore from which the afough had separ-
ated.

In reference to the function of ergot given in-
ternally in cancer, Dr. Milne observed that it had
ususally been administered, and with benefit, a3 s
hemostatic ; but he belisved it had another effect
—it lod to the atrophy of the uterus. This was’
an original observation whiclt he claimed to have
been the first to make. If it had this effect, then
its therapeutic pqwer was greater than had been
previously imagined, and could not but be viewed
@ of great value in uterine cancer. It was not

but it was no less 5o to induce uterine atrophy.
This atrophy was natural after the change of lifo,
at which period cancer advanced more slowly ;
and if wo could antedate it, it would be resson-
able to suppose that the progress of the dire dis-
ease would be retarded. In point of fact he had
found such to be the case.

By the use of ergot and cacharotics he bad
cured two cases of caulifiower excrescence, and in
three medullary ones he had retirded the discase
at lesst. If only a postponing of the period of
dissolution was all that could be achieved, yet
this result was worthy of our most devoted ef-
forts. The great drawback in uterine cancer wxs
the Iate period at which it came under our pro-
fessional notice. Usually the whole cervix and
contignous parts were involved, and every form
of treatment was thus debarred. Let it bo scsn
when limited to a part only of the cervix, and
there was every hope that the ergot and caustic
treatment would frequently cure, and often miti-
gate the more distressing symptoms while post-
poning death.—QObatetrical Journal of Greai Bri-
tain aond Ireland.

PHOSPHORUS IN NEU’RALGI_A.

Dr. J. Ashburton Thompson ( Practitioner,
July, 1873 ), contributes a valuablc paper on -
phosphorus in neuraigis. He records 18 cases,
arranges them in three classes: ‘acute primary
attacks, acute recuwrrent attacks, and chronic
cases.’ Six cases occnr in each clasd In the
first class the ages rapged between 25 and 46 ; -
the second between 30 and 60 ; in the third bee
tween tweaty-four and forty. Some_of the pa--
tients suffered from trigeminal, some from cervico~
occipital, some from cervico-brachial neurslgia ;
and one in the second clasa from scistica. Al
thecasesinthe firsttwo classes werecured.  Of the
third class three were cured (one patient had
been afflicted sixteen years without a week’s free-
dom from pain) ; two (both consumptive), wers re~
lieved ; and one uncomplicated case, & woman,
aged forty, with affection of the fifth nerve, of
ten montha duration, was vnbémefited, although
ghe was treated for fifleen days! As might be
expected, the chronic cases take longest to cure,
but in all the cases benefited, relief followed the
first fow doses.

He has employed phosphorus in varicus core-
bmahoqs dissolved in oil, in ether, in chloroform,
in spirit, snd prefers a tincture made by dissolv-
ing the phosphorus in abeolute aloohol with the
assistance of heat. He says, *The moat convenient -
proportion for dispensing is, phospborus, oue
grain; absolute alochol, three drachms. This
mixtare will, I know, retain its powers for six
weeka.” The following is hi method of exploy-

. . .
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ing it: Tinoture of phosphorus, three deachms ;
rectified spirit, two drachms; spirita of pepper-
mint, half a drachm ; water to six ouncea.

This mixture, being unsatable, should be com-
pounded every day. The author prefers the
above form to capsules or pille. ~

THE MICROSCOPE IN MEDICINE

Dr. Parkes in his address to the British Modi-
cal Association adduced the following instanco =

The Delhi or Damascus sore, the Aleppo evil,
and other names have been applied to a discase
which is spread over all the East, affecting men
and dogs, and which, though not fatal, is yet in
the highest degree harnssing and discomforting.
The discovery of the cause and iis cure we owe
to Dr. Fleming, of the Army Medical Service,
and it is & good instance of the great use of tha
microscope in the hands of & competent man.
Dr. Fleming found, ass constant element in
these rodent ulcers, a small cell : ita naturs is
quite doubtful ; no kind of plant can: be develop-
-ed from it, and it is presumably of animal origin ;
it contains nuclei, and grows marvellously fast,
though whether by cleavage, or budding, or ex-
ommotio transit, 5o to speak, of small cells through
ita wall, has not been made out. By pressing in
and abeorbing the nutrition of the skin, it scon
destroys portions of the surface, and forms most
. unsightly and painful uvlcern. That thiz ocell i3
the cause has been proved by repcated inocula-
tions. It is very temacious of life, and resistent
to chemical agents, henoe the usolessncss of the
common plans of local treatment, which have
been 80 repeatedly tried without ‘effect. The
only cure is at once to destroy the ccll with po-
{ansa fusa. In & fow days a sore which has been
open and extending for months is cured a3 by
asgic. The cure isinfallible, andif this planof Dr,
Fleming is carried out, ke will have the morit of
having at once obliterated a disesse which bas
been a plague for hundreds of years, and neither
spared the great Aucungzebs in his Hall of Para~
ise, nor the meanest parish who was no more
4nan useless dust boneath his foet.

Dr. Var Derveer re-
commends to pull the uterns down as much as
possible by a silver wire passed round it, and
then to remove the organ with scissors, making
the cut obliquely, so that the surfaces of mucous
membrape ~an bé brought together. The wire’
acts as a tourniquet as well as a bandle.
