THE 0. A. A.—A CRITICISM.

The following communication, having
been received too late for nsertion in the
March number of the CANADIAN ARCHI-
TECT AND BUILDER, for which it was in-
tended, is, under the circumstances, given
a position here :

LEditor CANADIAN ARCHITECT AND BUILDER,

DeaAr SIR,—It has occurred to me
very forcibly since reading an account of
the convention of the Q. A. A. in the last
number of the CANADIAN ARCHITECT
AND BUILDER, that one of the great
causes of the Association’s want of suc-
cess is the inconsistency of its members.
When an outsider hears so much talk
about ethics, conduct in competition, etc.,
it rather disgusts him to see results.  If it
were only ordinary members who sinned,
the case would not be quite so bad, but
when, as in the late London competition
for a hospital, three members of the
Council entered a competition in which
the whole association through the Council
had been insulted, a most extraordinary
example of association ethics is shown to
the outsider.

It would be hard to find a worse ex-
ample of public competition than this one,
and yet these three Council men (who, if
they were not mere figureheads mn the
Council, must have known the fraud im-
posed by the conditions on architects)
submitted their diawings apparently with
quite an elastic conscience as to the

duties required of them as members of the
Council,

[t seems to me a crime of no small
magmtude for any man to accept such a
position unless he fully intend. to live up
to it. .he example and influence from a
member of the Council is very far-reaching
and will either greatly help or greatly
hinder the cause which the conscientious
men i the Association are trying to
advance,

As an outsider I merely ventute to
sugnest this as one probable cause for the
want of new members. \Whatis to be
gained by becoming one undei such condi-
tions? Certanly no prestige orextra recog-
nitton from the public. As to more ma-
terial advantages there seem to be none.
If the Council would nvesugate and ad-
vise members as to the character of com-
petitions, a ureat deal of good would be
accomplished, much more than by some
of the Council entering every shoddy
competition that comes along.

There 1s a grand opportunny for the
Council to distinguish atself i the St.
Thomas cuity hall competiion, conditions
of which have just come to hand. Let it
show outsiders that the Association
means something.

Awaiting with keen expectancy some
results from that august body the “On-
tario Association of Architects,” I remain,

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ANNUAL MEETING OF ONTARIO
LAND SURVEYORS.

At the sixth annual meeting of the On-
tano_Land Surveyors, which opened in
the Parliament buildings, Toronto, on
Tuesday, March 8th, there were present
the following persons : T, Harry Jones,
Brantford, president; S. James, Totonto;

The minutes of last meeting were
passed, and communications read by
the secretary. A letter was read nviting
the association to meet at Hamilton next
year, also one from E. F. Jennison regret-
ting the custom in vogue of beginning the
surveying of river banks at the high.water
mark. The latter was referred to the
Committee on Land Surveying.

The president, in his address, said that
during the year eight members had been
removed by death, Prowision had been
made for raising the standard of the pre-
liminary and final O, L. S. examinations,
and for holding but one examination a
year. The act of incorporation had also
been amended so as to compel theattend.-
ance of witnesses at the meetings of
council when cases of irregular practice
are being considered. References were
also made in the address to the Diamond
Jubilee of our Sovereign, and to the meet-
ing last year of the British Association for
the Advancement of Science, at which
several interesting papers had been read
by members of the O. L. S.

Reports were read from the committees
on publication, repository and biography,
and from the Council of Management.
The Secretary-Treasurer’s veport showed
a balance of $684.22.

At the evening session a conunittee,
consisting of Messrs. Sankey, Butler,
Niven and Gaviller, was appointed to
confer with a commitice from the Cana-
dian Civit Engineers’ Association regard-
ing an act ot iccorporation to be asked
from the parliament.

The report of the Committee on Ex-
ploration was presented by Mr, E.
Stewart.  The report urged the great
necessity for a thorough governmental
sysiem of inspection of the country south
of James Bay to precede the regular work
of the surveyor. A few parties thus em-
ployed would in a very few years supply
us with a general knowledge of the
country and its resources and capabulities.

SECOND DAY.

Upon re-assembling on Wednesday

morning, Mr. A, W. Campbell, chairman,

presented the report of the Engineering
Committee. He made reference to the
importance from an engineering stand-
point of the proposed Mackenzie and
Mann ralway between the Suckeen river
and Lake Teshn, and 10 the proposed
railway from Toronto w0 James DBay,
During the year, he suid, the mimng in.
dustry had developed with marvellous
rapicdity.  The wawer power of Canada
had also been exploed kugely, and con-
verted into clectric power. Water power
and electricity were at present pronusing
to play an exceedingly important part in
mining. Municipal engineering had made
distinct progress, and in bridge bulding
Canada had produced some notable
works, as, for instance, the replacing of
the old Victoria tubular structure at
Montreal with a modern cantilever, The

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use of cement in engineering wvorks had
also attained great prominence.

Professor C. H. McLeod, M.E,, chief
astronomer of McGill University, was
present as a representative of the Cana-
dian Society of Civil Engineers. He was
sent by the Engineering Society to co-
operate with the O.L.S.n endeavoring
to have legislation introduced defiming the
status of civil engineers in Ontario.

The Committee on Polar Research pre-
sented a short report.

Mr. L. B, Stewart presented the report
of the Committee on Topographical Sur-
vey. He gave abrief resume of what had
been done in that branch of the science
during the past year, and impressed upon
his hearers the importance of basing a
topographic survey upon a geodetic
survey.

