The Christian Woman’s Buard of Missions
wag organized twenty years ago; and it is not
only a stunding monument of
C. W. B, M, what Christian women have done,
but it is also an eloquent prophe-
sy of what they can do, if the apostolic injunc-
tion, * Help these women,” is heeded. f{t it
preeminently. the society in the church that
takes care of the pennies. It does not depend
upon the wealthy Christians or churches, and it
bas not received many large countributions; but
the godly women who wotk through it make a
ten cent contribution each month (snd more if
they can), and by the end of the year a large
amount is thus raised for the Lord’s work.
During the year ending Septemiber 30th, $34,-
193.88, bave been raised in this way. There
are pltogether 1,404 auxiliaries with on aggre-
gate membership of 30,744, or an average mem-
bership of between 22 and 23, ‘Thers is
scarcely a church among us where such o
society could not be found, and the small month
ly contributions would in the course of the year,
foot up & very considerable sum, What have
tbese faithful women, who believe in gathering
up the fragwents, done during the past year
through their missionaries} They buv. been
giving heed to the Saviour’s command to the
women of old, “ Go, tell;” and they have told
the story of a risen S8aviour to many who other-
wise might nover hear .it, Ia the Island of
Jamaica there are twelve churches with an ag-
gregate membership of 1185, and as many
Sunday-schools, with an enrollment of 704,
During the year now ended, 104 have been
added to the churches; but owing to death and
other causes, the net increase is nnt nearly so
great, In India a very successful work bas
been carried on, Those who bave long been in
the darkness of sin are coming to the light, and
many children—and converted children are the
hope of India—arae being taught out of the
Bible the wonderful things of God. In the
Bilespur distri « there are five mitnionarier, two
of whom are lady physicians, In the Bins
district there are three missionaries. Two ad-
ditional workers are now on their way to India
—sister Mary Grayhiel and sister Adelaide
Frest, a young lady who graduated from Hiram
College last June. In Deoghur, a Scotch ludy,
Miss Jane Adams, who has been a wmissionary
in India for thiiteen years, has been carrying
on an independent work, She heard, within
the last year, of our missions and ot our work
as a people, and after reading ¢ Our Position,”
she united with the church at Bilaspur, She
will hereafter be supported by the C. W, B. M.
But these women do not work alone in foreign
fields. There are working with a fair measure
of success among the Chinese in Portland,
Oregon. They are also giving timely and
much needed help to the workers in Montana,
Colorado, California, Oregon, Utah, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, and Micbigan. Through their help
churches have been established, preachers paid,
and many souls brought to Christ,

Iw its bistory iv hes proved the wisdom. of thows

who organized it for the purpose of spreading
the truth as it is in Jesus, When churches
were failing in times of financial stringency, this
society wus enabled, by the united contributions
of more fortunale churches, to come to their aid,
When a few disciples found themselves thrown
together in town or country, and desired to
organize for worship and work, but found that
unaided they rould nos maintain a preacher in
their midst, this society hus proved their friend.
When fertile tields were being opened up, labor-
ers were sent in to till and reap for Christ,

his society will prove the unfailing friend of
struggling churches and the preemptor of new
fields in the name of Christ, if the brotherhood
wakes it possible for them to do g0, Many a
church, that i3 now strong, would have no ex-
istence, or at best an uncertain one, if it bad
not been for the aid given. Many a weak
church may, in a few years be strong, if the
help needed now, can he given, During the
year ending September 30th, fifty missionaries
were employed, some for only part of the year.
They spent 11,5i3 days in the fivid, preached
5,051 sermors, had 2,854 additions, organized
fourteen new churches, visited fifty-seven new
points, This wock was carried on in. twensy-
three states and territories, and also in Ontario
and Nova Socotia. Concerning Halifax, the
report says, it ‘¢ is a strategic point of great im-
portance, and no reasonable effort should -be
spared to make the mission there a permanent
success.” The committee on new missions re-
commended that the work be enlarged in the
British provinces as soon as it be possible, It
will be possible jnst as soon as enough wmoney
flows into the treasury, Last year the amount
given by the churches for evangelizing fell
short, by a few thousand dollars, of the sum
given before; but this is easily explainrd oon-
sidering the hard times, The grand total re-
ceipts in all departwents of the G, O. M. C.
work, was $126,357.96, Of this, $6,558.568
was for Negro evangelization and education;
$31,204 37 for Church extension; and $88.695.-
01 for all funds in the Evangelizing depait-
ment. OFf this last sum, $66,9556.97 were raised
by the men iu the field for salarios, building and
repairs, and other parposes; and the balance,
£21,639.04, were contributed by the brother-
hood through the corresponding secretary. An
earnest effort is to be made this year to more
than double the amount given by the churches.
They are to be asked to raise $48,000. Last .
year tho churches in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick gave $87.10, and this year it is de-
sirable that they raise $100. They can do this
easily, and at the same time do more for local
and provincial work than they have been doing,
It is wonderful how much people can do when
they try. It i8 no wonder that they can be
satistied with doing nothing whern they do not
want to work,

