IT is a fashion much in vogue among a certain class of
pretended hutmanitarians. speaking of the care bestowed
by min upon his suffering fellows. to contras;t the bar-
barities often inflicted in early times upon those afHicted
either in nind or body. with the arrangements and ap-
pliances for treating the sick. which have come in with
the march of civilisation. On the particular question of
the treatnent of the insane, these would-be philanthro.
pists are more than usually enthusiastic. They seem
utterly to forget that in this case the march of civilisa.
tion bas been. if anything, backwards, and that we are
far more worthy of blame than our untaught, semi-civi-
lized forefathers. With themn the usual treatment of the
insane was sinmply to lock them up and keep them out of
theý way of doing harm. Tortures were rarely applied,
and as there were then no known neans of curing, or at
least of lightening the heavy load of lunacy, they deserve
the. credit of having at least done their best. And how
much better are we thatn Our ancestors? We have long
since ceased to believe in the virtuesi of the many Curious
Curatives prescribed by the leeches of the rniddle ages.
Scientific research has done much to extend and facilitate
the study of the various branches of me<licine. It has
leen clearly lemnonstrate<l that lunacy is in many cases
curable by gentle niens, and yet, notwithstanding ail our
alvantages, we sufler lm our midst the practice of a.
torture and cruelty which would be a disgrace to any age,
and whicb, in these dlays of refinernent and enlighten-
ment, is simply a borror crying loudly for searching in-
vestigation and spec ly redress.

No man has done more to expose the barbarities
practised in Private Lunatic Asylums than Mr. Charles
iearde. Whei his novel, "Very lard Cash," appeared,

in which an account is given of the dreadful modus curandi
followed in these frightful dens, people asken each other

in consternation - can such things be ?" It. seered in-

credible that in a civilized coinity a deliberatosystemi

of kidnapping and revolting cruelty should be carried on

with inpunity. Mr. Reade's revelations have had their

counterpart on this continent in the description given

by Mr. Chambers, a reporter on the staf1of the New York

accordingly went. The apartment allotted to bin was a

mere cell. eight foet by ten. and absolutely without fur-

niture with the exception of a cot of straw. To iadd io

this discomnfort the open window wvas directly above the

head of the bed, the floor was damp. and the smell of

chloride of lime was so strong as to miake the place a-
most untenable. lu ithis botl he passed a night of hor-

ror. Sleep was out of the question. Tinie after timie his

rest wnas broken by the unearthly scre'anuî of a raving
mnaniac whose quarters were below, and when morning
broke it found him utterly prostrated and exhausted.
Shortly after six the patient went down to bFreakfat. The

nieil consisted of a simiall allowanee of ineat, two boiled

potatoes. somue sliced tonatoes. bread, a sumall piece of

butter. and a bowl of coffee, containing just a trace of

milk and sugar. The other nmeals were iin proportion.
Four days did the ainateur patient spend in gatlerinig

his experiences of he Excited Wards.'and the

misery compressed in those ninetysmx lours nearly
cost him his reason. Aîmiusement thre was none,
books there were noue. Day after day brought the samie

dull round of monotonous routine. Want of rest at

night, want of occipation by day, the mîeagre fare and

the fearful sight.s and sîoinds tait surrounded him ivere

telling fearfully upon hini when ho va.s reinoved to a
Quiet Ward just in tme to preserve hi!: sanity. Of the
treattnent of thc patients in the Excited Ward tuChanbers
is loud in his denmiunciations. Not onlv were patients subi-

jected to neglect and discoimnfort. but they were treateci
with actual cruelty lby the brutal atteudanmt O.ine patient,
an li iman. gray, palsied, and said to bi blind. upon stop.
ping before the dinner table at nieal time as if uncertain
what to do, waas rudely thrust backward into a chair. and
before he had recovered froi the shock which a fait of
that kind would give a min of his infirinitv, he was struck
in the face by the paisionate attendant. A wretched
idiot was locked out, in a kind of iron cage at the end of
the building. and left there for several hours in a nude
state. exposed to ic windi and sun. These are only two
cases among many, but they ,,rve to give an idea of the

treatment to which patienîts are sujected in a h 8ighlas
"d'c"xpen"ive asvu"". Ve shiall anxiously look for the

restult of Mr. Chambers lisclosures. It is iupossible to
believe that the mnatter uwit lie allowed quictly t drop
after having filled the role of a rmere nine tays' wonder.
'There are hundreds of establishments of the same kind
as that it Bloomingdlale throughout the' Sates, ach and
all of which should be made to undergo a rigid examina-
tion. But the reai wav-the only way to do away with

the evil is to abolisi Private Asylurms altogether. Until
this is done, and until ail amylumsi are placed under State
control and subjected to th(- inspection of State olcials
the abuse will never he efflctually checked. Fortuinateiy,
here in Canada we have no need for any such reformns.

The substance o
the nail advances equally tirouîghout its breaith. The rate
of nail growth in an tudividual at intervals of several yearm
shows sensible di trences.

I arn assure-i b'y Mr. Bateson, who lias experi-
meunted on above thirty snîakt-s, that ten minutes' fumiigation
by tht- snake-destroying compound is quite suticient te kill a
snak-, and that oie or two minutes wil boit him, provided
there is any aperture whereby bt cati make his exit.

Experittt 4.-Rat subjecte to the fumes of smoke paper
for two minuite.
