DEFECT INi\T THE.BANK ACT.

The collapse of the Bank Ville Marie exposes a weak
spot in the Bank Act. As this Act will soon cone up
for discussion, and probably for amendinent, the defect
we allude to should be remedied.

The anount of the paid up capital of the Ville Marie
Bank for many years lias been stated in returns iade to
the Government, and re-stated in returns issued by the
Governmrent as about $476,000. The variations have been
froin one to tiee thousand dollars above and beloiv that
figure. It is now beyond dispute that this sum of $476,-
000 as paid up capital as over-stated by fifty per cent.,
or more, the real anouit of the banks's paid up capital
in the proper,¯the business sense of that phrase havinig
for a great mîany years having been only about $250,000,
in round figires. The stock inclded inl the -paid up
capital by which it was so largely over-stated, consisted
of a large block of shares~which )vere really forfeited, and
practically cancelied and wipëd oùt.

The Bank Act authorises a bank to acquire possession
of its own shars-to proeect itself froin loss oivilg to tlié
failure of the shareholder. That is clear, but it is also
clear that the continuous holding of sucl ihares for
years, is distinctly contrari to the spirit of the Bank Act,
and distinctly averse also to the publie interest. . The
creditors ef a bank, its depositoi's, are protected bythe
shares being subject to 'a double liability, that is, the re-

On the coast of the old country there are races annual-
ly of yachts of various classes. These events attract
very wide attention in the localities where the races take

place, but very little interest is taken in them elsewhere.
Each one of the vessels which contests for honours and
prizes in these events, is a yacht in the proper sense of
the tern, which is, a sailing vessel for private pleasure
purposes, built strong enough for a sea voyage. The
races at Cowes, on the English channel, where the most

popular yacht races take place, are engaged in by vessels
which are sailed by their owners, on excursions of a more
or less extended character. A trip through the Medit-
orranean is the favourite excursion of a British yacht
owner. As in order to reacli those waters the Bay of
Biscay has to be crossed, whieh has had an ill.reputation
for storms since a once popular song was written, it is
evident that the British yachts are seaworthy, and are
tenantable for a voyage, by, not only an expert crew,.but
a pleasure party. Consequently the yachts which cii-

gage in these races are built for service. Their capacity
for speed is quite a-secondary consideration, as, a party
on pleasure bent, is seldon desirous of making the best
possible tiue betwnee two places, indeed tearing over the
water at a high speed is anythiig but an enjoyable pas-
ti me.

The races on thus sideof the Atlantic which excite so
mîîueh interest are yacht races only l. name, as the vos-
sels which engage in these maritime contests are not
yachts at all, they are nothing more than machines for
racing over the surface of the water. On the day fixed
for the first race of the Seawanhaka Cuip there was ne
race because the vessels were thought to bc hot strong
enough to stand up before a high wind, and were in
danger of injury froin the waves of a small lake.
A yacht so flimsy as to be in any danger of injury under
such conditions could not be entered for the races off
the English or Scotch coast. There is no yacht classifi-
cation known which would inchde a mere shell fitted
with sails, constructei solely for racing purposes.

Yacht racing was intended to stinlate the designers
of boats mnto effecting improveients in their build and
sail equipments so as to render these boats better adapt-
ed to the services expected from a yacht. The mos es-
sential, most valuable feature in a yacht proper is, sta-
bility, but stability and racing speed are not compatible.
Wc do not sec thon that the the art of yacht construîe-
tion is helped by attention being solely directed to the
designing of a racing boat. The so-callec yacht races
afford very innocent amusement, and a certaim amount of
heatlh sport, beyond that they have no utility or any
laudable purpose.

Thelre are some gooti liouus<
ihere in ilie nuriijiuig lIiis'iiess; but lia stock ot imieliinery
or machinery supplies worth mentioniug are carried; or-
ders are made from catalogues, aceording to purchaser's
ideas and prefereicest of importer, who gneurally selects
for these orders the lira with whieh te is accustomed to
deal. Tc local importer is the influeutial factor in the
trade, and connectiou with ilm offers the best chance for
obtaining business. Six mths' erediL is sometimes grant-
cd, but cuslh seemîis lo bu lle jIlor his cslass of gools.

