This time it ig not
the Anglicen party who are put out, but the
Low Church men. It has been reported to the
avthorities of the Church Missionary Society
that the Bishop (Dr. Blyth) is allaying himself
too closely with the Eastern Churches. Hoe is
also accused of refusing to discontinue the cir-
culation of Sadler’s books on Church doctrine
amongst the native pastors, and his aotion, it
is said, bas a tendency to set these native
pastors against the Enropean missionaries. The
Church Missionary Soociety makes a grant
towards the Bishop's salary, and the more
extreme of its supporters are anxious for an
explanation.

Tax Queen has been ploased to approve the

nomination of the Very Rev. Randall Thomas
Davidson, D D., Dean of Windsor, to succesd
the Right Rev. the Lord Bishop of Rochester,
Eog., on his translation to the See of Win
ohester, Dr:. Davideon took his degree of
B.A. at Trinity College, Oxford, in 1871, and
his M. A, in 1876, the honorary degree ot D D,
being bestowed upon him in 1884 by the Uni-
versity of St. Andrews. He was curate of
Duartford from 1874 to 1877, resident chaplain
to the Iate Archbishop Tait from 1878 to 1882,
examiniog chaplain to the Bishop of Darhum
from 1881 to 1883, and was for some time a
precentor of Canterbary Cathedral, sub almoner
and honorary chaplain to the Queexn, and resi-
dent chaplain to the present Archbishop of
Qanterbury, In 1883 Dr, Davidson wes ap-

pointed Dean of Windeor, the income of which
office is £2,000 a year, with a houee, and dom~
estic chaplain to the Queen. Ha is the Rogis—
trar of the Ocder of the Garter, and a trostee
of the British Museum.

Hin position
will bo on the level with sectarisnism. ~Practi.
oally he will be & sectarian, and not a Chureh-
man, His position is not ba:ed on the idea
that the Chuarch js the divinely oonstitated
soclety or body of the members of Chriat,
endowed with certain fanotions sand means of
grace, and made the reservoir or channel of
God's gifts for the regeneration and aanctifioa.
tion of mankind. Bat he thinks of the Church
merely aa a society of men formed for the
more convenient and effactive management of
thevi;- cgn:lmon ;'ellligions interests,

o find the following paragraphs in a recent
work by the Rev, Dr, McOonnEll, whioh very
clearly distinguishes between the Church ides
and the popular sectarian ides, so far as con-
coerng the organio constitution of the Churoh,
This is not by far all there is in the distinetion,
but it is enough perbaps for one lesson in
Churchmanship. By the way, it is because of
our clinging to this Church idea that we are
oalled Churchmen, But this is what Dr
McConnell says : )

u '.Two fondamentally different theories con-
cerning the nature of the Church are now
extant. The first is the one which is generally
entertained in the United States, To a large
majority of persons it seems #o palpably true
and reasonable that it8 opposite appears gro-
teeque. It is that a Churoh, like a State, is
built uwp from below. The materisls from
which it is constructed sre separate individusls
who have given-in their adhesion to Jesus
Obrist by an avowed sct of faith. Having
established their Christianity as individuals
each independently of the other, they draw
together beoause they are like-minded and band
themselves in & sooiety which becomes s
Church, It is open to them to constiute this
society in whatever fashion they see fit. The
Holy Soriptures are conceived to be silent upon
the whole question of organization, presumably
with the intention of leaving men free to follow
their own jodgmente here, The whole power
of ecolesiastioal government rests upon the
consent of the governed. It is & question of
votes. By & consensus of opimion and sotion

such & society may make such regulations as it
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sheolute; may ordain snch snd-yuch:kind of
officers’ a8 it may determine; may call ita
officers by any name and may assign to them

- any duties it will; apd may remove and depose

j

them af pleasure. The individuals may con.
straot such an eoclesiastical machine as they
think efficient, and then may ressonably expect
that the Holy Bpirit will lodge in it as its
motive power. This is the populsr notion, and
the one generally accepted by Protestantism,

“The other theory is that the Church is
organized from the summit downward ; that
the authority which pertains to it, and the
grace which flows through it, are things which
do not depend npon the votes of its units; that
men do not establish their Christianity as
isolated souls, but that the Churoh i concerned
even in the original tranesclions of the indi-
vidual. They who hold to this theory conceive
that the essentia! features of the Churoh’s
structure have been long since settled. Whether
they might not be ohanged under the stress of
an absolule necessity, is a question they do not
serionsly ask., They wait for such a demon-
strable necessity to appear, and assert that it
never yot has appeared. They declare that ¢ it
is evident to all men diligently reading Holy
Soripture ard ancient authors that from the
Apostles’ time there have bean these Orders of
Ministers in Christ'’s Church : Bishops, Priests
and Deacons” While they do not assert that
this arrangement is the result of s categorical
command of God, still they hold it to be of
g0 potent obligation that it may not be changed
except for weightier reasons than have ever yet
sppeared. This conception of the Church is of
the epsence of Episcopacy, Overwhelmed ss it
is by the popular vote in the United States,
it atill is the belief held and acted upon by five-
gixthe of the Christian world.”—Pacific Church-
man.

Churoh ; but what are ils marks ? It is * One,’
¢ Catholio,” ¢ Apostolio,’ and ¢ Holy.’

Oxx : ¢ I believe one Catholic and Apostolio
Church,’ What do I mean by ‘one ' That we
should not be split up into sects and factions,
If the mind of the Church's founder is ovident
about anything, it is about this.(as appearing
in His great prayer), ‘ that they may be one,
as wo are,’ (8.John xiii. 11.) And I think I
may with all charity say thus far: thatwe do
not mako sunfficient of the sin of heresy, for I
do not know what is condemned by the New
Testament if this is not. ¢ Heresy,” is olassed
in the Epistle to the Galatians (v. 19—21) with
the most terrible sins, drunkenness} lagoivions—
ness, Moreover, each time we vse the Litany
weo say the petition ‘From all heresy and
sohism, good Lord deliver us,' Does not the
Churoh, then, look upon heresy as a sin to be
avoided ? as being 8 rending and tearing as-
under of that Church, whioh Cbrist, with Hia
last words, desired to be one f One! yes, the
Church, is to be one, even as God is one; ¢ one
Lord, one faith, one baptism......one body.’

Howuy: * Holy,’ not meaning that her mem.
bers are completely holy, for what sin-stained
sounl ean be? but ‘holy’ in that we are * called
to be saints,’ yes, ‘saints’ in this imperfect
state, being ‘sanotified in Christ Jesus.’ (1 Cor.
1. 2)) ‘Saints,’ yes, In one union with God,
¢ yet she on earth hath urion with God the
three in one ;' *saints,’ yes, in the memories of
those who are gome, ‘the mystic sweet com.
munion with those whose rest is won ;’
¢ gaints,” as St. Paul calle the imperfect mem-
bers of the Roman, Colossian, and Corinthian
Churches, as looking to what they shonld be
rather than what they are, and desiring them
to ¢ walk worthy of the vocation wherewith
they are oalled.” (Eph, iv, 1) This is the
meaning of the word ‘ holy * as applied to the
Church —*¢I belicve in the Holy Catholic
Church ; remembering the corresponding duty,
of members of the Church, tha duty ef spiritaal
progess, of living as becomes members of the
body of Christ.

INRTRUOTION ON Rnlsnmnon A¥p RaXovURoINg
IN. -

Wo saw in our last that preparation for the
proper reception of the Holy Rite of Confirma-
tion must consist of—

1. The preparation of the axAar,

2. The preparation of the MIND, and that the
former consists of-— o

i, Repentance, or rerouncing sin.

ii. Faith.

Let us explain more fuily what is meant by
true REPENTANON :

Repentance is the action of the heart, mind,
and will, “ whereby we forsake sin.”

Before, then, we thoroughly understand all
that is meant by repentance we must under-
stand what sin is,

What is sin ?

