with whose circumstances they have
thereby become conversant. This seem-
ingly proper interpretation of the term
has not approved itsell to one of the
judges of an English Covnty Court, for

in o recent judgment he has defined the |

simple act of opening a depesit ac-
count as sufficlent to constitute ‘o
customer’—at any rate wilthin the

meaning of the Bills of Bxchange Act

{o which his judgment had reference.

Tpasmuch as our own Bills of Bx- *

change Act is based upon the English
one this judgment may serve as a pro-
cendent, as In this particular instance
it is notl ikely to be contested, for the
ihe Court, notwithstu.ndin_g the judge's
strained notions of business. The pub-
lic have an interest In a point of this
nature, bHeeause any change of opinion
on the part of the banks as to what
constitutes ‘o customer’, in law as
well as in reason, may woik harm to
the publie interegh. For any corcless
aet commitied by o bauk teller with
a stranger might rob some ‘p]u.'mtm
of his rights, if the teller were In o
position to say Lhat the stranger had
become & depositor, and thereby & cus-
tomer—thus opening the door to aplea
for protection under the Bills of Bx-
change Aet. Seetion 81 of our act
reads: “where a bank in good faith
and without negligence, receives for a
customev payment of o cheque crossed
generally or specially to itself, and
the customer has no ‘title, the bank
shall not imeur any liability to the
true owner of the cheque by reason on-
ly of having,reecived such paymient,”
The English case was thlsi—a youth,
aged seventeen, obtained possession of
a cheque for £21, remitted by a rail
way company, and took it to a penny
savings bank, whers without question
he was allowed to deposit i, being a

lad of respectable appearance. He

withdrew the money by instalments,
The bank refused, according torule, to
encash the cheque, yet indirectly didso
by receiving it to the lad’s eredit. The
owner of- the cheque instituted an ae-
tion to reeover his money from the
bank, and obtained jndgment on the
ground of ﬁcgligeuce on the bank’s
part. This negligence, apparent to any
reader, could not have been sustained
had it been o grown person (though
a gtranger, not & minorj who had be-
come wronglully possesscd of ‘the
cheque and deposited it in the dank
for the bank would have been able to
plead effccl;ua,ll_y that they were pro-
tected under the act in having denlf
with ‘a customir —there being no
youthfulness or other cireumstance con-
neeted with their cllent “to prevent
theiv acting with him in "the ordinary
way, ov justifying the charge of neg-
ligeuee.

We hope our banks will still diserimin-
ate between the regular customer and
the stranger,and not for the sake of any
inferior cxpediency adopt the strained
interpretation of the English judge. We
should place morality before technical-
tty in eases of this kind.

THE HOUSE OF COOPER & SMITH.

The “House that Jack bullt™ had
probably had a more extended chain ol
events as leading to the finaf eatastro-
phe than that crected and conducted
for many years by the” Toronto firm of
Sessions, Carpenter & Co. (in the good
old ante-bellum days of the neighbor-
ing republic) and by .thelr successors
meantime. Scsslons Cooper & Smith,
latterly known as Coop eor & Smi.th,'
boot x‘md shoe manufacturers and deal-
ers; but it may well be doubted
whether the old rhyme {urnishes as

much of moral interest or entertaln-

ment to the nursery as the 1'clcitn_l of
1he latter-day history of this firm may
to their ereditors and the {rade gener-
ally, especially to who were not made
to suifer because of the ultimate erush-
ing disaster,

The saying, which has passed into a
proverb, that “‘There's nothing l_i}(c
leather,” loses none of its force by the
history of Cooper and Smith. quccd
the figures subjoined g'o to prove that
they have actually Beaten the Re-
cord.” History will repeat itsell, for
we find o ‘“swdll house,” as it Is
lermed, gmong the little expenses of
.Jartner Cooper, between whom and
Smith no love has Dbeen lost of -laie
after the time honored method of closer
assoclates— “ when Poverty com—cs in
at the door, Love flies ouE of the win-
dow.”  Cooper Dlames Smith, and
Smith blames Coover. Smith’s  hobby,
or rather hobbies, were of an unusual
number of hands high, being no less
than fast horases from the 'bllile Lrass
regions of Kentueky. IFast horses are
an expensive luxury. \\'hut(-:\'ef the
standing of the ridevs may be, they not

nand-in-hand, and we must - remember
that in Lhese latter days,) when compe-
tition in husiness is ucugznblmtcd 10 an
extreme, a4 merehant or manufacturer
cannob afford to indulge in séntiment.
Under these circumstanees it is d_nuht-
ful if Canada is called upon to vonbri-
bute for the purpose of lociting thy
terminus Of the eable ab Vancouver. A
terminus at San Franelseo would sult
the mereantile world here equally well.
If then, the Imperinl Government de-
sirc that it shall end in British verrl-
tory ‘Tor strategle reasons, it is only,
fatr thab they should foot the bill them-
selves and not appeal to “the patriotism
of Canada to do s0.

