The enemy shows
manifest tokens of submitting new peace
proposals to the allies, either thru papal
or Swisschannels, Allied general staff
officers believe that .these betray the
German intention of staying strongly on
the defensive and of not undertaking new
offensives owing to the danger of de-
cisive -defeat or of enormous losses con-
ducive to collapse. It is concgded fhat
Germany has the power of remaining on
the defensive for a considerable period of
time, It is cxpected, therefore, that the
enemy will concentrate his energy i .0
the maintaining of a defensive during the
coming campalign. The fighting seasons
are so brief in Flanders and rain in-
terrupts the campaigning so frequently
that the enemy has chances of averting
disaster in the crisis brought on at the
end  of each campalign. If the allies
could protract the duration of their ac- |
tive offensive by reason of continued
good weather, they might hope to finish
the enemy in one campaign. The alter-
native .is the intensifying of their of-
fensive effort so as. more rapidly to use
up the German reserves and bring in the
arisis earlier s0 as to enable them to
profit from it,. They will probably adop
this policy this year, when their equip
ment of heavy guns will undergo a large
increase.

The appeal of the governor-gen-
eral to the Red Cross Society of Ot-
tawa to still “carry on” never was
needed. as tadly a8 now. The women
of Canada are not as keen in Red
Cross work, say some, as formerly;
they are slacking up a bit in their
enthusiasm. While the falling off is
only slight, still it is enough to be
noticeable and to cause a ripple of
uneasiness among the ones on whom
the responsibilities rest. True, the
holiday season, may be the excuse;
but our boys must fight in season and
out of season. Of all the tasks the
war has given to women, the Red
Cross work is one of the duties that
must not be slighted.

His excellency said that the duch-
ess and himself had been identified
with the Ottawa Red Cross dn the
past and hoped to be more closely
in touch with it in the year of 1918.
One of the greatest pages in history
would be that recording what the
women of the Canadian Red Cross
had accomplished. More - efforts
Wweuld have to be put forth, however.
It was a duty to ourselves and to
posterity not to desist in win-the-war
efforts, until the peace and safety of
the civilized world was assured.

A pgood sersible resolution for
clubs, societies and -organizations to
make and keep during 1918 would be
to curtail the serving of all refresh-
ments at meetings as a war time
‘measure. We all like our cup of tea
after the business of a meeting has
been finished, in fadt, some presi-
dents have a firmly-rooted conviction

that the meetings would suffer in at-
tendance if tea was not served at the

Perhaps it has been sm0 until
now, tut we do not believe Canadian
women Would stay away from miet-
ing because refreshments were not
served. The food shortage will con-
tinue thruout 1918, it is said, and if
we do not use the utmost care from
now on we will face a serious condi-
tion within twelve months, The need
for serjous consideration of the situ-
ation was never so urgent as at ores-
ent. The women must still “cartry
on” in the home kitchens of Canada.

“We have,” sald a Toronto busi-
ness man recently to The. World
woman, “been all living as separate
families, and the time is coming—it
is almost here—when we must all
live as one big family. Soon we no
longer will be able to maintain sepa-
rate tables and establishments. The
worid is rapidly coming to it. The
food shortage and the fuel shortage
will bring this to pass if the war
continues much longer.”

Food i8 constant-
ly diminishing in quantity and aug-
menting in price, and the poor peo-
ple lve on bread and the few veget-
ables they can grow. All.other eat-
ables are too expensive (butter, $6 a
pound, flour, $400 a - pound, eggs,
$250 a dozen; tea, $22.00 a pound).
Clothes are not only ruinous to. buy,
but every Belgian home is system-
atically pillaged by the German auth-
orities Mor every awvailable bit of cot-
ton, linen or wool, every bit of metal,
especially brass, even the hand.es of
the pianos being torn off. Soap costs
two doliars a cake. Coal ard fuel
of any kind seems now entirely out
of the question, except for the very
rich. Forced labor, deportations to
Germany, fines, !mprisonment, cruel
punishments, all this has caus-d a #i-
lent rage, which makes it hard for
some of our pecple to practice the
gospe; of forgiveness. It is the rule
of the Duke of Alva and of Philip of
Spain, and even worse in some re-
spects.”

