ROWELL ANNOUNCES|

S. R. Parsons Voic;s Opposi-
tion of Employers, But View
of Government to Prevail.

‘Washington, Nov. 24.—Canadian
government delegates will vote for the
proposed convention on the eight-hour
day. - At the intérnational labor con-
ference this afternoon Hon. N. W.
Rowell clearly and unequivocally stat-
ed” the position of the Dominion gov-
ernment. S. R. Parsons, Canadian
employers’ delegate, had read a state-
ment giving the Canadian employers’
view. “Mr. Parsons,” Mr. Rowell said,
“has  very properly presented the
views of the employers, but in the last
analysis .the governments in the dif-
ferent countries concerned must deter-
mine what the policy of the countries
should be, and my colleague and I,
representing the government of Can-
ada, intend voting for this conven-
tion.”

Mr. Rowell's declaration was loudly
applauded.

“There are,”” Mr. Rowell went on.,
“some suggestions which we may wish
to make with reference to the form of
some of the eections, which we shall
do when they come up for considera-
tion.

“And 1 wish to say furthér, that
while we appreciate the difficulties of
the United States possibly adopting
one policy and Canada adopting the
other, the action of the government of
Canada does not depend on the gov-
ernment of the United States in deal-
ing with these matters. It has not in
the past. It will not' in the futtire, It
will be a consideration, undoubtedly,
which any government must take into
account.

RESCUED. CAPTAIN
* OFWRECKED MYRON
-~ AFLOAT 20 HOURS

 Steamer Franz Found Him on
Top of Pilot House in Al-

most Unconscious State.

Port Arthur, Ont., Nov. 24.—Captain
Neal o6f the steamer Myron, Wwhich
foundered off White Fish Point, was
picked up by the steamer W. C. Franz,
. Captain W, C. Jordan, which arrived
here this afternoon.

The rescue was made off Parisian
Island, 20 miles from the scene of the
disaster. The captain had been float-

hours and was in a very exhausted
condition. Captain Jordan saw the al-
most unconscious man move his hand.
He sent out boats and took him aboard
and he is now in bed receiving medical
attention. He is not frost-bitten but is
in a bad state. No other members of
the shipwrecked crew were seen. Cap-
tan Neal reports that another boat
passed close to him and that on askin
for help, the reply was: , "
“r'll send you a tug.”

Captain Neal names the steamer
which passed him, refusing to answer
his ' appeal for help before the Franz
arrived. He says it could easily have
picked him up.

Neal of the Myron ‘had been picked
up by the steamer Franz and taken
to that port. aroused new hopes for
the safety of the others of the crew
of seventeen. Many ships were driven
to -shelter in White Fish bay by the
terrific ‘storm, and .marine men be-
lieve they have picked up survivors
from small boats or rafts.

Coast guards patrolled both sides of
the point teday and feund the shores
strewn with the wreckage and lum-
ber cargoes of the Myron and Miztec-
Little hope is held out, however. that
bodies would wash ashore unless lash-
ed to wreckage, as the cold lake wat-
ers prevent forming of gases, and. it ig
claimed, bedies  seldom rise. to
surface. It is traditional that *
Superior seldom gives up its deéad.”

The barge Miztec cut” adrift from
the foundering Myron and was picked
up by the steamer Argus yesterday,
her deck load and rudder missing, and
is expected to reach Sault Ste.

Winnipeg, ‘Nov. 24.—Notice of the
elimination of the embargo on Cana-
dian wheat entering the United States
‘has electrified the prairie provimces.
With the initial price of $2.15 herc and
the government ocontrolling all grain
in. elevators or cars, much has been
delivered across the line by farmers'
wagons. Special permits from the
United States government, however,
have been necessary. It is now antici-
pated that large quantities will flow
across the line, as elevators are pay-
ing just over the border $2.80 for grain
that gets but $2.15 as the initial price
under Canadian government arrange-
ment. The Canadian railways refuse
to permit their rolling stock to' go
south, ‘exeept when billed - thru with
live stock, but this will not affect the
grain traffic, as all grain in cars be-
comes the property of the government
-wheat board, and is sold to England.
Canada has but a hundred ' million
bushels for export, Flour also goes
in now from Canada. Here the millers
are getting their wheat from the gov-
ernment at $2.80, while United States
millers are *paying $3, s it Is ex-

