WEALTHY AUBURN BREWER

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Hot «”Breakfas't Breads.

Muffins, either plain or made with a
mixture of cereals, are among the most
popular hot breads. With a good foun-
dation recipe it is possible to give to
the family a slightly different hot bread
every day of one week at least.

Break three eggs“in a bowl and beat
until very light. Add' a half teaspoonful
of salt, a teaspoonful of sugar. Mix to-
gether a cupful of flour and two scant
teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Add to
“the liquid a half cupful of plain flour,
then the mixed fleur and powder and
two tablespoonfuls of melted butter. Beat

- hard, then add as much more flour as

may be needed to make a rather tnick
drop batter. Beat again, then fill but-
tered muffin pans two-thirds full and
bake half an hour in a guick oven. This
will make from 15 to 18 muffins, accord-
ing to the size and thickness.

uppose you have made these plain
muffins on Monday morning. On Tues-
day in place of the first half cupful of
flour substitute a scant cupful of cold
boiled rice, then proceed exactlv as be-
fore. On Wednesday add to the beaten
eggs and milk two-thirds of a cupful of
dates, stoned and cut fine; then follow
the recipe as a{ first.

On Thursday’ make the plain muffin
batter. Instead of pans have the griddle
hot and well greased. Grease a dozen
or more rings, lay them on the griddle
and almost fill them with the batter.
Draw to one side that they may cook
thru slowly. When brown Jturn over and
brown the other Side, slipping off 'the
nngs when nearly done.

‘ Friday morning substitute two-thirds
of a cupful of cold boiled farina or
hominy for the first half cupful of flour
and add an extra teaspoonful of sugar.

Saturday morning follow the rec’pe
as far ‘as adding the mixed flour and
powder. Stir in a scant cupful of chop-
ped rhubarb mixed with two tablespoon-
fuls of sugar; then add flour to make
the batter a little stiffer than usual and
bake.
drained canned berries may be used or
shopped figs or nuts,

On ‘Sunday beat the eggs, all milk,
salt and a scant cupful of s'fted corn
meal; then finish with a little less flour
than ,usual as the corn meal thickens
in baking.

Those who like corn meal will find
this a simple recipe. Put one pint of
fine corn meal, a teaspoonful of salt and
a heaping tablespoonful of shortening
in a bgwl. Pour over just enough boil-
ing. waler to -moisten, cover and let
s'dad until blood warm. Add two beat-
en eggs, one cupful of milk and enough
sifted flour to make a thin batter. Stir
in a heaping teaspoonful of baking pow-

der, beat hard and pour a scant inch-

DANGER IN SIGNAL BOXES. .

Crossed Wires Calise Them to Be
Medium for Conflagrations.

During the past year or more warning

has been given to the owners of. large
buildings and offices in the central part
of the city that there was danger in
| .conneection with district ecall bexes,!
| which, are installed by the telegraph
{ companies and others for the purpose
;of summoning messenger boys. lnese
| boxes  have also been regarded as a
Jmenace to the fire risk' by the wunder-
writers, who may poessibly. adopt sonie
means of having them properly install-
ed. !
During the past week there was a sim-
ultaneous. outburst of  fire' in no less
than three' premises in the region -of
the St. Lawrence Market. ~These fires
occurred during the ‘day time from call
boxes -and would have in each case been
a serious fire hal they occurred at night.
Insurance men ‘say that.the dariger
from’ these boxes is that .they are in-
stalled without any’ protecting fuses,
which will automatically “shut off the|
wires when they become overcharged |
from being crossed with other wires
outside.

It is therefore up to owmners of ware-
i houses, offices and other buildings “to
ascertain from the owners of these
boxes whether they. are installed ac-
cording to' the prescribed regulations,
or some day they will have a mysteri-
ous fire, .the origin .6f which will be
charged up _ to the great cause ‘‘un-
known.”

MAROONED ON LONELY SPOT

Sixteen Men Held Prisoners for Ten
Days.

SAULT STE. MARTE, Mich.,, May
2.—C. B. Robnson andgfifteen men
were marooned on a lonely spot in
Liake Superior, off Point au Frene,

get ashore, and for ten days they were
prisoners and had to. live on salt pork
and potatoes.

drifting ice, but they were compelled
to return, and one of them was res- |
cued in an unconscious condition, The
men ' were taken off by the steamer
Waildo, which stopped for coal.

