The price of gas 
that should, according to Auditor 
Hughes, prevail In Toronto under the 
statute, corresponds very nearly with 
the average price of gas In cities where 
It Is manufactured and distributed at 
cost price. Senator Kyle presented 
some interesting figures concerning the 
cost of gas production In a speech re­
cently delivered by him before the 
United States Senate. He showed that 
In 30 cities in the United States the 
price of gas was $1 and under, and in 
several cities It is as low as 60 cents. 
The city of Philadelphia, which owns 
Its own gas plant, supplies gas at $1, 
and during the last four years the olty 
has made a profit of $7,000,000. Mr. 
Kyle produced the proposition of a pri­
vate gas company to furnish gas for 
Philadelphia at the rate of 37 cents 
per thousand. The cost of distributing 
gas Is generally estimated at 12 cents, 
so that the price of gas delivered to 
consumers under this offer would be 
49' cents per thousand. Mr, Kyle also 
referred to the price of "gas In Cleve­
land, with which the readers of The 
World are already familiar. The con­
sumer In that city pays 80 cents a 
.thousand, while the city receives 6 1-2 
per cent, on the gas company's re­
ceipts, which percentage amounts to 
$60,000 a year. In addition to all this, 
the company pays an 8 per cent, divi­
dend on $3,000,000 qjock. Referring to 
the price of gas In Great Britain, Mr. 
Kyle produced figures showing that 
In the large titled It runs from 60 to 
75 cents per thousand.

Whether the Judgment of the Court 
of Appeal Is for or against the city, 
the citizens of Toronto ought to be 
supplied with gas at the cost of pro­
duction, after allowing a liberal per­
centage on the capital Invested.
