ROBERTS IS NOW AGROSS.

His Force Encamped on the North
Bank on Sunday—~Canadian
Artillery Hustled.

London, May 27.—The War Office has re-
ceived the following from Lord Roberts:
“Verceniging, Sunday, May 27, 1.50 p.m,
—We orossed the Vaal this morning, and
are now encamped on the north bank.
The advance troops, which crossed yester-
day, were only just in time to save the
coal mines on both this and the other side
of the river from being destroyed, Our

casualties were four.

“Baden-Powell reports that the rallway
between Mafeking and Buluwayo has been
restored, and that supplies are being
brought into Mafeking. He says the Cana-
dian artillery joined Col. Plumer from
Beira with incredible rapidity.

This will not
mean any increase in the price of tea to
the consumer. Matting will be one and a
-guarter cents instead of three-quarters of
a cent as hitherto.

WAS BOARER MURDERED?

Toronto Man, Found in Buffalo, May
Have Been Killed and
Robbed After All
In a letter recelved by Coroner J. T. Wil-
son of Buffalo, on Saturday, Mr. J. Boarer
of Croydon, England, says he understood
that his uncile, Charles Boarer, who was
found drowned in the harbor at the foot
of Washington-street, Buffalo, on April 18,
last, had considerable property in Toronto,
and expresses the belief that he was the
victim of foul play. The coroner may; in
view of these circumstances, cause h
body to be exhumed in order that a supple-
mental ‘lnquest may - be held. Mr. J.

The deceased was
sup to be my uncle, but as the
description given does not tally with
what we -know of him, may I ask you
if you had another or more cases of
suspicious deaths and got the descrip-
tions mixed up.

My uncle, C. Boaver, was a man of
medium height, say five feet eight
ioches; iron grey whiskers; eyes grey,
very much speckled with brown; part-
1y bald; his age would be about 61. As
my uncle led us to suppose he had
property out in Toronto, it is essentlal
that we are sure of the identity of the
man supposed to be him. May 1 trouble
you to send me particulare? My tather
is very anxious to know, as at preseut
we are very doubtful.

Trusting that your esteemed reply
may clear up the mystery and 1f de-
seription of the 27th of April is rignt of
the man interred in Howard Cemetery,
may I ask you if police are taking any
steps to discover if the man had been
the vietim of foul play and also tho
perpetrators of the deed? .

The coroner believes that the discrepancy
between the descriptions given of the body
found and of the missing man was due to
decomposition, the body having been in the
water at least two months when found.

Instead of the freedom of labor which
obtains in America, and which ensures
success to the willing, Intelligent worker,
they find every outlet hedged about with
red - tape regulations, or prejudice against
the employment of foreigners. Newspaper
stands are accorded only to pensioners,
and a license for bootblacking is practic-
ally unobtainable, owing to the intermin-
able period occupled by- the preliminaries
to the application, Some boys attempted
to gain a pittance by selling Kxhibitlon

tickets at a profit of two cents
each, ~ but thelr efforts were stifi-
ed Dby. the Interference of  their

French competitors, who are able 'to
draw all intending purchasers except Am-
ericans and Englishmen by proclaiming the
Americans as foreigners. 'I'h unfortu-
nate experiences should wam vemturesome
American youths agalnst-setting forth in
hopes of finding employment here. Neither
the embassy nor the consulgte has'Tunds to
be used In giving assistance in such cases,
and the youths will be obliged to get home
as best they can.

The Chamber of Deputies by it8: Vol  at
Tuesday's Session-told the Government,te
take such measures as would cast.the Urey-
fus nightmare once for'all' inte . oblivion,
Only 79 irreconcilables oppose the resoin-
tion. which directed. the Cabinet to.take
this 'course. M. Waldeck-Rosseau,  'the
Premier, had previously appeared to be
lukewarm about the fate of the Ammesty
bill, the provisiong’of ‘which prevent fur-
ther criminal proceedings arising out of re-
criminations in the Dreyfus affair. But
the Chamber’s meaning on 'Tuesday was un-
mistakable and had the effect of immediate-
ly quickening his apathy Iinto an urgent
request for the Senate Committee to hasten
its action on the bill and remove it from
the pigeon hole, where it promised to e
dormant. The bill has already passed the
Chamber and now only awalts adoption by
the Senate.

