In the yard of Marlborough House and
the Friary Court was stationed -a large
body of police, soldiers and “Foot Guards.
The Foot Guardg acted as a guard of
honor, and were posted immediately be-
neath the balcony, 5

The spectators begap to assemble at an
early hour. The troops arrived at 8
o'clock, and shortly after 9 o’'clock in the
morning a brilliant cavalcade passed down
the Mall and entered Friary Court.

It consisted of the headquarters staff,
headed by the Commander-in-Chief of the
forces, Fleld Marshal Earl Roberts, in full
uniform, and carrying a marshal's baton,
and Gen, Sir Evelyn Wood, the Adjutant-
General to the forces.

Court Dignitaries Assembled.

At 9 o'clock the court dignitaries, head-
ed by the Duke of Norfolk, the Karl-
Marshal, appeared on the baleony. Then
the heralds blew a fanfare and King-at-
Arms Weldon, in the midst of dead silence,
read the proclamation in -loud, clear tomnes,
audible at a great distance, All heads
were bared. As the reading concluded the
King-at-Arms, reising his three-cornered
hat, cried loudly, ‘‘God Save the King."”
The crowd took up the cry, and the cheers,
the fanfares of the trumpets and the band
playing a national anthem K made’a curioas
medley. The third fanfare of trumpets
ended the ceremony.

The Official Procession.

The officials then marched in proces-
sion from the balcony thru the palace to
the Ambassadors’ Court, where a number
of royal carriages had been placed by the

Arrival of the King.

An expectant crowd lined Trinity Pier
as the royal yacht Albert, with King Ed-
ward on board, turned the point and the
first gun of the royal salute thundered
from the British warship Australia. - All the
flags, hitherto half-masted, were hauled
down, marking a temporary suspension of
mourning.

The King landed at 2.45 p.m., and drove
to Osborne House, where Emperor William
met him at the gates and warmly greeted-
him.

Immediately after the King landed the
flags were again half-masted.

His Majesty was somewhat careworn, but
otherwise appeared to be In excellent
heaith. During the crossing he was busily
engaged with state despatches and tele-
grams of sympathy and indicting replies.

During the year there has been a steady
development of the publishing, book and
stationery business in Capada. The pre-
sent satisfactory condition of the publish-
ing trade. as coinpared ‘with & few,years
ago is the result largely of the Copyrlzht
Act of the Un-ltedlguel and the adven
of better times. Thru the operation of the
Copyright Act the booksellers are no long- |
er deluged wih the cheap re‘ymm: that
were formerly dssued, and are in a position
to protect the public by giving value for 2
their expenditure on books. Good times COOK
im.vem provided a larger constituency to ca- X
er to.

1t is also a pleasure to note the lmprov-
ed mechanical appearance of Canadian pub-
lications, which will now pare favor-
ably with those of any other country.
Canadian Copyright Unsatisfactery

Canadian copyright s still in an unsatis-
factory condition, During the year two
members of the Board of Trade, Mr. Mo-
rang and Mr. Thomas, resenting the
Canadian Manufacturers’ ociation, at-
tended the meeting of the I L. Cham-
ber of Commence, held in London, and suc-
ceeded in securing the adoption of a reso-
lution/ favoring the t:ght of co'onies to
make their own copyright laws. 2

The Dominion Parliament under two suc-
cessive Governments have passed legisla-
tion dealing with this question in the in-
terests of ihie Canadian publisher,
unfortunately is - still inoperdtive, lacking
Imperial assent. It is to be hoped that vig-
orous and determined action will be taken
by the Board of Trade, assisted by the co-
operation of the paper-making, printing
and other allied tradés to obtain mperial
sanction.

In the list of sabjects assigned by the
Britth North America Act to .the Dom.n-
jon Parliament, patents and copyrights are
specified together, and it seems reason-
able that the right of the Dominion Par-
liament to legislate for the one should be
just as” extensive as it I8 to legislate for
the other. ; L

In order to secure a patent right for a
machine in Canada it is neeessary to manu-
facture here within a reasonable time, thus
giving employment to Canadian workmen.

The American publisher ean obtain copy-
right by s!mply seading sample coples and
registering his book in Leondon, and in this
way prevent - the Oanadian publisher fromn
making it- here, thus compelling the Cana-
dian book buyer to take his book printed
on American paper and made by American
printers and bookbinders. T g

The important prineiple invoived of Cana-

The Paper Trade.

