ELECTION DATE FIXED
VOTING DECEMBER 17

Government Issues Writs Making Nomination
Day November Nineteenth---Yukon Terri-
tory Polls Six} Weeks Later.

Ottawa, Oct. 31.—Writs were issued
tonight calling for a general election
Monday, Dec. 17. Nomination day is
fixed for Monday, Nov. 19, This ap-
plies to all constituencies except Yu-
kon Territory. In the Yukon nomina-
tion day will be Dec. 31! and polling
day four weeks later, Monday, Jan. 28.

All writs are returnable on Feb. 27,
1918. Parliament is summoned to
meet on the day following,

The election will be without a par-
allel in the history of the Dominion.
The granting of the franchise to sol-
diers and saflors and their female rela-
tives at home has entaijled the creation
of entirely new machinery. Military
and naval polls will have to be held in
France, Belgium, the United Kingdom,
the West Indies, Camada and on the
high seas of Europe and North Ameri-
ca. In every polling sub-division in
the inion an enumerator will im-
mediatély have to set to work revising
the electoral lists. The names of en-
franchised female relatives of soldiens
will have to be added: The names of
aliens, disfranchitsed.by the War Time
Elections Act, will have to be deleted.

Roughly 20,000 enumerators will be
required.

Military votens stationed in Camada
will cast their votes on the same day
as civilian electors. But the diffioul-
ties of an election day at the front
have made changes necessary. All
soldiers overseas will begin voting on
Nov. 20, and military votes may be
cast up to and including the ordinary
polling day. 'There will necessanily
be delay also, in the counting of mili-
tary votes.

PLAN TO MAKE USE
OF GARBAGE FOR FUEL

Phases of Process Are Being Consid-
ered for Toronto.

A plan has been laid before Con-
troller O'Neill by which a thousand
tons of fuel per day may be recover-
ed and used from the city garbage.
The controller is impressed by the
plan and has taken it up with a view
to converting an expense into a
revenue producer.

According to the controller the
proposition would involve the estab-
lishment of plants at different points
thruout the city, at a cost of ‘about
$75,000 each. At these places the gar-
bage would be collected and “classi-
filed for the various purposes. Rags,
for instance, would be taken out and
sterilized and then used for the manu-
facture of paper. Glass, metals and
other 'materials would be taken out
and grease would be extracted” for
the manufacture of ,soaps: /The re-
maining "‘rf‘kd.t'e 1, -after bdng’ ‘miked
with coal dust, would be presged into
fuel., - The controller has en in-
formed that this fuel, higher in heat
units than ordinary coal, could be
manufactured and sold at $56.50 per
ton.

Street Commissioner Wilson when
asked about the proposition, said that
the matter had been under consider-
ation for some time and that he had
discussed it with Controller O’Neill,
and at the present time various
phases of the process were receiving
further consideration.

The controller stated that the city
would either have to make an ar-
rangement with the promoters to take
care of the garbage after its collec-
tion or pay a royalty for' the use of
the patents.

East Toronto Instructors Find Courses

in City Schools Inadequate for
: - Needs of Pupils.
‘ ‘East Toronto district school teach-
ers unanimously declared their opin-
fon yesterday afternoon that avar con-
ditions rendered the present courses
of study too indefinite for city schools.
Thigfranspired at the institute con-
ference at the Duke of Connaught
School, where one of the most ani-
mated sessions in the history of the
institute was held. So much in earn-
cst were the teachers that instead of
closing the discussion at 8,30, accord-
‘ing to the program schedule, it was
aftér 4 o'clock before the conference
adjourned.

One of the instances of the present
indefinite and triple course of studies
quoted was in relation to arithmetic.
At present individual teachers use
their personal judgment in taking
either the compound rules or.fractions
first. With the' exceptional transfers
necessitated by  the let-up in school
building operations scholars have been
transferred to classes where they have
had to repeat their study of either of
the rules or fractions, and had to omit
one or the other.

Chief Inspector Cowley is looked to
by the East Toronto teachers to afford
relief by giving definite instructions.
The institute -advocates the appoint-
ment by the chief inspector of a com-
mittee to consider the selection of a
specially suitable course -of study for
the Toronto school§ in place of leav-
ing to the teachers the general pro-
vincial course text books and manu-
als, which amount in practice to three
courses. X g :

W. H. Carleton, who conducted the
demonstration lesson, and about
twenty other east end teachers gave
personal experiences to show the ur-
gency of having the course of study
in the Toronto schools made much
more definite.

