CHINA AND JAPAN ;

Tokio, April  1.—Unofficial éx-
changes between the , Chinese and
Japanese in Peking in regard to Shan-
tung show a gradual entente, accord-
ing to advices, 'They seem to agree
on the following conditions:

1. That Kiao-Chau bay shall be re-
turned to China and made an open
port, - A

2. To make the railways a joint
enterprise between Chinese and
Japanese, both contribufing the same
amount of capital. The shares for the
Chinese to be paid by the Japanese
for the time being and to hecome
property of Shantung prevince.

3. The mining rights .to be disposed
of in a similar manner. Japan wiu.
be given the precedence for develop-
ment dnd transportation at coal and
iron mines, cotton, =alt and foodstuffs.

Indirect negotiations are reported to
have been.completed.

ARRANGING INSURANCE

for the lifetime of the beneficiary or
beneficiaries or otherwise.

N. W. Rowell in Washington

Warsaw, Aprili 1.—The noéte of M,
Tchitcherin, the Russian Soviet for-
eign minister, addressed to the Poles
concerning peace pour parlers, says
the' Russian Republican Government
of Soviets “accepts with pleasur¢ the
Polish communication indicating Po-

land’s readiness to open peace' nego-

tiations April 10, seeing in. it future
triendsmp; between - two negcubgr;:w,
With reference to ceasing military
activities: and a meeting for the dis-
cussion of peace, Tchitcherin says;
“In the meantime the Soviet govern-
ment proposes an armls’tlce on the en-
tire Polish-Russian front and wishes
the assembly of the Polish and Rus-
sian peace delegations to take place)
on neutral ground, preferahly in some
town in Esthonia. In the end the
Soviet feels certain ‘that the fore-
going conditions, if agreed to, ill
have good infiuence upon the out-
come of peace negotiations.” '
The Poles have contended from tuec
beginning that rhey would not agree
to an armistice, the militarists holding
that the Bolsheviki only desired time
to enable them to bring up reinforce-
ments along the whole front.
Regarding the Soviet's proposal for
Esthonia as a meeting place for the
peace conference, the Poles contend
that the Soviet government in a note
dated December 22, invited the Poles
to name a place where the peace dele-
gates might assemble, y 12
No announcement has been made by

EXPEDITIONARY FORCE
PASSES INTO HISTORY

Ottawa, April 1.—Today marked the
passing into history of the official
name, Canadian Expeditionary Force.
Yesterday the transfer of all the re-
mainfng units under that designation
to the permanent Canadian military
forces was completed, and all that now
remains is the glorious tradition of five
and one-half years’ splendid serwice.

The' C.E.F. had its birth early in
August, 1914, when the order-ih-coun-
cil authorizing the raising of the bat-
talions that trained at Valcartier was
issued. Since that time over half a
million men were on its strength. Only
a few hundred men remained on the
strength when the order was given to
turn the remaining ,(units into the
permanent force.

No more pestif-
erous idea has been rooted in' the
general mind than the notion that
raflways carried the people. It is the
people, and the people only, who carry
the railways, whatever companies may
conceive, construct and conduct them.

Railways can only thrive on traffic,
which can only be furnished by the
people who labor to produce commodi-
ties from the natural resources of the
country, There is a correspondence
between the size of the population and
its ability to create railway traffic.

In 1891, when Canada was notl pros-
perous, the population was 4,838,239,
and theré wcere 13,858 miles of rail-
way. That works out at 349 people
In 1911 the population was
7,206,664, and the mileage 25,400, or
275 persons per mile. In 1918 the gov-
ernment report shows 38,879 miles of
railway. 1If the population was 8,000,-
000, there were 207 people per mile to
create traffic, as against 349 in 1891, 1f
it was 8,500,000, the per mile popula-
tion was 219. If it was 9,000,000, the
Ppopulation per mile was still only 231.

On the most favorable showing,
therefore, in 1891 we had more than
over fifty per cent. more people to
produce traffic per mile of railway
than we have now.

