WINNIPEG, Aug. 9.—The heavy rain of Thursday was most beneficial
{o crops, giving wheat, in particular, a chance to finish its maturing before
ripening. The weather ¢f the past two weeks had, if any(hlng. been
bastening crops to harvesting prematurely, and the retardation wgich the

recent rain has effected will in the end add to the yield.

The Canadian prairiel west will soon be in the thick of harvesting
operations, and except in a few cases, wheat will be ready for the binder
petween August 15 and 20. A crop well above the average is assured,
with numerous fields yieldijng twenty bushels to the acre. :

Manitoba harvesting wiil be earlier than any year since 1886, .when
cutting was in full swing a:b&ou‘t the end of July, and grain, almost without
exception, graded number| dne northern. This year, binders were hard
at work at several points at the beginning of this week, while in an average
geason it is not commvnc?d until about August 10. The wh?ea/t erop
looks good and will gradb well. Late-sown crops are coloripg Eln the
most approved style, namély, from bottom and top, leaving a broad ribbon
of green in the centre. |Large numbera’\of oat fields are dead ripe, and
are being cut, but these vﬁll not yield as heavily as those fields that are
maturing more slowly.

INCREASE INCOME

Mayor Hocken in Framing
Revenue Bill Will Make
Special Charges.

THE FIRE INQUIRY SOON

Will Be Made by the Board of
" Control Before Exhibition
Time.

“Next week, when we have a full
board of control, we will get at the
appointment of a city architect and the
framing of an additional revenue bui."
sald Mayor Hocken. “Those two items
will be disposed of before Exhibition
time. After the Exhibition we will be
free to deal with the matter of the

purchase of the Toronto Railway Co.
and the Toronto Electric Light Co.
properties.

“In framing our additional revenue
bill our policy wiil be strictly to make
special fees meet the expense of spe-
cial privileges,” Mayor Hpcken ex-
plained. “For instance, some citizens
now are given special pﬂvil‘éxos with-
out any expense, yet costing the gen-
eral taxpayers additional expense, This
is unfair to the general taxpayers. We
will make special privileges something
to be paid for by those getting the
privileges. Those getting special priv-
llegés from the city for nothing would
have to pay well for them did they ask
them from private indlviduals.”

Mayor Hocken makes it plain that
the board of control has the respon-
sibiity of investigating the charges by
Ald. Burgess that Toronto's system of
fire protection is inefficient.

“Inefficiency is charged,” said Mayor
Hocken, “and therefore the board of
control has the power to deal with it.

SWEPT OFF MART

Canadian Crown Displaces
Imported Products Almost
Entirely.

TOMATOES ARE LOWER

Cenerally Speaking, Fruit
Arriving Now Is of Poor

Quality.

P —

With the duty and freight against it,
American fruit is rapidly being dis-
‘placed by Canadian-grown at the local
fruit market. This has been most no-
ticeable during the pagt week, when the
peaches and plums from the Niagara
Peninsula district began to arrive in
large quantities, Saturday afternoon
only one wholesaler had a large stock
of imported fruit on hand, and it {s like-
ly that considerable trouble . will be en-
countered in its sale. Altho the plums
and peaches which are being shipped
80 far are of the earlier varieties, being
not so good to look at as the Cali-
fornian, the difference in price and
flavor has drawn the buyers’ attention.

Praetically .all the small fruits ex-
cept thimbleberries, the season for
which is arriving, is of such poor qual-
Ity that no staple price is ruling. Most
of the fruit which arrived SBaturday
seemed to be soft, and looked as if it
had been standing in the rain on sta-
i tion platforms.. This naturally put the
| price for thimbieberries down, they
selling at 10c and 1lc a box.

Plenty of good appleg are being ship-
ped in. These are mostly red astra-
khans, and brought from 30c to 40c a
basket.

Tomatoes again went down in price
on account of the enormous influx into
the market, and sold from 40c to 50c a
large basket.

