is quoted as saying that in view of the
increasing gravity of the gituation, it may
be necessary to alter Japan’s policy; that
the present sitnation indicates that. the
entire people are unfriendly and if they
persist in that attitude it will be “The
last day for them.”

Reports to the Tokio papers state the
irsurgents are gathering from all sections
around the .city of Seoul, with a view of
attacking tr-e capital itgelf. The size of
their force’is unknown, but one body is
reported at 800. N

Roving bands of Coreans under the

adership of former soldiers are operat-
ag in all sections of the country, killing
.he Japanese police, the "Japanese rail-
road and telegraph operators and civil-
jans, and all Coreans suspected of friend-
ehip for the Japanese. : :

These bands ecatter in the: mountains
upon the approach of the Japanese troops,
but usually not before sustaining heavy
losses. Following the policy promulgat-
ed by General Hasegaw, many villages are
being wiped out by the Japanese troops
as a punishment for some of the inhabit-
ants joining the insurgents. Both sides
are charged with atrocities. The expedi-
tion sent against the pirates at Nokdo
was completely annihilated, the bodies of
the Japanese soldiers and their Corean
guides comprising the expedition being
ﬁ&d by ‘a rescuing party horribly “muti-

,The first battalion of re-enforcements
from Japan artived at Fusan yesterday
and others are en route. So far the loss
of the Japanese troops ate comparatively
small: The Corean losses are unreported,
but muet run into thousends.

Good Progress Being
Made in the Trial
of Collins

NO NEW EVIDENGE

Today’s Witnesses Told of

Collins' Wanderings After
the Murder and Related
His Various Contradic-

tory Stories
i

HOPEWELL CAPE, Sesz. 19—(Special)
Satisfactory progress was thade this morn-
ing in the Collins trial, when nine wit-
nesses were examined.

The first was Aylesford Milten. He met
Colling in the afternoon of August 20, on
the Elgin Road, coming from the house
of Aley. Bannister, at that time he was
carrying two valises ~which looked like
thoss in court. The prisoner was -enquir-
ing about hiring a horse to go to Elgin
to meet Father McAulay, as the priest’s
horse had gone lame. Witness then drove
Collins to Elgin, for which service he was
paid two dollars. One of the bills was an
American and the other a Canadian. On
the way, Collins told him that his name
was Connors an dthat he was then work-
ing for Father McAulay. !

Mrs. Elizabeth Martin was the next wit-
ness. She told about Collins and Father
McAulay coming to her house in Elgin.
The priest made arrangements for the lat-
ter(Collins) to stay at her house all night.
A short time after they came, Collins,
who appeared to be very warm, went out
saying he was going to Garland’s Hotel
to get a bundle he had left there. This
was the last the witness saw of him.
The next witness was Mrs. Ella' Moore.
She also lives in Elgin. Father McAulay
had come to her house August 20, after
the arrival of the train from Petitcodiac.

Wm. Berry, who livés about five miles
from Elgin, on the line of the railway to
Petitcodiac, said that on “August 20, be-
tween..6 and 7 o'elock-in’the evening the
prisoner called at his house, at that time
he had a_ telescope valise with him, like
the one in court. In answer to:a question
Collins told. him he was a sailor and had
left ‘his scow at Mary’s Point and wanted
to go to Rochester. He also wished to
get a place to stay all night, and witness
directed him to Michael Joyece's, in Forest
Glen. ’ \

Ezekiel Berry, brother of the previous
witness, lives in Forest Glen. He remem-
bered meeting the man - just at dark on
the night of August 20. *He¢ was carrying
B valise over his shoulder, Witness could
not speak as to his identity. The man
asked to be directed to a boarding house,
and was shown where Michael Joyce lived.
The man said he was going to Sussex and
his name was McLean!

The next witness, Joseph Joyce, son of
Michael Joyce, of Forest Glen, saw the
prisoner in bed in his father’s. house ‘on
the night of August 20; he also saw in
his possession a lady’s hunting case gold
watch.

James Young, a boarder with Michael
Joyce, also told of seeing the prisoner. He
idéntified the wvalise in court as the one
carried by Collins. He also asked the
prisoner where he came from, and was
told Mary’s Point, and was on his way
to St. John, where his father had just
bought a vessel. He also saw the lady’s
gold watch ‘as well as two bills and some
silver in the possession of the prisoner.

John W. Garland, who lives on the
corner of Sherman and Kent Roads, saw
Collins from Mrs. Leamsan’s, carrying two
valises over his shoulder, tied together
with a pair »f reins, He told witness that
he was doing chores for Father McAulay,
that the priest’s horse had run away and
that he was then going to Elgin to look
for it.

The last witness was Mrs. Margaret
Logue. She saw the gold watch in the
possession of the prisoner in her house at
Spruce Lake on August 22. She . noticed
some lettering on the case, but could not
tell just what. Collins told her that 'he
had bought it for his girl in Halifax, who
had died suddenly.

Adjournment was taken at 1 o’clock.

Another year has passed into history and
we gather again to comsider ways and
means of advancing the interests of an as-
sociation which we believe is doing more
for the cause of christian civilization and to
bring about the coming of the kingdom of
Christ upon earth than any other in the
land.

