But the Bible Society may be illustrated by
another similitude. In the midst of that constella-
tion of societies which adorn and enlighten the
moral finnament of our native land, it is a star of
brilliant lustre, a star of the first magnitude, send-
ing forth its benign beams to the very ends of the
earth, carrying light, life and liberty to man. In
this view, what has not the Bible Socicty done for
India, for China, for Africa, and even for South
America? We are sometines told that the Bible
can do little withoat the living instructor, that we
must send forth Missionuries as well as Bibles.
No doubt, it was intended, by Divine appointment,
that both should go together, mutually aiding and
assisting each other, But the Bible has often kept
alive the c2al of divine truth when living instru-
ments have been removed or become formal and
inefficacious. I will mention but one instance of
the kind, though many might be adduced, I refer
to the Syrian Churches situated in the interior of
Truvancore and Malabar, in the South of India,
visited by Dr. Buchanan. Their glory had passed
away and religion was altogethor on the declinz ;
but the Bible still existed among them, and that
had preservéd the spark of truth, though the flame
had gone out. This is an instance of the salutary
effects of the Scriptures under a deteriorated in-
strumentality. I Will now refer to a case of an
opposite kind and shew the evil effect of the with-
drawal of the outward means, where the Seriptures
were not possessed, . The Jesuits, above a century
ago, with incrediblie industry, unwearied zea
1 must add, with great kindness, though
under very erroncous and defective views of reli-
gion, gathered together & body of Indians from
among the tribes of South America, amounting to
one hundred thousand souls, settling them in thirty
towns on the shores of the rivers Parana and
Uraguay. I do not say that this large body of
people were truly christianized, but they were do-

mesticated and civilized, and brought under a corz

tain degree of christian instruction. The remark-
able success which attended this enterprise excit-
cd the jealousy of the government in whose terri-
tory this mission was founded, and fearing lest
that power and influenca which they had attuined
over so large a body of Indians should some day
be exercised to the prejudice of its power, with-
drew those active agents of popery from their
scene of 1abor, and replaced them by a party of
ignorant and unprincipled Franciscan Frars, who,
from their mismanagement an dishonest practices,
lost the confidence of the Indians, and the conse-
quence was, that in the course of a quarter of a
century the whole of this celebrated mission was
broken up and dispersad; o that for some years
past, scarce a vestage, whether of church, habita-
tion or convent isto be met with. I have referred
to this inission £or the purpose of remarking how
different might have been the result, if the fathers
of it had tinght the poople to read and allowed
them the free use of the Senpturcs,  The little
knowledge which had been communicated to themn
might have been maintained and increased, and

Mg, Presmext,—Were I competent to speak
to the several particulars embraced in this compre-
hensive resolution, there would not be time, In-
deed, Sir, Ladies and Gentlemen, was it not for
the deep interest 1 foel in the doings of the Britis!
and Foreign Bible Society, I should have decli-
ned offering this Resolution, knowing that it would |
have been presented by gbler hands. ’

Bat if I may ask your clemency for a few mi-
nutes, it shall be to amplify the first thing contem-
plated in this resolution—The success which h
every where marked the laborsof Bible distribu-
tion. For every age of the world, God Almighty
appears to have intended the completion of a cer-
tain work. Every epoch, I may siy every thing
appears to have had a certain mission to perform.
The Mosaie economy, that vast production of the
mighticst mind ever enshrined in clay, (the Lord
Jesus excepted) had its mission in this weorld for
good. It was so framed and so complete inall its
parts as to survive the shock of fitteen hundred
years,  And do you ask, what did it accomplish?
[ answer that for which it was mainly intended
—the redemption of Israel from idol worship, to
wiich they had been so-prone.—It was a proininent
preliminary, leading on to the fulness of time, when
in hunan form, the Desire of all nations should
appear.

Tue Ark of the Covenant, with its sacred con-
tents, that symbol of the Divine Presence, had its
mission too. It reminds me of this Holy Book,
(taking up Bible) thouoh somewhat Jarger.
To my mind thore is o striking resemblance be-
tween the wiracles attending its removal, from
place to place, anl the wonders conmected with
thz eirculation of the sacred Scriptures. At the
commantd of Joshua, the priests advanced with the
Ark of God towards Jorann, srhose wataes prasan
ted a formidable barrier to the march of the Lord's
"hosts, and as soon as the feet of those who carried
the ark “ were dipped in the brine of the water,”
{the waters were divided and a way was n2d
for the advancing army. 'There are barriers in the
way of the circulation of the truth of God, and
notwithstanding they may roll in like a flood, the
spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard against
them. And are there cities opposed to the Bible
circulation, cities that are walled up to heaven
against the trath; let the Colporteurs and distri-
butors of the Word of God sarround those wicked
places, and as the walls of Jericho * feil down flat”
amid the blowing of trumnpets and the shouting of
tire muititude, so shall the walls of superstition
and bigotry full before the Bible; for Truth, the
truth of God is omnipotent. Are we told that great
men and kingdoms set themselves in battle array
against the circulation of the word of God. Be it
s0. * “ The stone which Daniel saw strike the feet
of the image, by which it was dashed in picces
and become like the chaff’ of the summer thrash-
ing flour,” will in God’s own tune destroy every
power and kingdom opposed to the onward march
of truth.

Mr. President: I look upon the British and Fo-
reign Bible Society, with its Auxiliaries, and As-
sociations, as the mightiest engine for good the
world ever saw. In short, Sir, as there 1s no time
for further remarks, I would compare it toa vast
fountain of life. O what a rnver of salvation 1t is!
reminding us of the vision of holy waters seen by
Bzekiel, as he stood near the temple.

Iron the Civilizer.
The Age of Gold and the Age of Bronze
Lave give place to the Age of Iron. lron is
your true agent of civilization. It is revolu-

rionizing the world.  The iron rail and the

iron wires of ‘the telegraph have already
brought towns so near to each other, that a
country has now become but as one vast city.
And iron railroads are bringing countries
nearer to each other, and binding them into
one common iuterest.  We even hear of an
iron bond of union between England and Cal-
cutta,—a railway stretching across Europe
and Asia Minor, rendering the distance in
point of time between London and Caleutta,

nearest point on the American coast, consider-
ably under 2000 miles. Choosing the months
of summer and an experienced American and
English captain accustomed to the track, such
a line, it was averred, might with very simple
machinery be paid out night and day with
perfect safety at the ordinary speed of the
steamer.
