Work Reviewed. .

Canada was one of the most inde-
pendent countries in the world tndny\
and an over-emphasis on the advertis-
ing of the country was scarcely in ac-
cord with national dignity.

Mr. Larkin reviewed the work of
the overseas office during the past;
vear. The preliminary arrangements
for Canada’s representation at the Im-
perial Conference were adjusted, the
early work respecting the Canadian
building at Wembley, and the discus-
sions with the British Treasury De-
partment regarding the settlement of
war finances were carried on and con-
cluded through the High Commis-
sioner’s office.

Negotiations with Greece and Rou-
mania which terminated in the ac-
ceptance of the bonds of those coun-
tries in security for their debts were
conducted by the London office.

Adjustment of the amounts due to
Canada from the French and Belgian
governments and the final settlement
with the British Board of Trade re-
specting Canada’s rights to certain
enemy properties were negotiated
through the Canadian office.

ASKS FOR LIVES

Crime Not Committed for
Money, Hate or Spite,
Says Darrow.

Chicago, Aug. 23.—The Kkilling of
Bobby Franks was a senseless thing, an
unreasonable, unexplainable and foolish
act that could have been conceived and
executed only by a diseased mind, said
Clarence S. Darrow, 67 year old veteran
of criminal court battles, in his piea
béfore Judge John R. Caverly for ihe
lives of Nathan F. Leopold, Jr., and
Richard Loeb.

Paris, Aug. 23. — Premier

Herriot received what was tan-
tamount to a vote of confidence
early this morning, when the
Chamber of Deputies, by a vote
of 350 to 209, defeated a mo-
tion ,by the opposition which
called for an adjournment.

The motion came after a day
of attacks on the European poli-
ciep of ex-Premier Poincare, di
rected by the Socialist leader,
Leon Blum. By various inter-
pellations relating to the con-
ference, Blum sought to show
the wisdom of Herriot’s policy
and to demonstrate that Poin--
care’s tactics had been the chief
obstruction to the restoration of
peace on the continent.

Blum declared it was neces-
sary '{6 jettison Poincare’s pro-
gramme in order to reach an
agreement on the Dawes plan.

His Second Victory.

This is Herriot's second vote of con-
fidence in two days. On Thursday the
chamber rejected an opposition motion
to postpone debate on the Dawes plan
until it was considered by the foreign
committee of the chamber. With his
vote of confidence Saturday morning,
Herriot is now considered to have won
certain victory for the Dawes proto-
cols.

Marx Warns Reichstag.

Berlin,. Aug. 23—The London con-
ference for launching the Dawes repar-
ation plan gave Germany a chance
which is not likely to be renewed if
she rejects it. This was Chancellor
Marx's warning to the Reichstag today
in the course of a carefully phrased
but impressive discussion of the Lon-
don negotiations.

The Chancellor’s speech, held up yes-
terday by Communistic rowdying, was
a plain-spoken warning as well as a
sturdy appeal to the Reichstag’s con-
science carefully to consider the altern-
ative in the event it decides to reject
the agreement initiated by the German
delegates in London. !

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TO EQUALIZE VALUATION.

Several years ago Hon. W. E. Foster
directed the attention of the Legisla-
ture and the province to the desirabili-
ty of having an equalized valuation in
all the counties. Last year and the
year before Mr. J. Y. Mersereau, i
former mayor of Chatham, discussed
the question before the Union of New
Brunswick Municipalities, and he has
done it again this year. President
Trueman of Mount Allison also dis-
cussed the subject in his very valuable
paper on the Aduniinistration of Public
Education in New Brunswick. By con-
crete illustrations he showed how the
present system interferes with a proper
administration, and how it is neces-
sary to try to bring about an equaliza-
tion of treatment of schools by provin-
cial grants, grants to teachers, and
grants to poor districts. His remedy
is an equalization for valuation
throughout the province, through the
agency of a permanent provincial tax
commission, and making the county in-
stead of the present school district the
" administrative unit. He contends that by
this method, having one county instead
of many district boards of trustees for
administrative purposes, and a fair dis-
tribution of taxation, the schools in the
wealthier. districts would not lose any-
thing, while those in the poorer dis-
tricts would be brought up to a higher
standard. There is no gainsaying his
stdtement that the child in the poor
district has the same right to a good
school service as the village or town.
I'he proposal to equalize valuations is
not received with favor because it is not
well understood. Wherever it has been
adopted it has worked out more satis-
factorily tpa.n theé other system.

