Quebec, Nov, 27—The Canadian

Colonel Smith said he was on his way

"'he departure of the Empress of
Britain on her last trip of the season
from the St. Lawrence, recalls the effi-
ciency of the C. P. R. in handling the
passengers traffic during the season. in
connection with the landing of passeng-
ers and their transportation to their
western destinations.

MEXICO’S SUGAR OUTPUT.

$39,800 Metric Tons Produced in
Season Just Closed,

| The production of sugar in Mexico in
the season recently closed is estimated
at 119,800 metric fons, the output of
elghty-eight eommerclally operated
mills, states Claude I. Dawson, Ameri-
can Consul in Mexico City. There are
ninety-two important factories, four of
which were shut down/ during the
i grinding season just concluded. The
Mexican sugar industry is now chiefly
! centred in the coastal State of Vera
i Cruy, where the production was §0,000
tons. Other important regions are
Sinaloa, Puebla and Michoacan, the
output of these sections being 24,100

for the first and 10,000 toms for each‘
! of the latter two; about 25,000 tons’

are produced in other States, he adds.
“The sugar mills of Mexico are
owned generally by private or cor-
- porated capital and operated primarily
with cane produced on .their own
lands,” he eontinues. “Mexico is over-
whelmingly self-sustaining in sugar
production,  Besides its commercial
C
mr;?;.:z production from the thousands
of small cane ‘patches distributed all
! over the country, whose product is

peddled from house to house and in

the isolated towns and communities by
the grower and producer in the form of
the typlcal heavy dark-brown sugar
pative to the country. But even the
commercial crop exceeds Mexican con-
gumption, and considerable quantities
are shipped annually to the United
States and to Furope. On the other
hand, foreign sugar is imported con-
gisting mostly of the refined granulated
| and block sugars for the select trade.
“The sugar trade of Mexico with the
United States in recent yéars shows
that the two countries have a mutual
dependence upon each other in their
peculiar sugar requirements.  The
United States imports the crude or raw
Mexican sugar and in return sends to
Mexico the sugar in a refined and
block state. The declared exports of
sugar from Mexico to the United: States
in 1910 were 27,000 metric tons, valued
at $9,625,661; in 1921, 11,190 tons,
months of 1922, 18,900 tons, valued at
27,511,
$2‘,?As,5 ar®ndication of a probable
heavy diversion of Mexican sugar to
Furopean markets it is noticeable that
none of the crop of 1922 has as yet been
" shipped from Vera Crus‘te the United
States, which is contrary to the prac-
tice of other years. In the absence qf-
authentic statistics on the subject, it
is assumed that producers of sugar in
the Vera Cruz district are taking ad-
vantage of the low freight rates to
European ports, and of the numerous
English, French, Spanish and -German

Thus the factories
had to use up their small funds of cot-
ton. left over from pre-war days, but
this, together with the expected ‘har-
vest of this year, will hardly last them
till next February.

Working at the rate of one-fifth of
the pre-war production, the require-
ments of the Russian textile industry
for the mext year are estimated at
4,600.000 poods of raw material for
1,600,000 spindles. This year’s harvest
of cotton is estimated at 760,000 poods,
while the remainder of the amount
necessary for production will have to
be purchased abroad, chiefly in Buk-
hara, Persia and Khiva,
