POOLING INTERESTS.

Dr. M. F. Egan Speaks of Attitude of
Scandinavian Countries.

New York, April 22—Norway at one
time would have been willing to give the
Allies a military base if Sweden could
have been induced to join in the move-
ment, according to Dr. Maurice F. Egan,
American minister to Denmark, who
spoke here last night on the relations of
the Scandinavian policies to the war.

“Norway is a freedom-loving coun-
try,” Dr. Eagan declared, “but Sweden
is a monarchy of the old type. Her mili-
tary leaders are in sympathy with Ger-
many because they were nearly all edu-
cated there. And now that we have been
compelled and justified in strangling
these little countries more or less in-or-
der to strangle Germany, I do not think
I am giving out any diplomatic secret
when I say that all three of these Scan-
dinavian countries do not feel as kindly
toward us or so much in sympathy with
us as they did before we resorted to our
embargo policy. There is a growing
tendency for the Scandinavians to pool
their interests in a more rigid neutrality.

“Denmark,” Dr. Eagan continued, “is
also a liberty loving country, but its fu-
ture is so perplexing as to cause the peo-

10 H0D LONG FRONT

Untimely Mist Came up So That
The Germans Surprised
The Fifth Army

Three Breaks in the Line—Officers Had
to Instruct Some of Mixed Force as
' the Battle Went On

(Special Cable to New York Times.)

London, April 17—As men come back
from the front it'is possible to piece to-
gether in more detail the story of the
wonderful feat of Brig.-General Carey
and his scratch brigade in the battle of

‘the Somme. |

He took up the work already begun
by a brigadier-general of the Royal En-
gineers. The emergency arose through.
the development, during the retreat of
the British, of a gap between two bri-
The Germans were pressing
hard, and there was really nothing to
prevent the enemy rushing through, if
only he had known about it._

It has already been told how every
kind of soldier the commander could col-
lect .was thrown into action, among
thenr being a strong contingent of Am-
erican engineers; but what has not come
out before is the curious embarrassment
caused by the actual superfluity of arms.

Close to where the gap occurred was a
training school for machine gunners. Of
course the men in;training had long since
been hurried into Seion, but a large sup-
ply of machine guns remained. It is not
every soldier, however, who understands
how to use these weapons, and the officer
founfl himself with a large supply of
them which at all costs he must prevent
from being captured, and very few men
able to handle them. Those who could
were put in charge of squads, and when-
ever they had a moment’s respite from
turning them on the Germans they set
to work to give hurried imstructions.

British Labor Units Joined Infantry,

Many British labor units fought side
by side with ordinary infantry, and so in
one way or anotker the front was man-
ned and held by chance collections of
men in khaki against trained German
battalions. The officer referred to was
in actual command for the first two
days, but he was then exhausted from
lack of sleep and hard, continuous work
and had to be relieved.

Just then Geperal Carey arrived after
leave. His regular job was artillery, but
he was known for a fine soldier and was
rushed to the front. For the rest of the
six days that this brigade fought he was
in command. Probably he owed much
of his success to the exhaustion of the
attacking troops, who had been living
for days on “iron rations;” but his re-
sourceful and vigorous counter-attacks
made the Germans believe that they
were face to face with a properly organ-
ized force, and so he held them off till
reinforcements arrived. i

The entire story of the Fifth Army in
this grea*‘ fight shews that the British
infantry suffered from only one defect—
lack of numbers. Sir Hubert Gough’s

-army was sent down in January to take

over from the French a sector forty to
fifty miles long. Clearly such a line as
this could be held only if it were strong-
ly located and cunningly constructed,and
there is no doubt that it was. Divisional

Mist Made Precautions Vain,

In one way the attack was not a sur-
prise. ' General Gough had known for
days that it was imminent, and. had

moved his men uyp to their' positions:
and made every preparation - possible. |

But one thing he could not foresee or
guard against—the mist and fog. Of
course no one could foretell the precise
day and hour at which the attack would
be launched, and - the effieiency with
which the enemy made use of his com-
munications and his advantage of inner
lines kept the entire British army in the
dark until the advancing waves of gray
were in sight. /

But before the Fifth Army they never
came in sight. Under cover of the
mist, which prevented sight for more
than thirty yards, the Germans crept
forward, and the outpost line was over-
run before the alarm could be given.
It was simply swamped, and the cress-
fire on which so much depended was
never delivered.

