Washington, Feb. 28—Reversal of judic­

ial decisions by popular vote, as proposed 
by ex-Preeident Roosevelt in his Columbus 
speech last week, was denounced in the 
senate yesterday by Senator Rayner of 
Maryland, as “the most dangerous doctrine 
«ever brought forward by any one who has 
tile slightest regard for the stability of 
our institutions and whose opinion is en­
titled to any weight at respect.”

Senator Rayner declared that, in dis­
cussing the ex-president, who again is a 
candidate for the republican nomination 
for president, he did not speak as a par­
tisan, because he believed the Republic­
ans could nominate no man who would' 
be easier 'to defeat. “He has always been 
hostile to the decisions of the court,” he 
said, “whenever they conflicted with hie 
own views and be has over and 
again, in private and public, given expres­
sion-to his opposition to them.
. “Now there is g motive for all this, 
and there is a cause for this attack upon 
the institutions of the land. I think I 
can tell yon what it is. It arises from the 
fact that when Mr. Roosevelt was presi­
dent he was not allowed to influence and ‘ 
control the decisions of the courts, and 
they declined to pass under the domina­
tion of his arbitrary and imperious will.

In olden times the y ta tes of the Earl­
dom of Caithness embraced the entire 
northern part of Scotland, from sea to sea, 
arid included the Orkney Islands, which 
were then subject to the suzerainty of the 
Norwegian crown. But owing to the fact 
that for the space of a little more than 
100 years no less than four collateral 
branches have come to the succession, all 
the estates were by degrees alienated from 
the earldom, and when the present Lord 
Caithness succeeded as seventeenth earl, 
in 1881, he found himself without a single 
rod of land in Scotland. All his property 
consisted of his Latokah ranch in North 
Dakota, where he has made hie home for 
the greater part of his life, only visiting 
the United Kingdom at intervals until a 
couple of years ago when he inherited from 
a maternal aunt the castle of Auchmacoy, 
in Aberdeenshire, along with its park, a 
considerable amount of landed property, be­
sides an income of $30,600 a year. He ha» 
never married, is now about fifty-three 
years of age, and his next heir is his broth­
er, the Hon. Norman Sinclair, a lawyer; 
kwl after him another brother, the Rev. 
Charles Sinclair, a Gloucestershire village 
rector.
, Lord Pentland’s grandfather, the late Sir 
John Sinclair of Dunbeath, will be remem­
bered by ornithologists in connection with 
his attempt to introduce nightingales into 
Scotland. He commissioq|!d a London 
dealer to purchase hundreds of nightin­
gale’s eggs, at the liberal price of a shill­
ing each. They were well packed in wool 
and sent to Scotland by mail coach. Trust­
worthy men had previously been engaged 
to take especial care df all robin red­
breasts’ nests, where the eggs could be 
hatched in safety. The robins’ eggs were 
removed, and replaced by those of the 
nightingales, which were hatched, and 
reared successfully by their robin foster- 
mothers. The young nightingales when 
they were fledged seemed perfectly at 
home in the plate where they first saw the 
light, and in the autumn, when the usual 
period of migration arrived, they depart­
ed for the south. They never returned.

They cost the government about $ov,uuu, 
and, in the ordinary way, this charge 
would be assessed against the taxpayers ot 
the dty. Indeed, it is hard to see how 
they will escape it, as the Lord Mayor 
asked that the troops should be eent. ihe 
Belfast people argue, however, that there 
would have been no need for troops bad 
it not been for the action of the govern­
ment itself in sending a minister of the 
crown to them to talk home ruk, and 
that they ought not to be compelled to 
pay. The question is to be raised in par­
liament and the assessment may be re- 
sisted in the courts. .

While on the subject of Belfast it is only 
fair to refute a slander. A little while 
ago, Mr. Birrell, the Chief Secretary for 
Ireland, talking about Belfast intolerance, 
declared that the Corporation of Belfast 
employed only one Roman Catholic. The 
Official return, which is just out, shows 
that Mr. Birrell was misinformed. There 
are 604 Protestante employed on annu^ 
salaries, which amount to about $378,000 
a year, and 100 Roman Catholics at about 
$81,000 a year, while on weekly wag36 
there are 3,119 Protesants at 000,000 a 
year, and 770 Roman Catholics at $260,000. 
Th» proportion is about the same as that 
of the population of the city, and the low­
er salaries of the Catholics are explained 
by the fact that in Belfast thyr form the 
poorest and least educated portion of the 
population. . „

The fact is that all the talk of relig­
ious intolerance either in the North or 
the South of Ireland is nonsense There 
is not any. Roman Catholic and Pro­
testant Irishmen live at peace with each 
other as neighbors for 304 days in the 
year and only remember their differences 
in times of great excitement. When the 
cause for that excitement is removed, they 
will be friends all the year round.

Following is the report of the city' coun­

cil committee (Aid. Harris chairman) bn 
Aid. Clarke's plan regarding certain streets 
and blocks, and which report the council' 
will, hold a special meeting to consider:

Your committee have 1 considered the pro­
posal, outlined by Aldeèman Clarke in his 
letter to the council, dated February 5tn, 
1*12:

The section of the city proposed to be 
dealt' with comprises ten blocks ; and five 
half - blocks, i bounded approximately by 
Brunswick, Jacob ancf fciackville streets, 
and the rear line of the lots fronting on 
the east side of Grafton street, comprising 
about 750,000 square feet, including the 
recently acquired market site.

