FOa THE YEAR 1848-9.

In agai^. appealing to the sympathy of a Christian 
public on behalf of the above institution, the 
Committee enter upon the task, with emotions of 
deep gratitude for past support and ardent solicitude 
as to the result of their present effort.

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under the Divine blessing, in alleviating their temporal
