FOREST FIRES RAGING IN MANY
PARTS OF THE STATES.

and San Carles in Flames.

HARBOR IMPROVEMENT.

What the Special Committee of the
Board of Trade Recommend.

At yesterday’s meeting of the Board of

| Trade the committee on harbor improve- |

ment submitted an exhaustive’ report on
harbor improvement. After discussing
the varioiis improvements that have
been suggested from time to time they
made the following recommendations
which will be discussed at a full meeting
of the board next Thursday.

That the government pier be reserved
particularly for the export of wood and
the reception of sugar and other freights
to be forwarded by the I.C. railway.
That the government be requested to
maintain, by dredging, sufficient depth of
water, both at the end and northern side
of this pier; and to provide and maintain
a proper warehouse for the reception of
sugar and other cargoes,

hat the construction of the proposed
wharf #om the government pier to Reed’s
Point wharf be not now entertained.

That the construction of the proposed
extension of Reed’s Point wharf, south-
ward into the harbor, be not proceeded
with, because of its great cost, limited
capacity, and its encroachment on the
harbor if built.

That the buildirg of the proposed
wharf within Lower Cove slip be defer-
red, and that soundings be taken there
to determine what depth of water may
be had, should it appear desirable to
build such wharf.

That the city take steps to acquire the
right of property on all that part of wharf
surface at corporation pier, not owned by
the city, west of Water street from Reed’s
Point to and inclusive of the McLeod
That the surface of said
property be reserved for the construction
of two warehouses, corresponding to
length of wharf, with proper railway
lines within and railway yard room with-
ont.

That the corporation consiruct, own
and control railway connexions with said
warehouses from all points.

property.

That the pier—filling up slips—be ex- J

tended to north side of the McLeod prop-
erty, and that deep water be had by
dredging therefor.

That your committee refrain, for -the
present, from making any recommenda-
tions as to what extensions or improve-
ments may be made, relative to prop-
eﬂierﬁ}g% harbor from McLeod’s
whaet Point Slip. '
That your commitiee deem it-dosirablo
to construct a deep-water pier with ware-
house and railway ccnnections at the
Portland eddy from some point eastward
of Long wharf, to and including part of
Rankin’s wharf; and that the public-
spirited gentlemenr who have recently
acquired large interests at that point
upon which they are already making
large expeuditures, undertake the ac-
complishment of the work.

That having already submitted as the
opinion of your committee, that railroad
companies shall construct, control and
own thelr own [deep-water terminus
your committee recommend toat the
Canada ¢Pacific Railway [Company be
afforded every facil:ty for acquiring all
needful premises at Sand Poini; that the
company shall. own the same, andat
their own cost, construct all needfnl
works, such as in its judgment are re-
quired to conduct the business of the
road at such terminus in a§proper man-
ner; and that liberal subsidies by gifts ‘of
lands required and money granis be
made to the said company §upon
conditions to be arranged when the
nature and extent of the proposed works
have been agreed upon.

Your committee express the hope that
at an early day the Canadian Pacific
railway company will accept as its duty
the early construction of all such works
at Sand Point as may be required to
bring traffic over its own road to this
port.

The committee recommend for the
faverable consideration of the comwon
council the furthering of the project for
building a combination railway and
carriage road bridge, from Carleton via
Navy Isiand, and _continuing railway
from Sand Point to Intercolonial station.

That when it is proposed to ship grain
from this port, instead of building, equip-
ping, and maintaining expensive eleva-
tors near the water level, the plan sug-

sted of receiving into and delivery
rom warehouses on a higher level, into
lighters, by gravitation, will be adopted.
< That your committee recommend all
railway connections—-as between the In-
tercolonial railway station at the north,
and the government pier on the south, on
the harbor front be constructed, owned
and controlled by the city corporatioz.

That in order to test the question of
the availability of this port as the winter
port of Canada, and to provide imme-
diate facilities for the reception and for-
warding of shipments to and from the
same, it is not necessary to expend more
monef/ at present than that involved in
completing the works herein proposed at
corporation pier, with its extension to
and including McLeod’s wharf.

That on the subject of wet docks, your
committee are only deterred by the con-
sideration of the great amount of mgney
involved, from recommending their con-
struction. Nature has provided a per-
manent wet dock above the falls, cover-
ing at least eight hundred acres, where
the water never freezes, and to which
access can be had by cutting a canal, con-
structing locks, over a distance of about
500 yards, and deepening approaches
at a cost not exceeding one millien
dollars.

