Vice-President Webb of the Cemtral
Makes a Remarkable Trip—Only a
Hot Box Prevented a Still More

York to Buffalo that not only breaks the

record for long distance running, but

leaves previous records way out of sight.

It has been lusively d d

for the first time that a train can not

only make 60 miles an hour, but it can
keep it up for 440 miles at a stretch,
without counting the time lost
by stops. The trip of 436} miles from
New York to Buffalo was made in 439}
minutes, with no allowance for stops. If
it hadn’t been for a hot journal og the
locomotive, causing a delay of eight
minutes at Fairport, the trip would have
been made in the same number of min-
utes as the mileage,which Mr. Webb in-
tended todo, or probably less time.

The train had covered the 361

miles from New York to Fairport in 361

minutes, under very favorable conditions.

It had ran several minutes ahead of the

schedule which General Superintendent

Theodore Voorhees prepared. Mr. Voor-

hees calculated to bring the train into

Buffalo, 440 miles, in 435 minutes, and

his calculations were carried outto a

dot until they struck the hot box at

Fairport.

from 1851 to 1891 was 664, these figures
being based on the increase in building
in the South end which was record-
ed by the building inspeclor. This
estimate, however, was far too
1low, the actual increase in houses in St.
John being 1,104, the number of houses
having risen from 5,375 in 1881 to 6,479
in 1891, . But in 1881 of the 5,375 houses
in St. John 239 were uninhabited while
in 1891 of the 6,479 houses in St. John
only 63 were uninhabited. There are
therefore 1,280 more inhabited houses
in St. John now than there were in 1881
and yet we are asked to believe that
with all this the population of this city
has declined. Does any sensible man
believe it? The following table shows
the number of families, inhabited houses
and population of St. Jobhn in 1881 and

1891 according to the census returns.

Thos. McGreevy on behalf of the party
in the district of Quebec in the political
interest of Sir Hector Langevin.”

It may be observed that the mingr-
ity accept Murphy’s evidencejas gospel
truth, except in one instance, though
they go out of their way to throw dis-
credit on thetestimony ofthe Connollys.
T'hey accept the evidence of Williams,
who was mentioned as a possible success-
or to Maorphy, though Sir Hector Lange-
vin, Mr. Perley and Thos.

OUR TREATY RIGHTS.
A Memorial to the Queen to be Passed
by Both Houses.

0.Orrawa, Sept. 15.—Hon. Mr. Abbott
gave notice to-day of the following im-
portantaddress to the Queen,lo be voted
by both houses:

We, Your Majesty’s most dutiful and

loyal subjects—

The senate and house of commons of
Canads, in parliament assembled, hum-
bly request that Your Majesty may be
graciously pleased to take into consider-
ation the position of Canada in re-
spect of certain important matters af-
fecting its trade relations with the em-
pire, and with foreign nations. -

Your memorialists desire, in the first
place, to draw attention to certain stipu-
lations in the existing treaties with Bel-
gium, and with the German Zollverin,
ordinarily referred to as the most fav
ored nation clauses, which are extended
to other countries, whose commercial
treaties with Great Britain contain a
most favored nation clause, and which
apply to the British colonies, by art. 15
of the treaty with Belgium, entered into
in 1862, Canada is compelled to admit
all articles the produce or manufacture
of Belgium at the same or at no higher
rate of duty than is imposed upon sim-
ilar articles of British origin, and in the
treaty with the German Zollverin, en-
tered into in 1865, it is stipulated that
the produce of those states shall not be
subject to any hire or other import
duties than the produce of the United
Kingdom or of any other country of the
like kind, and that the exports to thése
sta tes should not be subject to any hige-
er duties than exports to the United
Kingdom.

Your memorialists consider that these
provisions in foreign treaties are incom-
patible with the rights and power subse-
quently conferred by the British North
America act upon the parliament of
Canada for the regulation of the trade