Mr. Milton C. Schofield, of Guelph,
furnished the association with a hst of re-
ported cases in land surveymg. It was
decided to refer them to a committee and
have their report incorporated into the
munutes of this annual meeting.

The report of the Committee on Land
Surveving was presented by Mr. M.
Gaviller, of Collingwood, in which he
stated that the large demand for mining
location surveys and supplying informa-
tion for the developnent of the same had
afforded a promising opening to those
who, before qualifying, had taken the
technical course now so well supplied by
several of the colleges. He expressed
pleasure that the majority of those pre-
paring for the final O.L.S. examination
had availed themselvesof the opportunities
afforded by the colleges. Attention was
also drawn to the addition of botany and
Canadian forestry to the list of subjects
for the final examination. The almost
universal iynorance of the growth and
protection of timber, the report read, had
been a source of loss to the country the
extent of which 1 would be difficult to
estimate.

It was decided, on motion by Mr.
Gaviller, that a list of *reported cases,”
furnished by Mr. Milton C. Schofield,
Guelph, should be referred to the Com-
mittee on Land Surveying, in order that
it might be incorporated in their report.

In the evening the annual dinner was
held, at McConkey’s restaurant. The
usual toasts were honored and responded
to in a hearty manner. Recitations and
selections on the graphophone added to
the pleasure of the evening.

THIRD DAY.

After the reception of the auditors’ re-
port and the reading of several papers,
Mr. Gaviller, in answer to a question _re-
garding high water mark from E. S. Jen-
nison, gave a succinct statement of the
case. The starting point of the four rods
allowed by the government was not clearly
defined. High water mark is where vege-
tation ceases. This was Mr. Gaviller's
opinion. The assoctation was asked to
express its opinion also.

“ High water mark is where vegetation
begins to grow,” said A. Niven. He
thought the Crown Lands Department
should lay this down as a guide hence-
forth. :

M. J. Butler submitted the following
resolution : “That the secretary be in-
structed to communicate with the Com-
missioner of Crown Lands, placing before
him the necessity of an accurate instruc-
tion to surveyors with respect to planting
posts on the shores of inland lakes and
navigable rivers, and it is the opinion of
this association that high water mark ends
at the beginning of the lhine of vegetation.”
This was carried almost unanimously.

Prof. McLeod was introduced, and
spoke in substance as follows : * The
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers is a
Dominion incorporated company. Thein-
tention of the society was to make the pro-
fession of engineering a close corporation

in the provinces. The idea was to have
the provincial government define what
was meant by a civil engineer. Such an
act has been passed by the Legislature of
Quebec. In Canada civil engineerng is
the only profession to which an unqualified
person can belong.” He contended that
no infringement upon the rights of the
Ontario Land Surveyors was contem-
plated.

The report of the council upon the
meaning of personal supervision was ac-
cepted. Thus applied stnictly to engineer-
ing in muning locations. A surveycr
making a certificate of supervision should
be personally present and direct the survey
when it is made.

Expressions of condolence were passed
upon the deaths of members since last
meeting, Letters expressing such regret
were authorized to be forwarded to the
bereft fannlies.

By-laws Nos. 45 and 46 were ratified.
By No. 45 a registered surveyor can give
up practice upon giving notice of his desire
so to do, but such surveyors can still
have the privileges of the association by
paying $1 a year. No. 46 stated that a
surveyor who has practised for 35 years is
exempt from association fees.

J. J. Murphy’s paper on “Unrecorded

The report of the committee on dr1,age
was dealt with similarly.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

Messrs. Gamble and Whitson, of Tor-
onto, were appointed scrutineers. Tae
following officers were declared elected by
acclamation : President, P. S, Gibson,
Willowdale ; vice-president, H. J. Bow-
man, Berlin; secretary-treasurer, H. J.
Van Nostrand, Toronto ; auditors, H. L.
Esten, Toronto, and A. W. Campbell,
Toronto.

On the first Monday in April two of the
following gentlemen will be elected to the
Council of Management for three years:
J. L. Morris, Pembroke ; George Ross,
Welland ; F. L. Foster, Toronto, and W,
F. Van Buskirk, Stratford. ‘The other
members of the council are: Hon. J. M.
Gibson, Hamilton; George B. XKirk-
patrick, Toronto ; Villiers Sankey, Tor-
onto; J. W. Tyrrell, Hamilton; Alex.
Niven, Haliburton.

A hearty vote of thanks was tendered
the retiring president, Major T. Harry

Jones, ot Brantford. Mr. A. ]. Van
Nostrand was cheerfully voted $200 for
the energetic way in which he had dis.
charged his onerous duties.

Villiers Sankey read the repont of the
committee appomted to confer with a
committee from the Canadian Society of
Civil Engineers, Montreal. The report
recommended that no steps be taken along
the line proposed by Prof. McLeod until
the whole matter had been placed belore
the 200 sutveyors in Ontario. It suggest-
ed that a circular letter should be issued
by the Canadian Society of Engineers,
and sent to all members of the O.L.S.
Society.

A motion was carried that a committee,
consisting of Messrs. Kilpatrick, Niven
and Sankey, be appointed to deal with the
bill proposed by the Canadian Society of
Civil Engineers, This comnuttee was ap-
pointed in order that surveyors out in the
province may know that their interests are
being looked after by men who are not
“biased engineer-ward,” as Mr. Butler
expressed it.