came from miscellaneous sources, This past
year, 1806 churches contributed, a gain of 502
over the year before.  There was an increase in
contrituting Sunday-schools of 761, the total
nuwber being 2276, In Canadu, thirty-six
churches contributed this year—a gain of fow
over Just; eightecn Sunday-schuols—a gain of
sixteen; six Iindeuvor societies-——a gain of three;
thirvy -four 1ndividual offerings—a gain of one,
The amount given duting the year was 33,473,
66 against $2,640.1>, being an increase of
$835.18.  What is this among so wmany poor
dying millions, dying without C‘hrist by thou-
sands each day? Aund what is this compured
with what is yewrly spent in harmful indul-
gence, and sinful pleasure, and extravagant ex-
pensel  Still Christian peoplo ave content to ive
anto themselves unmindful of 1huse, their bro-
thers and sisters, whose keepers they arve, This
society supports missionaries among the heathen
in India, Ching, and Japan, and they also do
work in Turkey, Norway, and England. The
claims of Atfrica have heen pressing upou thew,
and it has been decided to enter that field as
soon as possible. Therc are millions there
necding the gospel. The work in the heathen
fields is wultiform. The people live in the
most degraded condition, and body, wmiod, and
spirit, have to be attended to. Jesus olten
reached the spirit through the bodily needs, and
the missionaries tollow His example, In three
monthsio Mungeli, Dr. Hitt treated 1,467 cases,
He is the only physician in 835 villages in that
district. Men often come thirty to thirty-tive
miles for medicine, They bave comoe to Dr.
Durand as far as 300 miles for treatment,
These consecruird medical missionaries have
many 4 chance to drop a seed of truth which
way be carried for many miles, and grow and
multiply  Evea lepers are being baptized.
“The medical work breaks down prejudice, and
opens cities, homes, and hearts to the gospel.
The natives see that the lume walk, the blind
see, the lepers are cleansed, aud they me dispo-
sed to acccpt & religion which bears such fruit,”
The mind is not forgotten. It must be puritied
before the life can be fure. The gospel is the
great purifying power; but it must veach the
mind und heart. In India, Japan, and China,
Bible and tiaining schools buve been opened
where teacher: and Bible readers are prepared
for service. The aim is to train the natives for
work among their conntrymen, Notwithstand-
ing the emall force we bave in the field, many
souls have been won by the love of Jesus. The
greatest work, however, has been in pieparing
tor the future. These are sowing duys. The
reaping days are cowing. He who belps now,
shall rejoice then, He who is uninterested now,
shail be covered with shame then.

- Dear 81steRg—It is 80 long since I wrote, that
1 feel quite ashamed, but am sure vou will pardon
me this time if I promise to do better iu the future,

Have auch good news to tell you that I feel hke
tolling it the first thing instead of waiting to put it
in its place.

it wasdn May, if J mistake not, that I last wrote

“ you of the work. Since then the charity achool on
Matsugawa-Cho bas increased in unmbers, so much
#0 that we have room for no more.

By tho way, 1 have been considering the advisi-
bility of building a small house hera with the fifty
dollars you sent me to aid in the support of this
work, together with what more may be sent from
friends who see this lotter and think with mo that
it would be a good work. With about $50 more
it would be possible to put up a neat lictle house.
The house we have at present—the only one we
counld get in the neighborhood—is so old that i
shakes when a wagoun passes, 88 most houses do in
an earthquake, However, during the past month
have put new paper on windows and wall, and
tacked a7 some of the pretty picture cards sent me
by friends at home, which mako the room look
much better. Since doing so, the children take a
great deal of pride in it, and are very careful not
to tear or acil the paper in any way.

This school was allowed one month'as holiday
(August), my helper who teacles here requiring a
much needed and well-earned rest.

During August, the woman’s meeting was also
discontinued, but the Suuday-school was kept ~n
uninterruptedly threugh the hot weather, and it
was gratifying ‘v see how well it was attended con-
sidering the swoltering heat. As a rule, during
the montha of July and Aagust, uunless it is an
absolute necessity, the people never stir out of
their houses until tho cool uf the eveniug,

Now, however, since the cool weather, the
meetings are picking up, and we have almost as
many as ever.

The Suaday-school in our house haa baen a most
pleas:og part of the work. The same faces, with an
occasional new une, are seen tirere every Lord's day.

The meetings held in cur home on Sunday morn-
ings for preaching, and the observance of the
Lord’s supper, is always well attended. The
members seldom absent themaselves, and we have
visitors every meeting. The last two Suadays wae
were specially favored. We had English sermons
nterpreted into Japaneso, by Bro. F. T. Williswms,

l from China, and Dr. Macklin, who is on his way
there. The Dr. was teling me he eujoyed his
visit in Canada better than w any place eise.

But I must toll you the good news now, I simply
cannot wait any louger. Youn remember the two
wonion of whom T told you who always attended
our women’s meetings sinec they ‘were started a
year ago last September in tho Matsugawa-Cho
school room? Well, they have become Christians,
and have been buried with their Saviour in bap-
tism. Oue of them, the next day told my helper
to tell me that she was very happy; ** yesterday,”
she said, ** was wy little baby’s birthday, aud it
was mino too, for was I not born into Christ’s
kingdom theun?”

And not only these two have been gathered into
our Lord's kingdom, but two of my cirls. U Tami
San, the first Jittle one I took, and O Sono 8an,
who is partly supported by the Iuternational
Bridge Y. P. S. C. E., with two other girls in the
mission homeo, have also put on Christ and risen to
walk in pewness of life. I wonder if the ingels
rejniced more than 1 did!

Oh, pray for them, dear sisters, that they may
be kept in the faith steadfast nnto the end. It is
80 much hatder for them than for us, they are
such babes in Christ, and have 80 many more
tumptations than we who wete brought up under
Christian influences—and no one knows how very
much that means till they have lived in a heathen
country.

THE WOMEN OF JAPAN,

Very abundant and widely varying is the writ-
ten testimony with referenco to the women of
Japan. On the one hand they have been represen-
ted as hopelessly immoral, bigoted, superstitious
and ignorant. Ou the other ha.d, some have
cleimed for them a greater degree of ochastity,
gentleness, and all loveabie qualities than is pns-
sessed by the women of the western world. Both
viewa sre oxaggerated. That the Japanese women
have shown themselves remarkably oapable and
attractive, I-think, does not admit of a doubt.
In literature, art and song; as empresses; in pre-
serving and developing the pure Japanese language;
in their homes, and in every way, they have proven
themsslves equal to alinost any demand to which
the feminine wiud and heart ocvuld resprnd. In
many things the women of the Occident might
learn frum these gentle cffictent Oriental ladies.
Japanese wowen now can advauce by the eide of
their brothers in educational lines, a state quite
impossible thirty years ago. With naturally equal
ability to rise, that the western women pussess,
what 18 1t Lthat keeps Japanese womeu wnore or less
in the back ground? The reasou can very readily
be found in the false religions of this land. Budd-
hism teaches that woman has no chance of salva-
tion, unless in fnture transfurmations of her soul
she becomes a man! But the educated Japanese
man will tell you that that part of the Buddhistic
code is a dead letter. Ecen though that may be
true, it is very evident to the western Christian
women, that the 1ignominy entailed upon women by
such teaching, canuot be removed in a c uple of
decades.  Moreover, it is an open secvet in Japan,
that the Buddhist priests are dissolute men. How
can it bo expected that such teachars will raiae the
women of s country up into a higher and clearer
moral atmosphere.