Importers generally require cash or lirst-class security front
their customers. In case the business of oneu firm docs
not justify the employment of a Iirst-class commercial trav-
eller, it should combine vith one or more houses dealiug
in specialties, and secure a good salesanîu to represent all.
'flie best method, in case it does not suit to send il salesniain,
is to appoiit reliable local agents. Ttc imports of steaua
machinery and appliances front the Unlted States li 181)8
amounteti to about $40,000 gold, according to tl declared
values in the custon iouse. About $20,000 more came from
1ituirope. This is a smiiall anount; but Ecuador ils only one
of the Spanisli-Aumerican countries, and a systematic efrort
to obtail businiess iîiy bc wortI wii le. Il' the proposed
rilway to Quito is conîstructed, witlhin the next few years,
iS expected, there vill be a large increase of machinery
and other imports into itat country. ' The two things ne-
cessary to increase trade with this coast are competent
travelling salesnieni 1 and retisonable feigiht rates.

It is a wrise business policy to occasionally submit the
ieuîsibilty of aiy ncw idea to an assistant for his judgment

ussuredly given correctly, besides it is sure to awaken in-
terest ii the miind of the assistant and cause himn to fuel.
lhat his opinion is of sone weight. It vill also cause
him to becone more intereste in his worlc and urge upon
his oin nmind the necessity of becoming more familiar with
the details of his duties, the general business of the store
and the creIting uf new ideas for ils advancement.

Tlc. duil day is sure to corne along once every little
whilc despite the elforts used to make all days brisk. Oc-
casionally, and1 îîost likely about this scason, a group of
two or thrce imay happen to come together. To the young
merchant particularly, who bas not yet been able to fuel
assured of a steady trade, these little dull periods are most
Ikely to cause a temporary iiieisinless, but the merchant of

uany summiîers kinows them as lie does the period of ticket
inîtervuIs. a nd iemîîind-hit thuit ail is nut profit after, the
buyiig, publie donations, etc., which happin along at stated
lias Iade it. The uaggressive rutailer will meut these lit-
tle periods of dullness as blessings in the shape of chance
iomiîents w'hich lie cannot butter employ than in going
over his stock, culling out any goods that are not moviug
and shoving thei to the front, getting vhnt money value

lie cau out of them and putting it into something new and
attractive.

The store assistant vho is ever tnsty as to his personal
appearance, is not only assisting the store in that regard,
but is also assisting hinself against possible invasion by
grumbling custoners. Dignity and faultless dress gener-
ally 'go hand in la ud with cleanliness and care. These
four attributes vill, in most cases, bb found accompanied by
disuretion in conversation, while at the samu time dispiay-

The time wheu a man. vill pay thehighest prite for an
article is wlen lie can use ¯it to the best advantage. If he
eau use it for but a brief period and then be obligedt tu put
it aside, perhiaips forever, be is most likely to look around
whre le thinks bargainîs are being oiered so as to buy
as cheaply us possible the article he may not have a chance
to use very long. These hints will apply directly to re-
tailers of straw bats, tan and Oxford shoes. 1t is natural
for a deler to isk himself: "Is it iiser to hold off lowering
these stocks l price for another two weeks, getting luit
value in the meantime, or put them down in price and rush
tllemu oit?" While much depenfds 011 the amount yet in
stock, it is always prudent to seli off seasonable goods
while yet the season is on. With the season about closed
no appearance of a bargain is shown a customer by offer-
ing somuething at cost or less if it cannot be used to advan-
tage. With two and 'a half months seling at the profit
gencerally obtauied on summer goois, the cost derived from
the balance should average au all-round fair profit. Be-
sides there is always confronting the individual retailer the
luinowledge that the large city stores wil assuredly renp
big advertising und oflten rich profits at this special season
by securing at about hal price, or less, the total stock of
somiei wiolesaler or jobber, and throwing it oit the market
vith a loud announcenent. it la this method which oftei
draws trade fron the more remiote dealers, who, if deter-
mined to be eqaual to tie best. will eiploy the same ileans
of advertising his store as a bargain centre, while, at the
sane time, elosiig out such balances of stock as may re-
quire soon to be shelvedi for another season whien the styles,
etc., niay be entirely chalniged.