“ 8in is the iransgression of the law” (1 John
iii. 4), i.e. God's law,

Do we sufficiently realize what this means ?

1. God made us, and He made us for Him.
self, in His own likeness, and therefore the
estential laws of His Nature are the essential
laws of our nature also. Goodness and right-
eousness are the same in us as they are in
God.

These laws, therefore, we ocall the Mopaz
Laws, '

We are bouuvd by them not bocause God has
gaid, " Thou shalt do this,” or ** Thou shalt do
that,” but because God is what He is, and we
are made in His image; and, therefors, to
transgress them is to act contrary to the
essential prinoiples of goodness—to violate our
own nature, sud to do our utmost even to
destroy the very Being of God.

2. Bat God, being our Creator and our Pre-
server, has s right to olaim obedience from the
oreatares of His Hands, not only in szch things
as are essentially right, but in whatever He
chooses to order them to do. The Laws which
He thus gives us over and above the Moral
Law, we call PosrTive Laws, Sach was that
law that He gave to Adaw, ¢ Thou shall not
eat of the fruit of the tree n the midst of the
garden.” Such were the Laws that He gave
specially to the obildren of fsrael. Suoh is
that Law which Christ has given to us Chris-
tians conocerning the Holy Commuanion, * Do
this in Remembrance of AMe.”

We are bound to obedience to all such laws
beosnse God, to Whom we owe obedience, has
gaid *Thou shalt,” ** Thou shalt not.”

Sin, then, is the transgression, the passing
over, or coming short, of any law which God
orders.

3. We may see from the above thoughts
what a terriblo thing sin ia,

We may judge again of its awfal character
from its effects.

(@) It entered heaven, and drew from the
vory Presence of God some of the Holy
Angels, turning them into devils.

(%) Lo entered Paradise and brought death,
and all attendant sorrow and suffering into
the world which God had made * very
good.”

THE TRUE CENTRE.,

Nothing but the fact that She is the Aposto-
lio Church of England under God’s care and
keeping can account for the other fact that
notwithstanding the wilful ignorance of her’
just claims on the part of the great majority of
her nominal adherents, she has mairtained her
position in the most dangerovs days, and is
now looked upon as the historic and nearest re.
presentative of the Primitive Church in all
Christisndom, Nothiog but this can account
for the bold revival of her claims to real Catho.
licism and consequent progress within the last
fifty years.

For, even now, how few are there amongst
nominal Church people who reslly understand
and can clearly explain the ancient word * Ca.
tholic,” with all that it embraces as well a= all
that it rejocts,. How many of them are there,
who, in repeating the thre msumenioal Creeds,
profess to believe in the Catholic Charch and
the Catholic faith when in Church, and yet at
all other times assign this word Catholic to the
Romish Church, and therefore seoretly dislike
it,—greatly o the advantage of Romanism and
to her proselytizing amongst weak-kneed Pro-
testants, For the most of these understand
Protestantiem to consist in denials and negative
teachings,—so0 much g0 that they lose the an-
cient ohristian verities, and gradually tend to-
wards infidelity. “A man is known by the
company he keeps,” and thus it happens that
in many ocountries the word ‘Protestant’
means infidel, because all infldels profess them-
selves Protestants,

Rome owes her sucoess in proselytizing very
largely to this cause. A man bewildered
amongst many counsellors is more apt to listen
1o olaims confidently put forwara than to those
who assert no snoh sauthority, and content
themselves with mere denials. She slso is
largely assisted by the so-called history taught
in our public schools, and toc often in Charch
of England schools, in which the Romish
Church is exolugively mentioned as the Catho-
lic Church, and Fomanists are similarly cre-
dited as *Catholics.’

Again,—not one out of ten nominal Church
pecple knows the faith and practice and ritual
of the Primitive Church, nor the undeniable
claim of the Church of England to be its near-
est and clearest representative of the present
day. The great majority of Protestants cannot
tell you the true origin of the Church of Eng-
land. They are not sshamed to betray their
ignorance by ascribing it to King Henry VIII,
who aslways was & Romanist, and committed
his first and incestnous marriage with the sanc-
tion and rites of that Church, They are ignor-
ant of the fact that the Church of England was

lanted in the first century, hundreds of years

efore Augustine and his monks brought Ro—
mapism to that country, They do not know
tbat Magna Charta expressly names the Church
of England, and seoures her rightn ss sgainst
any foreign or native church whatsoever.

Again, it i not too much to say that a large
majority of nominal Church people never ac-

those of the Primitive Churoh, nor how nearly

they are assimilated to each other, nor how
greatly they assist in the right understanding
of the Apostolie faith and practice, nor how
they guard against false dootrine, heresy and
schism, They know not what are the numerous
and indefensible encroachments of Romanism
upon primitive truth and practice, but mix all ap
together,~ primitive trath and Romish novelties
—a8 one jamble of superstitution, to be avoided
and abhorred of all true Protestants,

Rome well knows how to take advantage of
all this empty prejadice, and of the utter in.
ability of mere Protestantism to meet her con-
troversialists,—and almost all her people are of
this class, and all are carefully trained to know
the ignorance of their opponents.

The cause of moat of this ignorance is to be
found in the historio hatred of Romish tyranny
and superstition,” combined with the subtile
temptation of indolence and carelessness an to
acquiring the knowledge of the trath. Add to
this the timidity of too many amoog our teach-
ers, lest a olear assertion of primitive truth
and practioe ahould bring upon them & suspi-
cion of Romeward tendenocies. To this, again,
add the tendenoy of politicians to court the
Romish vote,—sure to be jsopardised by fair
play by all around,—and we can easily &ccount
for the hold encroachments, the successful
olaims for precedency, and the lions share of
common property which falls to onr enoroach-
ing and confident Romish brethren, who find
their best allies amongat divided Protestants,

It is anold and true saying that * the Chursh
of England is the bulwark of the Reformation.”
Bat this is the Church of England—not as ane
of a conglomeration of unhistoric Protestant
sects, but as primitive and pure in faith and
practice.

She is as far from the novel dootrines of
Rome as from thoge of G neva. She is not as
the modern sects, nor ag that one which went
out from her by command of the Popp,in the
days of Queen Elizabeth, She has n%?laid
olaim to universal jarisdiction, nor has she ever
added to the Faith one jot or title of her own
invention, The Catholio faith is of cz3nmenical,
not sectional authority, Christian unity can
never be obtained without the recognition of
this trath, and the surrender of all which makes
agsinst it. The Church of England, rightly
enderstood and set forth, is the nearest to the
Primitive Church, and therefore will bo the
centre of & re-united Christiandom in God's
good time,—Church Work.

fying to the truth, The rise and progress of
the Brotherhood was 8 most inspiring testimony
to the life of the Church, The Holy Spirit had
go worked with the order that it must now be
recognized as one of the Church's great foroes,
The Oonvention should concera itself with enda
not means, and shonld affirm most strongly the
personal responsibility of young men to wield
the mighty power of sympathy which every
man possessed. The man who carries Christ
in himself, oarries a spell which can tonch and
transfigure all hearts.” About 400 representa—~
tives were present from all parts of the country,
including & number from the Pacific coast, A
delegation from Canada was also present. The
tone of this fifth Annual Convention was higher
than that of any of its predecessors. The dellb-
erations were marked by much enthusiasm and
intense earnestness, and good temper. The at-
tendance and oharacter and earnestness of its .
members indioated that there had been astrong
advance all along the line, not only of inoreased
membership, but increase of ardor and «su0cess
tor the canse of Christ.—Church Year.