THE GAMBLING SPIRIT.

The inerease in the speeulative ten-
deneles of the business commuiiity has
Dheen IHustrated by some very striking
examples durlng the past few weeks,
and notably Ly the developments arls-
ing from the unceremonious closing .of
ﬁw city agencles of the bucket shop

Australin ex-

firm, the Monro¢ Miller Co., and in
those following the sudden extinetion
of the produce commilssion house of
Shaw & Simpson. In the cuse of the
bueket shop the customers were well
aware that t'}hqy had notl the slightest
résource in law against the owners of
ilie place, that the head office of the
company in New York was ‘the out-
come of a Dbankrupt fivm which had
let ihe speculative publie in badly some
years ago, and that it Is the almost
universal pfan ot all these piaces to
{ake in all the money they ean from,
the public so Tong as the market . Ig
going thelr way, and then, the moment
the tide turns against them, to *‘lle
down " in the parlance of the street,
and quietly divide their winnl'xigs and
start again. Aﬂd yet their customers
were many, and {the same men :heer:
fully forgot thelr losses and started to
bet again with their successors in  the
hope of again getbing sonrsthing for
nothing., It is the true gambling ins-
stinet under the thin veil of specula-
tion; for these men nol only bet thats
they will win, bat toke' the extra haz-
aril of the doubt of thelr ever belng
paid it they are successiul; while
they are confronted with the ahsolutn
certainty of having their own money
raked in If they lose, The chances are
as mueh agomst them as in A game
fof faro, and yet they take them with,
oult the stighest hesitation. In  the
ease of the Monroe Miller Co., their
bankers in this eity state that at least,
$50,000 were remitted from Montreal
to that firm during the three months
of the downward market in New York,
and yet, the moment the market took

~an upward turn and the public wom

baek about $3,000 of theirf bwn money
they suspended their agencics in this
elty at once. It was o simple case of.
“Heads I win, talls you lose!* and
thelr eustomers were quite well aware
of the fact. And yot, after a Jittln
prowling, they accepted the situation,
aljowed the bucket shop to pocket the
snug little balance that had come out
of their own pockets, and started in
cheerinlly to bet with thelrl suceessors.
If this is not the true gambling spirit,
what 15 ? [

The case of the abseonded firm of
Shaw & Simpson is another one i
point. The farmers and factorymen
who dealt with that firm 'so cagerly
nnd were fleeced s0 unmerciiul_ly,‘. wote
quite n.wm"e of the risk they were run-
ning ; but they took It for ‘the sake-of
the extra .protlt. . They must have

known that no firm could afford ‘o o
business for two and a half per .cent.
and allow their agents ii\'c'pel' eent,
as well as a monthly salary and -

$12,000 of their money in his pockets,
and the only ones who made anything
out of him were the shar_p produce men
who snapped up the bargains he oifer-
1 so readily.

The rveasons for this Inercased ten-
deney to take ehances in the hope of
aaining larger profits than can bhe gob
by legitimate trading, are not far to
seck. The Inereasing severity of compe-
tition has brought the profits to
seeured by o sale and conservative me-
thod of doing business down to the
very lowest ebD, while the growing
taste for luxury that pervades all
classes has brought the cost ol living
up to & higher point than at any prev-
fous period In the history of our coun-
try. Henee men are forced to take a
certnin amount of risk beeause their
neighbors do so; and because they nced
the money, and pthis spirit of taking
chances has gradually grown upon
them until it borders veryt elosely upon
the verge of gambling. How impos:
sible it Is to eradicate this gambling
spirit, when onee it has a firm hold
upon a man, can be llustrated by a
ease that oceurred in this city aboudt
three weeks ago. A gambling den on

way.  Mueh can be done by meanns-of
the .standard Dbusiness journals; but
much must he done by private pl;ecc;pt}
and example,  Much can also be done
by the wholesafe houses if {hey shub
firmly and squarely ‘down upon. any of
their customers whose transactions sa-
vor too much of the gambling spirit.
With all these influences properlj* di-
reeted, at work, it should nof be im-
practicable to hold in checkl (since it is
impossible to cradicate it) 6ne of the
most dangerous tendencles of the age.
But it will be a difticalt and perhaps
a disheartening task.