MANY ALIENS HOLD
LICENSES IN CITY

No Regulation to Prevent
Granting Such Privileges
is on Books.

CAN'T SPEAK ENGLISH

Laws - Have Been Amended
Recently, But Not in
That Way.

That aliens in Toronto have pool-
room licenses can be proven any
week-day by taking a trip thru the
pPool rooms on wueen street, west of

y Yonge, where in nine cases out of ten

' not a man will be tound who cares to
speag tnglish. The byiaws respect-
ing' the isswwng of licenses has peen
amended a auzen times during the
past twenty yedrs, and as recently as
November 27 this year. Nothing can
be found in the bylaw to hinder tne
foreigner from getting pooli-room or
any otner licenses, provided he can
show he is morally sound. In fact
there is no menuon made of foreign-
e€rs anywhere in the regulations gov-
erning the issuance of licenses. The
only paragraph dealing directly with
the applicant is sub-section 5 of the
bylaw, which reads as follows:

“Before a license respecting any of
the trades, businesses or callings re-
ferred to in Sec. 2 hereof is granted,
the chief constable shall ascertain if
the applicant tlierefor is of good char-
acter, and, if the application is for an
auctioneer's license, that the appli-
cant has been a resident of the city
for twelve months previous to the
date of the applicatton, and, if he
ascertain that said applicant is of
good character, and upon the other
provisions of this bylaw being com-
plied with, the license may be issued
by said chief constable; but if he
ascertain that the applicant’s char-
acter is not good, no such license shall
be granted, except upon the order of
this board, after due consideration of
the application, and of a report from
the chiefs constable thereon, and any
representation the applicant may de-
sire to make concerning the same.”

Aliens Not Barred.

In the: course of conversation with
the officials of the license office, a
reporter was informed that no mat-
ter what the private feelings of the
grantors might be there was nothing
in the bylaws as read today which
could debar an allen, friendly or
otherwise, from taking out a license
provided the applicant complied with
the requirements as to moral char-
acter. “TI'll tell you,”’ said one of
them, “it amounts to this; that these
foreigners are making money hand
over fist at the various factories, after
which they get into a business of
their own. And what is the result?
Well, you just go down to the Deni-
son avenue district, and your obser-
vations will tell you all vou need to
know. Yes, it's disgraceful, but what
are we to do when the law "allows
them to put one over us?”

At the reference library the re-
porter waded thru a mass of statutes
touching upon the status of aliens In
this country. Those of August, 1914,
. read that the enemy aliens who were
engaged in peaceful avocations were
not to be interfered with'in any way
unless it could be proven that they
were engaged in espionage or other
unmannerly occupation.

Mr. G. Stanley Sldg'wick has been calculating the
ptrength of the Germéan army, which he put recently,
all told, at 4,500,000, and these included every male
between 17 and 60. The class of 1920 has been
called out, while the French have not yet called the
class of 1918.

bave divided at ome election after another on ola}

party lines. =
One reason perhaps is to be found in the small

progress made on this continent by * co-operative
movements of every kind. A second reason may be
found in the overwhelming influence wielded in party
politics 1n the past by the great corporations. A third
roason may be found in the fact that nearly every
general election is in the nature of a plebiscite, where
you vote “yes” or “no” on some particular issue. The
man who favored conscription in 1917 had no choice
tut to vote for the Union government candidate; to
voie for a Labor candidate was simply to throw his
ballot d¢way. In 1911 the man who wanted to defeat
reciprocity had no choice but to support the Con-
gervative party. In the United States many of the
preside: tial ' elections ‘have turned on a single ilsue
like the free silver question which no man coula
straddle o1 ‘disregard; he either had to be for the gold
standard or against it. If he were for the gold stan-
dard he had no choice' but to support the Republican
candidate, no matter how anxious he might be to en-
courage the Labor party.