The embargo has had the effect of
making. an artificial’ ~rice - for: Z
wheat at Minneapolis, ‘where the sup-
ply “of this wheat for mixing was
limited. The removal of the embargo
on December 15 will have little effect
on Canadian:prices or even on the
hard wheat price in the United States
as it is understood that the govern-
ment has practically disposed  of in
Europe the avallable Canadian wheat
for export. - Altho there has been no
announcement of the prices received
for the Canadian crop. it is believed
they -have been considerably abeve
thé minimum priée of $2.15.

" Means Enlarged Market.

Sir George . Foster, acting ~rime
minister, and minister of trade and
commerce, when asked this afternoon
what effect the removal by the United
States of its embargo on wheat would
have on Canada, stated that it would
simply mean an enlarged ‘market for
Canadian wheat. : -~ )

Sir George said that. gll’ Canadian
wheat for export wag disposed of to
the Canadian wheat board, which act-
ed as agent of the farmer in selling
the wheat. It was the object of the
board to sell- to ‘the best advantage
and if the prices in the United States
were higher, the lifting of ‘the embargo
would afford an opportunity to obtain
these higher prices. No matter what
the price -id to the farmer in the
first place, if his wheat was sold for
a higher figure, he got the difference.

Therefore, ‘an enlarged market with
higher prices, could not but prove
beneficial to him.

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Government for the People.
Government must be administered in
the interests of the people, the whole
people, and nothing but the people.
Any government that swerves . from
this principle, or fails to keep the gen-
eral interest in view, may.carry on
for a while, but must ineyitably come
to the day of reckoning. This was.
the great moral for the nations of the
late war, and altho many of the peo-
ple of the European nations appear to
have adopted the .aims and methods -of
the late German government, nothing
s more certain than their day of
reckoning will come also.

The growth of class interest is
merely the gathering together of in-
dividual selfishness, 'and this is not a
constructive or creative force, It is
self-destructive, and carries its own
fate along with it. It is difficult to
convince people that s8elfishness or-
ganized politically is a destructive in-
stead of a constructive force, and even
the evidence of the revolutionary
movements with class interests at
heart have not been c¢onvincing to
those who failed to read the lesson
of the war.

‘We believe that the Canadian peo-
ple are as level-headed as any set of
nationals in the world, but there are
elements in Canada who are saturated
with selfish ideas of living, of work-
ing, of ‘their relations to society, and
to their fellows generally. Society, as
@ whole, is apt to lose sight of such
turbulent elements, except when they
are in action. It should be the en-
deavor of every citizen to familiarize
himself with the forces that seek to
undermine society, whether from
above or below, and to organize such
counter-checks of common-sense and
good faith that their destructive ef-
forts become harmless.

There has been a necessary move-
ment towards the reconstitution of so-
clety after the war. Government had
been exhibiting too marked class ten-
dencies, and the masses had been
feeling the prlessure of circumstances
without having any evidence that the
burden was being equitably distribut-
ed. The unrest arising under such
conditions was entirely natural. In
the recent provincial election it took
definite form,. and a new government
is the resulf.

Should the fhew government adhere
to the principle of unselfish admin-
istration for the people, the whole
people, and nothing but the people,
they will receive the same support
that genuine public service never fails
to get. Mr. Drury has described his
government has a Dpeople’s govern-
ment, and we have no reason to ques-
tion his assertion. His selection would
appear to justify the common-sense
and sanity of the people over whose
affairs he is. to preside. If he is ac-
tive in opposing malevolent class
policles; and in promoting the general
welfare, his government may continue
as long as Sir James ﬂVhltney's, and
carry us Into the new era of co-opera-
tive: developmen?

' Judge Barron on Nickel Fares.