The -city at present owns and operates
its own electric light plant, waterworks
and telephtnes, and this year will con-
struct™ six miles, pf street car tracks, at
a cost of $39.,000. It is the purpose of
the city to operate .the system as a mu-
nicipal enterprise.’ The bylaw whieh is’
to be 'submitted, to the ratepayers
ratifying the council’s street car scheme.
will undoubtedly be carried. Remark-

fare. The land thus acquired has, how-
ever, been neglected, until its condition
has' beconte disgraceful, s Mr. Shaw
declared. He thought that the outlay
of $25,000° would go far towards improv-
ing the aspect of the drive, as far west
as the terminus at Yonge-street.

AN INGREASED ACREAGE

| The OId Sfyle Mangel 1s Out of

the Race This Year—Sugar
Mangels—Scotch Views:

With the finish of the seeding of grain
and the planting of potatoes on the
farm, comies the preparation of the land
for roots. ~ Altho there are many acres
of turnips planted yearly in Ontario,
yet the acreage of mangel-wurtzels are
on the increase. Especially among milk-
men and swine raisers is this the. case,
But there is something of a change in

the style. of mangel being planted in
Ontafio.. The old-time mangel, the long
red, and the ‘yellow intermediate, are
giving way in the sales to the giant
sugar mangel, a combination of sugar

"| beet and mangel. It combines the pro-

ductive qualities of .the mangel with
much of ‘the sugar of the sugar peet.
Larger quantities of seed of these new
kinds are being called for this year than
for years. \ /

during the winter, or the preceding fall.
sThe land sheuld be fairly well worked
and with this rich -supply of farm-yard
manure, a good crop on the land is tol-

is- well-known, mangels prefer a clay
loam. Properly cultivated and thinned
the crop has been a paying one and
produces a great deal of cheap feed for
cows, swine and sheep in the spring.

Mangel sowing is done in drills .about
18 inches apart, as soon in the spring as
the farmiers can get on the land. The
amount of seed is very variable, but it
is wiser to sow liberally as bad seed,
dry weather and washouts often leave
bad breaks in the rows. From six to
ten pounds per acre is the general run.
It should be sown about half an inch
deep and rolled with a heavy farm
roller ,to keep the land firm. A top
dressing of nitrate or of common salt is
good in many cases.

The Ayrshir® Post, in}its agricultural
columns, treats of the ;Eangel,fwhicu it
designates by the term mangold, and
gives the following information for its
readers:: - . :

“Where the farm is situated near the
publjc highway, and more especially if
the root field is in close proximity to a
mining village, the farmer usually finds
it the better policy to grow mangolds in-
stead of turnips. As one old farmer
situated in' these parts used to remark
to ‘us—"“That you might as well’ sow
half crowns as turnips.” There is no
getting away from the "faét: that man-
gold grows better in a somewhat dry
and warm district. That is to say, in
some seasons the rainfall in the west
of Scotland is sometimes quite heavy
enough for its successful cultivation, al-
tho there gre exceptions to every rule,
and some farmers can always grow good
crops of mangold on their land.
crop certainly, grows better on.. rich
loams,: altho in the' south .of England
you will notice bumper crops on' the
stiffest clays. Under favorable condi-
tions, the mangold crop is .one of the
most - valuable that a farmer can grow.

Governor-Hughes Tells of Good Done
by the State for the Farmer.

State College of Agriculture were dedi-

Among many things the speaker said:

“In 1904 the legislature passed an act
establishing a state college of agricul-
ture at Cornell: University, and appropri-
ated for the construction and equipment
of its buildings the sum'of $250,000, and
at the last session of the legislature it
meceived for its maintenance and for
the promotion of agricultural knowledge
thru the state an appropriation of $100,
000. -
“There are masy engrossed in the great
industrial activities of the state who fail
to realize the importance of its agricul-
tural interests. According to the last
census, New York led the states in the|
value of its dairy products, of its hay
crop,” of. its vegetables, of its flowers
and plants and of its apple ¢rop, while
in - the value of its fruit and orchard
products it' was second only to Califor:
nia.  The value of its farm property is
p:xceeded  -only in the case of three
states. The state has no more import-
ant duty than to -husband its agricul-
tural interests. ¥

Government Aid.