Will Prevent Other Trials,

The measure, in its original torm, A&ap-
plied for amnmesty to others beside the
Dreyfus portion. As the moment afforded
an exceptional opportunity to carry out the
work of definitive appeasement, the com-
mittee decided to take up the Dreyfus por-
tion and report thereon as early as pos-
sible, tho this will hardly be done by next
Monday, as the Government desired. The
decision of the committee is important, as
a step towards carrying out what is clear-
ly the wish of the majority in Parliament.
The bill will prevent the Zola, Relnach,
Henry, General Mercler, Picquart and other
criminal trials, but will not interfere with
the rights of Dreyfus himself to demand a
revision, if he finds new facts as required
by the French code.

Another exciting session of the Chamber
ig promised for Monday next, when Count
Boni de Castellane will take the Govern-
ment to task for its relations with Reinaen,
as he considers the explanations made on
Tuesday by M. Waldeck-Rosseau Inade-
quate. e .

— """ ENDEAVOR CONVENTION

London, May 16.—At present it looks as
it two extremely powerful forces, Provid-
ence and the British Government, were
dead against the first world's conventlon of
the Young People’s Boclety of Christian
Endeavor, arranged to open: hére on July
10. This convention promises to he the
greatest on record; 10,000 Americans, the
largest delegation that ever crossed the sea
in a body, are expected to be present, and,

 with the Endeavorers in the United King-

dom and those from the Continent and
other foreign countries, the total number
here will probably reach 60,000, represent-
ing 4,000,000 members.

Naturally, the thought of gathering to-
gether such a host In London made the
Christlan Endeavor leaders in England un-
cormonly proud, and they went to work
light-heartedly, but, so far, despite the re-
lUgious nature of their task, particularly an-
noying difficulties have cropped up on every
hand, and the last of them, the biggest, 18
not solved yet. Ty

Christian Army in Camp.
The convention is to be held in the Alex-

andra Palace, a great Madison Square Gar-
den sort of a place, just out’of London
proper, and here it Is intended to lodge and
board 5000 of the Endeavorites. ‘L'here was
ro other way to do, for hotels, boarding
houses and the private homes oI Kndeav-

‘| orers had been canvassed, and every hed

in them engaged for the eventful week, and
stil! 5000 expected guests would fhave no-
where to lay their heads, to say nothing
of filling their stomachs. But the Alex-
andra Palace has a great banqueting hall,
and this large room will be ‘divided off Into
dormitories, enough of them to hold 1200
young women.

That left 3800 young men to be sheltered
and for this army the managers planned to
erect a mighty encampment under canvas,
like any other army’s. They decided to put
5 men In each tent—soldiers squeeze elev-
en in, but as the Rev. Knight Chaplin,
le‘cretury of the society’s British council,
remarked to me yesterday: 'You can’t
pack Christlans away like soldiers,”—and
they reckoned upon about 800 tents, Feed-
ing the ‘“‘campezs’ would be easy enough,
for the Alexandra Palace has a huge kitch-
en in Its basement, and 2500 people can
git down in its dining room and be served
at once, ’

Not a Tent to Be Had,
So Mr. Chaplin went to the largest tent

manufacturer In England, and said he'd
like 1000 tents, please, as 'soom as they
could be got ready. The manager of the
company iistened to this request,.which
would have been a mere flea bite at any
ordinary time, and told the dlergyman
that he couldn’t bave them—not from his
compapy, at any rate—and added that he
didn’t belleve that any other company
could supply the Chrisiaan Endeavorers
with any tents at all, let alone 1000, He
explained to Mr. Chaplin that one “Oom
Paul” was to blame for this extraordin-
ary state of things.