During the past year the paper business
in Canada has been exceptionally prosper-
ous. Paper mills have been six months he-
hind in filling their orders, To meet the
demand the old mills are increasing their
capacity, new mills are being erected. Sta-
tioners who make the paper up into differ-
ent forms for practical use have shared in
the general prosperity, and found it neces-
sary to increase thelr faclilties for meet-
Ing the demand. The paper trade in Can-
ada will, no doubt, shortiy be one of our
greatest industries. We have an unlimited
water-power, an inexhaustible ~supply of
raw material in our pulp-wood forests.
Capitalists from the United States, Great
Britain and Europe are investing millions
of dollars in this Industry in Canada, and
some of the largest pulp and paper mills
{n the world are being established here. -

Twenty-five years ago, when the writer
started in business in Toronto, the great
bulk of our paper ¢ from Great Britain,
and Eunglish travelers regularly visited the
Canadian trade to supply our demands. To-
day Canadian paper mills can meet all our
requirements, and some of them have their
London offices.

Refore the close of the next twenty-five
years it is not 00 much to expect that the
great London dailles will be printed on
Canadian-made paper and that travelers
from the Toronto paper makers and sta-
tioners will regularly sell to the trade of
ireat Britain in the interest of their re-
spective houses..

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KINGSHIP A SERIOUS BUSINESS.

Queen Victoria has done more than lead

an exemplary life herself. She has cre-
ated a standard of Iffe for her successors.
Her predecessors on the throne had, for
the most part, low moral ideals, and they
gave lNttle or no personal concern for the
welfare of their people. The throne, be-
fore Victoria's time, was a synohym for
profiigacy and gross selfishness. Under
Queen Victoria, the throne became syn-
onymous with virtue, public and private
morality, | devotion to duty, self-sacrifice.
Queen Victoria will occupy the throne no
longer herself, but she has left behind
her what may be cajled an idealistic pre-
sence, a monarchical standard, to which
her successors will find themselves obliged
to conform. The new King is fully seized
with the fact that he will have to main-
tain the high ideal set up by his illustri-
ous mother., Indeed, King Edward's ac-
cession speech is inspired thruout by the
almost living presence that Victoria has
left behind her. The speech emanates
from one who feels keenly K the weighty
responsibility that rests offedis shoulders.
There can be no question as to the sin-
cerity of 'King Edward's self-consecration
to the service of his people. He has been
trained to his duty by the late Queen,
-and trained so persistently and so loyally
that the Queen's ideals have become a
second nature to him. King Edward’s ac-
cession speech “will naturally create the
liveliest satisfaction thruout the Empire,
He obligates himself ¢o follow in the foot-
steps of his mother, and, in so doing, he
linspires Khe highest confidence io the
minds of his subjetes.
During the Victoran era, ‘our fideas on
the position of King and princes have been
greatly modified. They, too, recognize that
they are living under changed conditions,
and that more is expected of them than
was expected of their predecessors. Theiln
privilegés have been submerged by their
duties. The position which King Edward
has just assumed is undoubtedly the most
onerous, the most responsible of amy fall-
ing to the lot of any of his subjects.
Hardly a minute will he be able to call
his own. Private considerations must
give way to public necessities. The office
will have its compensating features, but
the chief functions of the King will be
strictly In the line of duty and business.
While the Prince of Wales has inheriked
a crown, he has alsgy become heir to re-
sponsibilities which f§w of us would care
to have cast upon us. The King needs
our sympathy amd prayers, as well as our
congratulations,