In relation to the .question of chant-

My Hollo-
way was the nominec of the British
Covernment on the Royal Ontario
Nickel Commission, and was appoint-
ed chairman of that body, the other
members of which were Dr. W. G.
Miller, McGregor Young, K.C, and T,
W. Gibson. he report of the com-
mission was issued last spring, and
is ‘regarded as a complete text book
on the nickel question. Mr. Holloway
was an eminent metallurgist with long
experience .in the investigation of the
properties of metals, and was head of
George T. Holloway & Company,
Limited, at 13 Emmett street, Lime-
house, London, Engiland. He was an
associate of the Royal College of Sci-
ence, London, vice-president of the
Institution of Mining and Metallurgy,
and was also connected with the In-
stitute of Metals, also a member of
the mineral resources committee  of
the Imperial Institute. The work of
the commission occupied about a year
and a half, from September, 1815, to
March, 1917, and after its completion
Mr. Holloway returned to England.
He was then, in May last, in poor
health, and grew steadily weaker until
the end. Mr. Holloway was a man of
much personal charm and made many
friends during his sojourn in Canada.

USES OF PERCENTAGES
ARE MISUNDERSTOOD

Interesting Information Brought Out
at Second Lecture Under Auspices
of Advertising Club.

Frank Stockdale, the merchandis-
ing expert, who is giving a series of
talks to merchants in Convocation
Hall, under the auspices of the To-
ronto Advertising Club, last night took
as the subject for his second lecture,
“How to Make Figure Facts Earn  Pro-
fits.” In his introduction he describ-
ed the subject as the *“lost art of
making profits.” He stated that many
stores could be found that are doing
a good business and yet fail to come
across with the bprofits. *“Many of
the figure facts do not earn profits—
in fact 90 per cent. of the stores rep-
resented here do not earn profits,” he
said.’ Even in those places where it
was thought a proper system was in
operation the profits were only pro-
tected, according to Mr. Stockdale. In
speaking more directly to those who
‘were running a business he emphasiz-
ed the statement that figures were of
very little use unless they told the
truth, as there were lots of people
running businesses that were just as
well off as they were: before they
adopted the figures, inasmuch as that
they were misted by their own fig-
ures. “Incomplete figures are apt to
lead a man very far astray,” he said.
“There are lots of people who can
sell goods, but who cannot control
their businesses. Simply knowing
how to change the mind of the cus-
tomer to your way of thinking is not
sufficient to ‘make a business a suc-
cess, and the management of stores
must be veéry largely based on, fig-
ures.” Bt

The general uses of percentage, he
condemned.  “It would Tte a good
thing,” he said, “if someone would
take this matter up and see that in
our high and public schools percent-
age was taught so that it would be
understood.” To show how little this
question of percentage was under-
stood, Mr. Stockdale had at a previous
meeting given out a problem. The
problem had to do with the selling
of a chair, taking into consideration
what it took to run the business, the
cost of the chair and the selling
price. When, the various results were
handed in last evening, they wvaried
gremtly, figures
cents profit, 28 cents profit to one-
fifth of one cent loss, which, he stat-
ed, showed that the general applica-
tion, of percentage was not under-
stood. He stated that he had found
in Canada a difference with the
United States in the figuring of pro-
fits.

“There are three important things
in business to control,” said Mr.
Stockdale, “and these are to control
cash,  to control the help, and to con-
trol the merchandise. The first ‘'may
appear obvious, hut it is the obvious
things that are owverlooked. The
handling of cash does not affect stock
or the handling of people.” He ad-
| vised everyone to get facts. “But I
will admonish every man, not to go
to the trouble of getting facts unless
he knows how to use them. There
are more facts flled away in safes in
Toronto than there are facts that are
laid on the table every morning.
What we want are figure facts and
diagnosis finstead of postmortems.”
One of the elementary facts in busi-
ness, he pointed out, is the rent, as
the landlord will keep up with the
profits. He also stated that average
percentages could not be applied to
specific cases in, departmental stores,
and it was for this reason that in
many -instances, he said. the figures
did not earn profits. “The first step
is to know your stock,” he said, in
conclusion, “and the next step is to
departmentalize your store and cut
out those parts where a loss is
shown.”

Germans held prisoner in- France
wouldn’t helieve the American soldiers
now behind the front were anything else
but Canadians, or perhaps, British, until
they saw them pilay ball. Now they
know better. A correspondent writing
from the front tells the story thus:

The Sammies used to meet German
prisoners on the rcad every day. Once
in & while they wotld strike one who
could speak English—and the story was
always the same,

‘“You' can't tell us you're Americans,”
sald one German spokesman. ‘“You're
Englishmen ir\ American uniforms. The
Americans can’t bring over troops because
the U-bosts are sinking chelr