COMMONS SETTLES
DOWNTO BUSINESS

Government Legislation Now
« Holds Centre of Interest in
Parliament.

REVIEW OF THE SESSION

Ottawa, April 1.—(By Canadian
Press.)—With over a-month of ses-
sion completed parliament has set-
tled down to work along customary
lines. At the outSet there wds much
uncertainty, The  ‘Jegislative pro-
gram yielded place in intereft to the
political situation; ;;The prime min-
ister was away, the leadership of the
Unionist party and.its future were in
doubt, a younger man was wearing
the mantle of Laurier, ‘and, finally,
there was the growing strength of
the farmer movement with the first
appearance, since confederation, of a
definite third party in the house. So,
on all hands, there was comment on
the “situation”—whether the govern-
ment might be forced to resign, whe-
ther, in any event, a general election
would not come in the fall. Now,
after just five weeks of session, the
“situation Has passed for the time at
any rate and government legislation
holds the centre of interest,

Seven Chief Items.

BILLS IN CONGRESS
AFFECTING CANADA

'One Proposes to Penalize
Province Restricting Pulp-
wood Export.

Washington, April 1.—A number
of bills calling for tariff readjustment
which affect Canadian interests are

now before the Uniled States con-
gress. Owing to the pressure of
other business these measures have
received but littl attention _from the
members of the U, S. house this ses-
sion and it now appears likely that
most of them will be Sidetracked.
Nevertheless, their intrcdustion  in-
dicates that the United States ¢ has
not abandoned its high ‘protection
principles and it is genegally believed
that had it not been for the favorable
balance in trade with Canada. some
of these measures might have been
pressed more strongly than they
have been.

Two of these bills propose to put
a duty on wheat and tlour. One, in-
troduced by Representative Young of
North Dakota, calls for a duty of 25
cents a bushel on wheat, and
$1.32 1-2 per ‘barrel on flour, with a
10 per cent. ad valorem duty * on
semolina and other products of
wheat not specifically mentioned in
the act. This bill has met with a
good deal of opposition and it is not
likely to be passed. Mr. Young has
a second bill, which is now before
the committee of ways and means.

There can be small doubt, but chat
Bruomstick would have won in 1904 f
he had journeyed west to try, He would
have had nozhlng more formidable than
the third rate Klwood to beat. Meri-
dian was successful in 1911, Regret in
1915, Regret is the only mare that
has won a Derby at Churchill Downs,
This vear, Man o' War defaulting, it
looks as\thg another male line descend-
ant of gallant little Ben, who was gath-
ered to his fathers at the Hon, Johnson
N, Camden’'s Hartland stud last spring,
n:ay get down 'in front and under the
silks of Harry Payne Whitney, which
Kegret bore in 1915.

Upset, who scored a lucky victory cver
Man o' War in the fanford Memorial at
Suratoga last August, was the biggest
money winner as a two-year-old of
Wkitney's promising three-year-olds. e
was not, however, the hest of the three
Whisk Broom colts In the estimation of
his trainer. Rowe always thought that
dohn P, Grier, which he saved thru the
spring and early summer, was his juve-
nile star, And John P. Grier proved
that Rowe had not overrated his powers
wihen he finished second to Man o' War
in the Futurity at Belmont Park. He
did not beat Man o' War, to be sure,
but he did beat Dominique, On Watch,

Cleépatra, Upset, Paul Jones, Miss Jemi-

ma and Captain Alcock. One has only
to run hastily thru the dope book of 1919
to dlscover that these were smart
youngsters. If Man o' War had not
started in the Futurity, Jéhn P. Grier
wbuld have won off as impressively as
the most exacting person could have de-
@ired.

That John P. Grier will go on Rowe
has not the slightest doubt. The son of
Hrcomstick and Wonder raced gamely
frem behind in all of his races of {ut
geason.  Also he managed weight clev-
erly, John P. Grier on the female side
ol the family of Sweep, Pennant, Trans-
vaal and Novelty. set, whose dam
was Pankhurst, she a daughter of Voter
and Runaway Girl, has a sprinter's pedi-
gree on the distaff side.