Two new arrivals are on the market.
They are sugar melons and apricots. So
few in number are®the melons that no
price is quoted, they selling for what-
ever they hring, The apricots are go
far of such a poor quality that consid-
erable trouble has been met in their
disposal, Those which were gold
brought around 45¢ a basket.,

Sweet sugar corn is coming in slow-
ly from Canadian shippers, and the
price realized Saturduy was 15c a dozen,
The growers’ haste to place produee on
the market at the earliest possible
morent is evidenced particularly in
corn. Altho the cobs are almest ripe,
they scarcely measure 6 inches in
length. i

Other quotations are: ‘Pears, 60c a
basket; plums, 40c: peaches, 50c to 60c;
black currants, $1.50 to $1.60; gooseber-
ries, 60c; red ‘urrants, 60c to 75c; pota-
toes, $3.5); cucumbers, 85c to 40¢; cel-
ery, 40c a dozen: earrots, 30c¢ dozen;
beats, 35¢ dozen, and peas, 65c a hasket,

Not Too Many Universities

.} WASHINGTON, Aug. 9.—(Special).
~—It has been one of the very watch-
wcrds of American civic ideals that
education can not :be to .widespread.
This ideal has been diligently pur-
sued ‘and everywhere thruout the
United States educational institutions
have been built up with remarkable
rapidity. The question has now been
raised as to ‘whether or not too many
colleges have been founded, A chap-
ter in the year book of the commis-
Bicner of education treats of thia

~ Question.

This 'treatise admits of the possi-
bility of overdoing the building of
colleges. The problem is partiey-
larly acute as regards state institu-
tions. In maany of the states the
educational work is concentrated in
one great state university, but in at
least nine other states, three®r more
educational institutions are maintain-
ed gt state expence, The greatest
trouble {s that similar lines of edu-
cation must be duplicated in these

‘\ae\'eral colleges under state patron-
age. Facilities are. multiplied and
the expensive equipment of the
technological schools - especially are
necessarily ‘mgnifolded where the
.‘education is \not centralized. The
‘commissioner ' of education believes
that where such conditions exist there
is bound to be great, waste of money
and cffort. Much of the natural
energy of such state institutions ‘s
sapped by ‘the jealousy which exists
between them. Where a state sup-
borts reveral colleges, those colleges
conduct eager carnpaigns to increase
the size of their student bodies, be-
lieving that where they can show in-
creased attendance they male reason-
able demands for increased aAppropri-
ations for maintenance.

The commissioner - ¢f education
makes exceptions in some cases,

Special Mines Schools.

He says tnat where the states have
mining sections of importance, = gpe-
cial school of mines under state super-
vision is by no mecans undesirabple,
even where such’a school be‘in addi-
tion to a regular state Jniversity, He
also says that it is not undesizalle
to have sgeveral primary coilegas
under state direction. The expense
of maintainiog these is not great, It
is only the case of secondary or ad-
vanced schools where tha services of
Instructors who command high salai-
fes are necessary, that the practice
of duplication should be aveided.

It is a fact that by spreading out
many schools weaken themselves, or
are ‘weakenzd thru outside influence.
One of the most frequent examples of
this is found in the practice of cer-
tain rich men in giving libraries and
other buildings to colleges and uni-
versitics, When a philanthropist do-
nates a building to an educational
institution, tHat school cannot do
otherwise than accept the gift. Bu:
it is understood that the building {8 to
-be, in most cases, at least a .a2morial
to the  donor. So he will not con-
s¢ent t¢ having his money put to any

But
to give a handsome building, the up-
keep of which will proyve costly, to a
poor college, struggling to pay its
professors’ salaries is like giving a
sealed can'of food to 4 starving dog.

The commissioner of educgtion de-
plores the jignorance of ‘he Sponisn
tengue  in this  country. Recently
several responsible and remunorative
positions in South America uivorsi-
ties were offered to the Unitad &:afes
at large thru the bureau of education,
but there proved to be so few persons
in this counury who can speak Span-
ish fluently that the positions went
begging until filled by European ap-
plicants. The case was one of ex-
treme interest. The state depart-
ment made a special request to the
bureau of education to secure the de-
sired instructors and the country was
| scoured for suitable men by that
bureau. But it was :ound that {l(se
who were qualified 3 every other
respect had not a scholarly enough
understanding of _the Spanish lan-
guage to fill the positions.

And in another instance the Ameri-
can minister to Panama sent word
to the United States that a number
of professors in industrial arts,
agriculture and veterinary, medicine
2nd surgery were needed in the Isth-
mian Republic, and that the positions,
paying good salaries, would be given
to Americans, These opportunities
were lost by American industrial ex-
perts because none knew the lan-
guage.