We real-
ize that, while we have been able to ac-
complish much good work, yet much re-
mains to be done. There are a number of
the weaker schools throughout the city
and county that need more help and en-
couragement than we have been able to
give, and I trust this association during
the coming year will be able to make
arrangements so that these schools will
receive more encouragement and that new
schools may be organized where no schools
now exist. While the work of the year
has not, been all that we had hoped for,
yet there are many encouraging features,
as.you will see by the reporte of thas
various officers.

New Schoels - Organized—During the
year a new school was organized at Mis-
pec, with Samuel J. Thomas as superin-
tendent. There has been no school at
this place for about three years. Your
president made three trips, and we are
indebted to R. T. Hayes, who furnished
the team, and aleo to Wm.

1t has not yet been given in
New York, that centre of dramatic art in
Am'enca, from which lesser cities mould
thglr‘ opinions in matters  theatrical
but ‘it is safe to say “that any unbiased
ritic vgho judges Mr. Manteéll's concep-
tion purely on its merits, will be foreed
to recognize this actor as-one of the finest,
most dignified and most consistent inter-
prgtens of the part seen in recent years.
His arrangement of the play may possib-
ly be criticized because it omits one of

“Whereas the maintenance and develop-
ment of the health and vigor of school
children is a- matter of paramount im-
portance, and whereas experience in all
large cities has shown the importance of |
health inspection, be it resolved that in |
every city and town adequate provision
should be made, both for sanitary inspec-

News well says:— i

“To arrange for the medical inspection
of school children is not a simple matter.
But it is only a question of time in Can-
ada as well as in Great Britain until the
public will recognize that money spent
for determining the physical condition of
children and the course of school life best
fitted for them is spent wisely. When the
state undertook the education of children
and made that education compulsory, it
regarded children as being all alike suited
to the course which it prescribed for
them. It has become evident that it is
as necessary to classify children as it is
men and women in after life. Probably
it would be more correct to say that
classification is more necessary in the
case of children. Special classes of chil-
dren need special schools. The majority
are well looked after on the whole. But
there are large minorities who receive
little or no benefit frorm .school life. The
state has undertaken the proper educa-
tion of its children, and it must see that
they do not suffer while it can make ar-
rangements which will enable them to
reach their proper development. -Medical
inspection of school children, while it is
likely to change to some extent our pres-
ent system of education, promises to af-
ford the state the aid which it needs in
discharging its duty towards the children
for whose education it has become re-
sponsible.”

“If Kelley Goes On Talking I'm

At a meeting of the common council last
evening the recommendation of the board
of works that (+. S. Mayes be given a con-
tract for dredging the Sand Point berths
for the lump sum of $28,000 was accepted,
the mayor and Ald. Kelley dissenting.
There was considerable discussion before a
vote was taken, Ald. Kelley quoting statis-
tics to show that the price was excessive
and urging that the contract, if given,
should be by the yard. Ald. Hamm made
several attempts to leave the meeting dur-
ing Ald. Kelley’s remarks and was with
difficulty persuaded to remain to make a
quorum. The mayor occupied the chair
and Ald. Bullock, Baxter, McGowan, Van-
wart, Baxter, Kelley, Lewis, Sproul and
Hamm were present with the common
clerk.

The meeting at the outset proceeded
along informal lines and Ald. Kelley and
the mayor expressed their disapproval of
the recommendation from the board.,

Ald. Baxter asserted that the objections
were due more to animosity against the
contractor than to any great regard for
the welfare of the city. If Hon. C. 8.
Hyman were the minister they would get
a very short answer and they would de-
serve it. “It is a pity,” the alderman
added, sarcastically, “that we are so late
ir discovering that we have men in the
city of St. John of more transcendent
ability than the gentleman whom the
premier has selected for the position of
minister of public works.”

The mayor replied that he was certainly
entitled to look into questions brought
before the council.

There was considerable discussion on
the question of what quantity of rock might
be encountered and on the matter of hav-
ing the work done for a lump sum or for
$125 per yard, Ald. Kelley urging the
latter course.

Finally Ald. Vanwart decided he want-
ed to go home, but was persuaded to
stay.

Limestone, Me., Sept. 18—This place
was shocked by the news of an awful |
tragedy at 4 p. m., when it became known |
that a double murder had taken placc;‘
about one and a half miles out of town.

ARCHBISHOP BRUCHESI STRONGLY
DISAPPROVES OF DESECRATION
OF SABBATH BY GAMES FOR
GATE RECEIPTS.

Interviewed yesterday on the subject of
Sunday games, Archbishop Bruchesi said:
“A year or two ago 1 forbade Sumday
games where an entrance fee is charged,
and T adhere today just as stromgly to that
principle. If a lacrosse gamegqwere play-
ed on Sundays and a fee charged at the
gate it would be inconsistent on my part
to forbid theatrical performances or other
similar representations on the Lord’s
Day. I feel strongly on this question of
the desecration of the Sabbathd Such ob-
servances should never be allowed in this
country,

“But,” added the Archbishop., “I do not
want to be misunderstood on the playing
or non-playing of lacrosse or baseball on
Sundays. I certainly do not forbid an in-
nocent game of ball or lacrosse at college
or amongst boys at home or elsewhere on
Sunday afternoons, but this is far differ-
ent from professional teams or clubs mak-
ing their games the feature of the Sab-
bath Day, charging entrance fées and
causing scandal by betting and other acts
quite unbecoming to our methods and
morals in this Canada of ours. I certain-
ly spoke against this and I still adhere to
my former apinion.”