There is another reason for a stand-
ardized valuation, which has been very
well put by Mr. Mersereau. The pres-
ent valuation statements do not give
anything like a fair showing of prop-
erty values in this province. ‘Ehn_:rq
not telling the world of our wealth™n

resources. It is not good advertisiag

to conceal: the truth in that ‘respesta

The province should adopt the prin-
ciple of equal valuation, and the matter
should be taken up for discussion' by
every Municipal Council. Pains should
be taken to havé the case presented ‘o
them as clegrly as it has been placed
before the Unlon of Municipalitis, and

there should be a comhined.request |

from all of them for legislat_i'g.ih to bring
the change into effect. It is a forward
step in provincial and municipal,busi-
ness. and would be of much practical
-alue to the province.

THE COURSE FOR TEACHERS.

President Trueman of Mount Alli-
son, expresses the view that there
should be a two years Normal School
course for provincial teachers, and two
years of actual teaching to show fil-
ness before a license is granted. The
Canadian Teachers’ Federation, which
met recently in Victoria, B. C., ex-
pressed the view that teachers should
be raised to a professional status like
doctors, lawyers and others, on the
ground that their work is just as im-
portant as, and often more important
than that of members of the other pro-
fessions. The Toronto Globe observes
that this suggestion is not being re-
ceived with any marked degree of en-
thusiasm. but points out that it was
not proposed to make such a change
at once, but to keep moving in that
direction. ' Ontario furnishes an in-
stance to show that the standard of
teaching is being improved from year
to year. Dr. McNab, Inspector for
Scuth Renfrew, says that fifteen years
ago there was not a second class
teacher in all the districts of his in-
spectorate, while today there are very
few who have not attained the second
class. This, however, is not the result
of a Jenger term at Normal: School.
What Dr. Trueman pleads for is a term
long enough to ensure that the teacher
shall hpve been thoroughly trained, and
made more capable of understanding
child-nature and guiding the child
along the paths of true education than
any other short term graduate could
possibly be. At present, what Dr.
Trueman puts forward may only be
accepted ag an ideal, but as the people
generally get a clearer conception of
the necessity of training the children
for citizenship, as well as productive
usefulness in the modern world, they
will galn a correspondingly higher con-
ception of what the qualifications of a
teacher should be. This is in no sense
a reflection upon the teachers of today;
but, under the present system, far too
large a proportion of those who take
up the profession do it as a stepping
stone to some other avocation.

POPULAR INDIFFERENCE.

There is a good deal of speculation
in the United States ds to the per-
centage of the vote that will be breught
out in the presidential elections. Tn
1920 the native and naturalized citizens
of voting age numbered 54,420,000. Of
this pumber 26,674,000, or less than
one-half, went to the polls. The New
Vork Hersld-Trtbunae makes the sig-

’

nificant statement that “political slack-
erism is more rife among the native-
born than among the naturalized, for
in 1920 the number of native-born
voters exceeded the number of actual
voters by 21,000,000.”. It is added that
while some allowance must be made for
the practical disfranchisement of
negroes in some of the Southern
States “the pernicious stay-at-home
habit in the north and west is purely
voluntary.” The Herald-Tribune says
that the bloc voters will all bd out,
each with his specigl axe to grind, and
it urges all the people to go to the
polls, on the ground that national
problems can never be solved satisfac-
torily by dodging them.