Consequently the fight began at the
line of resistance d4nstead, and before
many hours had passed by sheer weight
of numbers the Germans had forced the
British back on the battleline. Then
the fewness of numbers began to tell,

and, as always at point of junction be-

tween divisions, the Germans got

He was in charge of two Ger-
mans, but, being an international Rugby
football player of splendid physique, he
was able to knock them over. His hands
were bound, but he made a run for it,
and thought his best chance was to get
near a blazing ammunition dump. Shells
were exploding, and his escort was snip-
ing at him; but they were afraid to come
after him, so at last he managed to get
out of sight.

He was almost exhausted, ang nearly
despaired till he heard one soldier sing
out: “Get up, Jack, ye deevil!” These
were the most welcome words he had
ever heard. He had tumbled into a
line of the Gordons, and so was safe.

Unless you are a profes-
sional gardener don’t waste your time
on fancy vegetables such as asparagus,
or on strawbeérries, or even on tomatoes.

A word about when to plant. A lot
of nonsense is ‘being written under this
headmg,'. .One of the most influential
womens_;oumals in the United States,
a magazine with a very large circula-

Some of us in
Canada who. have never seen a peach
tree will ha.rd}y be  able to follow this
rule.

ONE BOMB CAPTURES
36 GERMANS, 6 GUNS
AND WINS THE V. C.

1 sndon, Mar. 18—(Correspondence As-
sociuted Press)—How = Sergt. William
Grimbaldeston of the King’s Own Scot-
tish Borderers, though armed only with
one bomb, captured thirty-six Germans
with six machine guns and a trench mor-
tar, and thereby won the Victoria Cross,
is thus told in an official narrative:

“During the course of an attack, Ser-
geant Grimbaldeston noticed that the ad-
vance of the battalion on his left. was
being checked by heavy machine gun fire
from a large block-house. He collected
four rifle grenadiers and instructed them,
to open as rapid a fire as possible on the
block-house, thus assisting one of our
trench mortar batteries, which was also
concentrating on the same target.

“The ground between him and the
block-house was open and entirely de-
void of cover. In spite of this he made
his way across it in a series of rushes,
followed closely by his small band of
riflemen.

“Under a hail of bullets from enemy
machine guns and armed with only one
hand grenade, he worked his way round
to the entrance at the rear of the block-
house. With this solitary ~weapon he
suddenly appeared in the midst of the
enemy, and persuaded each gun team in
turn to lay down its arms.

«So it Iltappened that thirty-six Ger-
mans, with their six machine guns and a
trench mortar, surrendered to one Brit-
ish soldier and a bomb. By his bravery
and initiative he was thus responsible for
the capture of -this stronghold with its
defenders, and at the same time prevent-|

There is a decided willingness to buy
spruce in the east, but as stocks that are
offered are small, broken and varied in
nature the total = volume of business
transacted is less than' the demand would
bring about under normal conditions.
Fasterp , producers are scheduled for a
conferehce with the government this week
to try to arrange for the greater use of
eastern spruce in airplane construction.
As the government wants every stick of
suitable spruce that it is possible to ob-
tain there is every reason to believe that
orders will be placed in the east. On the!
Pacific coast the government promptly
helped the spruce producers out in get-
ting a plentiful supply of labor, and per-
haps this policy will be followed in the
east. Should this be dong the produc-
tion of side lumber would be greatly in-,
creased, but the market is ample to ab-|
sorb any amount that can be cut. ‘On
the Pacific coast the aircraft spruce,
specifications have once more been re-
vised and the prices to be paid increased.
A blanket order has been placed at the
following prices: “A” wing beam stock,
$175; “B” long clears, $80; “C™ short|
and thin clears, $45. The government is |
also instructing the spruce sawyers in|
the method followed by hardwood pro-.
ducers in sawing for: straight grained
stock. It is claimed that this will mo-|
terially increase the production of air-,
plane material, although the daily cut]
will be less. As this will result in less |
side lumber the mills will welcome }he,
change, as far as that is concerned.’