Within this area are several substantif^ 
brick buildings which do not1 come under 
the proposed improvement scheme. The 
greater number of the remaining buildings 
are of wood, erected many years ago. Many 
of them are in a delapidated or unsani­
tary state and the general character of- 
the' district may be accurately described 
as a slum.

Henry Vivian, the English sociologist, 
and John Nolen, the»*eivic expert from 
the United States, Bave both inspected1 
this section 'and concur in- stating that 
housing cônditions in this part of the city, 
are worse than in any city of the same 
size they hpi visited.

It is also a well kfiown fact that the 
white slave traffic is carried on in this 
section of the city in spite of the law, and 
the district in this respect is a moral men­
ace to the welfare of the city.

In our opinion the improvement of the 
bousing conditions, the elimination of the 
shim conditions and the. eradication of the 
red light district require a drastic remedy, 
We believe that this can be accomplished 
along with the equally important matters 
of the proper re planning of this area, 
version of the district into a better fire 
risk than at present, and the increasing of 
the assessed, «value olAhc land for civic 
taxation purposes.

The total assei 
exclusive of the

Alderman Clarke’s proposal is that the 
city .acquire, by purchase or expropriation, 
the entire area, excepting only the build­
ings of better class brick construction. The 
outside cost of this should not éxcêed 
*400,000. On the vesting of the title in 
the city the city council should place the 
matter in the hands of an improvement
commieisoh, to be known as the___ .ax
Improvement Commission.
The Plan

The first step to be taken by this com 
mission would be the re-planumg of the 
entire area, on the advice, if , considered 
necessary, of outside experts, the laying 
out of such new streets as would be 
sary to provide an easy grade from Argyle 
street, to Brunswick street, the widening' 
of existing streets, thé provision of neces­
sary sidewalks, sewers, pavements and 
water mains, and generally the physical 
improvement of the entire section. Hav­
ing decided on a scheme of development, 
(he commisi son wyltd proceed with the 

no- improvement of the area by taking
block after another, razing existing wooden 
buildings, ami bringing that portion of the 
district under the scheme. After the vest­
ing of the title in the-city, the commission 
would be in receipt of the rents on the j 
entire area, which may be estimated at 
from *25,000 to *35,000.

In order to Carry out the improvements 
it would be neCessafy to expend from $10,- 
000 to $100,000, in addition to the rents 
from the property, making the total cost 
of expropriation and improvement $ou0,- 
000, or between *65 and $70 a front foot, 
on the present frontage. Land on Argyle 
street is assessed at upwards of $100 a 
front foot. .

On the completion of tjje improvement 
of each block the vacant land wopld be sold 
at a price sufficient to reimburse the city, 
the proceeds of the sale of land being used 
to retire the debentures issued in respect 
of the èntire scheme.

We estimate the cost of the entire work 
at $500,000, for which amount the city 
*would issue debentures' at 4 per cent., 
making a yearly interest charge of $20,000 
We estimate that the rents received fr 
the property would be sufficient to pay this 
interest charge and, to make good any loss 
to the city in taxation.
Improvement Sche i.es

A large number of European and Am­
erican cities have undertaken improve­
ment schemes similar to the proposed 
Halifax scheme, for the elimination of 
slum areas and congested districts. The 
city of Toronto is about to undertake such 
ft scheme for the removal of an unsanitary 
slum near tbe centre of the city. The city 
of London, England, has in recent years 
Carrie^ out several important improvement 
schemes in the eradication of slum areas, 
and congested districts., The Kjngsway 
project is the most noteworthy one.

In all of these schemes the resultant in­
crease in the revenue to the city lisp alone 
justified thé expenditure apart altogether 
from the advantage of improved housing 
conditions, letoened fire risks, etc.

One of the first of such schemes under­
taken was at' Birmingham, England. Ill 
1876 the Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, then

Charles Wilkinson, insurance agent, said 
that on the night of January 5 he met 
the prisoner in the Standard newspaper 
office. They left there together about 
eleven o’clock. The witness went up 
Prince William street, while the prisoner 
went towards Dock street.

Peterson was sworn and said that about 
eleven o’clock that night, while on his way 
home, he was accosted by a stranger who 
enquired the time of the departure of the 
Montreal train and then asked him if he 
knew where there Was a good boarding 
house. Peterson said he accompanied him 
to a house and on the way the stranger 
remarked, “My, I’m heavy.” On being 
asked what the trouble was, he replied, 
“I am loaded with razors, I took them 
from a barber shop. . If the police were 
to catch me I would be in a bad plight.”

During the conversation the prisoner 
asked the name of hip companion, and he 
replied ‘It is O’Brien you are talking to."

Not being able to get into the hotel the 
witness said he took the stranger to his 
own home where he alÿpt on the floor in 
the bedroom. On the stranger leaving in 
the morning, Peterson said O'Brien gave 
him two razors and told him to sell them 
and pay himself for,his trouble. He was 
under the impression that the stranger 
had escaped on a vessel.

Cross-examined by Mr. Wilson, Peterson 
said O’Brien told hito that he had stolen 
the razors from a barber shop next to a 
wholesale liquor store. The witness did 
not think it any harm to associate with