A Young Farmer's Views of Canada as
Compared With the States.

From the Portage la Prairie Review, Sept. 18,

Mr. A. D. Campbell, of Glenfield, Fos-
ter county, Dakota, called at the Review
office on Saturday and gave us the bene-
fit of an interview with him relative to
some of his experiences during the past
five years in Dakota Mr. Campbell is an
intelligent young farmer, who moved
from Brant county, Ont., to Dakota five
years ago. He is well known in that
part of Ontario, but perhaps not so well
as his brother, who is now treasurer
of the county of Brant. Mr. Campbell’s
present trip to Manitoba is for the pur-
pose of seeking homes for his own
and twenty-five other families living
around him in Dakota, who are

DISGUSTED WITH THE COUNTRY,

and are bound to get out at any cost. He
had been west as far as Calgary, and
stopped off here on Friday to look over
the Portage plains. Hesaid, in relating
his experiences, “there are lots of young
men in Ontario who are perhaps working
on rented farms, and they may be think-
ing of coming to Dakota, and I want to
give them a word of warning not to come.
We made the mistake in going there,
and they can profit by our failures. I
have worked away there for five years,
sank what money I had and Tll not be
able totake out $600. I'd be mighty
glad if T could sell for that amount when
Igo back. Two years ago our Ccrops
were a total failure, and the county
had to furnish us with seed. lLast year
the same thing happened, and the county
again came to our rescue.
THIS YEAR WE HAVE NO CROPS,

and the county cannot help us for it has
already borrowed money to the extent
iof its bonding power, and what we are
going to do now, if the United States
Government does nct come to our res-
cue, God only knows. The only sure
thing we have about farming there is
taxes. We pay fifteen mills on the dol-
larof county tax and twelve mills besides
for the school tax. Everything is taxed
in the houseand out of it. Ingood years
when the crop is not a failure the best
average is fifteen bushels an acre. We
live 30 miles from market and last year
WE COULDN'T GET ANYTHING FOR OUR BUTTER.
When we took it to the store the
merchants gave six cents a pound for it
at first and then they quit taking it al-
together. We begzed them to ship it to
St. Paul, and get what they could for it
and give it to us, but they wouldn’t touch
it” In addition to this bit of his experi-
ence Mf. Campbell gave us a little of his
opinion, too, and we give it as nearly as
may be, as we got it. He said: “You
fellows are all Grits up in this country.
You needn’t deny it now; I know all
about it, for haven’t 1 talked with people
from Winnipeg clear through to Calzary,
and you are all Grits. You are kicking
against the National policy and you are
just

You think if you get the duty off and
get American machinery in' here you
would be all right, but you are mistaken.
The Yankees will use you well till they
get you all solid with your duty off, and
then look out. Why, I saw an American
plough sold up the line for $75, and they

enough till they get you located, and then
you-are not of much account after that.
You people here had better build up a
Pennsylvania and Connecticnt down in
Ontario and Quebec. They’ll do your
manufacturing and youraise stuff to feed
them. Don’t send your money to build
up St. Paul and other cities in the United
States. Canada for the Canadians I say.
A man who is a Grit ought to get out and
live in Dakota a while and he'll soon
make a mighty good Tory.” Mr. Camp-
bell was driven over the Portage plains,
and to say that he was astonished at
our yield of 30 to 40 bushels of fine wheat
to the acre would be putting it mildly.
He left ou Monday for Winnipeg and for
his home in Dakota. He will advise
those by whom he was sent up here to
pull up stakes and come to Manitoba just
as soon as they can.

THE SHORT LINE.

What An Empire Correspondent Has
to Say "About the Shori Lime to
Montreal.

[Toronto Empire.]

The character of the ground being
rough as it is renders all the more won-
derful the excellence of the roadway the
Canadian Pacific Company have con-
structed through that section. So little
noise was made about the opening up of
this line that people are aut to lose sight
of the fact that in this undertaking diffi-
culties were faced, and expenditures in-
carred exceeded only by the ccnstruction
of the Rocky mountain section, and
never dreamed of in'our beautiful, level
and easily worked country. Not only
has the road been built, but it has been
built in the most thorough and sub-
stantial manner. Evidently itwas meant
for business. A single glance at it shows
that the intention of the company is that
it shall earn money. It had only been in
operation three weeks when passed
over, and of course there was the jar and
roughness incidental to a new roadbed,
but the grades are exceptionally low,
when the character of the country is con-
sidered, the roadbed is firm and roost
substantially ballasted. Every bridge
and viaduct is of solid masonry
and iron. In ;places there have
been immense rock cuitings that extend
for hundreds of yards through the solid
granite, and they must have cost enorm-
ously. The factof cutting straight at the
rock demonstrates that the company
were determined to have the best of road-
ways regardless of cost. There are one
or two sharp curves where an express
train will have to slow up somewhat, but
these are unavoidable owing to the lay of
the land, and could not be overcome bf'
any measurable expense.

amount of money involved from recom-
mending the construction of a canal from

the harbor to the basin above the falls,

which they would convert into a huge
wet dock at a cost of $1,000,000.