Two great forces are in operation in Japan
which are sadly against women. One is filial obe-
dience taught as a religious duty, the other is
polygamy. One may well ask, why filiai obedience
should be a curse. Iu this couniry and in Chins.
it has been taught in such a perverted way, that it
is that to a very marked aud terrible degree. Pure
sweet girls, are 80'd into bLrothels, geing with a
clear consclence, feeling thut they nare pleasing
gods and men in thus making a sacrifice of them-
selves to relieve their fathers of sume embarrass-
ing debt, or saving them from some great suffering
because of poverty.

When one hus lived years in & land whers such
terrible wrongs are perpetrated, and where the
idol shelves are adorned with lighted tapers and
flowers, ®nd the gods worshipped in brothels as
enthusiastically as elsewhere; when houses of ill
fame are built on temple grounds, and at certain
shrines lewd women pray for foxly cunning to
entice pocple into their haunts, etc.—one wonders
at the gush about Theosophy, and can but pray—
¢t Lord, deliver us from such & craze for fads.”

Obedience is the watch-word of the women in
Japan. To the fathor while single; to the husband
when married; and to tho oldest son while n widow,
The mother-in-law ia an awful bugbear to tho wife
in Japan, and many a bright earnest women is
kept out of women'’s meetings and the church,
because the idolatrous old mother-in-law won't hear
to any connection with the fureigner or the ‘‘ new
Jesus’ teaching.”

Juat now, the women of the Empire, beginrin
with the Empress, are all a fire with war, like zea
and enthusiasin, Rolling thousands of bandages,
aund preparing winter clothing for their soldiers in
Corea, engrosses all their enorgies.

Poor Japan! How she needs the gospel of love
to God and man! Oanly that is needed to lift hor
up and make her a mighty power for gcod in the
world. We cunnot poiut to our own or other any
land and say, ‘ there is a connfry altogether
worthy of imitatinn because of Christian,” but we
can point to Christ and His bleased Word, and say
only in so far as nations and individuals imitate—
* reproduce ""-—Him and live His words, cau they
fuifil the high and holy purpose with which they
were created by the all-loving Father.

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FAITH, BAPTISM AND SALVATION.

A DISCOURSE DELIVERED TO THE BAPTIST cHURCH
IN STURRBRIDGE, MASS.,, LORDS Day, P. M.,
oCcToBER 9, 1852,

By F. W, Iinvons.

He that believeth nnd ic baptized shall be saved,
Mar'c xvi. 16.

Many Baptists do r.ot aee eye to eye with the
Discipler on the design of baptisin, and set this
forth as an objection to the union of the two
bodies so much spoken of vecently., We think
the Lord has mede this point very clear in his
1ast commisgion, and instead of the usual editorial
for this and the next CHRISTIAN we give our
readers the following discourse from s Baptist
preacher to a Baptist church, delivered over
forty years ago:

In the commission of our Lord to his apostles,
recorded by Muvtthew, are two injunctions—
the first is to maie disciples, tho second, to in-
struct the disciples wlv all things given them in
charge. How they were to make disciples we
are irformed by Mark, It was by preaching
the gospel, 8o accompanied by the demonstra-
tions of the Holy Spirit as to produce faith in
their hearers, and after faith a change of heart
—a change of life, in a word, or tuining of the
whole person to God—boly, soul and spirit, a
dethronement of self and an enthronement of
God in the affections through Jesus Christ, and
then througb baptisin to separate them from
the worli—to introduce them into Jhe fawily
and church and kingdom of Christ on earth.
“QGo ye therefore and preach the gospel to every
creature,” said our Lord, *“he that bLelieveth
and is baptized shall be saved.”

Aguin, according to Luke, be said unte themn,
Thus it is written and thus it behoved Christ to
sufler and to rise from the dead the third day,
and that repentance and remission of sins
should be preached in his name among all
nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

The apostles began the fulfilment of their
ministry conferred by the last commission of
the Lord at jerusalem. They bad waited for
the promised gift of the Holy Spuit, which was
poured out upon them in copious measures on
the day of Pentecost.  And they then stood wp
and preached as the Lord had commanded thens.
He had commanded them, as we have seen, to
preach the gaspel. And what fur gospel did
they preach? It was the love of God in Cbrist
—Christ crncitied, Christ dead, buried, risen
from the dead—all tor our sins and for our
justilication according to the scriptures, And
their preaching, we buve said, was uccompanied
by the demionstrations of the Holy Spirit. A
record of these accompanying influences is given
in the secoud chapter of Acts. They were
audible, they were visible. They conferred
upon tha apostles and all the disciples then
agsociated with them the miraculous powers of
speaking langusges unknown to them before,
and to peiform also many signs and wonders,
which at once struck howe conviction on their
rational audience of the truth of their preaching
and caused vbem ‘o cry out, “Men and brethren,
what shall we do%” But for these demon-
atrations o, the Holy Spiiit accompanying the
first proclamation of the gospel all their preach-
ing would have been in vain—not a soul would
have been converted; for no wman can say that
“Jesus is the Lord,” says Paul, “but by the
Holy Ghost.”