QUNTEMPORARY CHURCH UPINION,

Irisk Heclesiastical Qazette :

The paper read by the Archbishop of Dublin
at the Hull Church Congress on “ Home Re-
union” was a most valoable coutribation to the
disoussion of this most difficnlt question., It will
be guite apparent that the paper came from
one who has thoroughly studied the Bubjaot in
sll its boarings, and who belicves in the depth
snd reslity of the movemont in reuniting the
broken portions of Christendom. The Aroh~
bishop does not write a8 one in a harry. His
Grace knows that great and permanent move-
ments ave essentially slow movements; that
the seed must first be dropped into the earth
and allowed to matnre thore before it oan
spring up and bear fruit, His whole paper was
in this direction, In the meantime, on two
points in particular, his Graoce attered wise
words. First, on the subjoot of a possible
reanion with the Romau Charch, the Arch-
bishop said—* Most sincerely do I long for such
a ohange in the toaching and the attitude of
the Church of Rome as might render negotia-
tion possible, Nor do I despair of such a con-
sumimation in the future. Bat just because I
have this longing, I teel deeply the importance
of first rallying the scattered lorces of Protest-
antism under the banner of a united National
Church, Secondly, on tho subject of rash and
immuture efforts atter rennion, his Grace gave
these profound words of warning :—* Prema.
ture and ill.considered strivings after fusion too
ofwen resalt, I fear, in confusion. Muoh as I
ghould welcome some mutual arrangement
among the Churches authorizing an interchange
of palpits, I oaunot, in the sbsence of such
authority, see the advantage of sach & praoiice.
Nor am I sure that, as & rule, united services
habitually recurring at short intervals are free
from danger, There i a risk-~I rpeak from
expericnce—Ilost those who frequently and
statedly meset for such & purpose may become
more enamonred of these services than of the
regular ministrations in their respective com-
munions. And thus a prooess of genersl disin.
togration ensnes, The separated partioles form
s kind of nebula, which begins to rotate on its
owe sxis and move in its own orbit, gathering
consigtenay as it goes, and at Jeast 4 new seot
finds its place among the religions bodies of a
divided Christendom.” ,

Church Bells:—

¢ Bishop Muolagan went into retreat last
week with about sixty or seventy of his clergy.
The Biehop of Lincoln has aiso besn holding a
relreat, at whioch some two hundred elergy
wore present,’ This is a quotation from a
contemporary in & rocent waune. To-day we
read it withont the slightest ehook, withoug
any surpriso—almost, indeed, or altogether, as
a matier of course, Bat what wouid & past
generation have said to if, or even oursslv.s
not o many years ago ¢ It is easy to remem=
bor the time whon the word ‘retroat’ savoured
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in men’s ears so terribly ¢f Popery that only
the most exireme High Churchmen dreamed of
using it; ordinary Churchmen regarded it as
denoting something strange, unhealthy, Jesuit-
‘ieal, un English. Bat, fortunately, & name does
qot frighten men long, if that for which it
stands serves a good practical purpose, and
snswors aresl need, The frequency of ‘ retreats’
nowadays, the employment of them being no
longer confined o one extreme seotion of
Churchmen, their approval and persoal acoept-
snoe by some of onr Bishops, is the most con-
vincing proof in the world tbat they.do serve
such & purpose, and do amswer such a need.

We do not intend entering here upon any
explanation of what ‘retreats’ are, or of what
good they do; but it is a grateful task fo call
attention to the fact that our Bishops not only
sanotion them, bat join in them themselves

slong with their clergy. At one time & Bishop

was an unapproschable person, who lived in a

palace, and saw his clergy only oocasionally

and in a formal manner, The English Church

has suffored from that notion of episcopal

dignity, bat today it is passing, is slmoat

passed away, To-day & Bishop moves frequent-

ly and easily up and down amongst bis clergy,

and when they ‘ go into retreat,” goes naturally

and unsssumingly with them.

Ohurch Life:

Every Chorchman is under & financial obligs-

tion to the Churoh, He owes it a certain portion
of whatever property he is possessed of. How
much this portion is he must himself determine,
If he is thorcughly aincere and consoientious,
he will determine it by seeking that light
which will come to him through earnest prayer
for the Holy Spirit’s guidance. Having deter-
mined it, he will see to it that the Cburch
obtain its proper share of his possessions, When
he makes his will he will not forget Har, He
will remember her just as loyally and lovingly
88 any other legalee nemed in that important
document, If he has given the matter proper
thoaght, he will realize the foree of the truth
that he is but the stoward of his possessions,
the oare, management, and disposition of which
have boen entrusted to his bands for a very
brief period of time, and that a strict account.
ing of his stewardship must finally be rendered,
God made clear to Moses this great truth when
He announced to him on Mount Sinai that
“ All the Earth is Mine;" and the Jewish race
from the time of Abrabam, Isaac, and Jucob
bave been taught to give nnto God titles of all
they possess. This law is & part of the divine
econcmy, and we as Chrisiians sie not abaoived
from allegisnce to it, but shouid recognize it as
of binding force upor ns to day, a8 always,
Not one Christian, however, in & thonsand,
does 1his, or even obeys the spirit of the law, or
recognizes any obligation to the Church, when
he dizposes of his worldly goods by will. This
is & great oversight, and the Church is thus
defrauded of whai is rightfally her duo,

man” which | was in hopes of seeing & reply
10 in the last nomber, A8 however it seems to
have esoaped the notice of tho:e who are more
competent than 1 am to indicate the policy of
the Board of Mansgement of the D. and F.
Missionary Socioty L feel obliged to protest
sgainst the ingonsiderate oriticism of your cor-
respondent, His siriotures seem to me-to be
utterly unoalled for since they have reference
to the past, and he expresses by implication
his satisfaotion at the change which—he as
sumes~—has been inaugurated ; and the charge
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of faithless inactivity is only caloulated to
weaken the confidence of Church people &t
large in the administration of their contribu-~
tions in aid of Foreign Missions, and thue nar-
row the limits of the work which “A C.C."
seems 1o have at heart.

He blames the Board of Management for not
having hitherto engaged in Evangelistic work
among the heathen in a more direot form, by
sending its own Missionary immediately to
the Foreign field, and charaoterizes the past
poliay of the Board as * 8 miserable dependence
upon the agencies of our Mother . Church.”
Herein consista the faithlessness and inaction of
the Buard’s poliey ont of whieh it bas been “ at
length shamed by the sight of men being sent
out by private sgencies.”

These strong expressions are evidently the
result of your correspondent’s conviction that
the only faith-inspired method of discharging
its obligations to the Foreign Missionary field
is for the Board of Management to acoept the
services of duly qualified Missionaries and send
them forth into heathen lands without the
interveniion of the 8.P.G. or the C.M.S, Bat
your correspondent seems to have overlooked,
in his anxiety to see the Canadian Church as~
sume all the duties and privileges of indepen~
dence, one or two important considerations
which fully justify the polioy hitherto pursued,
#vd which, with the modification adopted in
1889, I trust will continue to govern the Board
for some time longer,

Even in the Western Dioceses ¢ f onr Ecolesias.
tical Province it is not so very long since they
became completely independent of aid from the
8.P.G, in maintaining their own Missionary
work ; would it not then be more becoming in
those more favored dJistriots to evidence for
some time yet their sense of the obligations
they owo to that Society, the fostering Mother
of the Church in Canada, than to seize upon the
firat opportunity for a display of their indepen-
dence? And have Church people in Ontario
lost confidence in the experience and wisdom
and faitkfulvess of those splendid organizations
of the Mother Church, which have extended the
Kingdom of Christ into all heathen lands, that
they should hesitate to entrust them with their
money contributions? I trow not. Though
happily independent mow of extraneous aid,
would it not be & gracious thing to continue the
connection with those Societies, not now as the
receivers but as the generous givers, returning
into their own hands—for purposes they can
carry out with better effoct than we can—some
portion of the gifts they so liberally supplied
u8 with in our time of need ?