INCENDTARISM. FOR GAIN.

Reviewing the fire losses sinee 1880
the Fire Marshal of Bogton finds that
sixty per cent of those who had sought
to defraud companics by means of in-
cendiary _tirg;s had & vecord which
might have prevented t:héu; obtalning
insurance, had it been enquired into.

the company (if mot absolutely accom-
plices) were perfectly cognizant of the
frauds, or else culpably negligent in their
dutics, seems to indicate that a drastic
purging of the stufi may be o;pected Two
of the omuu,ls occupying lngh pomcwns
are.-no loubm ut the office, and several
mipor clerks have not put in an appear-
anee since.  Of course the prineipal cul-
prit was the late H. Wickens Hodges, su-
perintendent of the fire department,whose
death on October 20th was the occasion
of the discovery of the irauds. Mr. Hodges
began his career in & wholesale dry
goods house and his first experience in
insurance was when he entered the
London branch of the Royal in 1839. In
1860 he left to join Garibaldi.in his mis-
sion to free Italy. 'In 1861 he veturned
once more to the Royal, and was assigned
to tho Liverpool branch. A year later
he went to the North British and Mer-
cantile where he has been a trusted cm-
ploye for over thirty years. The discov-
ery that-he was a systematic defaulter
was made before the funeral took place
and was a painful surprise to cthe Jirece
tors. MHis frauds were committed prin-
cipally by meauns of entries for bogus com~
missions, and so thoroughly was he trust-
ed by the directors that even claims sign-
ed by him were allowed without ques-
tion, A thorough investigation is 20w
being made to ascertain how it was shat
the defaleations were not discovered he-
fore, and somo drastic ehangoes rn the per-
sonnes’of the sta.ﬂ are expected to result
therefrom.

FLORIDA ORANGE [MPORTS,
TRADE PROSPECTS.

Lmporlant nferview with Ofr. Frank J. Hart.
L] -* - L ]

Mr. ¥raak J. Hart, of the firm of Messrs.
Hart & Tuckwel, wholesule fruiteres, 159
McGill street, aad member of the Couneil
of the Mcntrea: Board of Tradegvho has re-
cently retwined from o trip to Florida, has
courteously furnished us with the follow-
ing particulars concerning the orange erops,
for whicl. fruic we ate now largely indebted
to {hal State, and in which trade the firm
have long been foremost among Canadian
wholesale dealers.

Mr. Hart stated that the object of his
visit to TFlorida was to make a personal
investigation of tbe state of the orange
crop in that district; and, likewise, to
ascertain by individual enquiry on the
spot, whether it was possible to obtain
from TFlorida a supply of oranges sulfi-
cient to meot the growing demands of
the Canadian public.

Until within the last two or thres years
the Dominion was supplied with oranges
almost exclusively from Valeneia. ‘A
change has, however, supervened, and the
public have of late manifested an unmis-
takable inclination to favor the consump-
tior: of the Florica fruit, in preference to
that obtained from Spain. Mr. Hart,
prompted by the commercial instinct that
50 palpably distinguishes him, at once
gauged the trend of popular taste, and
determined, if feasible, to gratify it.

The result of his investigation surpassed
his most sanguine expectations, and he
was delighted to find that the orange re-
sources of Florida are not only fully ca-
pable of meeting the demands of the Unit-
¢d States, but are amply sufficient to cope
with all the requirements of Canadian
importers, up to mnext February and:
March.

The bulk of the Ilorida oranges are
shipped out on consignment ; and, so far
as Mr. Hart was able to’gather, one-fifth
of the whole crop is marketed aund looked
after by the Florida Fruit Dxchnnge Com-
pany, under thoe management of Mr. A. M.
Ives, of Jacksonville, and Mr. Horace
Davy, of the firm of Sgobel & Day, New
York.

During the current year, Florida has,

up to the present date, exported to Great
Britain, via New York, 10,000 boxes of
oranges. It is estimated that the erop in
Florida will this yeur amount to about
6,000,000 boxes.
About two weeks ago, the orange dis-
tricts were visited by a storm, and it
was reported that about 20 per ceat. of
the oranges in the various groves were
blown from the trees, or were ‘thorn
pricked.” But Mr. Hart, aiter careiully
logking into the matter, is of opinion that
the foregoing estimate is greatly exag-
gerated, and that not 8 per cent. of the
oranges have been damaged.

Mr. Hart obsorved, in the course of the
interview, that, i' his experience in going
through apple orchards, and of estimating
such crops in Canada, aifords him any
criteria for appraising the probable yield
of the orange groves that he visited, he