Possibly Union government will give the Labor
movement 8 better chance. Puhlic ownership will do
more -than anything else to bring it success. The
abolition of the patronage system and the campaign
fund should greatly help independents in every elec-
tion, Proportidnal representation and more adequate
representation for ¢ity constituencies would also help.
The 500,000 people living in the City of Toronto have
little more voice in the government of this country
than the 90,000 living in the Province of Prince Ed-
ward Ieland. More city seats would help the Labor
party, but proportional representation weuld help it
still-more,

Reverting to the differénce in conditions between
the old world. and the new ‘it must be remeémbered
that many: men returned to parliament ,n Canada
may not be members of the Labor party, but may
fairly be. considered representative of Labor. They
are men who have risen from the ranks; have known
in the!r time chill penury, and done much hard man-
ual labor. In Great Britain, on the other hand, until
the extension of the franchise and the advent of the
Labor party, the membership of the national legisla-
ture was largely recruited from landed proprietors,
voiversity graduates, scions of nobility and members
of the learned professions. The Labor -candidate,
when he appeared in the mother country, represented
laboring men and made a peculiar appeal to them
when oppesing a titled banker, a distinguished law-
yer or the cadet of some aristocratic family. Here
in Canada the Labor candidate can seldom make a
similar appeal. The candidates of the old parties
may be well-to-do men in the community, but they are
often self-made men who have served their appren-
ticeship at the forge, the carpenter’s table, the shoe-
maker’s bench, or in the machine shop; and may have
put in more years of hard manual labor than the
Labor candidate.

_. ket ‘conditions will, in, many cases,
‘prevent their renewal abroad, and
‘money will have to be found in Can-
ada to take them up as they become
due. .This will, of course, make fur-

Historical Play Opens at Princess
New Year's Eve, and Proves
One of Best Offerings.

George Arlss, than whom there is
no more graceful nor < gentlemanly
actor.on the American siuge, opened

at the Princess Theatre New Years

He 1is
fighting heroically for his bill to com-
mit the credit of the federal govern-
ment to compléete and central-
ized responsibility for the un-
paid debts Iincurred separately by
the thirteen states at the . time of
the revolutionary war. His bill is
opposed by the advocates of states’
rights, but Hamilton tricks his . two
most dangerous opponents out of their
position by bringing up another issue
which in his private opinion‘is of no
consequence. Incensed with his stand,
Hamilton's political enemies decide|
upon intrigue and blackmail as their
only weapons, With the connivance
of James Reynolds, a despicable pan-
der, they get him entangled with the
lovely and totally immoral Mrs. Rey-
nolds. Hamilton, awakening to the
situation,  ashamed of his weakness,
and still devoted to his wife, is soon
paying hush money to Reynolds, The
scandal is discovered by Monroe and
Jefterson, who offer Washington's
young lion the alternative of betray-
ing the duty to. his country or sacri-
ficing his wife, his home, his happis
ness and his personal good name, In
this crisis he rises nobly to the occa-
sion, faces the truth and public eri-
ticism, and in the end for his bravery
wins all back, including the admira-
tion of friend and foe, and the for-
giveness of his wife, Betsy.

The new plan of dividing the annual
basepall prize means that eight cluns
will share in the money, instead of only
the winners of the two league champion-
ships, Under the new scheme, players
on the cl winning the world’s cham-
pionship will receive $2000, while the
losers will be awarded $1400 each. What
amount the other six clubs in the two
leagues will get has not beéen definitely
decided upon, but it will be figured out
according to a percentage basis, Chair-

The present pian will be given a ‘try-
out next fall,.and will be made perma-
nent if it proves satisfactory,

“After awarding the winning players
$2000 each and the $1400- each to the
losers, we will divide the remainder of
the prize money among the players on
the teams which finished second, third
and fourth' Chairman Herrmann said,
“Originaily we intended to place all of
the sixteen clubs on a percentage basis,
but dec'ded to make a flat sum for those
who participated in the series, ;

~ th.nk the new division will be. sat-
isfactory to all concerned. It will stimu-
{ate. interest in-the races. Clubs that
are third or fourth or fifth a month be-
fore the .close of the season will strive
to better their positions, because it will
mean a larger share of the prize. I do
not believe there wil be any lagging of
clubs hopelessly out of the champion-
ship. I am sorry to say that has been
the case in previous years.'’