' Judge Barron seems extraordinarily
anxious to fasten a five-cent fare on
the street car passengers of Toronto.
Not that it comes within his jurisdic-
tion particularly, but as one who has
nothing to do with riding on Toronto
street cars, he naturally feels compe-
tent to give an opinion entirely at
variance with the vigws of those who
have to do the street car riding and
contribute the fares.- To Judge Bar-
ron, the difference between three
cents and a nickel is negligible.

Mr. Drury states that he has heard
nothing that would lead him to believe
that there is a demand for & new
province. Delegations have come down
from the north to him, and haye stat-
ed their guigvances, their complaints,
their desires, their requirements, and
they have reason to believe that, as
far as these are reasonable and right
they ‘will' be attended to.

The separdtipn of rwt'he- lands and for-
ests from the mineg department is of
particular interest 1o.the north.coun-
try, and is a guarantee in itself that
much will be done by the new gov-
ernment that was not contemplated by
the old, and which, indeed, would have
found no favor with the old. This
open-mindedness on the part of the
new government is sufficient, prob-
ably, to allay much of the unrest
which had been harbored in the north,
until, at least, the government has
had time to examine what the condi-
tions are, and to formulate remedial
or helpful measures. It is impossible
to, anticipate such action beyond. the
assurance of Mr. Drury himgelf, that
everything will be done that ought to
be domne.

But lét the so-called secessionists—
most of them looking, for personal
advantage—remember that a sovereign
province like Ontario will never con-
sent to the separation of thousands of
miles of valuable territory from her
domain.

Labor’s Big Chance

The petty vote-catcher ought to find
himself fishing in unprofitable waters
during the coming municipal cam-
paign. Members of council are pain-
fully conscious of one another’s short-
comings. When one of them steps up
to the mirror he sees the visage of
another and not of himself, as he gazes
upon a prevailing lack of civic size.
“Every man for himself and the devil
take the hindmost” is not always a
healthy sentiment to pervade an elec-
tion which decides the management of
a city of half a million people, whose
revenues exceed many a sovereign
state, .

It is absurd to run :civic . politics
thru the machineries of provincial or
federal parties, whose methods have
fallen into gemeral = disgrace. “But
sométhing is to be:said in favor of am
organized election campaign that will
treat the city as a whole, and will pro-
mote a broad. coherent policy, under
responsible leadership. At present the
only prospect of such a development is
offered by the Labor party, which has
formed a Labor representation com-
mittee, that is to frame a program and
present a policy to a meeting two
weeks hence. The committee has a
big chance, if it is big enough to take
advantage of it.

What this city needs, what all com-
munities need, is administration that
is bigger than any class, and bigger
than all classes. The first temptation
to a labor failure in Toronto just now,
arises from the danger of assuming
that Labor’s chief need ' is to have
members in the council ag represent-
ing Labor, which does not get a
square deal.

Many farmers in Ontario today are
feeling the disadvantage of having
gone into an election with the main
idea that their class, having been in-
sufficiently heeded. and absundly mis-
represented, must be heard, as a min-
ority with a grievance.
into the election without leadership,
and almost oblivious of the rest of the
citizeng whose interest in provincial
government is just as deep as their
own, and whose disposition towards
the farmers, the farmers are finding
out, is good and not ill.

To their surprise they find them-
selves in control of the government.
Instead of throwing stones at the
windows of the administrative build-
ings, they occupy the buildings, with
the glass they have broken lying
around the floors and likely to cut
their feet if they don’t walk circum-
spectly. %

If Labor enterg the civic election as
a coherent force, proffering a com-
prehensive civic policy, it must do it
in a spirit of civic statesmanship
which is prepared to administer muni-
cipal affairs as a whole, and to re-
cognize that, before the election, as
| well as after it, there are friends of
| progress outside the unicns. Serving
all the city well it. will serve Labor
best. - To do- that it must show that
it has a broader grasp of civic prob-
élems than the present members of the
| cofincil. and it must inspire confidence
| that if ‘it attains power it will know

NIGILES REPORT
OF COMINGREVOLT

Premier Nitti Says People. Voted
for Socialists Because They
Oppose War.