“Much has been done ir recent years
toimprove the condition. of the farmer.
The ' rural free delivery has brought
him into closer contact with his fellow
citizens and with the forces which make
for progress in -the state. o

“The .improvement of the roads of the
state will greatly facilitate his -access to
markets.,, While he has the advantages
of these external improvements, he has
the opportunity of forming part in the
important and efficient organization of
the State Grange for the protection and
advancement of his interests. The state
department of agriculture has a most
important functions;and among its othe
activities is now addressing itself to the
very serious problem of farm labor. Its
efforts have also; facilitated the sale of
abandoned farms,”

mediate settlemient, which ‘plaintiff ex.
pected as a matter of common grati-
tuede.” This not having been:paid, the
letter of Feb. 13 and sum rniamed there-
in was withdrawn and instead plain-
tiff -rendered” his ‘fina! dccount for

‘7500, on wihich I take my stand as
the gquantum meruit, which I am en-
titled to tor the services rendered by
‘“This letter was accompamnied by @
detailed aeccount of disbursements,
-amounting to $28.58, which was prompt-
ly paid into court (and taken out by
plaintiff).

No Criminal Tariff.

‘“It was pointed out ghe defendant
had already paid into cburt $1000, but
as there is no tariff in criminal mat-
ters, and as no details are given in
the memo of March 8 and no specific
Statements of “the plaintiff's services
arpear in the pleading, the plaintiff is
at a loss to knew what exactly he is
teing charged for, apant from the
criminal charge, and: what were the
services in respeat of that charge,
other than the attendance in court.

“On the other hand it was urged
that the issues raised by the state-
ment of. claim were simple enough,and |
that defendant need not be in any
difficulty in

“(1) Denying employment of/ plain-
tiff in respect of amything else than
‘the criminal charge, and .

“(2) Denying that services for which
he is liable were worth $7500 or any
greater sum than he is advised to pay
into ccurt on that account.

“Referegre was made to the case of.
re JohnscH, where the solicitor charg-
ed a lump sum (of $3000, as appears
by the- bill filed with the taxing offi-
cer), to cover the services rendered by
him in negotiations out of coupt ex-
tending over seven months. Of this
no details were given, and the taxing
officer allowed it as $3200.

“It was J‘eplded that that case was
entirely different, as thé proceeding
was on a taxation and not, 4s here,
by action. It was contended that de-
fendant: was entitled to know how the
sum of $7500 was arrived at, especial-.
ly whemn ‘it at first had been stated at,
$5000, and it was argued that such de-
tails could certainly be asked for on
disgovery. No objection was made on
the “ground’ that -plaintiff was being
asked to disclose his evidence. Hdd
thé ‘services of the plaintiff been ren-
dered in a criminal action he would
have been obliged to deliver a detail-
ed bill before he could take any steps
to recover from ithe defendant either
‘om taxatfem or by action.

Should Have Made Bargain.

“Tt was open to ‘the plaintiff to have
made some definite bargain before un-
dertaking the defenidant’s cass. This
is the course usually taken in criminail
maitters, and such, a bargain would not
come under th judgment in such
cages as re, McBrady and O'Connor:
Here the plaintiff is avowed by suing
on a quantum meruit, and on that
basls he estimates his services at $7500.

“In view of the foregcing consider-
ations, and of the fact that plaintiff
has increased his original claim from
$5000 to $7500, I think the defendant
is entitled to some particulars of such
a substamtial claim and to know why
it has been so largely increased. -The
only question is whether hetis entitled
to all he has asked.

‘“Tlhe memo of March 8 gives the
period in which the sefvices were ren-
dered. This, exclusive of Sundays and
holidays, would amount to about 90
days. This wwoul require an allow-
ance of nearly $85 a «day for the whole
‘pericd to make up_$7:00. :

“Without expfessing . amy _opinion
that this gsum is excessive, it is such
gwstbstantial- claim that defendant is
‘entitled to know how it has beem ar-
rived .at before delivery of his de-
fence.

“If the plaintiff was engaged dur-
ing the wHole of the above period he
can say o and that will perhars com-
ply with part of the defendant’s de-
nand. 5

‘““The panticulars should be furnished
within a week, and defendant shou!ld
have a week after such delivery “tn
plead. Costs of the motion will be in
the cause.”

SENATORS MUST ATTEND
~ TOWORK OR BE DOCKED

Fiveof the Newly Appointed Ones
Will Lose Part of Their Salary
for Last Session.

OTTAWA, Maly 2.—(Special.)—A novel
point in the payment of sessional in-
demnity to senators appointed during a
session of parliament has just been
ruled upon by the minister of justice.
His decision is that the statutory fine
of $15 for each day a senator is absent

from the house must be imposed for
each day of the session of parliament,
prior to the appointment of the new
senator, whether the senate was in ses-
sion or not.

There are five senators affected by the
.ruling, four of whom were appointed
on Jan. 15 and  one on March 12. Par-
liament met on Nev. 22 and they have
been mulcted for every day from that |
date to the date of their appointment.