_As everbody knows, when Mr. Kruger
{hought he was about ready to go to war
with England, England wasn’t ready at all.
She | @& lot of things that she hadn't
on hand, and one of the things was un-
limited tents to house the braves of Bul-
ler, .Methuen, White, et al, The first
thing she—or rather the War Office—did
was .to rapsack every armory, barracks,
ete., in the United Kingdom, and *com-
mandeer’’ every solitary tent that was
lying around loose; the second thing was
to place orders for tents galore with near-
Iy every tent man in the country, and the
third to tell these tent men that after
they got thru making the first batch, to
turn in and make another to replenish
the stock of the various armories, bar-
racks and storehouses that had been de-
spoiled, Naturally, the tentmakers set
to work, tooth and nail.

More Trouble,

So, as if the reverend gentlemen of the
Christian Endeavor Society badn't already
had trouble enough in reserving 25,000 beds
in the city of London, they had upon thelr
shoulders the nddltlo’ml job of scraping up
1000 tents, literally 'from nowhere. They
are doing it by the burdensome means of
locating little tentmakers, too small to be
pounced upon by the Government, and or-
dering from them as many tents as they
can make by the required time.

Al this ought to have been enough trou-
ble. But there was more yet in store for
the Christian Endeavorers. Every Yyear
there is in England, as everybody knows,
a great rifle-shooting tournament at Bisley.
This, of course, necessitates an encamp-
ment at Bisley, and the date set for this
encampment was the week upon which the
Christian Endeavor people had pitched for
their convention, Of course that meant still
more trouble, for about half the little tent-
makers that the Endeavorers approached
were busy making ready for Bisley, in con’
sequence of which the C. E, managers don't
yet know where thelr tents are coming
from, or if they really are coming at all
But they do know that not one of their
guests will be left out in the cold.

From letters from America it ‘s begin-
ning to look as if by no means the whole
American contingent could get across to oc-
cupy the tents that as yet are not.

Insurgents—Many Rifles
—Quiet at Manila,

Manila, May 27.—Scouting, small engage-

ments and the capture of arms and prison-

ers continue daily in Northern Luzon,

Last week's operations by-the 9tb, 12th,
a3rd, 84th and 36th Regiments resulted in
killing of 46 of the enemy, the taking of
180 prisoners and the capture of 300 rifles
and a quantity of ammunition.

Col. Edward E, Harding, with three
companies of the 20th Regiment and blue
jackets from the gunboat Helena, landed
at Palonog, Masbate Isiand, under the
enemy’s fire, routed the Insurgents, and,
after an ezgnzement lasting half an
hour, occupiéd the town without casualties.
The lnsurgent commmander, with 20 officers
and 280 men, surrendered on May 20, giv-
ing up 100 rifles.

An impressive scene occurred on the
plaza when the priseners were disarmed
and liberated. The islanders were found
suffering from lack of food, owing to the
blockade, and - the American authoritles
are endeavoring to relieve them, -

‘ Peace reigns, and. no trouble is expected
in Manila, altho the city Is crowded with
people from the ‘provinces, who' are leav-
ing unprotected hamlets in order to avoid
conscription, which the insurgent leaders
are enforcing, as well as robbery and out-
rages at the hands of roving insurgents
and bandits.

RIFLE CLUBS.