What is true of royalty in Great Britain
fs true of the royal personages in the
other countries of Furope. The Czar has
se up a high ideal for his Emplire, and
he is doing his very best to advanee the
interests of his people and the glory of
Russia. - At the present time, in addition
to his other multifarfous duties, he is
taking a deep . personal Interest in ¢he
cause of temperance, with a vilew to the
betterment of his people by encouraging
sobriety, especially among the lower
classes, ' Emperor William Is, like ithe
Czar, a man who takes life seriously, His
heart and soul is bound up im the Father-
land. The Kaiser's- life” is consecrated ¢o
the Empire over which he presides, and
no labor is too great. for him, .provided
it has a tendency to add to the prestige or
material welfare of hiis country. Emperor
William is not only the foremost soldier
of Germany, but he is one of its most
capable business men. He is a firm be-
lever in <{he encouragement
industries, and is as ardent a protection-
ist as McKinley or Mark Hanna. The de-
votion of Francls-Joseph to the dual mom-
archy is a matter of history. Life, to
him, ds a werlous affdair, and the rest of
his days have been consecrated to his
people. And so it is with ¢he other Kings
and Princes of Europe. Royalty has
quite @& different significance to-day to
what it had in years gome by. Even our
Republican neighbors on the other side
of the border are beginning to get new
light on the subject of royalty and mon-
archical institutions. They are forced to
acknowledge that Great Britain, under
Queen Victoria, has enjoyed more liberty,
and the cause of democracy has been fur-
ther advanced thian has been the case even
in the United States. Monarchical instftu-
tions are by mo means dead. The people
of Greak Britain are more loyal to the
Crown than ever. Queen Victoria has
popularized and ddealized the monarchy,
and given it a long lease of life. It will
be almost impossible for royalty to relapse
to the degradation of the Georges. Queen
Victoria has placed it on a high pedestal,
from which there seems to be no likeli-
bood of its being pulled down.

THE KING AND HIS EMPIRE.

History is being made so mapldly within
the British Empire that it is difficult to
keep track of all the changes. The acces-
sion of King Edward VII. to the throne
accentuates a situation which did not exist
10 years, or even five years, ago.. The
new monarch is technically King of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land and Emperor of India. As a matter
of fact, he is the supreme head of several
other fmportant states or countries. It
would appear to us to be good policy to
so modify or amplify the King's titles as
to indicate by them bhis sovereignty over
the whole British Empire. But independ.
ently of his titles, the sovereign of Great
Britaln is now more closely than
ever identified with theé various
states that go to make up the
Empire. He Is the connecting link be-
tween the Mother Country and what are
known as the colonies, but which, more
properly, should be referred to as sister
states. The British Empire, as we know
it to-day, is a new creation, The changed
and changing conaitions demand new
treatment, new forms of government, new
state ceremonies, If King Edward is the
head of the British Empire, if he is the
King of Greater Britain, why shouldn’t he
take advantage of the first opportunity
that presents itself to visit the. different
sections of his Empire? ° Theoretically,
Australia is-as much a part of the British
Empire as is Great Britain itself. Why,
then, should the King spend all his time
in Britain, to the~exclusion of the other
parts of the Empire? Nothing would so
much advertise to the world the homo-
geneity of the Empire as a visit of the
new King to fits various states and capital
cities. If the constitution does not permit
of the absence of the King for so long a
time as would be necessary for such a
vigit, the constitution should be changed,
If we areé going to establish an Empire, we
ought to proceed in a business-like way in
the matter, The King ought to take ad-
vantage of the opening of the new Aus-
traltan Parllament to visit the Com-
monwealth and open the Parliament
in person. The Imperialistic effect
of such an action on the part
of the King could hardly be over-
estimated. In like manner King Kdward
should visit Canada, India and South
Africa. The constitution should adapt it
self to the new conditions that are coming

into play. The Prince of Wales could al-

of German |

ways be In Great Britain during the ab-
sence of the King, and he could be appoin
ed & temporary Viceroy, just as we have a
Governor-General in Canada and a Vice-
roy in India. Furthermore, every state
in the Empire should be represented at
the coronation of the King, whenever that
event ;may come off. These proposed func-
tions are all more or less formal, but they
‘would exert a powerful influence in ce-
menting together and consolidating  the
Empire,

INTERCOLONIAL TRADE.

Mr. J. 8. Larke, trade comigissioner to
Australia, sends word to the Government
that the question of a preferential unn"
for Australia will arise in connection with
the first Federal tariff, and advises that a
member of the Canadian Governmient
should be sent to Australia to watch the
legislation in behalf of K Canada. Mr.
Larke's suggestion should be acted upon.
It s highly desirable that preferential
tariffs should be established between all
parts of the Emplire, and the quickest
and best way to bring the Mother Country
into harmony with the colonles )u this Ypat-
ter I8 for the colonies to Institute Ret-
erential tariffs among themselves, Canada
should  not ' lose this opportunity -of ad-
vanding the edause of preferential inter-
Imperial trade. In addition to advancing
the cause generaly, an Australian prefer-
enfial tariff in favor of Canada will beof
material benefit to this country. Our trade
with Australla has increased very largely
within the past five years, and a tarim
preference for our goods would act as a
powerful stimulus in the business between
the Commonwealth and the .