The high regard of Rowe
for Wildair was proven last Septembor
v-hen he sent the Broomstick ecolt 10
Havre de Grace to race against Con-
slancy in the $10,000 Eastern Shore
stakes when he might have sent John P.
Grler. Rowe does not believe that
Wildair will ever show his real worth un
til he starts in a race of one mila : nd
a furlong or farther, Wildair was too
slow getting on his stride last season
for two-year-old aprints. Dr. Clark,
whe raced early in the season of 1919
as Sammy, is a son of Broomstick snd
Papasine, she is a daughter of Peter Pan

THE CHILD IN INDUSTRY

Physical and Méntal Condition of
Cotintry Depends on Child.

To use the words of Ruskin, “To
become a man too soon is to become
a small’ man.” The fqrcing of ma-
turity at an early age upon either a
boy or a girl not only results n »
small man or woman(physlcally, but
it also results in smallness and intel-
lect and narrowness -of vision, as
well, as incapacity for the apprecia-
tions of obligations and the assump-
tion of responsibility Such”
unfitness is not only serious from the
point of view of defence, because of
the large. humber of men of military
age that are incapable of bearing arms
when it becomes necessary to call on
them to do so, but the lack of health
and strength is a serious handicap to
the industries of a country where such
conditions exlist. The principal fac-
tor in industrial production, in fact in
production of any character, is the
physical and mental alertness and en-
ergy of the people. Any cause, there-
fore, which decreases the physical
and mental power decreases the most’
important resource of a country.

Another important effect of weak-

ening a nation physically is the cer-
tain inefficiency of the coming gen-
eration Keeping children

out of factories, shops and mines un- |
til they are fourteen or sixteen years |

of age undoubtedly has a favorable
effect on their bodies, but to allow
them to roam without continued men-
ta] direction and improvement is to
encourage a crop of social weeds which
may be the more serious because it is
stronger. Physically defective peo-
ple are a liability . which
could only be properly eliminated by
suitable provision for 4nd methods of
educating the boys and girls.
Another feature of the abolishment
of child labor and the substitution of
compulsory education for strenuous

hours of employment in early years
is that the resulting increase in
trained intelligence will make pos- |
sible a much better relationship ba- |
tween the employer and his workmen. !

EIGHT THOUSAND TESTS

Cbnducted Inq’uiry During
War, Using Soldiers of the

Various Races.

"A sensational pathological report
has been made to The Lancet, Britain's
leading medical journal, by two in-
vestigators who have tested the blood
of ditterent races of mankind. English
scientists regard. the report as a
bombshell for biolowists.

gists, in accordance with British cus-
tom, went to Macedonia, the supposed
cradle of the human race, and made
8000 blood tests, the -subjects being
English, French, Italian, Gérman, Aus-
trians, Serbs, Greeks, "Bulgar, Arabs,
Turks, Russians, Jews, Malagacis, ne-
groes from Senegal, Annamese and
Indians, soldjers of all these races and
nationalities being gathered in that
area of the ‘war.
_“The tests, made under conditions
which preclude the possibility of error,
showed differences betweén the blood
of the different races of such a char-
acteras to make it practically certain
that  -mankind ‘had two different
sources of origin. {

*The blood was shown to have distinct
and different chemical properties, which
the discoveries, for the sake of conveni-
énce, distinguished as A and B, These
two -properties, .it #8 contended, I ave
been -inhegent in the blood of two tep-
arate and’ distinet races since man_ fuist
made his appearance on the earth. The
A property distinguished the one race,
and the B property the other, A

“The theory that the distinction :as
existed since the beginning of iHuman
life is based on the known fact that
pathological investigation has traced the
blood: differences continuously for 3150
vears. In the English race the amount
of A in the blood is approximately 43
per cent., while in the Indians, it is only
19 per cent. On the other hand, the
Indians have 41 per cent. of B while
the English have only 'seven per cent,

type), the amount of A is approximately
the same and the proportion of 13 is
small.