: Spanish on the Increase.

The learning of the Spanish lan-
guuge is on the increase, however,
according (o the commissioner of
education, Courses in Spanish have
been available at many schools for
Beveral years, but until recently stu-
dents have not availed themselves of
the opporiunities offered for some
reason. But with the coming to the
fore of the Latin- American countries
thru recent strengthening of the
relations with this country, many
Dersons are seeing. the wisdom of
mastering the tongue of the southern
countries,

More Spantards and South Ameri-
cans are coming to this country now
than ever before, and therefore the
chances to converse with perscns who
speak the language naturally are be-
coming ' more frequent, 180 the
Panama Canal has aroused interest in
-South America, which ‘has hagd the
effect of stimulating interest 4n the
language of that continent,

When the canal is completed the re-
lations between the Wnited States
and the South American countries
probably wiil be a8 ‘close, if not
clcser, than the relations between the
United States and the nations of
Western Europe.

DOCTORS SUGGEST
WAR ON MOSQUITOES

International Medical Con-
gress Discusses Tropical
Sanitation.

Office: 490 Adelalide W.

LONDON. Aug, 9.—Major Sir Ronald
Ross, winner of (he Nobel prize for
medicine in 192, and now professor
of-tropical medicine at the University
of Liverpool, in discussing tropica’
sanitation at one of the sectional
meetings of the International Medical
Congress today, auvocated the forma-
tion of a scparate department of state
to deal witk the health of the com-
munity.

He denounced the British system of
subordinating the sanita ry to the medi-
cal service, and declared that the pre-
cedent introduced vy the United States
in the Panama (ua.al zone making the
chief sanitary otlicer the head of both
services was a far better method.

Sir Ronald, whko has made a special
study of malarii, was in the Indian
medical service for many years.

Dr. Van Loghoen of Amsterdam fore-
told the spread of yvellow fever to Asia
and Australasia thiy the opening of the
Panama Canal, Mosquitoes, he declar-
ed, remained infectious for a long time
after biting a yvellow fever paticnt, and
it the mosquito was able to keep alive
on board ship that disease could be
carried by it to jong distances. He
advocated the calliing of an interna-
tional confcrence in yview of the in-
auguration of u slrenuous campaign
against the mosquito not only in Ia-
nama but in all \Agian and Australian
ports.

Dr. Gordon's biggelit official battle
came when Queen’s sought permission
of the Presbyterian General Assembly
to untie herself from the church's
domination. When the fight got under
way the opinicu of Queen's best
friends stood, roughly, sixty per cent.
to forty per cent. in favor of the step.
Principal Gordon thrashed out the
project on the floor of the assembly
at Montreal btut it failed to gain a
majority. Then he carried it to-the
next general assembly at Vancouver,
lcaded his artillery with double prim-
ings and swept the floor clear of ob-
Jectors in a speech characterized by
remarkable easss good humor, and
earnestness. There never was any
doubt about the wisdom of separation
from that day down to the passing of
the Federal ‘Act.

He s as unlike his predecessor,
George M. Grant, as two mental and
temperamental creations well could be.
There is practically no ground of
analogy, certain'y no more than be-
tween Cecil Rhodes and Speaker Low-
ther., altho these two again offer
no sensible similarity to Grant and
Gordon. It is just ?ouible that the
outspoken and somedimes radical per-
sonal attitudey of ant advertised
the college as Gordon's curfous hatred
of personal publicity eannot do. Zea-
lous as Dr. Gordon feels for the wel-
fare of Queen’s, he draws the line
at even so meagre a “parading” of him-
;mr as is involved in a newspaper
interview, and has a deep repugnance
for the idea of “pushing” a university
by making the president a sort of
travelling salesman. His* conduct
l»:ars cut these convictions to the last
atom.

Lind, should the latter attempt to take

any part in Mexican politics.

The de facto government of Mexlico,
at least the government in possession
of the capital, and with which the
American embassy seems to be doing
business, should not have beéen com-
pelled to
and its purpose from the newspapers.

Who Knows Best?