The habit of shirking political re-
sponsibility is not confined to our
neighbors to the south. In Canada,
whether in federal, provincial or
civic elections, the proportion of
the voters #ho' actually cast their
ballots is lamentably small. And yet,
if the voice &f the people is to find
true expression in legislation, it can
only; be done through the universal
exercise of the franchise.

TAXING VACANT LAND.

The Municipal Review of Canada
has an interesting article on what is

called the unearned increment. Prop-

erty not in use, but held for specula-
tive purposes, is greatly increased in
value by improvements made on ad-
joining property, and the public does
Refer-

ence is made to a property in Toronto,
purchased twenty-five years ago for
$6,500 and recently sold for $250,000.
It would be interesting to ‘learn to
what extent the taxes on this property
were increased as it grew in value. It
would probably be found that the in-
crease in taxes was out of all propor-
tion smaller than the increase in value.
The custom is to tax vacant land light-
Jy, while the toil and the money of -ad-
jacent owners enormously increase its
value.’' It ought to be possible to guage
the increase in the value of property
‘of this class from year to year, and by
taxation get for the municipality a rea-
sonable share of the profits which ac-
crue to the owner, who has himself
done nothing ab all to add to, that
value.

The napkin was used when Mr. Bas-
sen .arrived home late on Thursday
night, but early in the morning, in the
vicinity of 8 o’¢lock the infant awoke
and Mr. Bassen was obliged to leave
his room and get a bottle of milk to
feed the youngster. In doing so he
noticed that the napkin used as a jam
for the door was not in place.

The matter of feeding the baby took
only a few minutes and shortly after-
ward Mrs. Bassen and her child were
asleep, but Mr. Bassen was awake.
The fact that the napkin used as a
silent jam between the door and the
casing was removed brings to the
mind of Mr. Bassen that the thief was
in his room at the time the child was
fed its milk, for it was only about 15
minutes after mother and child were
asleep when Mr. Bassen noticed the
figure of a man walking in the room.

Province Will Ask for Ap-
peal regarding C. P. R,
Structure at Falls.

Application will be made to the
Privy Council in October for special
leave to appeal the so-called “Bridge”
case, in which the Canadian MPacific
Railway Company was granted deci-
sions over the Province of New Bruns-
wick, directo to the Privy Council in
order that final decision may be reach-
ed as to the jurisdiction of navigation
on the St. John River, according to a
statement made here last night by Hon.
W. P. Jones, X.C., of Woodstock, who
represents the province. A petition and
papers have been sent to solicitors in
London for presentation in October.

Special emphasis is being laid on the
case in view of the proposed develop-
ment of electric power at Grand Falls
and the desire of the province i, krow
whether it has control over the waters
of the river. The Appeal Court of
New Brunswick decided against the
province and gave the Jjurivdiction to
the Dominion of Canada, under the
British North America Act, which, it
maintained, transferred the rights con-
ferred upon the province by the.Ash-
burton Treaty in 1842 to the Dominion
Government.

Brewster, N, Y., Aug. 28—Six armed
men held up the engineer of a New
York Central train in a loncly stretch

of the Putnam Division’s line at Tilly
Foster, two; miles from here, shortly
after dusk and attempted to seize
United States malils. Equipped, how-
ever, with the Government's latest
anti-bandit paraphernalia, *from. riot
guns to bright magnesium candles, the
mail clerks fought off the men without
the loss of ‘a single letter.

At no time in the memory of Tilly
Foster's oldest inhabitant had there
been such excitement as prevailed. The
few villagers of that old milling town,
attracted by the loud shots from .48c,
the sputter ®f machine gun bullets
and the-flares which lit up the rugged
countryside, rushed to the scene as!
quickly as their feet or “flivers” could
take them.

There they saw a dozen newspaper
and “movie” photographers, already on
the job, taking pictures of every stage
of the hold-up. Newspaper reporters
were there to ask the bandits how they
liked their business. And officials, of
the post office and the New York Cen-
tral were also on hand to see if the
hold-up was a success,

300 Care to Be Equipped.

Tt wasn't, so the post office intends to
equip 8,000 of its mail cars similar to
that used in the test, in order to
prevent the recurrence of mail train
hold-ups in-the future.