The principal argument against the|
use of New England spruce for aircraft
construction heretofore has not been as!
to quality of material, but largely as to
the size of the timbers. The feeling here
is that if the smaller New England stock
can be utilized the government should
have the advantage of it in the rush to
turn out airplames in constantly increas-
ing numbers. The Neyv England spruce,
as a rule is of slower growth and closer
grain. This is desirable for aircraft,since |
the material is stouter. Many spruce trees |
on the west coast are rejected for air- |
plane stock on account of the wider !
grain. But the west coast timbers are |
wmany times larger.

It is believed some of the specifica-
tions for spruce can be changed so that
the New England material can be util-
ized to advantage in certain parts of
construction, despite the smaller size of |
the logs. )

A call for three million feet of New}
England spruce a month for airplanes;
was sent out by the navy department;

The reason
is that flax fibre is used in the construc- =

tion of airplane wings, and the fact that |
the withdrawal from the war of Rusisa ]
has practically cut off Great Britain’s

chief supply of that product. .
that the sup-

is looking to Canada to assist in that

respect.

B. Turnbull of the Flax Control Board i
of the Imperial War Office, in‘a letter i
to the department at Ottewa, referring
to the situation caused by Russia’s de-..
fection, says that it is a matter of the
utmost urgent national importance that
“as large an area as possible in Canada
should immediately be put under culti-
vation of fibre-producing flax,” and
urges the most vigorous action on the
part of ‘the authorities to encourage
every -effort to meet the demand.

Ontario has responded, and will plant
an extra 8,000 acres this year.” That
province has already developed a flax
business which is worth $2,000,000 a
year, and last year supplied the Irish \ 9
flax mills, which are threatened with
grave curtailment owing to the shortage,

| If the applicant falls within that class
then be is entirely outside the opera-
tion ‘of the act, and as regards him the
exemption tribunals have no jurisdic-
tion either to grant exemption or to de-
clare his status in relation to the act;
if he is not a clergyman within the
ldnguage of the act then the facts pre-
sented afford no ground for exemption.

I have been unable to accept the con-
tention made generally on behalf of the
connection commonly known as Ply-
mouth Brethren, that they are exempt
from combatant military service under
the Military Service Act.

Indeed, Mr. Elliott, who presented the !
views of himself and his friends with
great clearness as well as with obvious
sincerity, did not dispute that the tak-
ing part in combatant military service
would not, according to the ‘corporate
views of the Plymouth Brethren, be re-
garded as a disqualification for member-
ship; wickedness clone, he said, would
be a ground of exclusion and that would
not necessarily be regarded as wicked-
ness in all circumstances.

This conclusion necessatily. requires
me, in acordance with the law, to reject
the claims made by members of this
conenction, for exemption as conscient-
ious objectors. 3 i

An additional word in' explenation
seems necessary. It is no part of the
duty of the central appeal judge to dis-
cuss the question whether there is or is
not any sound, ethical basis for the dis-
tinction, which' the status plainly draws,
between persons whose rgligious belief
forbids them from engaging in military
service, but who, at the same time, are \
not members of any organized religious
denominztion holding such belief as part
of ifs corporate creed, and those who, on
the other hand, hold nonresistant tenets
personally and are also at the seme time
members of an organized religious de-
nomination having such a creed. |

The condition prescribed by the sta-
tute may well be supposed to have had
its origin in the desire to avoid or re-
duce the risk of imposture which the ab-
sence of it would probably. involve; but,
whatever the object of the lesislature,
the enactment is plain, and the mem-
bers of the connection in question atre
not, according to the proper construc-
tion of it, within the class entitled to
take advantage of it.

COST OF LIVING SHOWED A
FURTHER INCREASE IN MARCH

Ottawa, April 22—A further increase
in the cost of foodstuffs is shown in the
report of the department of labor for
March. In wholesale prices the depart-
mental index number for March stood
at 262.2 as compared with 268.5 for Feb-
ruary. The average cost a week of a
family budget of staple foods in nearly
sixty cities was $12.65, as compared with