While we have the highest respect for
the gentlemen who wrote this report,
both individually and in their collective
capacity as a committee, we think itis
open to severe criticism on several
grounds. There is running through it a
disposition- to pass by the obvious and
easily accomplished means of improving
the harbor and to driftaway intoa region
of speculative improvements such as the
Navy Island Bridge, the wet dock above
the falls and the loading of grain into ves-
sells by gravitation. The committee ex-
press their belief that the needful faci-
lities-for-the-reeeption—and shipping-of
grain can be conveniently and in-

expensively provided by making use of

the high elevations attained by railway
on both sides of the harbor, for construc-
tion of warehouses, for storage, when
needed, and for delivery into lighters by
gravitation, and thence by floating ele-
vators to the holds of the several vessels.
They do not, however, tell us at what
points they propose to load these lighters
with grain, and they do not enter into
calculations to show that it is cheaper
to load grain by gravitation into a lighter
and thence carry it into the hold of a ves-
sel by means of a floating elevator, than
it would be to transfer it from the cars to
an elevator on the wharf and then let it

descend by gravitation into the hold of

the vessel. We would respectfully re-
mind the committee that in a harbor,
where the tide rises and falls 28 feet,
there is a good deal of gravitation avail-
able, even on the wharves.

The only practical recommendation

made by the committee to the city is that

which relates to the extension of the new

corporation pier. They ask the city to

take steps to acquire the right of prop-
erty on all that part of the wharf surface
west of Water street, from Reed’s Point
north to and inclusive of the McLeod pro-

perty and tobuild a wharf on the iine of

the pier north to the extreme limit of the
McLeod property, and two warehouses
corresponding to the length of the wharf.
They also recommend that the corpora-
tion construct, own and control railway
connexions with said warehouses from
all points, 1hé committee thus describe
the properties which they propose to im-
prove in the manner indicated:

Next north comes the Corporation pier,
the first stretch of which is about 435
feet. This pier is at present occupied by
the Dighy and Annapolis steamer, the
Furness line of steamers and other ves-
sels. The whole of this front would be
required to accommodate a steamer like
the Vancouver. Thus only one large
steamer can be placed here. This pier is
without proper warehouse or railway con-
nection. The surface wharfage of this
sectlon from river front to east side of
Water stieet, 435 feet long, has a breadth
varying from 120 feet at the south end to
208 at north, and which asone whole,in
your commiltee’s view, is too limited as
regards space for necessary warehouse
and railroad yard room. A very con-
siderable portion of this surface isin the
hands of private owners. This section
will be well adapted for the uses to which
it is now applied when proper warehouse
and railway facilities are added.

A HAVEN OF GOLD

LCONTINUED.

Everything had been so well prepared
beforehand that nothing was left to be
arranged on the last day. A blazing
July sun poured down on the grounds of
Reminshall Abbey, and the little glen
arranged for the performanco was the
only shady nook within the cultivated
part of the grounds immediately sur
rounding the house.

The ma-
trons, in the main, employed themselves
in speculating as to how much the whole
thing had cost to get up, and many
came to the conclusion that the ices and

The hero of the play was indulging in |
a long meandering soliloquy during
which at rehearsals Lady Charlotte
had ‘been coached te occupy herself
with elaborate stage business, but
had forgotten all her coaching. She felt |
her eyes fixed on Mr. Potts. A servantin
gorgeous livery, with much mysterious |
and apparently meaningless gold orna- |
mentation dropping from one shoulder, |
came rapidly towards his master. Tho |
servant bent down with that remarkable |
air of blended mystery and respect pe-
culiar to the well mannered footman and
murmured what seemed to Lady Char-
lotte a long communication, Mr. Wash-
ington Potts looked serious and said a
few words to the servant, and stood up
and moved a few steps in the direction
of the house.

Lady Charlotte felt her heart beating
furiously.