By the Holy Ghost Jusus had Leen singled
out of the vast multitudes who crowded the
Jordan to Jubn to submit to his bapti~m by_
descending upon his head in the bodily forn of
w dove while a voice from beaven was heard to
suy, “ Thou art iy beloved Son, in whom 1 am
well plensed.”  Thus were tho apostles and first
disviples of Chiist ussured of his divine wission
and so enabled to believe on him. And we
way add that by the sume demonstrations
which were exhibited on the dny of Pentecost,
and subsequently in the apostles’ time—a record
of which wo huve in the New Testament scrip-
tures—have all since those times, and thus are
we enabled to beliove, ‘*“These things are
wiitten,” says Johu, “that ye wmight believe
that Jesus is the Christ the Son ot God, and
that believing ye might have life through his
name.” Written? Yes, and so wiitten by so
many witnesses and 8o coofitmed by such testi-
mony that every rational person who has ever
since had in bis bands a copy of the New Testa-
ment, by giving heed to it, was and is enabled
as well to believe to the salvation of bis soul as
were they who attended on the personal ministry
of the apostles, and with their own eyes saw
and with their own cars heard these visible and
audible demonstrations of the Spirit of God.

‘“ He that believeth,” says our text, The
gospel was preached to be believed, and without
taith iv is impossible to please God. Fhith,
therefore, stands first, But it stands not alone.
No, my friends. Though faith is absolutely
and indispensably vecessary as the first exercise,
and is in fact the first memal step from the
kingdom of Satan to the kingdom of Cod’s dear
Son, it stands not alone, and is not the only
step, nor does it of iteelf introduce anyone into
a state of salvation ; for in the other testimony
which we have quoted onr Lord says, * And
that repentance and remission of sins should be
preached.” Repentance, too, is consequently
connected as an indispeusable pre-requisite to
the present Christian saivation, Repentance is
the second mental step—the next step to faith,

Nor are repentance and faith all that is neces-
sary to the remission of sins. No, for the
Suviour did not suy—be has nowhere said—that
he that believeth shall be saved, or “he tbat
believeth and repenteth shall be saved.,” And
why nct? Because faith and repentance are
both mental acts, or, in other words, acts of the
mind—acts of the understanding and heart and
will—acts of the spirit and soul ; whereas man
is composed of a body alsn—a body that has
been defiled by sin—a body that must be re-
doeaied and presented a living sacrifice to Christ
—4a body that wust, with the soul and spirit, be
born again to enter the kingdow of heaven here,
and be born from the grave, too, by a renova-
ting, transforming and glorious resurrection to
inherit the everlasting kingdom above, Heuce,
said our Lord to Nicodemus, “ye wust be born
again,” and “except a man be born of water
and of the spirit ne cannot enter into the king-
dom of God.” Mk it. The Saviour here
8ays, not your spirit must be born again, but
you—that is sour whole person. And he says,
not exceps the soul or the spirit, or the soul and
the spivit, of a n:an be born again, but except a
man, the whole man--spirit and soul and body
* be born again.” And how born again? Not
of the spirit only, but of water and the spirit,
To be born «f the spirit we must be quickened
by it, we must be begotten of it, we must be
renovated in the temper and dispositions of our
minds by the werd of the truth of the gospel.
In & word, we must be so changed by the Holy
Spirit as to by ready, willing und waiting for
the commandment, “Arise and bo baptized,” to
urige and obey. And to be born of water we
wust be baptized, for our Lord bas saic, « He
that believeth avd is baptized shall be saved,”
Hence, tho Apostie Peter, on the day of Pente-
cost, answered tbe question, *‘ What shall we

do 1 by repent and be baptized every one of
you in the name ot Jesus Chnsetor the remission
of sins, and neuce the Apostle 'Pd“l pl‘nys_the
"Thessalonians whe had been discipled by believ-
ing and obeying the gospel— that sheir whole
spirit and soul and body moght be preserved
blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesns
Chuiiat.

« | believo in heart religion,” says one, and
the scriptures is quoted, * Son, give e thy
heat,” “1 believe not in head religion.”  But
I believe, says the Christian, the_ well-tuug!)t
disciple of Christ—in head anq in .he.nrb, in
body and iu soul religion. I believe in its tak-
ing possession and governing the whole man—
body, soul and spirit, for Paul says, « With the
hesrt man belioveth unto righteousnces, and
with the mouth confession is mude unto salva-
tion.” And again, says Jumes, “If any man
among you seemeth to be religious and bridleth
not his tongue, but deceiveth his owa heart, that
man's religion is vain.  And further, “ pure
reiigion an undefiled before God and the Father
is this. To visit the fatherless and widows in
their affliction and to keep himself unspotted
from the world,” Hers, too, is hand and foot
religion, tor to visit the fatherless and widows
we must walk to and enter the abodes of want,
and we must 1elieve their neceesities by opening
and extending to them the hands of our beue-
volence, My little children, says John, let us
not love in word, neither in tongue, but in deed
and in truth. What is it to love in word and
in tongue? Itis when wo hear of any proper
ohject of cLarity, or such an object presents
bimself or herself Lefore us, we only express
our piety, or regret, or compussion, by saying
that we are sorry for them. 1t is as the priest
and the Levite loved the unfortunate man men-
tioned by our Lord in his parable who fell among
the thieves, by passing by on the other side,
whereas to love in deed and in truth is to love
like the good Samaritian who came to him,
tovk him up and seated him on bis own beast
and brought bim to an inn and took care of him,
pouring into his wounds oil and wine and pro-
wising to pay the host all that he would spend
on him till his complete recovery. Here was
an exhibition of religion pure and undefiled
before God and the Father. But he who sees
his brother in need and shutteth up his bowaels
of compassion from him, how dwelleth the love
of God in him?

Is not this good doctrine, my brethren? Is
it not orthodox and sound according to the
teaching ot Christ our Lord and his apostles ?