Bat the four Eastern Dicceses are still the
recipients of aid from the 8.P.G,; and for these
Dioceses, a8 represented on the Board of Man-
agement, to overlook this fast and take part in
virtually establishing an indepondent Foreign
Migsionary Society appears to me to be a grave
inconsistency. Before taking this step let us
at least be in & position to say to our fostering
mother, * We thank you for all you have done
for us in the past, but we are now strong enough
to support ourselves and don't intend to be a
burden to you any longer ;' but this we oar’s
say-—on the contrary what ¢ A Canadian Church-
man' would have us do would be very much
like saying, ‘ We are sorry we oun’t get on for
some lime yet withoat your nourishing care,
continue your gifts and with some portion of
them we will equip & missionary of our own
who shall be furnished with our own special
banmer ; we want to get some oredit for what
we are doing; we have the strongest possibie
desire to show how independent we oan be--this
desire we feel sure you approve of and will donbt-
less furrish the means of realizing (in appear-
aLoe.)

And is this feeling of independence in & mat-
ter of this kind— quite apart from the circum-
stances I have referred to—altogether a whole-
some ono? For my part I csnnot fully dis-

comneat this desire from {eelings and sspirations

which ara comparatively ignoble. Itseems to
savour too much of self, of the wish to exhibit
before the world —the Christian world too —ogp
own missionary spirit—our own energy which
has led us to make our own venture—to show
that we sre not behind others, Theressems tgq
mauch haste to {hrast ourselves forward—an ab.
sence of that humility which seeks to do Godg
work without ostentation and which has the
promise of His Grace,

As to the stimulus to more liberal contriby.
tions in aid of Foreign work to be gained by
¢ the ability to go and say to our people—your
own flesh and blood have given themselves tq
this great work and are looking to you to back
them up,’ the objection seems to me to be com-
pounded principsily of rhetoric—I oount it ag
of little worth 88 & means of influenging those
who give on principle—not as the result of 5
sentimental appeal—and we all know that upon
the former olass must depend the permanent
sapport of missions. The personal interest in
any particular missionary would probably be
confined within narrow bounde. It 1is an error
o suppose that the absence of that direct por.
sonal interest has hitherto deprived Foreign
missionary work of the aid which was counted
upon. The last trieunial report of the Board of
of Managemsent, presented in September 1889,
informs us that for the three years preceding
that dato the sum of 85 740.98 in excess of the
amount asked for had been contributed for
Foreign Missions, This one fact would seem to
indicate that down to & little over & year ago
the polioy of entrusting the missionary agenaies
of the Mother Charch with the confributions
from our people had not appesred to the
Church in Canada as your correspondent im-
plies and completely disposes of his objactions,

I msy be wrong but it seems to me that * A
Canadian Churchman ’ is under the impression
that the aystem inaugurated recently in the ap-
point.aent of Mr. Waller ie qaite free from any
intervention of the great societies at home. If
8o I wish to point out that he is labouring under
& misapprebension. Mr, Waller is the first
missionary from Canada, accepted by the Bosrd
of Management to laboar among the hesthen in
what is termed the Foreign field. In that
sense he is our own missionary, officially ap.
proved and commissioned ; but he will never-
theless be a missionary of the 8 P. G. working
entirely ander the direction of that Society. He
will be paid directly by the 8. P. G. out ef
monies forwarded to the Society by the Board
and at the same rate as other missionaries of
that Sooiety.

This is the system which was adopted in 1889
after conferences on the subject had heen held
between the two great societies and some of the
Bishops of the Canadian Church in 1888, and a
correspondence subsequently carried on. It was
sppruoved by the Board of Missions—i ¢. the
Provincial Synod—and seems to meet admir-
ably ihe circamstances of the Charch as affsct-
ing the question at present and for some time
to comse, A. A. Vor Irruanp,

MR. WILSON'S INDIAN HOMES,

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Si1s,—1Is is very gratifying to me to find how
many goud friends I have in this work in which
I am engaged among the Indian children, as
evidenced by the increased sontributions both
in money or clothing during the last two or
three weeks and also by the many kind sym-
pathising letters whioh I have received. In
addition to regular contributions towards the
support of Indian children I would like to
acknowledge the following : All Saints’ Sunday
school, Toronto, (special) $25; St. Judes,
Brantford W, A., $6; Mrs. Boomer, 85; the
Misses Patterson, $10; A. Durcan, $5; Sunday
sohool, Waterloo, P, Q, $5; Sunday school
Waterloo, Ont., $6; Lord Aberdeen, (for Med-,
icine Hat) $60 ; meeting at Thorcld, $9; W.A.,
Perth, $20; D., $1; St, John's Sunday school

Cornwallis, $6; per Bev. J, O, Cox, §2; 8t'
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James', Carleton Place, $20 ; Mra, MoCaul. 85 ;
St. Peter's West End Sunday school. Cobarg,
$12; B. D F. M, per D. Kemp, §500. The
following Sunday sebools have promised to aid
in the support of pupils so soon as we feel able
to inorease our numbers again: Truro, N. 8. ;
gt. George's, Ottawa; St. James', Orillia;
Shawville, P, Q ; 8t. Philip's, Toronto. Cloigh-
ing has been received as follows: From Miss
Roe, Lennoxville, two barrels; from Miss
Green Armitage, Fergus, a packet; from Mrs,
Shaw, Perth, & large bale; from Miss Ingles,
Niagara Falls, a bale; from Mrs, Bell Irvire,
Quebec, & box. o

In order to reduce our expenses this winter
and got things into proper shape for the future,
we have closed down some of our trades,
dispersed with services of local superintendent,
and reduced our pupils wt Shingwauk to 29,
Wawanosh to 16.  Oar aim will be during the
winter montha to shake ourselves free altogether
of debt, refill the depleted shelves of our cloth~
ing store, snd secure the aid of s number of
fresh Sunday sechools in the support of our
Indisn pupils. We have room now for 100
children at our Saunlt Ste, Marie Homes and 70
at Elkhorn ; and, at Medicine Hat, the $4,000
building which we commenced in Angust is
already up; roof on, and cupola in place; but
$1400 is still needed in order to complete the
interior and there is nothing on hand as yet for
furnishing. Government will we are perscaded
belp liberally if only we be duly supported by
the Church. By next summer there seems to
be every reason to hope that these Homes for
Indian ohildren will be in & better position and
doing a greater work than they have ever done
before. My hope is that our Board of Domestio
and Foreign Missions will take up and make a
specialty of the Indian work far and wide
through the Dominion. The Bishop of Algowma
is kindly joining with me in a scheme to estab-
lish an “Indian Auxiliary,” something on the
same Jines ag the * Women's Auxiliary,” which
bas become such & power for good; and the
idea iz for esch Missionary Diocese, where
Indians are resident, to have an Indian Com-
mittee, who would undertake the management
and support of the Indian work within the
Diocese, baving special regard to the training
of the young Indisns in such Imstitutions as
those with which I bave been so long ocon-
neoted. I believe if & plan such as this oan be
oarried ont it will give Church people more
confidence in the work and that it will be better
and more systematically supported.