The new arrangement is the outgrowth
of an agitation which has been' on for
geveral years. When the world’s series
was conceived, it was not thought that
it would ever reach present.day propor-
tions, Those who drafted ‘the early plans
of the baseball classic believed the win-
ning players might receive as much as
$2500 in some years, but they never
thought the individual player’'s prize
would reach $3500 or $4000.

ANSWER-—Ankylospd means rigid or
stiff from adhesions or bony deposits in

joint, usually caused by previous dis-
ease in the joint. The late Dr. J. B.
Murphy devised an operation, consisting
of opening the joint, reaming and smooth-
ing the surfaces to it each other, and
anchoring between them a flap of fat-
bearing fascia or tissue from beneath the
skin of the peighborhood to supply lubri-
cation and prevent union of the freshened
bony surfaces. Any good surgeon - can
perform this operation. It restores the
function of the stiffened joint in a large
share of the cases.

TO STOP MANUFACTURE
OF ALCOHOLIC DRINKS

Dominion War Cabinet Will Prohibit
Making Intoxicants in Canada.

Ottawa, Dec. 31.—Immediately after
the holidays the war cabinet will, it
is understood, take up consideration
of prohibiting the manufacture of in-

toxicating liquors, The conditions of
the liquor industry will be investi-
gated with this end in view. Follow-
ing investigation, a date will be de-
termined, on and after which the
manufacture of intoxicating lignors
within Canada will be prohibited.

The transportation of liquor into
any part of Canada in which the sale
of intoxicating liquors is illegal is
prohibited after April 1.

Prohibition provisions, enacted by
virtue of the War Measures Act, re-
main in force during the war and for

twelve months after the conclusion of
peace.

' HOME BANK MAKES
SPLENDID PROGRESS

Deposits  Show Substantial|¢
Gain in Six Months of
Fiscal Year.

The Home Bank of Caanda in its
report to, the Dominion Government
reveals the progress and expansion it
has enjoyed in the first six months of
its fiscal year.

In the last annual statement the
Home Bank indicated it was making
substantial progress. The steady ad-
vance made in the first six months of
the current year would tend to show
that the bank has greatly strength-
ened  its position, and is able to
handle its full share of the increased
business offering. At the same time,
it has maintained the position that
has made it possible for it to take
care of its proportion of special gov-
ernment business, arising out of war
conditions.

The abridged statement to the gov-
ernment shows that at the end of the
first six monghs the total deposits by
the public had increased to $13,084,601,
up from §11,204,821. Of this amount
the deposits bearing interest gained
to $9,184,034, up from $7,923,281, and
deposits not bearing interest 33 850 567
co..pared with $3,281,040. Bank| cir-
culation increased to $2,301,960,/com-
pared with $1,815,785.

The principal changes in the state-
ment result from the larger amount of
business being done with the govern-
ments. The holdings of Dominion and
provincial government securities now
stand at $3,730,708, as. compared with
only $831,600, while loans -to provin:
cial government stand at $2,000,000,
while no transaction of this character
was reported in.the last annual state-
ment. The bank’s general business as
répresented by current loans and
discounts stands at $10,377,625, as
compared with $10,929,628, and loans
to cities, towns and municipalities
have increased to 7$835,700 up - from
$137,049. The increase in total assets
for ‘six months amounted to $2,4%3,193,
bringing the assets up to. $23,185,8908,
as co) pdared with $20,702,705.

The Home Bank has recently open-
ed an important branch in Vancou-
ver, this being the second branch it
has opened in the Province of Brit-
ish Columbia.