Rome: Nov. 24.—“The pgoples of
Europe will not have another war and
because the Socialists form a party
which always has opposed war, the
Francesco Nitti,. the er, in ex:
plaining to the correspondent the pres-
ent Italian situation and the  true
meaning of the last general elections,
when the number of Socialist mem-
bers of the chamber of deputies more
than tripled. - :He.rgharacterized re-,
ports in circulation abroad .that Italy
was on the verge'of a revolution “as
gimply absurd."  Premier Nitti con-
tinued: - W £ et gty

#The result of the elections "~ pur-
pised many, but. not thosé who fol-
Jowed carefully. the course of events
and ‘'their effect. Of the 508 deputies
in the chamber there -will be about 90
Catholics, a’little over 150 Socialists
and 10 or 12 Republicans. This leaves
250 constitutional deputieg represent-
ing moderate tendencies, besides. the
Catholics, who are fervent patriots.
The majority of them are sincere
Democrats, ready to participate in the
government of the country. . Thig is
proved by the fact that two of them
are members of my cabinet, while one
belonged to the preceding administra-

tion.
A State of Mind.

“In addition the majority of Social-
ists returned is not the expression of
a political program, but rather of the
people’s state of mind, which can be
understood by the countries which
have gone thru the war and which re-
alized the conditipns of unrest re=
sulting therefrom.

“See for imstance what happened in
Belgium where the majority of the
Socialists &s enormious, Therefore, it
was unreasonable not to expect some-
taing of the same nature. Four-fifths
at least of the Italian Socialists belong
to the labor party and are represen-
tatives of the clalims of the working
classes in the wsocial and economic
fieids, and, therefore, an expression of
the new _ great industrial democracy
which is now being built up.

“Tae Italian Socialists form a party
destined sooner or later to abandom
their negative attitude for participa-
ition in the govermment. -Do mnot be
led away by appearances. ¢

Inevitable Discontent.

“Most of the votes given the Social-
ists were mot given flor the love of
socialism, but mean . many other
things, firstly, the discomtent inevitable
after the war, and, secoXdly, the ]
dissatisfaction felt in Italy for the
way her motives have been imjpugned.
Reports circulating akroad about our
situation and the condition of public
order in Kaly are absolutely false and
even ridiculous. They continually say
we are on the verge of a revolution,
whiich is simply absurd. Comsidering
the exceptional moments Italy is pass-
ing thru like all the European natiomns,
and also after-war psychology, the
general eledtions in Italy occourred
with extraordinary few incidents
worthy of mention.

“Now plblic onder is perfect indeed,
and this is a boast which few nations
can make nowadays. There iS not a
single strike in Italy.” Thie premier
said this with a humorous smile, add-
ing, “Of ecourse, I cammot guarantee
to be able to say so much tomorrow.
Rut waat is certain is that work is
being resumed everywhere and every-
thing leads us “o hope that thé entire
country is ready to devote itself
whole-heartedly to the much-needed
‘tms«k of reconstruction. This being

“Italy freely chose to. suffer. It
probably was not realized by our
allies, absorbed in their own terrible
struggle. that during the war Italy
was often left to fight her battle alone
against all the forces of the Austro-
Hungarian empire.”

FARMERS MAY FIND
CASTLE IN SPAIN

the United States -entered the war,

of a general policy of food conser-
vation, placed an embargo at their
respectjve borders upon the expor: of
many food products including wheat
and flour. Later on when the United
States guaranteed a fixed price to
the «farmers for their wheat an em-
bargo was placed upon the tmportation
of wheat from foreign coumntiries “into
the United States. "

The recent action of “the Uolhed' ¢
States in jifting the embargio on wheat

flour practically establishes free
ade in these products between Can-
ada and the United States except dn
as far as Canada may forkid or
restrict their export.
Domestic Trading Allowed.