* / If the organization of rifle clubs for

home defénce Is a good thing for Great Bri-
ll." it is equally p&d for this country.
pnada is more jiable to invasion than the
British Isles and the advice given by Lord
Salisbury at the recent dinner of the Prim-
rose League regarding the formation of
rifie clubs is as pog-tlnent to the people of
Canada as to those of the United Kingdom.
We have clubs and societies of all sorts in
this country, sufficient to please the most
fastidious taste. Most of them are more
ornamental than useful and not a few of
them are positively inimical to the har-
mony of the people and the best Interests
of the cduntry. If we must have socleties
let us have such as are useful rather than
ornamental. We know of no society or
club that would fulfil a nobler mission than
the rifle clubs \suggested by the British
Premier. Lord Sallsbury suggests that
these clubs be organized thruout the length
and breadth of the United Kingdom. His
{dea is that the people should take this
matter in hand themselves. The clubs are
to have mo connection whatever with the
Government. What Lord Salisbury says is
that every citizen of the country, be he
young, middle-aged or old, should make it
his duty to become proficlent in bandling n
rifie and In using it with effect. With this
end in view he recommends the formation
of these clubs. He would like to see the
people ready at any time to arm’ them-
selves, independenfly of the Government,
and to resist invasion of their country by
an enemy. Who Is going to take the initia-
tive In this country? There Is honor for
the Individual who will organige the first
rifle club in Canada. Every village should
have its rifle club, BEvery town should
have several of them. It is not mecessary
that every member should own a rifle, * A
ifew rifles would accommodate a whoie
club.

Chicago, 'May 26.—With an armed body
of twenty men, two rapid fire guns and
some barbed wire for making entangie
ments Captain George Streeter to-day took
possession of 186 acres of land here.

After hoisting the United States flag his
men threw up two entrenchments and
planted in each- one of the ;npld fire guns,

Shortly before noon blood was spilled be-
fore Captain Streeter’s stronghold. Pick-
ets thrown out by the occupants of thg
trenches discovered a party approaching
from the direction of Lincoln Park consist-
ing ot Park Superintendent Reldieskl and
Secretary Erby, reinforced by a policeman.
Calls of halt falled to stop the park offi-
cials who were bent upon finding out who
was “‘encroaching upon their ground.”

A Volley Was Fired.
" A volley from the pickets’ rifles quickly
put to flight the investigating party, how-
ever, and one of the bullets struck a 14-
year-old boy, Reuben Manly, In the right
knee, inflicting a severe wound.

Turned in a Riot Call,

The park officials fled to a patrol box and
turned in a riot call. A force of 20 or 30
policemen, armed with revolvers and
clubs, burried to the scene from the Chi-
cago-avenue station. When the officer in
command saw the display of force, gat-
ling guns being polnted his way over the

[ entrenchments, he ordered a retreat. 7he

police immediately returmed to the station
where arrangements were made to arm
them with Winchester rifles inan endeavor
to capture the Streeter forces.

Police Armed With Rifies, i

Forty policemen were armed with rifies,
and ordéred to remain at the. Chicago-
avenue station by Chief of Police Kip.ey
pending a decision on the part of the vity
law department as to the legality of an at-
tack on the Streeter forces. .

In the shooting which greeted the park
officials on their attempt to enter Streeter's
alleged domain a bullet plerced Secre‘ary
Brby’s carriage horse and the animal died
an hour later.

It Will Be a Great Battle,

Measures are being taken by the police
department to meet what they expect to be
the greatest battle between the police and
opposing forces since the Haymarket riot.
In every section of the city 'patrolmen
have been called from thelr beats wherever
practicable and placed upon reserve In the
police statlons.

What Streeter’s Claim {is,

Captain Streeter claims to own the land,
which, were the title ‘clear, would be
worth between thirty and fifty miilions of
dollars. ;

In 1885 Captain Streeter and his wife
were stranded on a little sand bar a few
yards “from the shore at the foot of Su-
perior-street. The spot was not down ow
the maps, and the douphty navigator laid
claim to the land, and’ declared his right,
being the whole population, to elect him-
self to all the offices which he, in.framing
a constitntion, deemed the territory iminepd
of. As the years passed by.the damping of.
all sorts of refuse and earth washed up by

Streeter became a man of Importance.
His Troubles Be‘nn,'