THE DEAD QUEEN,

The death of Her Majesty Queen Vlctorla'
has removed a singular figure from the
history of modern times.. A fascinating
personality, the late Empress-Queen had
no parallel dn the history of any epoch
or of any race. She has contributed more
in her capacity as a constitutional sover-
eign to eradicate from the minds of radi-
cals, of republicans and of revolutionists
their hereditary aantipathy to monarchy:

She has exalted democrady by exaitlfig the
monarchy; and her character coming into
contact with the machinery of an Imperial
Administration has introduced into the
ultra-autocratic spirit of the British con-
stitution a freedom and a liberty which are
not to be discerned in the ultra-democratic
gystem of goyvernment developed by the
genius of Jefferson. She has passed away
and has left behind her an'Empire whose
greatness is only rivalled by the greatness
of the traditions, the aspirations and the
latent possibilities of the peoples who cre-
ated it and for whom it was made. Lov-
ing subjects will rear magnificent mon<-
ments and splendid mausoleums to immor-
talize her memory and commemorate her
reign; but that the subjects, whom she has
left behind, are worthy of that Empire,
which the jamented sovereign Vietoria
hands down in trust for her people to her
illustrious descewdant and successor, Kd-
ward VII, and over which she reigned
y:lth such wisdom, such sagacity, such abil-
ity, and such moderation, for upwards of
ten epoch-making decades, is the monn-
ment to the name of the sovereign, whim
the world is to-day lamenting, and the
monument which shall imperishably endure.

It has often been given to young-
er sons of the reigning monarch, and the
title was borne by Henry VIIL, Charles I.

The first duke was Edmund of
Langley, fifth son of Edward IIL,who cre-

ated him Duke of York about 1385, when
he was 44 years old; the fast to hold the
title was James II., who died in 1701, But
the House of Hanover revived the title in
1716, when Krnest Augustus, brother of
George I. and Bishop of Osnaburg,was cre:
ated Duke of York and Albany. Prince Jd-
ward ,Augustus, brother of George III.,and
the ond son of George IlI., Prince Fred-
erick, were the last to hold the title, which
became extinet on the 'atter's Geath, in
1827. - A part of the tit'e was revived in
1881, when Prince Leopod, fourth son of
B;wen Victoria, was created Duke of Al-

ny. L

From his early childlicod Prince (George

esented a striking contrast to his eld
rother, the Duke ufUlarence. The latter
was pale, pensive, retiring, put with a
singular grace of manner and deportment
that never afterward forsook himg; the,
other was tuddy of countenance, fuil ”t’
brightness and brusque vivacity. The fea-
tures of the elder were findly cut, in cicse
resemblance to those of lis father at the
same ear'y age. Prince George, (n the cther
hand, bears a striking likeness to the Frin-
cess of Wales’ sister, the Wmpress Dowa-
ger of Russia, not only in the general form
and cast of gountenance, but also in detail
of feature and expression.

Thruout their boyhood the two were con-
stant; companions, An extraordinary inti-
macy and sympathy existed between them,
and each exerted a mmked Influence on
the other. Together they entered the navy
as cadets, on June 5, 1877. Prince George
had only reached the required age two
days before, and was perhaps the youngest
cadet ever admitted to service. For two
years they were on the training ship Dart-
mouth, the younger winning a reputation
for athletic prowess unusual for his age.
Then, on July 15, 1879, they set out on
their famous three years’ voyage in the
Bacchante. They visited the West Indies,
South America, the Cape, Austraiia, Fiji,
Japan, China, Singapore and Ceylon. The
Bacchante was then ordered thru the Suez
Canal into the Mediterranean, and a eon-
siderable period of time was spent by the
princes in Egypt, the Holy TLand and
Greece during the spring of 882, After
returning to England Prince George went
with his brother to Switzerland. Tiaey
lived at Lausanne for six months. Then,
on May 1, 1883, Prince George was op-
pointed midshipman to the Canada, which
was then commissloned for service on the
North American and West Indian stations.
Besides ‘visiting many other places in the
Dominion and North Ameriea, he ascend-
ed the St. Lawrence in her as far as Mont-
real.