The London Times describes Sir
Edward Carson’s speech as in greater
part a reassertion of the Orange faith
in its harshest form with all its pro-
vircialism, self-righteousness and.sec-
tarian bigotry, The Times admits
that the ability of it is unquestion-
able, and concludes:

“One knew when he sat down that
he had got up to say just the one
noble, generous. thing that he fenced

about with so many spikes. Ulster will ||

have a parllanient, tho it never asked
for one. and will make a success of it.
It i{s inconceivable that the rest of
Ireland, which, has asked for a par-
liament, will refuse.to emulate the
success of Ulster.”
Praises Chamberlain’s Speech.

The Daily Telegraph thinks that
Austen Chamberlain’'s. speech on the
first day was about the finest thing
in the whole debate, when he de-
clared that the bill put it into Ire-
Iand's power to create, unhindered
and unhampered, a unip® parliament

for the whole of Ireland. This is -the |-

kernel of the matter, adds The Tele-
graph. Most Irish leaders who con-
descend to discuss the hill at all
have conveyed the impression that
they regard it as a sacred duty not
to acquaint -themselves, much less
think about, what the bill actually
proposes. If having done so they can
still continue to propagate the doc-
trine that -there is no sincerity, no
genuine desire forgsettlement in the
minds of the autho?s of the bill, then
there is no language that could un-
deceive them,

The Daily Graphic considers yes-
terday’s vote as a triumph for com-
promise and declares it sheer hy-
pocrisy for "the Labor party to talk
about self-determination, which, in
the. present state of Ireland would
mean an Irish republic, which no
British party will ever grant.

Altho The Manchester Guardians
describes Carson’s speech as Dbitter
and sardonic - it says he is, for all
his pretestations, an Irishman to the
bone and no mere Englishman and,
moreover, is respected in a
queer way by even his bitterest an-
tagonists,
says The Guardian,.once it is real-
ized that Ulster is Irish as much as
Munster and Conneught, we may
hope to see her play a more worthy
part. She has hitherto boasted -of
her aloofness from nationalist Ire-
land. It is open to her flenceforth
to help towards a leading direction.

Attacks the  Premier.

The Daily News, which is equally
antagonistic to the premier and the
bill, accuses Mr. Lloyd George of “cyn-
ically candid admissions” in the speech
he delivered, and declares that “the
debate had only one effect, namely,
to expose the hopeless impracticability
of the measure.” The newspaper ad-
mits that if the bill “is to be forced
thru it can be made in committee a
littie less bad than it is,” by converting
the council and the two parliaments
into a parliament and two councils.

Parls, April 1—Premier, Millerand
today received .Dr. von Mayer, the
German charge d'affaires, and went
over the sjtuation in'the Ruhr district
with him. The bremier improved the
pcqasion to reiterate the termis of*his
letter of yeésterday, dealing with the
question of pérmission for German
troops to enter the Ruhr region, in
which he expressed the view that mili-
tary intervention in that region at
present would be useless as well as
dangerous.

Montreal, April 1.—“The province
of British Columbiaseems to be on the
eve of a great wave of prosperity, the
colossal demand for lumber from the
United States and from' our own
praries, also from Europe, is keeping
all our milis busy.”

CONSIDER LIQUOR
ACTION AT KENORA

Federal Officials Debate Pro-
vincial Licensing of Four-

teen Bonded Warqhouses.

Ottawa, April 1.—The Dominion gov-
ernment is considering some action in
regard to the liquor situation at Ke-

nora, arising out of the fourteen bond-
ed warehouses for liquor now in oper-
ation there. The matter has been dis-
cussed in council, but no conclusion
has been arrived at. -

The question is whether to continue
or not the system whereby in licensing
such warehouses the consent of the-
province should be secured. Such an
arrangement was entered into in 1916,
in connection with the enforcement of
the war measure of prohibition. n-
tario would discontinue-the warehouses
at Kenora, according to as, statement
made in official «circles here today, and
has so intimated to the government.