In icriticizing the president we mustd
remember that he should know, and
probably does know, more about the
real condition of affairs in' Mezxico,
than all the congressmen and news-
papermen in- the country put togeth-
er. Indeed, the newspapers have fallen
down utterly, and content themselves
with despatches from Mexico City,
censored and “ecanned” to suit the Hu-
erta government, and the foreign in-
vestors who desire American inter-
vention. The president, on the other
hand, must have an enormous amount
of detailed information.

Let us sce what information may be
at his disposal:

First: For at least two years the U.
8. Government has maintained an
army of engineers, map-makers, mili-
tary scouts, secret service men, spe-
cial agents and others, including na-
tive Mexicans.

Second: It is altogether likely that
the president could obtain and proba-
bly has obtained detailed information
as to 'the sentiment of the country,
and the strength of the contending
factions from the authorities of the
Roman Catholic Church, who must
naturally desire peace and good order,
and who have an organization touch-
ing every corner of the republic.

Third: The missionary organizations
of ‘the various Protestant churches,
the business organizations interested
in rallways, mines, coffee plantations,
power projects, shipping and so forth,
should between them have a very con-
siderable amount of information, avall-
able to the president.

We must bear in mind always that
Mexico City is no more the republic
of Mexico than in Manhattan Island
the United States. or Montreal Island
Canada. One can imagine the weird
cables that would go out about the
United States if all the newsapaper cor-
respondents spent all their time in
New York City,. and all their ocopy
censored and loaded by Tammany Hall.
Europe would soon get to believe that
Lefty Louis and Gyp the Blood, were
the popular heroca of the country. No
one would bother to ask what the
90,000,000 people cutside of New York
thought about anything, and it would
be assymed that capturing New York
would mean the conquest of the Unit-

ed States.
It Looks Easy-

It looks easy lor the United States
to rush an army to Vera Crus, and
march them to the capture of the Mex-
ican capital. Cortez did this with six
hundred men, dand General Scott had
little trouble seventy years ago. What
everybody forgets is that the Mexico
of the last Mexivan war included the
present states of Texas, new Mexico,
Arizona and California There was
.an empire to be grabbed with cross-~
ing the Rio Grande. Taylor's army
in the forties penetrated but a short
way south; there was no necessity to
subjugate the country, and there was
no ort made to do so. The greal
territory including Texas, ceded to the
United States, could not be defended,
Buena Vista, the decisive battle of the
war, was won by an army of five thou-
sand men, scarcecly more than 200
miles south .of the Rio Grande. 3

PER CAPITA WEALTH
OF MODERN WORLD

More Money Per Inhabitant in
Argentina Than in Any
Other Country.

Strange as it may appear, there is
more money per inhabitant in the Re-
public of Argentina than in any other
country in the world. The exact fig-
wre is $135.70 per capita, a figure al-
most twice as big as the next in
the list, Paraguay, also in South Am-
erica. These are facts taken from the
report of the chamber of commeree
of the United States, and are based
on statistics as of date Deec, 30, 1911.

In Canada the per capita distribu-
tion of money is $36,29, which, with
the exception of Australia, is the
largest figure for any portion of the
British Empire.

In the United Kingdom the money
supply is $20.95 per Inhabitant, which
compares with $34.81 in the United
States, $47.26 in France, and $11.30 in
Germany.

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THE FINE ART OF LOBBYING

SEEMS TO HAVE COME TO STAY

W-Ashington Views the Lobby

But the Public of the St

As a Necessary Institution,

ates Is Aroused By Recent

Revelations Of the Extent of the Practice, and the
Methods Used By the Practitioners.

WASHIN'GTON. Aug. 9.—(Special)—
The fiy in the political ointment at the
national capital just now is the lobby-

ist. Investigation has been topped by
investigation, and revelation has fol-
Towed 0n the heels of revelation so
fast that not only congress itself, but
the entire country at large has been
bewildered by knowledge that a hydra-
Headed monster is at work at the seat
of government,.to deviate from natural
courses; the trend of public affairs.

When a young man is growing up
he learns things, usually by experi-
ence, gradually, one after another. As
he learns them he becomes immense-
ly pleased with himself, believing, that
he has run to earth some new idea,
and has discovered a fact which none
other before him has been keen
enough ito dig out. And, all the time
that fact is just one of the everyday
matters  concerning which everybody
is informed, that is, everybody who has
passcd the stage indicated.