The scene chosen for the hold-up was
slightly west of the abandoned Tilly
Foster coal mine, about a quarter of a
mile from the Tilly Foster reservolr
and only a short distance from Tilly
Foster’s only store. It was there_ that
the “bardits” regaled themselves with
ham sandwiches, soda water and crack-
ers before their big job.

When the train’s big headlight an-
nounced its approach from Bresster,
the six men, dressed like the highway-
men in the “movies” lay prone on their
stomachs in the high grass and shrub-
pery. They suddenly jumped to their
feet when the locomotive was a dozen
yards away, and two of the men board -
ed the cab and told Engineer J. Dal-
rymple and Fireman D. M. Cone they
meant business. Guns in the “bandits”
hands were sufficient warning and the
train came to a halt.

Foundry iron is rapldly es-
tabiishing a level of $20.50, furnace
minimum, with the usual differential
for the higher grades. Demand is in-
creasing in wire products, and $46 is
being' offered freely on wire rods. The
iron and steel scrap market is strong
and practically unchanged.

MEAT AND PRODUCE
HERE IN ABUNDANCE

Prices Generally Moderate
and Quality of Foods
Good

More plentiful supplies of veal, lamb
and chicken will greet the week-end
marketer in the city market today and
supplies of native produce will be found
there is great abundance also. Some
of the early native fruit will be less
in evidence and the later fruits, such
as cranberries and apples, will be more
in evidence.

Yesterday's prices were moderate on
the whole and the quality of- the pro-
duce was good. Eggs and butter were
rather dearer but most other foods
were priced similarly to last week or
had become cheaper. ’

The best eggs sold for 45 cents'a
dozen. Butter varied in price from 87
to 45 cents. Chickens sold for 50 cents
a pound and fowl for 40 cents. In meats
veal was worth 16 to 80 cents; lamb,
20 to 35 cents; beef, 14 to 28 cents, and
pork, 25 cents.

Native apples and new potatoes both
were selling at 85 cents a peck, which
was also the price for beans. Peas sold
for 50 cents a peck. New squash
brought seven cents a pound. Beets,
parsnips and carrots were eight cents
a bunch. - Tomatoes sold for from 10
to 15 cents a pound, celery at 10 cents
a head and cucumbers at three cents
each. New turnips were flve cents each
and onions were eight cents a pound.
Parsley and mint were worth 8 cents
a bunch. Raspberries had practically
disappeared from the market but a few
stragglers could be had and prices
varied according to quality. Blueber-
ries sold for eight cents a box and rock
cranberries at 20 cents a box. !

DISASTERS OF
1834 RECALLED

Tug Maggic M. Wrecked
and Primrose Lost 30
Years Ago.

In The Times-Star on Thursday, in

Arnold J. Mowry to the high office of
grand vice chancellor of the Knights
of Pythias, maritime domain, reference
was made to the wreck of the tug
Maggie M., in the Bay of Fundy 30
years ago. The file of The Daily 'I'cle-
graph of Advgust 21, 1894, brings back
the story of that tragedy.

Thirty years ago, on Aug. 19, in a
dense fog off Martin’s Head, the tug
Maggie M. struck on a reef and Cap-
tain Justus Mowry, father of Captain
J. A. Mowry; John L. Mowry, Her-
bert Mowry, engineer of the boat, and
Captain Samuel Pitman were drowned.
Many old time residents will recall the
thrill of horror that came to citizens
when news of the disaster was first
made known.