I am aware that sowe one present may or
might respond, “We have not been taught to
embrace baptism in regeneration. We do not
helieve it to be a saving ordinauce and essential
to salvation.” It is an old charge against the
Baptists—it was made muany years ago—and it
bas been reiterated and answered perhaps a
thousand times that we muke too wuch of bap-
tism-—that we make it a saving ordinance.
The usual reply to this charge has been that we
baptize no ivfants and uo adults, but believers
or protessed belicvers in Christ, and consequently
that we require all the subjects of our bagtiam
to be justitied by faith Lefore we can ieceive
them.to baptism, This answer has been deemed
suflicient, . But I feel dispased on this occasion
to answer it more at lurge,

. I ansver, therefore, that as Baptists we be-
lieve all t}xat and only that which the Lord
Jesus Chriet and his xpostles have said on this
subject. OQur Lord said, “Go make disciples.
disciple or convert nll nations, baptizing them.”
He 8aid, “Go preach the gospel to every creature,
he that believeth and is buptized shall be saved,”
And hg _84id, “except a man be born of water
and spirit he cannot enter into the kingdom of
God.” Peter said to men of every nation under
heaven assembled at Jerusalem oo the day of
Pentecost, ¢ Repent and be baptized every one
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of you in the nawme of Jesus Chiist for the re-
mission of sins,”  And be further said in his
furst epistle “ to the eleot, according to the fore-
knowledge of God the Father, the like figure
whereunto even baptism Joth now save us. not
tho putting away of the filth of the flesh, but
the snswer of a good conscience towards God
by the resurrection of Jesus Christ.” Aud Paul to
the Romans: “ Weare buried wish hun (Christ)
oy baptism into death, that hke as Christ was
raised up from the dead by the glory of the
Father even s0 wo also should walk in newness
ot life.”

Does unot Christ, does not Petor, does not
Paul, in theso passages of scripture, make bap-
tism a saving ordinance? 'Lhen ueither do we.
But I will suppose my hearers now to ask me
right out the question, Do you believe and
mesan to preach that baptism is essentia! to
salvation? I snswer, We believe that baptism
is not what is frequently denominated a non-
essentiul, a mere rite or ceremony, a mere out-
ward bodily act. But we believe it—as I think
we have shown it to be—an act of the whole
person—body, soul and spirit, the test act of
our faith and change of heart, the act by which
"ve are admitted into the kingdom of heaven on
earth, the act which the Apostle Paul calls the
washing of regeueration.

But still the question returns: * Do yon be-
Jieve and mean to preach that baptism is essential
to salvation 7 'Taking it tor granted, now, that
the querist agrees with us on what baptism is
according to the definition we have just given of
it, I agk in my turn, “ What do you mean by
salvation ¥* “ What by the phrase ® cssential
to salvation’?” And how fur back and forward
would you go? How many embrace and whom
exciude? Am I avswered, “ We wmean by
salvation everlasting happiness in heaven, and
by ccsential to salvation we mean necessary for
every individvsl of the human family.”

I answer emphatically No. We do not be-
lieve nor do we mean to preach that baptism is
essential to salvation in this sense to every body,
For Abel, Enoch, Noah, Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob, Joseph, Moses, Joshua, Samuel, David,
Daniel and myriads of others who lived and
died in faith, under the Patriarchal and Jewish
dispensations have all gone to heaven, and we
have no testimony and consequently no faith
that any ot them were haptized. They have
gone to heaven, we say, for the Lord speaks of
it as the highest privilege of his elect that they
“ghull come from the east and from the west
and from the north and the south and sit down
with Abrabam and Isaac and Jacob in the
kingdom of heaven, while the children of the
kingdom shall be cast into outer darkness where
shall be weeping aud gnashing of teeth.”

Am I answered: “ We mean by salvation
everlasting happiness in heaven, and by essential
to salvation we mean ne- ssary for all that have
lived and now live since Jurist set up his king-
dom upon the earth.”

I answer No, for of the buwan fanily there
since have heen and now are wany infants and
deaf and dumb persons, and milliobs in heathen
lands who never lieard and never will hear the
gospel, and consequently could nov and cannot
believe and obey it by being baptized, Their
not being baptized conseguently will not exclude
them fiom an entrance into the everlusting
Lingdom of oar Lord Jesus Christ in the tuture
world,

Am I answered: *“We mean by salvation
everlusting happiness in heaven, and by essentizi
to salvation we mwean necessary for all who huar
the gospel preached.”

I anuwar again No, for there have been mauny
who have heard the gospel presched, and there
are doubtless very many now living who do not
understand that connected with the goapel is
the command to be buptized. There are many,
too, who understanding this do not understand

-

what baptism is.  From the false teaching
which they have recetved in childhood aund
youth, and prior and subgeguent to henring the
gospel, they stncerely believe (think) or snppose,
rather, for where there is no testimony theve
can be no faith, that baptism is a spinkling ov
a pouring, and under these impmessions have
Leen sprinkled or poured upon for baptizw.
They have believed with all their heart that
Jesus is the Christ the Son of the living God.
They have repented of their sins, they have
turned to God,  They have loved God and yet
they huave died, and they dis nnder these mis-
takes—unbaptized, I do not, I caunot find it
in my Bible, nor in my heart, to shut heaven
and exclude from eternal life such persons as
thege,

OPEN LETTER.

No. II.

Our former letter dealt with your last qnestion.
Tn this letter, we will answer your first question.
i. e, ** What should ovr attitude be toward the
denominations,” I suppose you mean by this—
should we associate or worship with those whose
orthodoxy we do not accept. T conclude by this,
that the subject is not really settled in your own
mind; although it is hardly supposable that you or
any one would exclude themselves from religious
sogioty, because of theological differences. If to
assuciate with those whom we think are in error,
is compromising the truth, then such association
would be wrong, and we would be obliged to with-
draw our association from all churches and run &
church of one, for where ia the church to-day that
has not mere or less error? Many brethren who
are very dear to us, and with whom we worship
regularly, bave their faults and their errors, but
none would say we were sanctioning their errurs,
because of our association with them. But you
say thero are errors of doctrine that are vital, that
destroy the essential doctrine of salvation, and
should not be recognized as right and safe. This
is admitted. But this does not touch the question.
What we say is this: that onr assaciation and
worshipping with such, is not recognizing them
right and safe. Take the command, to-** lay by our
«fferiugs as the Lord has prospered us,” to give to
the Lord according to our means. Is this not a
vital doctiine? Is there any truth made more
obligatury than the giving our means to the L rd
according as he has blessed ual” and yet there are
those who are violating this essential element of
\ife and salvation, who are giving little or nothing
ont of their abundance. Will you say that our
associativn and worshipping with such is recognizing
them us right and safe? If you say—no, then you
have granied the position we have taken, that the
minghug and associating with those whom we may
snppose are wrong even in vital doctrine, ie not
sanctioning their errors, nor compromisiug the
truth. I think you will admit that if such asaocia-
tion was a compromise of (ruth, we would need a
whip of small cords at home., Wau ray, therefore,
tkat our attitude toward other churckes should be
friendly, and ap exchange of pulpits and union ser-
vices, when the conditivna were favorsble, We
should® carry out the golden rule in our religious
work as well as in our secular interest.