LAYING ON OF HANDS,

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :
818,—Mr. Roe in his letter on the above sub-

jeot in your issue of the 2%:h ult, seems fo
think that because *' Dr. Pesey affirms that the
Church has always taught that the gift (that is
the special gift of the Spirit's Personal Ind well-
ing Presence) i given in Baptism,” further
discussion on the qaestion ig nseless. The words
with which he aoncludes his letter are, “ Now
the point I wounld put to your readers is this:
Messenger claims to prove from Swmipture that
the Holy Spirit ie net given in Baptism. Dr.
Pusey sflrms, &o. ; which of the two is to be
believed ? This reminds ome of the famous
(mis) quotation of words aftributed to St.
Angustine,, ‘Roma lcute est, c-usa finita esi.’
Now very greatly as one may admire Dr, Pasey
a8 a Divine, and readily as one would accord
to him the first place a8 an authority on the
teaching of the Fathers, I do not think thatone
is bound to regard even him as infallible. And
the question I submit, is no? ‘one of faot,’' as
Mr. Roe says, but rather of the ‘ mode of inter-
preting the Futhers,’ and the words of the form-
ularies of our Church, Dr, Pusey himself says
in the words quoted by Mr, Roe: ‘It is plain
also that passages of the Fathers, which speak

of the oifts of the Spirit as belonging peculiarly
to Confirmation are to be waderstood, (as indeed
their words couvey) of an espevial atrengthen-
ing and coofirmiog grace, &), &1.' If thers
are passages that ¢ speak of the pift of the Spirit
88 belonging peculiarly to Confirmation,’ it
maust be not & *matter of faot' but an opsea
gnestion of opinion as to interpretation, whether
they are to be * nnderstood ’-in a very different
manner, to their most obvious mesning, unless
we admit Dr, Pasey’s infallibility. We muat
remember, moreover, that his special object in
writing was to defend the Holy Sacrament of
Baptism from a very low view that deprived it
of all Sacrament Grace. :

I confess I do not quite see how it oan be said
of snch passages as the following, that ¢they
are to be understood (as their words convey) only
of an sspecisl strengthening grace, &,

8t, Cypriau, Bishop of Carthage, 7th century
*A man is not born by imposition of hand
when ke receives the Holy Ghost, but in Bap-
tism ; that so being already born he-may receive
the Holy Gthost, even as it happened in the first
Adam. 85, Cyril, of Jerusalem 4th ocentary:
¢ Christ also bathed Himself in thariver Jordaun,
and had impsarted the fragrance of His God
head to the waters, He ocame up from them,
and the Holy Ghost in substance lighted om
Him, like resting upon like. In the same man-
ner to you also, AFTER YoU had come up from
the pool of the sacred stream wae given the
Unotion of emblem of that wherewith Christ
was anointed ; and this is the Holy Ghoat.’

And again, the ssme writer, in leotures to
Catechumens, ‘In the fime of Moses the Spirit
was given by the laying on of hands; so apon
you, when you are baptized, His grace is abont
to oome.’

Author of Apostolic Constitutions, 4th cen-
tury, * Throngh whom (the B'shop) the Lord
gavo you the Holy Spirit by the laying on of
lands,’

St. Jerome, 4th centary, * The Bishop hastens
to lay his hands (apon those baptized by Pres-
byters) for the ievocation of the Holy Spirit.’

Ven. Bede, 8th centary, crowds of listeners
surrounded the man of God ; he preached to
them for two days, and then by the laying on
of hands ministered to the newly regenerate in
Christ the grace of the Holy Spirit.’

But I must not multiply quotations. I wonld
refer those who would wish to see more to a
most excellent ¢ History of Confirmation by the
Rev. W, Jackson, published by Parker, and to
a most ueeful little tract *Confirmation: Con-
tinuity from .Apostolic times,’ published at
Church Book Store, Fiedericton, to which too
I am indebted for the above references. From
the latter I will also give two quotations from
writers from our own Churoh.

Dean Alford commenting on Heb. vi, 4-B,
says, ‘Oatwardly the agency would be the
laying on of hands after baptism [rade par-
takers of the Holy Ghost]; but the proper
agent is He who only can bestow this partioi-
pation viz: God,’ and in Eph. 1,3: *In strict
uconracy, Faith preceded Bsptism, Baptism
preceded the gift of the Spirit.’

Westoott, now Bishop of Darham, comment-
ing on 8¢, Joha xi, 20: ‘Ye have an unotion
from the Boly Ghost’ Here other ontward
symbol of the Oid Testament—the sacred oil—
is used to pignify the gifts of the Spirit from
the Holy Qae, which is the characteristic en-
dowment of Christians. This gift is reforred to
a definite time, and the narrative of the Acts fixes
this normally at the imposition of hands'

I trost I have quoted enough to shew that
the expression made use of in the ‘ Messenger,’
however contrary to the great sathority of Dr.
Pasey, soarcely watrants Mr. Rae's strong con-
demnation as * novel tesching,’ and * monstrons
exaggerations.’ I believe moreover that it is
fully warranted even by the words of the Con--
firmation service iteelf, when rightly interpret
ed, though there may be & ocertain amount of
indefiniteness and smbiguity as to the exact

mesuing intended, In the Prayer of Confirma-
tion, which has come down to us from time
immemorial we first asknowladge that the
caudidates kave been made recipisats of tha

grace of baptism, regenerstion and forgivansss

of ging, and thus pray that they may now b

strengthened ‘ with the Holy G-host.’ I am sorry
that Mr. R)e should think tha% any appeal to
Scripture. wa3 in any way intanded to override
what ¢ The Church teaches and has taught from
the beginning definitely.’! I most fally believe
the Ohurah to be the ‘ pillar and grouad of the
trath,’ and to have guch ‘authority in ocontro-
vergios of Faith,' that all individuals should
gladiy bow to her decisions, Bat I am equally
sure that she has not ordained ‘anything that
is contrary to God’s writings,' ‘ neither' has
expounded ‘ one plase of Soriptare’ so as to
‘ be repugnant to another.,’ When, therefore,
I read so plainly written in the pages of Holy
Soripture, ¢ As yet He (the Holy Ghost) wag
fallen mpon none of them, only thoy were, bap-

tigad in the name of the Lord Jesus; ¢ when
Paul Iaid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost
oame on them ;’ and when my Charch tells me
that the lsying on of hands is continued ¢ after

the example of the Holy Aposties,’ I think I
am jastified in appealing to Secripture to fiad
oat what the spocial gift is that I may expeot
to receive through that Holy Ocdinsnoe,

Me. Roe appeals to yoar readera to oonsider
what i8 thirkabls in this matter. I confess that
the whole sabjact of the Holy Spirit's [nd wall~
ing Presence s t00 mysterious & subjat for me
to judge ita possibilities by my fiaite thinking
powera. [ am confent to believe that somabow
He doea condescand to make the bodies of the
baptizad, and, let me add, the confirmed, His
Temple.

Baut certainly I can jast asreadily imagine that
the baptized, though members of Christ, child-
ren of God, and heira of the kingdom of heaven
—~though having reccivad the gift of regsnera.
tion and of forgivenaess of sins. may yet lack the
fulness of the Holy Spirit's Iadwelling Pres~
ence, as that having already that Prosence wo
coald pray for the Holy Ghost to ba givea again
theongh the laying on of hands, If we cannot
do this [ canootses how it can be oalled the
same Ordinance as that masintained by the
Apostles, or how wo oan reokon it as ono of
the ¢ principles of the dootrine of Christ.’

Trasting that you will pardon the leagth of
this letter, I am, yours faithfully.

SUGGESTIONS FOR SUNDAY-SCHOOL
TEACHERS.

(From the Editorial Notes of the American Ch.
8. 8. Magazine, Phila, for N vember.)

WiN TaE Fri:NpsrIP of your scholsrs if you
wish to do them apy good. If you reprove a
ohild that is yet a stranger to youw, the child
will sarely retain an unconguerable dislike,
derived from its first unhappy contaot with

your well-meant discipline. First of all, esta-
blish in a ohild’s mind that the teacher is a
friend so patient that no hardness oan over

come betwoen the pupil and that teacher, then
your work is restraining the ochild will be ao
oepted in good faith.

TeR SUPERINTENDENT 48 woll as tho teacher
should tako pains to win the individusl regard
of every child in the school. It is true that the

school may be too large to allow the individual
scholars to be personally dealt with exoept
on rare ocoasions; butif when the opportunity
ocours the superintendent is sympatbetio, that
one oase will spreand & reputation for kindness
whioh will invite access. Do not let ice form
between yourself and the children, Kspocially
in reproving a child, remomber that the reproof
to aocomplich any good must show jastice tem
pored with mercy. Remember that Satan is
pretty sure to take up the child you send out of
school. Hold on to the little ones as long as
possible. Try reproof in private again aund
again before resorting to the humiliation of a
publio rebuke from the desk. Such an sotion
38 likely to bo the turning.pointin the child's
liﬂ:x;mless the evil is mercifally overruled for
go .