For the 1919 wheat crop the Unibted
States government guaranteed to pay
the farmers a minimum price of $2.26
per bushel. - No «restriction, however,
was placed upon domestic trading. The
result has been that wheat has gone
t0 a higher level than the fixed price.
In Canada the government establisyed
the Cenada. Wheat Board, which was
to be the sole buyer and seller of the
1919 wheat crop. Financed by the
govermment the board has been pay-
ing the farmer on the basis of $2.25
per bushel hand payment dor his
waeat with the’ agreement that he
showid participate in whatever net
profits the wheat board made in
handling the 1919 crop as.a whole
The result in practice has been that
the American farmer has been getting
about fifty cents a bushel more for his
wheat than the Canadian farmer. The
government after a few days’ experi-
ment closed the Winnipeg Grain Ex-
change last spring and forbid open
trading in wheat. The farmer can only
sell to the Canada Wheat Board and
must accept $2.15 per bushel, with  a
possible further dividend later on.

3 Would Lower Price

Before the embargo was lifted the
American government permitted the
Canadian farmer living near the inter-
national boundary line to team wheat
across to American elevators, and this
they have been doing under a license
from the Canada Wheat Board. It is
said that if the Dominion government,
thru the Canada Wheat Board, do not
interfere that fifty million bushels of
wheat in the hands of the western far-
mers will now be shipped for sale into
the United States.

The further objection might he made
that such wholesale exportation of < =
wheat would further increase the scare
city of bran and shorts in Canada.

in life. Canada, he said, should have
an opportunity to manage her own
affairs to suit her own circumstances.

An unsuccessful attempt had been
made, Mr. Parsons went on, to include
commercial undertakings in the eight-
hour day convention, and some coun-
tries had included agriculture in pro-
posed legislation of this class, BEvi-
dently, Mr. Parsons declared, “what 1s
aimed at ultimately is an attempt to
drive all the workers of the world, like
a flock of sheep, into the eight-hour
pen regardless of the worlds .e-
quirements. Nor was it suggestéd for
a moment that acceptance of ‘the
eight-hour day Wwould pernmanently
settle social and industrial problems,
including the hours of work.

Under the proposed legislation, gov-

At the conclusion of the statement,
Mr. Barnes, British government dele-
gate, “reminded” Mr. Parsons that all
signatories of the peace treaty had
agreed to nine principles included in
which ‘were the 8-hour day and 48~
hour week. Indeed the general princi-
ples of the 8-hour day had already been
“worn thread bare” in the week’s gen-
eral discussion by the conference. The
question mow before the conference was
discussion of the convention clause by
clause. -

H. Warrington Smythe, delegate
from the South African government,
moved an amendment to the conven-
tion to refer application of the eight-
hour day, so far as workers engaged
in- transport on inland waterways are
concerned, to the special commission
which -is to ‘investigate application of
the eight-hour day to seamen.

My, - Rowell spoke in support of the
amendment. Seamen engaged in navi-
gation of inland waters, he submitted,
should stand in the same relation as
those engaged in ocean navigation.
The amendment was carried.

Mr. Crawford, workers’ delegate
from South Africa, moved an amend-
ment to ~make the convention ap-
plicable to work done in the home.
The question, Mr. Crawford said, was
whether the question for recognition
of “sweating” should be upon the con-
ference. As it stands, the convention
is ‘not applicable to work in “which
only. members of the family are em-
ployed.”” The inclusion of these words,
Mr. Crawford argued, was an en-
couragement to sweating. What was
the use of shortening hours in the fac.
tory, he asked, if the workers’ strength
was to be exhausted by working long
hours in unhealthy abodes?

Mr. Crawford’'s amendment was lost.

An amendment by  Giano Baldesi,
Italian workers’ delegate, that “no de-
crease  in wages by day or by week
can be admitted by the workers” was
declared out of order, and*the confer-
ence adjourned until tomorrow morn-
ing. e !

Judged by
the literary canons, as interpreted by
its greatest and most modern ex-
ponents, it makes rather too abrupt
a transition from the lowest to the
highest depths of character in the one
person to be in keeping With the views
of such reépresen ve Writers, say, as
Thomas Hardy, yet the ending appears

contributes to its unbroken stage suc-
cess. :