With his importance and the increased
value of the lands his troublps began. The
tract became connected with the shore-and
owners of adjoining property resented the
presence of Captain Streeter and the re-
tdiners he had gathered about him. They
carried the matter Into court. The . Su-
preme Court of the United States declded
that the ldnd was within the jurisdiectlon
of the State of Illinols. Streeter, there”
upon, offered the district to the Federal
Government. The police, however, de-
scended on him and his army of fifty rien,
and since then up to to-day the captain
had/llved In another part of the town,

Police Had a Tip,

The preparations to retake 'possesslon
were made with great secrecy and ‘t was
not untl] dawn to-day that the police were
aware of the invasion. They resolved to
make no move in the matter unti] after a
conference with the law department of the
city, and in consequence Streeter and his
men were left unmolested while the police’
were trying to figure out a campaign.

Squatters Must Go,

The conference in the office of Acting
Mayor Walker was long and the legal as-
pects of the case were carefully gone over,
It was determined that the squatters should
be driven out at any cost and Chief of
Police Kipley was instructed at onee to
mobllize his forces and use such measures
as might be necessary.

When ‘asked why It was that the Niobe
kept her guns tralned on the Milwaukee
and it was suggested that the warship was
much speedier than the transport and couid
have run her down if she bad attempted
to escape, it was sald that it appeared as
if the officers of the Niobe feared a con-
-spiracy. - Y ‘ '

The officers in rteply to. the question
whether there were any Americans or Eng-
Hish among the Boer prisoners on the Mil-
waunkee saild that there were not. ‘‘They
were ali Transvaalers with the exception
of a few Germans and Austrians,” Awong
the Boer officers was a Col, Shields, an
Austrian by birth, and who at one time
held a commission in the Austrian army.

i At St, Helenn,

On arriving at St, Helena Gen. Cronje
lwas sent under an escort from the mem-
‘bers of the Imperial Guard to one of the
military fortresses known as Deadwood
Camp.

THE “POM-POMS” OF THE BOERS.

What They Are—Origin and Devel-
opment of the Machine Gun,
N, Y, Sun.
The guns of the Boers, called familiarly
‘‘pom-poms,” are 1-pounder Maxim machine

. guns, and are of interest in several re-

spects. A clause In the St. Peterburg de-
olaration of 1868 enjoined that no explosive

projectile less than 14 ounces in weight

should be used in ecivilized warfare, and
the Boer pomspoms have the narrowest
margin to permit of being admitted by the

' nations, besides having the distinction of

being the first of their kind ever used 'n
the fleld. ‘
In order to make clear the full meaning

of thig statement, we must first explain

certain technical terms, A machine gun is
one that is loaded and fired by machinery;

a quick-firing gun s one that is loaded by
hand, and fired either by band or by mach-
inery, The former was limited in calibre

until quite recently to that of small-arm
ammunition.

The machine gun dates from the primi-
tive type of Gatling gun used {n t(he Cirvil
War. The first attempt tdo Increase 'the
calibre above that of small-arm ammuni-
tion was made in the Hotchklss revolving
cannon of 1.5 inch calibre, throwing a 1-
pound shell. This gun was adopted. for the
navy at one time, and one of our lght
batteries (which served in the Wounded
Knee fight) was armed with it. Its range
was about 5500 yards, and it could fire
rounds a minute. The objection to it was
:’lwt it was too heavy a plece for its cali-

Te.

The next improvement was the Maxim
87-millimetre (1.45-inch.), which is entirely
automatic; that is, after firing the first
shot it ds mecessary only to keep the finger
on the trigger; the gun goes on loading
and firing, and can discharge 300 1-pound
shots per minute. The weight of ‘t)&q

piece is proportionate to its calibre. This

. Additional- attempts have been made ua-
officlally this week to use the threatened
fate of Johannesburg as.a weapon to gain
gome: promise of a concession from Great
Britain. < So far as koown this has failed
entirely. ~The probability Mmcreases, there-
fore, that the Rand mines will' be destroyed
by dypamite.. This not unnatural act of re-
venge may indeed be the only conditién
upon which the lrreconciables among the
Boers will consent to allow the peace fac-
tion' to make -submission.