There are occasions
when the caller to-day is tempted to as-
tonish her hostess in the same way! *“In
Fieaven's name, why ‘cosy corner'? s
what one would like to ask when one's eyes
fall upon that ridiculous, modern feminine
institution called the “cosy corner,” which
js met in all shapes and forms and condi-
tions in the drawing rooms of to-day, and
which women delMght in arranging in some
corner or other of their reception rooms.
| Mrs. Copperfield’s ‘rookery’” had some
&laim to be called such, because at one time
rooks had cawed about the place, but the
“ocsy cormer,” so far as one's experience
goes, never had any cosiness, any comfor(,
to warrant its name—hence ome is more
justified then was the delightfil Betsy in
explosively exclaiming, “Why, cosy cor-
. per?’ For it is usualiy anything but a
*ocsy corper.” What comfort or cesiness
can be found in a bench—a narrow bench—
fitted in at right angles to the wall, primly’
upholstered—wail and all, mark you—and
then decorated with cushions that look as
much like real cushions—things to lounge
and loaf upon—as the corner itself?

The cosy corner should be a comfortable
corper, but where does the comfort come
in? So far as one's experience goes, the
po-called cosy corner is the last spot In
the drawing room in which to find comfort.

Why retire to a right-angled unresisting |

seat for comfort, when there are big chairs
in the room, hollowed out to fit the body in
its easiest attitudes? You cannot lounge or
pest your back or head on a right-angled
bench, and the absurd, fat, white silk
biue or pink cushions with so-cailed em-
proidery - are not things to be handled un-
ecremoniously, to be comfortably tucked
nnder head or arm. The average cushion
is a thing to be arranged in rows for show,
against the upbolstered wall of the cosy
corner, or in cohventional piles on the end
of a couch—they are certainly for anything
put use! Thus cushions and cosy corners
are modern delusions—they do not combine
peaunty with utility, in many cases they
have neither, and are consequently useless.
fThe woman who makes up cushions out of
pale pink silk knows perfectly well that
soch an article is useless as a cushion—it is
a mere pretence to fill up—a show—just as
§s her cosy corner in the drawing room—a
ghow, a sham, a pretence—a place that all
comfort-loving folk wisely avoid. It cer-
ta nly fills up a corner of the drawing room
~for the average woman mistakenly sup-
poses that “filiing up’ is furnishing—but
| ps to its cosiness, its comfort, its utility,
pne cannot admit these and be quite tmtg
ful!

Why the “cosy corner’” should be an in-
ptitution of the drawing room at all is a
mystery. Is the drawing room a fitting
place for a ‘‘cosy corner’’? The drawing
yoom is the public room of the house, the
room of ceremony and state—the-room into
which stranger or caller may be ushered!

ccrner Is, very plainly, not designed for the |

cesual visitor or the mere acquaintance—
these may not make themselves at home
as do privileged visitors and old acquain-
tances. True, the cosy corner is of service
in a crush of entertainment—people may
sit at right angles to the wall and talk
and be out of the way-—but ort? cosi-
ness?

Noy no! The drawing room ‘‘cosy corner'
is no cosy corner, neither is it appropriate
in a public room, such as the drawing room
is. It is something for the more private
room—the family sitting room, or one's oWn
private den. nd then it must not be a
bench fitted in to the wall—it must be made
by the cunning arrangement of a low, deep,
wide springy icouch over which is thrown
one of those gay woolen Bagdad
blankets, or some equally serviceable and
beautiful bit of covering, and it must
heaped with cushions that are for use—not
mere show—cushions that can be punched
and pulled and patted and coaxed: into the
right places below one's shoulders, head,
arms, And this cosy corner must be in
sight of the grate fire—within sight of its
warm glow, within hearing of its soft put-
tering talk and prattie. And there must
be a softly shaded'light, hung exactly to
fall upon one's book, and a table near at
hand with one's favorite books and ma-
gazines. When one is not inclined to read
—but simply to lounge and dream, there
must be within sight a favorite picture or
two, an etching—a photograph, perhaps, if
one cannot have originals, and a slender-
stemmed vase for a rose. And when one is
inclined for talk; there must be a big easy
chalr close by, with a footstool, for the
privileged friend. And always there must
be no formality, no exeessive neatness, but
a delightful air of occupation and comfort
and freedom from intrusion.