Likely Favor the Province.

Some of the cabinet are favorable
to being guided by the will of the
province, while others incline -to the
view that the matter is essentially one
that relates to the inland revenue dc-
partment, and with which the province
has nothing whatever to do. A bonded
warehouse, it is pointed out, is one in
which anything subject to duty or ex-
cise may be stored, and in no sense
restricted to liquor. The question is
one of ‘policy to be determined, but the
seemingly prevalent view is that, so
far as liquor storage is concerned, the
will of the province will prevail,

T0 USE AIRCRAFT
- INFOREST PATROL

Employment of Airplanes by
Fire Rangers on Larger
Scale This Year.

Ottawa, April 1.—The use of air-
craft in forest fire patrol work and
forest mapping is fo be carried out
on a greater scale this season than
last, altho the whole question of air-
craft in forest ranging is still in its
experimental stage. .

Last year the Canada Air Board
arranged that the St. Maurice Forest
Protective Association use two air-
craft and much good work was car-
ried out. This season the Laurentide
Pulp and Paper Company is going to
use the two machines which the St.
Maurice Association had last year.
It is also learned that Price Brothers
of Quebec, have engaged an aviator,
who is now in England buying a
hydroplane to carry out experimental
mapping and ranging work this sea-
gon. In addition, the ajr board, in
conjunction with provinecial author-
ities, is contemplating further exper-
iments along the lines carried out
last season,

Adds to Effectiveness

While it is not believed that air
patrol can replace existing ground
protection, according to Mr. Clyde
Leavitt, chief forester, commission of
conservation, it should be able to
reduce the necessity of further large
extensions and to greatly increase the
effectiveness of forest fire protection,
provided the cost does not prove
prohibitive, as it is believed wil] not
be the case. It is significant, Mr.
Leavitt points out, that the U. 8, air
service is requesting authority for a
large program of air patrol over the
forests of the western States. The
possibilities of aireraft in forest
mapping appear decidadly encourag-
ing.

THE MOUSE MARKET
TAKES BIG SLUMP

New York, April 1.—A big
in the mouse market is reported
from Columbia University, where
large stocks of the little rodents are
used for experimenta) purposes, Quo-
tations for mice have fallen far be-
low pre-war levels and many breed-
ers have been forced out of business,
according to Dr. Francis Carter
Wood.

Hosts of mice were required dur-
ing the war for medical experiments
and high prices offered for them by
the government stimulated the breed-
ing of these animals, When the
armistice was signed the breeders
were caught “long” on mice ang they
found themselves carrying a heavy
overload of a useless commodity,

This situation in the mouse mar-
ket is disclosed in Dr. Wood's annual
report as director of the George
Crocker special research fund, made
public today. This fund was created
to conduct secientifie cancer investi-
gation and many mice not used for
experiments at Coiumbia Unlversity
are shipped to other laboratories. As

HAS NO CONTROL
OFU. . RHINE ARMY

Wilson Tells Cr:ngreaa ‘That
Foch Has No Authority
Over It.

Washington, April 1. — American
troops on the Rhine are subject only
to the orders of the President of the
United States, as commander-in-chief
of the army, President Wilson wrote
congress today, in response to a reso-
lution of ‘inquiry adopted by the house.
*The American troops and the terri-
tory they control still are governed by
the terms of the urmistice, the presi-
dent said. He disclosed that the Ameri-
can government had disapproved plans
to have the troops and the territory
Placed under the orders of the Rhine-
land High Commission.

Field Marshal Ferdinand Foch has
no authority over the American troops,
the president said. Major-General
Allen, commanding the forces, “has
full authority,” Mr. Wilson added, ‘“to
utilize his troops for the policing of the
occupied district, the preservation of
order, and to repel any attack which
may be made upon him.”

The president said the American fo:ces
in Germany on March 26 ‘“‘were ie-

ported to comprise 726 officers and 13,756
enlisted men.