But, let us consider the lobbyist in
person, rather than the lobby as an
insidious institution,

First of all, the job of lobbyist is no
mean job. There are differences of
opinion as to how high or how low
a calling it is. Some declare 1t nn-
deniably honorabie, while others deny
that it can be declared honorable. Suf-
fice it to -say that there are some
pretty decent fellows engaged in the
trade. 2 ;

One of the Fine Arts.

Lobbying is oneiof the- fine  arts.
The lobbyist must be, above all things,
an efficient propon¢ht and practitioner
of the gentle art of “getting by.” He
. must know how to ‘iget away with t}
goods.” No great corporation is -
ing to continue to pay high salaries k&
men who do no more at the seat of
government than sit ‘down and wish
for certain legislation. A lobbyist
must. have more quallties than to be
able to lounge around a congressional
ante-room and make eyes at members
of congresds or executige hecads. He
must have punch; nét the prize-
fighter's punch, but no less' a punch
with a gloved hand. Kid gloves, ra-
ther than calf-skin are thg mode for
the lobbyist. It i§ a raresgame,

" Ordinarily, the ormmlzatﬁ%n ol man-
ufacturersior the corporation ‘or what-
ever it may chance to.be, which
places a lobbyist in Washington, gets
a man who knows the ground and “the
ropes.” Preferably he should be able
to call eadh strand of the, rop:s by
its first name. Your lobbyist must be
a chap of rare personality, He .must
be a diplomat in the chief sense of
the word, {Some men are born diplo-~

of a great nation, commissioned to
shape and mold legislation affecting
the interests of his patrons in such
a way that his patrons will be ad-
vantaged, the public Interest to the
contrary, notwithstanding, There is a
task for a man of parts. And he must
keep those parts ofled and dusted, lest
he cast his foot against a stone.

I know a lobbyist who very seldom

} 80oes anywhere near the capitol; and

yet he has been kept at his Jjob for
many years. His are the best meth-
ods, probably. Now, people, except
those with whom he deals directly,
have any suspicion of his calling. He
seems never.to do any work, and yet,
believe me, leans very far opposite
from vagrancy. He does his work in
a4 sure way and, I hear, does it well.

This man is to be seen around the
hotel lobbies, in the cafes, on the
boulevards, in short, everywhere peo-
ple of consequence congregate, par-
ticularly people with governmental
connection, members of congress to
the fore. He is well posted on all sub-
Jects, has a nice taste in political gos-
sip, and can tell a tale, salt or par-
lor, and dress well, He has the
peculiar gift of placing gleaming white
and jet-black ~ sable in juxtaposlthrk
and making you see as he would have
you- He can amble along a line of
argument, absolutely at variance, per-
haps, with the actual premises, and
yet in such a ridiculously lucid man-
ner, that you follow his reasoning as
easily as you would follow the trail
of a sprinkling wagon. . 1

He Must Know Men.] 4

Also he knows men. Some there
be, he would tell you, should he grow
garrulous, who cannot be bluffed nor
argued from their set path. With
these he takes a clear-cut position; de-
clares himself an agent of certain in-
terests, and (who can tell?) makes
propositions. Others are children in
his hands; will come around to his
way of thinking with ease, and apol-
ogize for ever having held any otHer
views; others may be approached on
sentimental considerations; patriotism
is a fair too! with some, and others
may be browbeaten to advantage, But
he must be able to appraise his man
at a giance.

So then, the lobbyist 18 a man high-
ly skilled, and certainly most danger-
ous. - Approaching a member of con-
gres in the most casual manner, he
starts out to talk about something to-
tally foreign to his case, and then, by
leading the way with exquisite dex-
terity, guides his man into the pro-
per channels, and succeeds in convine-
ing him, and, maybe, the member of
congress will not discover that he has
been in the spider net of an adroit
lobbyist.

The lobby is an institution which has
come to stay. About two years ago,
Speaker Clark, addressing a good
roads convention in Washington, ad-
vocated lobbies as necessary institu-
tions. He declared they should he
open and work legitimately, and be
subject to regulation; but stated that
the lobby has a place at the capital
as surely as the member of congress
himself. He advised the convention,
then urging road legislation by con-
gress, to establish a lobby in Washing-
ton.

Other public men have expressed
similar convictions. So it seems that
the lobby has come to stay, perhaps,