Wellington Mowry, one of the sur-
vivors, related in the columns of The
Daily Telegraph of August 21, 1894,
that the fog was very thick when the
start was made for Alma. He said the
tug struck before the people on board
had any idea where they were. The
tug went on the reef with a crash and
excitement reigned. ‘'The boat listed
heavily to one side and the waves be-
gan to break over her. Captain Mowry
ran from the wheel house and assisted
others on the boat in launching a tender
from the upper deck. Eight people
jumped into it and shoved off but be-
fore she had gone 40 feet she capsized.
Wellington Mowry finally caught hold
of the tug’s rudder and climbed back
on board the ill-fated craft. He blew
the tug’s whistle to alarm residents on
shore. He threw a life buoy to his
father but a hugh sea lifted it and car-
ried it out of his reach and his father
drowned before his eyes. He said he
kept the whistle going but was power-
less to do _anything to help the others.

Captain Pitman and his two uncles
clung to the boat for about an hour and
then let go and sank almost at the
same time., Just about the time when
all hope was abandoned a boat ap-
peared from the short and the men
were rescued.

Wellington Mowry drove 30 miles to
Sussex and came to the city by train.
Martin’s Head is about half way be-
tween Quaco and Cape Enrage. There
is a sandy bar more than a half mile
long with a large rocky head and
reefs running off in every direction.
The tide runs aroind it with power-
ful force. In addition to the men who
lost their lives the following were on
board: Wellington and Arnold Mowry,
Fred Lahey and Dr. Russ.

The Primrose Disaster

The 30th anniversary of another f~r-|
rible St. John drowning tragedy rcll|
on Thursday of this week. This oc-|
curred when the yacht Primrose was |
struck by a squal off Mahogany Island
and capsized and eight men lost their
lives. The names of those lost are:
Samuel Hutton, owner and captain of
the Primrose; Henry Bartlett, George
Heathfield, Fred Priest, Al. Akerley,
William Russell, James Hurley and
Henry Hoyt. Out of a crew of 12 the
following survived: Howard Holder,
Fred Heans, James McKewer, and T.|
H. Miles. There were five yachts in
this race, the Maple Leaf, owned by
Elijah Ross; the Primrose, the Sunol,
the Clytie and theh Gracie M.

The Daily Telegraph’s account of
August 22, 1894, tells of the appalling
accident. The north wester that caused
the accident began with sudden and
terrible firy. The Maple Leaf, on
board which was a Telegraph reporter,
first felt its effects. The wind in-
creased in velocity each minute and
stirred up the bny into a raging sea.
Hail stones as large as marbles com-
menced to fall and then a terrific
downpour of rain set in that drenched
everyone in the yachts to the skin
The wind was reputed to have reached
a velocity of 100 miles an hour. The
Primrose went over with the first vio:
lerice of the storm and went down in
side of five minutes carrying eight men
to a watery grave.

DEATH OF GIRL.

The death of Mary Elizabeth Sad-
lier, aged eight, occurred early this
morning in the General Public Hospi-
tal, where she had been a patient since
Sunday. She is survived by her par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Arthur A. Sadlier,
two brothers, Elmer and Arthur, and
one sister, Marion, all of St. John, to
whom the sympathy of many friends
will be extended. The funeral will
take place tomorrow afternoon from
the mission church.

SAYS CALIFORNIA'S
FRUIT GROP FINE

Visitor From Pacific Coast
Says "Frisco Has Build-
ing Boom

Silas Harris, representative of the
Guggenheim Fruit Company, of San
Francisco, arrived in the eity yester-
day on a business trip. Spéak'ing of
the fruit crop in California this season,
he said that it was the best that had
been produced for several years. Not
only was the crop a bumper one but
prices were remaining high not only
for fresh fruit but also for the dried
variety.

When he left San Francisco three
weeks ago Mr. Harris reported that
there was a big building boom on. Sev-
eral large municipal buildings as well
as business places and private resi-
dences were being erected., There was
little or no unemployment in San Fran-
cisco.

These conditions, however, he said,
were a vast improvement on those of
not so very long ago when business was
at a low ebb and unemployment was
prevalent. The cause of the boom lIre
could not explain but was confident
that it had come to stay for some time
at leabt.

The usual business depression which
accompanied a Presidential election
vear was missing thus far in (California,
although he expected that it might
possibly be felt a little later on.