Now for your second question: ** Xf you believe
in a crsmopolitan religion, whut benefit is there in
it.” We don't like the word ¢ cosmopolitan,” it
does not express the friendly relation existing be-
tween churches. We admit it means one who is at
home in every place, but its true meaning is better

’

oxpressed in the one who has no fixed home, a
sort of n trulp, one who is running here and thero
and everywhere, getting his reticious food without
cust.  Yuu wmean, nndunbtedly, to ask, What bene-
fit is there in this wtitun of scrvice, whou there aro
such divisions in docirine I auswer, much every
way. It helps break duwn the religious intolerancs
that is now such a hindrance to the prosperity of
Christiamty. It does not fulluw, that because we
cannot agreo theologically, that we must be spirit-
ual ecclesiastical porcupines. In every age of the
world, relizious intolerance has been rampant,
We are thankful, however, that it has not the
power now that it hed :n former times, yet the
spirit still existg, to brand one a heretic who may
differ in doctrine. While we may not employ
literal stones to silence our opponents, yet theve
are tho stones of slander and falsehood, and subtle
social influences, that damage our reputation, and
depreciate our charaoter. This unfortunate condi-
tion of iptolerance, is greatly lessened by vur tact
and contact, We need by our example, to teach
the doctrine of charity, The Morning Star says:—
** The church has greater things to contend against
than mutilated bapiism, a mutilated charity is a
much greater evil.,” Friendly asscciations and
investigation will help us to seek out our agree-
nents, and wherein we disagree, love will apply
the plaster rather than rub the sore. We may not
be able to unravel this skein of undenominational-
ism just now, hut common sense will teach us, not
to cut the knot we can’t untie. We do not want
to hide the light under our bushels, but let it shine
brightly in any place, and among all classes. Wo
have nuthing we are afraid of losing, *¢ Our creed
cinuot be outgrown—we have only to defend what
is the common heritage of Christians.” Now isour
time to make known the yospel of Christ. The
consensus of buman thought to-day is in favor of
union; and who has the true basis of Christian
union to-day, i not the Disciples? 'I'he best minds
to-day sre admitting this. The noted Dr. Armory
Bradford, president of the American Institute of
Christian Philosophy, said last year at Chautauqua,
in his address before a large assembhly of the fore-
most minds of the country: *‘ that in a return to
Christ, set forth ia the basis of univn by the Epis-
copal Church, he wounld place beside it the beauti-
ful basis of univu urged by the Disciples of Christ:
1. The primitive creed—** Thou art the Son of
God.” 2 Tho primitive ordinances—baptism and
the Lord's Supper. 3. The primitive life—the hife
and exan p'e of Christ.”” He, with those assem-
bied, sssented to the cfliciency of such a basis of
unjon. Is it uwot true, as Cardinal Gibbons has
lately said, ¢ tbat denominations and creeds and
confessions are going to pieces before our eyes.”
Should this not induce us to make this onr oppor-
tunity to help shorten and lessen human creeda?
Woe should be a8 wise as the * children of this
world,” and study coinditions and circumstances,
and take every advanta. e of ail the forces that will
lead to prosperity. We must go out into the high-
ways of life, and into the uedges of this tangled and
mystical world of ours. This is not the ageof
hermits. The evidence of true discipleship is not
in possessivn of the truth, bnt in its fruit, Life is
tho fruit of truth. The one talent servant might
as well bad a counterfeit in his napkin as a talont,
Oune wunld be as much good to him as the other if
not ueed. Truth s no better to us thau error, if
not used. Take the truth right into society of all
kinds, and let it win other precicus souls to
Christ. H. M.

« YOUNG PEOFLE 1IN THEIR RELA-
770N 10 CHURCH WORK.”

An Addeess read at the Hants County meeting, held in West
Gore last June, by Miss Tillie Stevens of Newport.

We wro living in an age in which the bost me-
thods of work are demanded in all kinds of labor.
The business world requires progress. The mon
of to-day cannot adopt the same old methods that
were employed fifty yeurs ago, and compete with
others in the same occupation, There is a constant
demand for improvement. In rothing is this de-
mand more imperative than in the work of the
church. God designed the church to be a living
institution, and not a lifeless set of forms. A few
years ago, all church work was left for the minis-
ters. Nuw we see the reed of every one joining
in tho work. The church cannot live if its mem-
bers are asleep. Every member shovld be awake
and ready for duty, for **the harvest truly is
plentevus, but the laborers are few.” There is
abundance of work for all, even for the youngest.

Sume yeurs ago, the young penple of the church
were lovked nupon s hearers of the word only—not
doers. It was then thought that they were to be
simply good, now we expect them to be good for
something. At that time they were not aware of
the great loss they were sustainng for the want of
exercise. By observation, we learn that doing
uives the power to do. Look for instance at the
blacksmith. What a muscle he has developed?
Why is it that he has so much more strength in
his arm than other men? Otbers :ake the same
quantity and quality of food, yet their muscle is
not increased. The only way we can account for
this, is that they have not taken the same exercise.
Thus with all the members of our body; in order
that they may be useful to us, we must give them
something to do. Itis not wood merely to exer-
ciss one part of the bcdy, but if we would have a
well rounded being, all parts must be brought into
play. We find tbat the healthy state of one part
depends very largely upon that of another. Then
to have a healthy body we must see that its indi-
vidual members are active. So with that great
body, the church; in order that it may be in a
healthy atate of growth, its members must take
exercise, and that continually—not only one mem-
ber, but each and every one, young as well as old.