RsAL Worxk is demanded of the teacher. No
teacher should take a Lesson Help into the

olass. ‘The Bible and Prayer Book are enough,

with & few memoranda in the teachers’ own
bandwriting, Better still is such & preparation
that no book but the Bible and no note except
a mental digest of the lesson are necessary.
The advantage of such preparation is not only
the impression on the children that you know
what you are about to teach, but your whole
attention can then be given fo your audience
A slovenly preparation of the lesson confines
the teacher so closely to the effort of teaching
that the power of observiag what is going on
in the olass is wholly destroyed, Your manner
will be more wide awake for having no need of
hunting for references that yon have not looked
up beforehand, and you will be spared the
mortification of being stumped by some un-
foreseen difficulty, It is irreverent to go to
your work without preparation of mind and
heart by study and prayer,

CrassE8 ARE Somarimes DastioYEDp by an
unpunctual teacher, On the other bhand, we
have seen the dullest of teachers hold a large
clags together by unremitting attendance, Dil-
atory natures oannot see the foroe of their own
tardiness until too late for remedy. Prevention
here is the only oure. It is a strango disregard
of the feeling of chi'dron for the teacher to be
behind time, Children, naturslly so eager,
have their hearts maie very sick by hope de-
forred, Itis pitiable to see the wistful looks
they cast at the door, a3 all the other classes
round them are setting down to happy work,
and their teacher does not appear. A teacher’s
absence or tavdiness is & weighton the children,
a weight on tho superintendent, a damper on
every session of the school. If you have to be
lato or absent, provide a aubstitate.

Tox Invoosrion oF TR Hory Srrair for
aid in the work of teaching is the common
habit of teachers at tho opening at the sehool,
but we fear that msany have only a vague idea

of the way in whioh -they are to draw the
“living water " from the Rook. God’s supplies
are given in an easily defined and accessible
way. Ii was from tho Rock when it was
smitten that the water issued for the thirsty.
The Spirit of Christ comes from Christ erucified
ag the teacher trusts in Christ. It seems oasy
to say this, Hundreds have said it before.
The phrases are so ready on our lips that half
the freshness has been lost. Some are even re-
pelled by the stereotyed sentiment, although
they deeply feel the need of smoh help. Let us
bewsare of mere cant in our talk, but let us not
become silent about Him in whose Name we
muet work, and let us boware lest the mere
Name bo made to take the place of the Divine
Presence,

It may be that Calvinism is responsible for
some of the vagueness and barrenaessin Chris~
tian thought about God's grace bsocaude the ac
tion of the Spirit of God has boen presented as
80 arbitrary, 80 mysterious, that faith has left
off sll definite expectation of refreshment ex-
cept a8 a spasmodio visitation.  This is all an-
warranted by the Word of God, 'When Christ
walked with men it was His oustom to have
them conneot the reccption of the Spirit with
His Person. He breathed on them in impart-
ing the Bpirit. His words were, “If any man
thirst, let him come unto Me and drink.” To
the Samaritan woman He spoke of the water
of life as His gift. As He was leaving His
disoiples His promise was, “I will not leave yon
desolate : I will come unto you " (Rev. Vers.);
and *“ If I go, I will send Him unto you.” Be.
cause Christian thought has heard the coming
of the Spirit in the new birth likened to the
blowing of the wind from unexpected qaarters
of the compass, it has been doemed irreverent
to name a definite quarter or to consider any
law of the Spirit's agency ascertainable. Sach
vagueness destroys all power. God’s grace is

'eonnected definitely with the exercise of faith,

prayer, participation in the Sacraments and the
reading of His Word.”

Anotber hindrance is the misconoeption of
God’s Spirit as an awful and mysterious agent,
who aots with only oyolonic force and at inter-
vals. Yet on looking at our Bibles we fiad the
agenoy of the Bpirit likened to the most con.
stant and gentlest force of nature—flowing
water, falling dew, the brooding of a dove,
Failure to receive the Spirit is mostly charged
to God as if He gave grudgingly. uot as if the
promise were to ‘“all flesh.”  Failures to re.
ceive Gad’s Spirit in the Bible are laid on the
personal will which ‘resists,” ‘ quenches”
and “ grieves ” the Holy 8irit.. Here we
learn that God's grace is & conatentlg flowing
stream, and the interruption to the supply is
orly the choking of the channels in the heart
by individual resistance,

The barrenness of spiritual power arises often
from our having stripped the agenoy of the
Spirit of all moral atiributes, connecting such
agenoy with abnormal enthusiasms and unna.
tural experiences.  The true idea of spiritual
power is moral power. We are all familiar
with the power of simple truth, whether spoken
or written. This is the power of the Spirit of
Truth. We are familiar with the power of
love in friendship, in the home cirole, in heroic
self saorifice, This is the power of the Spirit of
Love. Look over the list of the fruits of the
Spirit, and you will not find in them anything
vague or barren. They are all living powers,

Persons may be misled into suppressing all
mention and recognition of the Grace of God
beoause it has been taken in vain by the mouth
of the hypocrite and turned into mere cant;
bat let us remember as there is a manly retie.
enoce in regard to sacred feelings so there is also
a manly boldness in giving God oredit for the
powers that work in us and through us—the
powers of truth and love which are present
with us because God dwells in the heart of
man. “Yeare the Tomple of the Holy Ghost.”

THE JUBILEE CELEBRATION OF THE
BISHOP QF MONTR&AL.

This is one of the cxceptional instances in
which personal references may be pardonable
yea justifiable, The reticence in regard to
Apostolio charaoters and labors cannot be with-
out application to those who follow the Saviour
in our own day, at so great a distance behind
them. The *writing up’ of every self-asserting
pastor, and the vain glorions rumbering of
years and recounting of deeds fiads an unsom-
plimentary contrast in the Iaws and Spirit of
Christ. Bat in the case of the Bishop of this
Diocese, signal Providential blessings through
8 mioistry unusaally prolonged, and with the
enjoyment of health and strength rarely be-
stowed, seems to demand on his part and thst
of many friends a resognition of the Hand
which guides and governs all ; and a tribute
of Thanksgiving to the Divine Father and
Sapreme Pastor for all His mercies. In the
details of such a movement there may be
allowed great margin for differences of judgment
and diversity of tastes 88 to the congruity of
things. Bat in regard to the unbroken ministry
of fifty years, and the fact of vigorous powers
still remaining, only one feeling will pervade
the minds of friends in and withount the Diocese.
Wo extend our hearty congratulations to our
Chief Pastor, and rejoice with him in the ripe-
ness of age, with the prospect of many years of
willing effective service for the Divine Master
and the extension of His Church. If his
administration of the Diocese has mnot been
unchallenged, the spirit and temper whereby
are refleoted the love and life of Christ, are
ground for universal appreciation, We yield
to none in the earnest prayer that ¢ at Evening
time it may be light,’ and that when the Cross
of life’s duties comes to be surrendered, the
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Crown of eternal joys may await the third Chief
Pastor of the Diocese of Montreal. We oannot
doubt that a renewed life will flcw from the
celobration in progress to~day; both to the
eminent object of enlogy and to those who in
pimplicity would remember him placed over
them in the Lord, Would that this Jubilee might
remove all hindrances aud be the sotting free
from sll unhappy snd unfortunate complioa-
tions and disputes, which stand in the way of
¢ godly union and concord.’

HOME REUNION.