The tendency in this country is to regard
all Pretoria telegrams to the effect that
the Transvaal Governmeént is unable to re-
sist the demand for the destruction of the
mines as mere bluff. This Is a natural
wsuspicion, but it is hardly justified, = Ac-
cording to the best Boer information, the
owners of the Rand mines in the Transvaal
are regarded as the chief Instigators of
the war, Gold is considered, of course,
the real lodestone that is drawing Great
Britain to the Boers’ country, and the
latter would be more than human if they
did not desire to damage {ts source as much
as possible. Furthermore, there are a
large number of Transvaalers who will
not remain In the country under British
rule, and they have nothing to lose by
doing everything 'possible that is detrl
mental to the usurpers.

Where Will Boers Go ?

Ever since January leading Boers have
been discussing the direction of thelr next
trek.

The South
Manchester poll is an astonishing proof of
the strength of the Unlonist party in what
was once g stronghold of Little England
Ideas and policies, There could pot be a
more striking illustration of the rise and
progress of the new lImperiglism than the
nearly thirtyfold increase in the Ministerial
majority in a factory constituency, where
the ablest and most consistent Ubeml.
The Manchester Guardian, has been
preaching to empty pews, These electiohs
have a moral for the country, and hints
for party managers.

- Thoroness Withouat Sentiment.
The moral is that there must be thoro-

ness without sentimentality in the settle-
ment of South African questions on broad
lines of Imperial interests. The hints for
party managers point to an early dissolu-
tion of Parliament, in order to allow the
Unionists to take. full advantage of the
war feeling, and to entrench themselves

in the stronghold of power for an interim
of six years,
Liberals Are Unprepared,

‘“The Idberals are almost as unprepared
to meet the Unlonist onset as the  Boers
are to block the advance of Koberts’
strong and mobile columns. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman lacks the instinct of
leadership, Mr. Asquith is in better form
than his colleagues, but the party is now
made up of disheartened and scattered
commandoes. Mr, Chamberlain, who is
the Dbest politician on the Unionist side, is
known to be in favor of an appeal to the
{country in the early autumn, if not in
' July, and South Manchester backs him up.

Many Rumors in the Air.

“There are many rumors in the air to-
day, but no decision has been reached by
the Ministers, nor will there be one until
Roberts is in Pretoria, If the war be
brought to a close by the middle of June,
as the most sanguine military authorities
are now expecting will be the result,
July seems to be out of the question, ¢s
the date of a general election. A far
more probable time is October, the Houses
of Parliament being simply adjourned to-
ward the end of July, and not prorogued.

Personal Questions to Be Settled.

“‘Several important personal questions
will have to be setfled before the Union-
ists appeal to the country. One of these
‘ls Lord Salisbury’s own preference for re-

He
would probably be readily reconciled to the
elevation of Mr. Balfour to the peerage,
with the honors of Prime Mnister and
the labors of the Foreign Office, provided
he bimself became either First Lord of
the Treasury or Chancellor of the Ex
chequer with the leadership of the House
of Commons; but there would be a search-
Ing of hearts and not a little high-toned
profanity among old Tonjes If these changes
were brought about.

Milner the Best Man.

“Sir Alfred Milner 18 withont doubt
the best man for the South African settle-
ment for he has contrived to remain on
good terms with the Dutch Ministry of
Cape Colony, and has not excited personal
resentment, . This is an Important qualifi-
cation for the functions of a peacemaker,
when there are at least 100,000 more
Dutchmen than Englishmen in South
Africa, and when the Confederation, to be
worked out ultimately on Australian lines,
must be esvantisfly a Dutch - scheme
under a British crown. It is not unlikely
that Sir Alfred Milner would be less em-
barrassed in working out a settlement If