The term, the common people, is proper-
“ly used to describe the large majority of
the people—those who earn their living
and give to society a fair return for the
benefits bestowed by society—those who
in their daily lives recognize  the tles
which bind together the mass of the peo-
ple who have a common lot and a common
bope. Sometimes they \are called ‘‘the
middle classes” because paupers and crim-
inals are excluded on the one hand, while
on the other hand some exclude them-
selves because of wealth or position or
pride of birth. The common people form
the industrious, intelligent and patriotic
element of cur popuiation; they produce
the nation’s .wealth in time of peace and
fight the nation’s battles in time of war.
They are self-reliant and independent;

Pekin, Jan. 16.—(Delayed in transmission)
—The note which accompanied the agree-
ment delivered by the Chinese plenipoten-
tiaries reiterated the Chinese objections.al-

for the immed'ate return of the public
bulldings, the total cessation of military ex-
peditions, a definition of the limits of the
legations and for the removal of the troops
as early as possible,

The German and the French officials seem
to think it unwise for the troops to leave
Pekin for several months, The French
especially object to what they call *‘the
cowardly behavior of other nations in not
protecting the Chinese Christians.” For
that reason they believe it will be neces-
sary to keep the troops at least another
year. The linglish, the Americans and the
Russians seemingly think a gradual with-
drawal can be made as soon as the river
sl‘.'ntl open at the beginning of March.

The Chinese are anxious to have the io-
demnities payable /to the different nations
adjudged before an international -commis-
sion. A majority of the Ministers here seem
to think that their governments may make
separate arrangements with China. .

Ministers will shortly hold a meetin
to consider the next step to be taken. N
formal reply will be sent to the Chinest
objections, but t!xey will be considered.

A RUSSIAN PROTEST.

Admiral Alexejeff Claims British
Gunboat Operated in Russian
Territory.

Shanghai, Jan. 2).—(Delayed in transmis-
sion).—As a result of the sending of the
British gunboat Plover to Blonde Islands,
ecstward of Lietung, to suppress the pir-
ates, whose depredations upon native craft
were becoming serious, the expedition suc-

ceeded in destroying the offending piratical
junks, \

In connection with this matter Vice-Ad
ml;ra.l Alexejeff, the Russian commander, has
written to Vice-Admiral Seymour, in com
mand of the English nagal forces, claiming
that inasmuch as the islands are in Russiau
territory ‘the British action was unwarrant-
ed. He expressed a hope that Admiral Sey-
ﬂ;)hu: would view the matter in the same
Admiral Seymour .replied to the effect
that tho he knew Port Arthur and Tallen-
wan were in Russian territory, he did not
krow that this was the case regarding these
isiands, and that he was therefore unable
to coincide with Vice-Admiral Alexejefl’s
views; he could only refer the question to
his Government.

Admiral Seymour thinks that the Russian
pretensions to islands 90 miles from Port
Arthur ought not to be allowed. It is the
opinion of the British naval commander
that if admitted it would almost naturally
follow that Russia would claim the Niaotao
group, 'lying much nearer and extending
across the Guif of. Pechili, thus giving
Russia complete control of the navigation
of the gulf.

PRINCE CHING’S ARGUMENTS.

Says Allies Have Looted an Enor-
mous Lot of Valuables, Which
Should Be Considered,

Pekin, Jan. 19, .Saturday.—(Delayed In
tmnsmlsslt_)n.)——l’ri.nce Ching says he con-
siders the Chinese requests reasonable and
feels sure that the United States as well
as most of the other ngtions will agree to
them.

He
desired to see the shipyards of the Great
Lakes panticipate in the bullding of war-
ships.

England Would Have the Same.

Mr. Maun (IlMnois) opposed the abroga-
tion of the ¢meaty. If we built warships
on the lakes, England must have a sim-
flar privilege, She could build great ships
there, which would threaten the cities on
the American side and the whole com-
merce of the lakes, The treaty, he argued,