Some one may ask, what can youug people do in
the church? 1ls it right for them to tuke a leading
part? Why, they will leave nothing for the older
vnes! Now this is a mistaken idea. There is
more than enough for all to do. One generation
soon passes away, and another as apeedily takes its
place. Those who are vow yuung, will not have
lung to wait before they are the men and women.
Are they fitted for the position? If they have not
been developing the talents which God has given
them, and been growing in grace and in the know-
ledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they
are as babes just beginning to walk, and they will
scarcely have learned to walk when they will be
called to rest, and some one else will take their
place. How much more they would have been able
to have accomplished, had they begun theic Chrie-
tian work when young. Let the young now profit
by the vxperience of their elders, and improve the
present hour,

There are mavy ways in which the young peo-
ple may be a help in winning rouls for Christ.
We do not realize the worth of an imwmortal soul.
It doth not yet appesr what we sball be. When
we think of a soul inhabiting a poor sfllicted body
ou earth, it is hard to imagine that soul arrayed in
the glories of eternity and tha charms of heaven—
that soul which Satan is now ruling to be the soul
over which angels will rejoice. But we muat re.

pe—

member that Jesus died for every soul; even the

moat sinful, and it is the duty of Chriatians to lecd
theso souls to the Saviour and to heaven. If you
sho-ild be thus successful in one iustance, this one
wonid be 2 rich reward even for the labours of the
longest life.  ** He who converteth the sinner
{rom the error of his way, shall save a soul {rom
Aeath, and shall hide a multitude of sins.”

God has given us all talents—some more and
gome lass. Wo should use these to the best of our
ability. He asks no more of any one. ‘¢ For unto
whomeoever much is given, of him shall be much
required,” Yet there is no ome too small, too
feeble, too poor, to be of service. We should not
be discouraged because we do not see some great
deod that we can perform, tut we must be faithful
in small things. Christ eaid, *“ Whososver shall
give to drink unto oue of these littlo ones a cup of
cald water only in the name of a disciple, verily T
say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.
Every Christian worker can give a message to his
neighbor with a directness that it could not have
while being spoken from the pulpit to a great con-
gregation. This individual influence is even great-
er than is generally supposed. Every young man
or woman is speaking hy his daily example to every
acquaintance of his, and he is either winning his
comrade to a higher plane cf living, or encouraging
them to be satisfied with life on a lower plane.
Not merely when he rouses himeelf to active effort
in behalf of a companion, but in his ordinary con-
duct and in the spirit which he illustrates in all
course, he is influencing individuals, and he must
onc day gave an accuunt of this influence. The
eloquence of a holy life has awakened the thought-
lesa to attention to their best interests, and taught
even acoffers wisdom.

Lot us embrace every opportuaity of doing good.
A present opportunity is always worth the best
efforts of the one to whoa it is presented. It may
not be as great as he thinks himself capable of im-
proving, and therefore it may not seem to sum-
mon him to his utmost endeavours, But unless a
man does his very beat in improving the opportu-
nity he has, be it small or great, he is not likely to
have a better one open to him. He whn would be
invited to & higher position must firat be willing to
occupy a lower seat.

Another mnde of usefulness open to all the die-
ciples of the Saviour, is that of kindly noticing and
encouraging persons who become hearers of the
gospel. It frequently happens that persons who
have lived without God in the world, begin to
frequent the house of prayer. They need instruot-
ion, Peorhaps they are impressed and need en-
couragement, but they are not acquainted with
Christian friends,. My young brother or sister, is
thin not ar opportunity for you (o help? Often a
kind word cr a look of sympathy may prove a bles-
sing to some one. He who watches for opportuni-
ties will ind many. Jesus said, ¢ Ye call me
Master and Lord, and ye say well; for so [ am.
If I then your Lord and Maater have washed your
feet, ye also ought to wash one another’s feet. For
1 have given you an example, that ye should do as
I have done to you. Paul exhorted the brethren

unot to be weary in well doiug, but to be ready tn
evory good work.

I thiok we have plenty of scriptural evidence
that we cannot begin too early to serve God.
From a ohild, Timothy knew the Holy Scriptures
which are able to make thee wise unto salvation
through faith which is in Christ Jesus. Then let
us look at the life of Christ whioh ia our bext guide
through life, and we find that when a youth he
was about his Father's business, Oh that we were
more Christ-like! God has promised to vender to
every man according to hia deeds. To those who
by patient continuauce in well doing, he will give
eternal life.
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In addition to all the other powerful matives
which stimulate the Christian to activity there is
one which the Sou of God assigned as a reason for
hisunwearied exertions, ** The night cometh whea
no man can work;” the night of death that will
put an eternal end to all our labors for the glary of
God in the salvation of man. The lungest snmmer
day soon elapses, and he who toils from ite duwn to
its close, soon has to say, ‘‘ My labor is dono!?”
So time will soon end with those you wish to bene.
fit, and will end with you.

How long have we young people of this county
been idle? How often we have said ** We cannot
do anything!" To-day we must all be convinced
that the young peuple of the different churches
represented here have a work to do.  Shall we do
it? What have we been doing in the past? We
have been depending upon a few of the members in
each church who are the true and the tried, «'hey
will soon be gone. Who is to fill their placest
Let us try to help them bear the burden now, that
we may be prepared to carry on the work when
they have gone to rest.