Mr, Philip Vernon Smith, member of the
House of Laymen for the Province of Cauter-
bury, Eng,, said in his address at the Hull
Congress :—* What are the differences which
most hinder the reunion of English Christians?
Tbis is set down as the second head of inquiry
in our programme this morning, but logically
it comes first. For until we can probe these
differences to their root and find a means of re.
moving them, it is idle to discuss the grounds
of reunion or to suggest schemes for bringing it
shout, The main hindrauce to reunion which

wo have to overcome is not the political dif.
ference, nor the ecolesiastical difference, nor
the theologioal difference. (1) Itis not the
political difference. The relations betweeu the
Church and the State are not the real ohstacle
to the union of Protestant Nonconformists with
ourselves. The early Dissenters, the Presby

terians and Independents of Cromwell's time,
insisted as strongly on the connection of poli-
tios with religion as the stoutest supporter of
Church andState in our own day. The Angli~
oan Churoh is entirely independent of the State
in the Upited States of Amerioa ard in our co-
lonies. But this independence has not brought
the reunion of Nowocornformists one whit the
nearer. (2) It is not the ecclesiastical differ-
ence. In the Ancient Merchants' Leoture, de-
livered by him in London in July, upon the
subject of * Dissent a8 a duty,’ the Rev, Rdward
White, ex-President of the Congregational
Union, admits that the principle of Episcopacy
is, from this point of view, unobjectionadle. (3)
It is not the theologioal difference. Anglican
works of divinity and devotion are freely used
by Nonconformists, and not a fow of theirs are
valued by ourselves. There are many amongst
us who, a8 far a8 theology is concerned, are far
more in accord with our Nonconformist bre-
thren than ae are with our fellow Churchmen
of the extreme oppcsite school, What, then, is
the chief hindrance to home remnion ? It is
the low and imperfect estimate which has been
formed, and which atill prevails, of the impor

tance and duty of organic unity of coremonial on
the one hand, and of unity of dootrine on the
other. The Papal Church insists on sll these
three unities alike; and endeavoured, while she
could, to enforce them by fire and sword. The
Reformation was in the first instance & revolt
sgainat Roman dootrine and Roman ceremonial;
and, 8o far at any rate as this country is con-
cerned, it wag the Church of Rome and not the
Church of England which dissolved the organic
unity. To this day Roman baptism and Ro-
man ordination are recognized by us; though
our baptism and ordiration are ignored by the
Papists. But, alasl after shaking off the
tyranoy of Rome, we have erected (glespotisms
for ourselves. The Oburch of England has en-
trenched iwself in the Acts of Uniformity with
a view to ensuring unity of ceremonisl ; and
the Nonconformists divide and sub divide
themeelves in seots and fragments of sects in
the resolve to bave no religious connection with
those who are not in absolute dootrinal accord
with themselves. Vain attempts! We in the
Church of England are finding tiie enforcement
of the Acts ot Uniformity to be a hopeless
task, and differences of religious opinion prevail
in the Nonconformist bodies in spite of all the

sifting processes which they have undergone.
Would that we. could all more thoroughly
realize the truth of the old eaying, ¢ Unity of
opinion in the bond of ignorance ; unity of
profession in the bond of hypoorisy ; unity of
spirit in the bond of peace !’ and conld deter-
mine to add to it ¢ unity of organization in the
bond of toleration.’

“ Lot me state 8 fow propositions which
geem to me to point to the duty and importance
of home reunion, and to indicate the lines on
which it should proceed. (1) The invisible
things of God are intended to be understood by
the things which are made. It oannot be His
design that the intrinsio unity of His people,
thrice prayed for by the Saviour on the night of
His Passion, shounld be symbolised by their out-
ward dissensions, or that the nitimate oneness of
the Church triumphant in Heaven should be
prefigured by sohisms in the Church militant on
earth. (2) The aetual result of our divisions
is to hamper and hixder Christian work through-
out the world, There is a waste of power in
the needless multiplioation of agencies in one
spot, and our energy is expended in contending
with each otber which would otherwiae be de.
voted to combating the powers of darkness,
(3) A Church, by which I mean the body of
Christisns in & partioular place, has no right to
require, a8 terms of membership with it, condi-
tions which were not required in Apostolical or
primitive times, (4) On the other hand, in-
dividnal Christians have no right to separate or
hold aloof from a Church because dootrines and
ceremonies which they hold to be erroneous
are held and practised without rebuke by some
of her members. The right to secede only
arises if suoh dootrines and ceremonies, instead
of being merely tolerated, are imposed as actual
conditions of Church membership.

“ There are, I fear, not a few members of our
own Charch who have failed as yet to grasp
these axioms. There are, perhaps, more to
whom it will be a severe wrench to make the
necessary sacrifices which will be involved in
loyslly carrying them out—the partial sur-
render, I moan, of the Aots of Uniformity and
of the parochial system. Bat tho utterances of
the Lambeth Conference in 1888 bear witness
to the fact that the Anglican Commaunion, a8 &
whole, ‘s becoming alive to the urgent impor-
tance of the matter, Would that we could see
similar signs of awakening among our Non-
conformist brethren | ¢ Disrent aa & Daty "—
such was the title of Mr, Whie's lecture last
July, to which I have already alluded. And he
chose as its text or motto the verse in tho Acts
whioh records that when divers of the Jews at
Ephesus ware hardened and believed not, bat
spake evil of that way before the multitade,
Paul parted from them sand separated the dis-
aiples. Aotually, at the close of the Nineteenth
century sn eminent Nonoonformist divine oon-
giders that St, Paul's separation of his Christian
converts from blaspheming Jews, who denied
the Divinity of the Saviour, is & warrant for
dissent and schism among Christians who are
at one upon all the articles of faith contained in
the Nicene Creed | He boldly places in the
forefront of his disoonrse as an authority for
that dissent and schism, the example of the
very Apostle who condemned divisions among
fellow-Christians as carnal and as devised by
man and not by the Bpirit of God. And yet
even from this lecture we may extract some
grains of hope, For Mr, White himself recog-
nises that Nonconformity is not & light or in-
different matter, and he starts with the admiss-
ion that nothing brt an imperative obligation
can justify separation from the Hstablished
Church of the country, The recognition of this
trth is no slight gain, even though he believes
in the existence of the obligation, while to us
the duty appears to lie wholly in the
other direction. At the close of & century of
vast religious movement tbe Christianity of
England appears to be now standing at a part~

ing of the ways.  To the right lies the road of

Comprehension and Reunion, which leads, as I .
firmly believe, along thelines of Daty. to Safety
and healthy progress, both at home and abroad;
The sign-poat to the left points of Exolnsive-
ness and Uniformity. The path tends not
only to the maintenance of our existing divis-
ions, bat aleo to the oreation of new socessions
and schisms. It will paralyse our efforts if we
follow it, and will land us in ultimate disaster
and raic. Over against us looms the Roman
Churoh, carefully watohing our movements and
ready to take advantage of every false step
which wo may mistake. She may well assnme
to herself the motto Divide et impera--Divide
and rule--which represented the policy of Pagan
Rome in the olden time. From our divisions
she derives her strength, snd while we devour
one another she consolidates her power. May
the God of peace and unity open the eyes of us
all, Churchmen and Dissenters alike, before it
is too late, and show us that in this matter, as
in every other, our duty and our interests coin—
oide, sand that both point to the pressiog ne-
oessity of home reunion.”—The Fumily Church-

man.
ADVANCED VIEWS OF WORSHIP.

In a recent number of The Church Times,
London, Eng., we find & lengthy article on
what is called the ¢ High Churoh’ revival in
the established Kirk of Scotland, To many in
this country, it may no doubt sound strange to
learn that advanced views on public worship
are making steady progress in Scotland in the
direotion of the Anglican Church. Many of
the old prejudices hoth in the old country and

on this continent are fast giving way undor the
light and experience of more enlightened and
Osatholic views, both of dootrine and worship.
We oan all remember the fesling of holy horror
with whioh many Presbyterian spoke of the
¢« Kust of Whustles '; and now there is scarcely
& congregation, more especially in the cities
aud towns, where the organ has not beaen intro-
daced. In many instances, we find & nearer
approximation in Church architeoture, as well
as in the mode of conduocting religious serviaes,
to what was formerly regarded ss savoring of
Popery. We now find organs, and choirs, and
gothic windows, and orossen evenm, in many
non-spiscopal churohes, The service is also,
in many instances, of & more ornate character,
inolading the rendering of chants, such as the
Te Deum, the tvune Dimittis, and many of our
choicest hymns ; not to speak of the uso ot the
Lord's prayer, the Creed, and the resnonsive:
use uf the Pealter. This is particularly notice- '
able in msny non-episcopal churohes of the
United States.