If it is God's will, we hope to meet in our county
meeting noxt year. Then let us to-day make up
our minds to return to our homes and churches to
work, and when we meot at that time, let it be
reported that there have been one hundred addi-
tions to the ohurches. Work for this duting the
year, and let it be known throughout the country
that the young puople have goue to work, and that
they haveé a relation to church work. The sacred
Scriptures direct us diligently to improve the fleet.
ing span of life, to live sunsible of its uncertaiuty,
aud waiting for its end. Let us look therefore on
time as time ever coming nearer to its end, and
try to spend its golden moments s in our dying
day we will wish to have spent them. How often
we have heard of euch reflections as these being
made nn a death-bed, * Oh! had I but spent the
time that I have wusted in idleness in the service
of iny Master,” There is 80 much more happiness
derived from work than from idleness. Then let
us be active and zealous for the time is short,
Think how short is our day of labor and how long,
how near, the eternity of rest. Hear the vuice
which says, * Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do,
do it with all thy might.”

Christ suffered and died for us that we might
Jive etercally; and now he has gone to prepare a
home for us in heaven where we will dwell with
him forever. May we continue to sound his
praises while on earth, and confees uis name at
every opportunity, that he may confess us before
the God of heaven, and when this life ia ended,
may we hear the welcome plaudit, * Well done,
good and faithful servant; thou hast been faithful
over few things, I will make the ruler over many
things; enter thou into the joy of thy Lord.”

WANTED—A SKY LINE.

'fhe most pressing need in the church just now
is & distinct line of demarkation between the child-
ren of God and the cbildren of this world, We
remember once to have heard old Dr. Colver say,
with a great sigh of relief, after returniuy from a
three monthe’ visit to England, during a particular-
ly fogay season : ¢ Thank God for.an atmosphere
where oue can tell which is cloud and whioh is sky.
For three months 1 have been in England, sud in
all that time I could not besurein a single instance
where the clouds left off and the sky began.”
That is too much the case with the church and t!xe
world, as at present seen. The church, as a spirit-

~ual body-of wen and women, is ot cleatly marked

off from the world. The lines of each intorpenetrate
far into the region of the othor, The world is in
the church, and the church is in the world  There
are, of course meny individual Christians wheae
Jives and characters are so distinctly Chriatian that
no one questions on which side of the moral conflict
now going on among men they are ; but this is not
true of the church as a whole. Yet this is just
what is most needed, and what our Lord expected
the church to show forth.

We need as dietinct a sky line ar. und the spirit-
ual orgacization as there is about the building in
which the church worships. Passing throngh any
oity or village the traveller has no difticulty :n
picking out the chuches from wother buildings
Church architecture has a distinct character. Of
old it was intended to symbolize the faith, thoughts,
and aspirations of the worshippers, Its cruciform
plan told of the cross as the foundativn of the
Christian hope, and every stone was built upon
that cross, until the whole building was une grand
expression of it. Ite spire told of the heavenly
aepirations of the church worshipping within.
Strength and beauty, purity and hope, were wrought
into its columns, buttresses, .racery and onamen:
tation. .

Is not this what is expected of Christians? Are
not they a peculiar people ; a spiritual temple built
up unto the Lord? Is it not said of them that
though they are in the world and yet vot of it are
they not designated by the Master himaelf ** the
light of the world,” and bidden to ‘* shine” in the
midat of a crooked and preverse nation, ¢ holding
forth the word of life?” Can this be done unl. as
there is & olear and marked difference between the
church and the world, not in any mere way of
creed assent or formal church organization, but in
the sharp and distinot lines of life. Every Christ-
jan life ought to be an illustrated sermon ; every
Christian man and woman ought to be ** a city set
on a hill,” and so shining that all men may see,
not them, but their gnod works, aud so be compell-
ed to glorify God. If we go back to the time when
our Lord came into the world, we must see how
sharply he atoud out agaivat the murky world-life,
and not less 8o against the formal religious life of
the Jews. A clean-out line divided him and his
dissples from the rest of the world. He wasa
light so intense that worldliness and wickedness
could not come near him without being exposed.
His disciples were ‘‘ordained” to the same mission
in the world.

It is oot so now. As a rule, it is diflicult to
distinguish between the respectable unbelievers
who ‘‘patronize” the church with their presence,
and the charch itsel®. And, again, it is difficult to
disoritninate between the churoh-going unbeliever
and the upright men of the world, who are content
that their wives and children should be Christians,
whils they themselves hold aloof ; and this more
positive form of unblief is shaded off into pro-
nounced infidelity, and that again into ribald
opposition to all that is good and seemly. Once,
the church and the world walked far apart; but
now, as a rule, they are band and glove in social
and business-life, and mixed up in all the ordinary
amusements which are fo essential to the world
that koows not God. Chiistian men are as eager
and greedy in getting the goods of this world, nre
av busy in laying up treasure on the earth, and as
ambitions and determined to be “pich,” as their
unbelieving neigbors, The prodigsl expenditures
of the “rich men” of the church on things which
make for the pride of this life are not mote than
matched by the same kind of expenditures bY
worldly men, Thousands are squandered on ¢ the
lusts of the flesh and the lusts of the eye” by

Christisn men and women, while hundreds at best

s

aro giving #i:h grudging hand to the cause of tho
Lord.

All theso things arc obgserved by the aunbelivving
wor'd, and when the pastor or some evangelist
urges Christ upon the unsaved men snd wiinen
whom they meet, oithor in or out of the church,
they are thrown back in their teeth. *'There is no
difference,” eaid a worldly maan to us not long since,
¢ between vs and the che~ h.members, save that
thoy profess to believe so  .hing and we do not.”
We are afraid this is too noarly the case in many
tnatances.

What is needed is such a difference in the temper,
bearing, conduct and aim of life, and in the work
and walk of the church, that ali men may know
that the ¢* Lord doth put a difference between the
Egyptians and Israel” The Christian's epeech
ought always to ‘‘bewray” him, and his life
demonstrato that he has been with ‘‘Jesus and
learned of him.” The preached goapel is shorn of
half its power for the lack of a testitied guspols
This does not mean pharisaical separation, but
Christian separation. Christ was more separate
from sinuvers than the Pharisees were, and yet he
did not hesitate to touch them, and eat with them,
and be their friend. So ought Christians to be
separate from the world, while we are in constant
touch with it. Let us have the sky line.— The
Independent.