Bat in Beotland, of Iate years, in somo of the
Bstablished Kirk odngregations, there haibaan
a marked advanoe both in ecolesiastioal arghi~
teoture and in the form of Divine worship. On
going into some of the city churches in Edin-
burgh and Glasgow, & stranger would hardly
know the difference between the interior ar-
rangements of such a bnilding (for example)
as ot, Giles' Cathedral, Edinbargh, and an °
Anglioan Church. Much as it may surprise
many of our readers in this conntry,—when
you enter such a building as 8. Giles’, you find
a chanoel separated from the nave and elevated
8 the ¢ ganotum sanctorum,’ & high Communion
table railed off from the body of the Churoh, a
oredence table with the alms-basin, a prayer
desk in the proper position, with the pulpit
removed from the centre of the building to the
side. These are but & few external indieations.
of a felt desire on the part of non-episcopsal
bodies to approximate more vearly to regular,
Anglioan services; and it goes to show, among
other things, that the time is fast app oaching
when the ¢ unhnpgy divisions ’ of Christendom
will disappear under the botter broader light of
a Catholic unity,—~when Christian people of
every name will  see more eye to eye,’ and the
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breaohes in Zion _shall bo ‘healed. . When we '

.'find ‘such an eminent divine of the Presbyterian
. body &s Dr. Sobaff asserting that ‘it cannot be
denied that Episcopacy was the order of the
early Christian Church within fifty years of the
desth of the last Apostle,’—we may well enter-
~ tain the charitable hope that the vexed ques-
- tion of * The Historic Episcopate ® will ere long
be conceded as necessary to ihe full fraition of
Catholic unity, - :

43d. In Franoce they are beginning
to try this washing with tepid
water ou soldiers, and it is shown
that it may be done in & minutes
of time as against 20 in the bath,
and with five gallons of water as
against 60 and 70 gallons in the
path. This is accomplished at the
cost of a centime per head, soap
and towel included.

MISSION WORK IN WESTERN

[coxTINUED.]

The first diffonlty which hindersd
Mr. Lord from stationing Catechists
in the village, Shilewadi, was that
he could not then got a house in
the place. There were plenty of
puitable houses, and their owners
were willing to let them, but all
efforts failed until the beginuing of
this vear. The arrangements were
invariably epoilt by the interference
of the Brahmans, At last he fund
a man who was willing to build a
house on his own ground, The
agreement wos sigoed and the house
built. Mr. Lord sent the two Cate~
chists he had chosen for the place
with their families, he himself going
down to see them sottled in their
new home. There soon arose trou-
ble about the water supply. This
Mr., Lord had remedied: but a
grester diffioulty arose from the
Catechists being unwilling to remain
at an cutpost, wigshing to return to
head-quarters.

¢I am sorry toeay, adds Mr. Lord,
they did return, bringing in sll their
goods etc., which I had only a short
time before bad taken out at the cost
of Rs.6 to the Mirsion, I have re-
fused to pay for them a second
time, and though the men havo re
turned they have not taken their

families; one, 1 think, only went| Skl

when he understood that his ap:
pointment be.ng in the districts, no
pay would be forthcoming for .days
spent in Kolhapur, I mention this
mainly not todisgrace the Catechists,
but 88 sn instance showing with
what bad material we have to work,
- and bow imperative it is that one
Eur pean Mirsionary should te free
to go out himself and bo in the fore.
front of the work, The fact that
the mission agents, with a fow ex-
coptions only, have little zeal for
the work iteelf is mainly the cause
why there aro no results to our
work. It often seems that we do
more harm than good from working
in a half hearted way, and the people
estimate our religion by the zeal we
take in f)ropagabiuﬁ it; such as, in
the greatly curtailed district which
I now work I go round it but once
s year. I trust that the work now
started in the district will be kept
up and goon well.’

We can judge from such & passage
a8 this what some of the evils of
keeping a Mission undermanned are,

Anotber of the Missionaries in this
diocese, the Rev. H. Lateward, who
is stationed at Kamatipura, raises a
grave question about the native
Catechists.

Allow me
to explain. Tirst, I would premise
that I am not reforring to thuse em-
ployed as teachers in schools, or
whore the work is secular in the
main ; next, my experience had not
becu only to Hombay, but for nearly
double that time at the Deccan Sta—
tions; and lastly, that my experi-
ence of working without & catechist
extends only over twg years in the
town of Bombay, where, in addition,
the greater part of my time has been
taken up with Engish work, thus
allowing little leisure for work
among the heathen, and yet I con
sider the net result as better than
usual,

*Among its advantages I would
first mention the leisure it gives for
teaching the inquirers omneself, be.
cause one is not required to devote
th's time and energy to the Cate-
chists and others, I do not wish to
be unfair, and I admit that among
the numerous staff of workers, native,
in the Ahmednagar Missions there
axe instances of earnest men, and that
good results are the result of their
efforts. On the other hand I think
that a largo proportion of catechists,
&0, in this diocese are a distinct
source of weakness.’

The numerical weakness of the
European staff of Missionaries is
again painfully evident in all this

The Society bas increased it
grants to the Diocese frequently,
Ten years ago it vo'ed £3 500, now
it has voted for next year 25 225
The supply of men has not advanced

with the means, and the Rey, Chas.

King rends a strong appeal for cler.
gymen from Englsnd for the great
Ahmednagar Mission.

¢ Now that 1he Rev. J, D. Lord
goes on furlough, three priests only
will be left. One of these must re-
msin at headquarters in charge of
the educational establishments, leay-
ing two ounly fo minister to a buge
district of some 2 500 square miles
with over 4 000 Christiavs seattered
in about 200 villages. Year after
year we have had to report that
numbers of the baptizzd have practi-
cally apostatised from the Faith ;
and we bave aga‘n and again pointed
out how impossible it is with ounr
small staff to prepare the Confirmed
for the Holy Communion. Yetnow
in 1890 the staff will be smaller
than it was when I first jo'ned the
Mussion I1 years ago. The staff of
the Roman Mission is being greatly
increased, the American Congrega-
tionalist Mission, although it has not
insreased the numb.r of its mission~-
aries, yet has greatly incressed the
number of its native pastors, acd our
staff is less, both as to Europeans
and natives, than it was in 1880, I
know frow the reporis that the
Home Society is doing all that it
possibly can with the small funds at
its dispo:al, but do you mot think
that a spicial appeal might be made ?

With a larger staff we might ven-
ture to baptize the many thousands
of low castes who are wishing to be
come Christians. I see no reason
why the whole of the Mahar Man,
atd Bhil castes should not be made
Christians, bit a present we are
unable to minister to those who are

already baptised, so are e mpelled
bo refuse the invitition of others,
Many congregations of Christians are
not even visited by their priest once
a year; children areleft unbaptized;
it is impossible to personally under-
take the instruction of those to be
Confirmed ; Communicants are mu-
able to approach the Blessed Sacra-
ment even at Kaster; and the sick
snd dying are wholly mneglected.

Respeot for the judgment
formed about his acts is innate to
man, and if he knows tbat in the
society in whioch he moves, sound
prinoirles prevail, not weakened
nor falesified by any irregularity of
conduct, where no indulgence is to
expeotad, where the whole body of
the people area witness and a judge
not to ke brited or ocorrupted,—he
will be cheoked in every step tow.
