At the meeting of the city counci!
on Friday ‘the c¢ity solicitor reported
that the manager of the B. C. BE. R
had not yet replied to his letter with
reference fo the agreement over electrie
light and power rates, and meanwhile
he had asked the comptroller to pay
the city bills, less the amount to be re-
duced under the terms of the agree-
ment.

Alderman H. M. Fullerton wished
some action to be taken in conrection
with the rates to the ordinary citizens:

Mr. Raymur said he had heard un-
oclally that it was the intention of the
manager to consult with the officials
in Vancouver before giving a reply.

Alderman Langley meved that the
solicitor should be asked to advise the
council whether the city was in & po-
sition now to enforce . the agreement
with the company. He believed the
rates were higher than were justified
by the cost of the supply.

Alderman H. M. Fullerton contended
that even if the schedule of rates
under agreement was maintained eit-
jzens would be paying far too much
for their light in eomparison with
other cities. While the street lighting
section was just, the agreement so far
as it affected private lighting was as
bad a thing as was ever perpetrated
on the public. He was advised that
the city had no remedy except expro-
priation of the undertakings of the
company, and that was a serious step.

Alderman Ross, as a member of the
council when the agreement was pass-
ed, said it was definitely understood
there was to be a big reduction in the
Hghting rates when power was avail-
able from Jordan river.’

The city solicitor said@ that allowing
for the discount of 123% per cent for
prompt payment, the private consum-
ers were paying 113% cents per killowatt
hour, or a fraction above the sched-
uled prices in the agreement of Sep-
tember, 1909.

Alderman Gleason was in favor of the
council bringing the company up to
the scratch in this matter, even if it
was only one hundredth: of one per
cent. The company in the matter of
street improvements had treated the
city in a way which was intolerable.

Alderman Langley’s motion was
adopted, and the matter dropped.

Interesting Points Are Involved
in Real Estate
Action

Vancouver, Dec. 9.—An appeal to
the Supreme Court of Canada ‘was
launched yesterday in _the case of
Nasmith vs. Bentley and Weir, in
which the Court of Appeal of British
Columbia recently wupheld the judg-
ment of Mr. Justice Clement at ihe
trial.

The case invelves several interesting
points in connection with the relation
of a real estate broker to his princi-
pals.

CHINESE PREMIER
SUBMITS TERMS

YUAN SHI KAl TRIES
TO SAVE NATION

Eight Thousand Manchus Re-
ported to Have Been Slain
in the Interior

Pekin, Dec. 9.—The terms the
imperial delegates will take to Shang-
hai from Nanking in an endeavor to
settle the questions In dispute between;
the government and the revolutionists
are believed to provide:

First, that the' Emperor shall be
retained, though he will be entirely
without power.

Second, that a president and cabinet
shall be elected by the nation and the
president shall possess the same au-
thority as the president of a repub-
lic.
Third,
are acceptable, the government
grant provincial autonomy.

These terms are considered largely
a bluff. Yuan Shi Kai still controls
a substantial army, but is unable to
pay the soldiers and desiring teo save
the nation must accept the Republican
demands. Therefore he offers auton-
omy which the provinces will have as-
sumed.

Most of the legations are ready to
help the eraperor, In case of his abdi-
cation, but it is believed the court will
select either that of the United States
or Japan.

The first direct and unecensored
news received from Sian Fu sinee the
recent outbreak there was brought
here yesterday by messengers. It
consists of letters to the British and
American legations and to the direc-
tor “of posts. The letter says 8,000
Manchus were  slaln by Chinese and
that there was much looting.  Several
mission houses in the province were
destroyed, and elght foreigners, some
of them children;, were: killed. - Four
of the -dead are Americans.

Acecording to the letters, foreigners
in. the province of Shen Si, of which
Sian Fu is the' c¢apital, = numbered
seventy-five, including seventeen
Americans. ‘A majority of these are
now in Sian Fu, but others fled te the
provinee of Kan Su.

Who Advanced Mile

!mpmsened By Dust Exploswn——Rescue Pameq

Into Main Shaft are

Driven Back By Flames.

Knoxville, Tenn., Dec. 9.—A “dust”
explosion in the main mine of the
€ross-Mountain system near Bryce-
ville, 3% ‘miles north of here, early to-
day, entombed a large number of
woxkmen who had just entered for the
day’s work. The number of men en-
tdinbed fs mnow variously estimated at
125 to 260.

Rescue parties at once prepared to
enter the mine frem eother parts of the
company’s property.

The mine is owned and operated by
the Knoxville Iron Company, and is
about 35 miles from Knoxville.

News of the explosion spread abeut
the Bryeeville d&istrict and throngs of
women and children rushed to the
meouth of the shaft and eclamored to be
allowed to make thelr way inside.

Many of the women knew their hus-
bands had entered the mine before the
blast.. Most of these wives, however,
maintained brave hearts. The majority
of them had witnessed almest similar
scenes,

One woman, who gathered others
about her, attempted to cheer her
weeping sisters. “Now, I know my old
man isn't dead,” she asserted. “It will
take moré than a dust explosion to kill
him.”

Rescue work was checked before 11
o’clock as great billows of flame be-
gan to belch from the mouth of the
mine. The rescue parties weré hurled
back by the flames. Hope for the im-
 prisoned miners has now yielded to
despair.

Members of the rescue squads who
were driven from the mine by flames
and smoke declare they had advanced
a mile into the main shaft before they
were forced to retire, and that they
had discovered no signs of the im-
prisoned men. Just before these
rescuers were driven out they en-
countered a cave-in near the entrance.

It was of such a character as to m
it impossible for them to do furt
work.

Of all the Men who went into
mine three have escaped. They wes
John Lang, Samuel Farmer and B
Halmaker. They were in one of th
lateral shafts. Warned by the no!
they escaped before being overtak:
by the fames. These men observe]
bad ‘“signs” as they entered the mine,
They believe the exact location of tha
blast is at least two miles in the -
terior and 800 feet from the mountain
crest. Beecause of the cave-in and the
smoke and flames, it is fmpossible fc
rescuers to proceed into the mine. Then
must await the coming of the federa]
rescuing apparatus due here
o’clock.

Supporters of Municipal Ownership
Returned.—Controller Waugh
Elected Mayor.

Winnipeg, Dec. 9.—Winnipeg re-

cil yesterday, ' headed by Controller
Richard Waugh as mayor, with a
thousand majority. Controllers Cock-
burn, father of the power plant, Mc-
Arthur and Harvey, are re-elected, and
Alderman Douglas is the fourth mem-
ber of the board.

Ottawa, Dec. 9.—The financial state-
ment for the Dominion for eight
months of the fiscal year ending with
November 30, shows a total revenue for
that period of $87,886,848 as againqt a
revenue of $75,875,446 for the .same
period last year. Expenditures for
elght months so far as accounted for
are slightly less than $48,000,000, or
practically the same as in 1910. There
has been an increase of $2,000,000 on
railroads, which is due to the greater
progress made during the vear on ~the
national transcontinental railway.

McManigal alleges that
persons other than John J. McNamara,
the secretary-treasurer, paid him for

It was said to-day that in all prob-
abilit¥ ‘mno  indictments would be. . re-
turned for a week, and perhaps for
even a longer time The whereabouts
of some of the men; said to be sought
as witnesses, ‘are not definitely known
and the list is so long as to render it
likely: that many days will elapse be-
fore all are heard.

Information gathered here indicated
that the scope of the Los Angeles in-
quiry is not entirely determined by the
department of justice at Washington,
In view of similar investigation in pro-
gress at Indianapolis, it is possible that
the one here will be used to ‘“clean
up” the Pacific coast angles of the af-
fair, leaving the wider range for the
other. In this connection was recalled
an interview of W. J. Burns, in which
he said that the papers serving the
territory between the Appalachian and
the Rocky mountains would probably
get news of the further arrests. There
seemed to be no doubt to-day that
prominent labor leaders on the coast
would be called on to aid the m\estt-
gators in their work.

That J. B. McNamara intended
placing bombs at the home of General
Otis, proprietor of the Los Angeles
Times, and Felix Zeehandelaer, secre=
tary of the Merchants’ and Manufac-
turers’ Association, was the assertion
made to-day by one of the state’s des
tectives who worked on the case.

When the McNamaras would go to
San Quentin penitentiary was as much
of a mystery to-day as at any time
since sentence was pronounced. A re-
port that they already had gone was
denied by Sheriff Hammel, and on good
authority it was learned that their
commitment papers, without which
they cannot be taken to the peniten-
tiary, had not reached the sheriff’s
hands.

Visits Philadelphia. .

New York, Dec. 8.—Detective W. J.
Burns left to-day for Philadelphia
after holding a conference here yester-
day with Walter Drew, counsel for the
National Erectors’ Association. He
will return to New York to-morrow to
continue his investigation of local dy-
namiting cases.

SUFFRAGETTES IN WALL STREET.

New York, Dec. 8.—Suffragettes made
another attempt yesterday to preach
their doctrines on Wall street and this
time were unmolested. Remembering
the treatment received by a party un-
der Mrs. Pankhurst, the English lead-
er, which was hooted out of the finan-
cial district a week ago by several
thousand messenger boys and brokers’
clerks, the suffragettes went attended
by a strong guard of police. They
were led by Mrs. Harriet Stanton
Blatch, president of the Women’s Po-
litical Union. A great crowd cheered
the speakers.

“In ordinary business life, whether
in banking, insurance, commerce or
transportation, the general opinion' is
that the longer a man is engaged in
a given work the more competent he
becomes. We do not have our bank
managers or the heads of our railways
or big industrial concerns changed at
every annual meeting or whenever a
new director is elected to the board.
It -would be just as sensible, however,
to make these changes as it is to re-
move civil servants every time there
is a change of government. There are
undoubtedly cases where civil servants
havé been active partisan workers and
as such have given offence to .the
other party. This should not be allow-
ed, but on the other hand, it is not
right to disfranchise civil servants
simply because they are working for
the government,

“fn the case of the International
Waterways Commission there is not
the. slightest doubt but that the old
board was removed and the new one
appointed simply because it was neces-
sary to find places for party workers.
The;i.r work in adjusti questions
arising from the waterways: between
€anada and the United States is a most
important one. In our past relations
with the United States wg have never
comeoff too well, and to be able''to’
hold pur own with them it is necessary
to secure the best possible men.

He is a strong ad-
vocate of trade within the Empire and
made a suggestion that is worthy of
the earnest consideration of our gov-
ernment. He believes a conference of
trade experts from all the colonies of
the Empire should be held at_ some
point, where. the fullest consideration
would be given to the exports and.im-
ports of the various countries, the isur-
plus products that ‘New:Zealand might
shop to Canada, and vice vérsa: There
should, he’ firmiy believes, be more re-
ciprocity between the' colohies." "

Discussings the reccnt electionq in

It
would also be a small compliment to
the intelligence of a nation—as a na-
tion of men— to admit the sovereignty
of one woman when he considers all
women inferior. Yet England has had
queens. What is the logic whieh de-
duces a reason? 3

Aggressive methods.

“Now - to come - to aggressive me-
thods. For forty years women :in
England have been working “for the
vote. At the present ‘time thgre are
enough members of the House'in fayor
of ‘the granting .of the franchise 'to
women, but unfortunately for the suc-
cess of the movemenf the men who
favor Woman Suffrage belong to all

‘What Mrs, Pankhurst Says.

“The words of one cabinet minis-
ter,” said Christabel Pankhurst, “we
are prepared to take from his own
mouth, and apply them’ to our agita-
tion. We are prepared to 'say with
him that protest against injustice is
the only way of keeping the soul un-~
deflled by injustice. We are prepared
to say with him that it is right to meet
oppression by making constant resist-
ance to it. That is what we are do-
ing. We are fighting against the gov-
ernment for the good of. our own
souls, and for the improvement of ghe
souls of the men. We are fighting
also for a practical object; we are
fighting to defeat the government, and
to wrest the vote from them.~ Now,
everybody knows we cannot get the vote
without bringing pressure to bear
upon the government. You cannot get
anything done without bringing pres-
sure to bear upon the government, and
when you are saying that you: are not
saying anything against the character
of any particular ‘government, you are
simply stating a fact. We are bring-
ing pressure to bear upon the govern-
ment, and when we do that we are not
doing anything more, or other than
men politicians do; the sole difference
is that men politicians have got a con-
stitutional means of bringing pressure
to bear— they have got the vote. Now,
we have no constitutional means { fof
achieving our end. I know scme peo-
‘ple try to persuadé  us -that Ave have.

" They say that -we ought to abandon

the militant methods, and use consti-
tutional methods instead. Well, that
fs just what we are only too anxious
to do, and what we shall do when the
vote is ours. But they will not give us
the vote, which is the sole constitu-
tional weapon, and then they try to
tantalise us by saying ‘Use the vote,’
and then snatch it away. We say that
if you won't give us constitutional
means, we will use.an unconstitutional
méshs. Before I leave this gquestion
of protesting at meetings, I will fell
you why we do it. We do it in the
first place, to draw attention to dur
grievance and to educate the public.
In the second place, we Know it to:be
an excellent way of harrassing cabmet
ministers. It is nothing to us to ibe
interrupted, but.to them it is a \gry
serious madtter.

American Treasurer - Geneial
Jells .of- Work—Russian
Government’s Demand

’i‘eheran, Dec. 11—1In én interview
Mr. Shuster *‘ha’ American treasurer-
gemeral, told “of thé work he has ac-

try’s finances.

“On June 12, he said,
sumed charge ofsthe Persian treasury
and révenues, T found banking deficits
of . £600,000 and ‘not a penny incash.
There was an unknown sum in out-
starding chegues, drafts and treasury
promises  to pay, issued by ‘the pre-
vious ministers of finance.

“Since then, despite the civil war
which alone took more than $1,500,000,
and despite the atiendant -disorders
throughout the Empire, ¢causing: dim-.
inution of revenues, I have paid tha
banking deficits £6500,000; I have fur-
nished the expenses of running the
government; I have met promptly all
foreign obligations accruing, and now
I have in the treasury assets of
$800,000.

“When the ultimatum demanding my
dismissal was presented, I informed the
members of the Medliss that I wisheéd
them to take the decision which  they
thought best for Persia, and. not 1o
consider -me in any manner, adding
that I would loyally abide by their de-
cision.

“Their ‘unanimous . action was then
entirely . ‘voluntarily. . This striking
proof of confidence in a foreign official,
given in the face of threatened de-
atruction of Persla’s nationality,” com-
pels :mé:in honor, to ablde by their
wishes, while I remalin in their employ.

“Great responsibility has been thrust
on me. The foreign demand for my
dismissal obliges me to stand by the
word that Persia has spoken, and that
if the Medliss would indicate the be-
lief or if the powers which have de-
manded my dismissal cen show that
any substantial advantage -may accrue
to Persia by my departure at this me-
ment, I am ready to go.”

The 'general beHef here is that'if Mr.
Shuster goes, Persia will go with himn.

The Russlan government has intl.
mated to Persia that while it insists
upon the dismissal of Shuster, it is
prepared to make some concession: rel-
ative to the second article of its ulti-
matiim regarding the payment of com-
pensation provided Persia . will grant:-a
concession for a railroad from Julfa to
Teheran and from Teheran to Khan
Ikfu. It is also believed that Great
Britain will press for a railroad cen-
cession in the south.

Rusgia has presented a note request-
ing-the punishment of the assassin of
Ala Ed Dowleh, ex-gove-~n~ of "the
provitice of Fars, who was killed while
feaving his residence on ‘December 1.
Russia’s kction-is due to the fact that
it is generally believed the three -as-
sassins took vengeance on _Ala Ed
Dowleh ‘on account of his alleged re-
actionary intrigues with Russia.

When the news of Waldron's disap-
pearance was carried to the courtroom
just before the time for court to-con-
vene, attorneys for both sides - im-
mediately went into conterence to de-
termine the effort of the incident on
the case. Prosecutor Conklin said the
state would . start at once investiga-
ting to determins whether Waldron
had been induced to éscape.

Attorney Walsh for the defence sald
he would ask that elisors.be appointed
to take charge of the jury until Wald-
ron could be found. ;

Domestic trouble is said to. have
caused Waldron to grow restlessg under
confinement as a Juror. To preévent his
roommate and - fellow - juror, G. W.
Palmer, from upsetting hig - .plans, | o,
Waldron erected a dummy man. on
the bed and sllpped it into his place
in the bed. The room was in the
rear of the hotel next to a bathroom.
Waldron removed a staple from the
transom:- in the door over the bath
and climbed over. When Palmer arose
this morning  he noticed his dummy
bedfellow and then spréad the alarm.

LUDWIG BRAUNE IS
GONVIGTER OF THEFT

Man Known in Victoria Im-
prisoned for Six Months for
Offence at Winnipeg

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Ludwig Braune, well-known in Victorla
some months ago, and in regard to whom
a warrant was [ssued from police head-
quarters, has been arrested in Winnipeg
and sentenced to serve six months’ fm-
prisonment on seven charges of theft of
surgical instruments.

In- sentencing -the prisoner Judge Wal-
ker sald that the Winnipeg doctors had
done: all possible for him, but that he had
betrayed thelr confidence.

Braune served a sentence from the
‘Vancouver police court, and later came to
Viotoria, where he became friendly with
medical men and made himself known at
the hospitals here. He was a German
medical man with” Géerman degrees, and
made a practice of getting into the con-
fidence of physicians and officers of hos-
pitals and then cashing bad cheques and
stealing surgical Instruments. He . was
recently married, and his. wife was with
him at Winnipeg during his trial there.
8hé was prostrated with grief over the
tragedy of her life. She alse is sald to
be well-known in Vlctor!a, as it was here
that Braune met her. L

The warrant i{ssued for his arrest here

was for passing cheques and for the theft
of a typewriter. The police in all the
eastern cities were notified that he was
wanted, but as there were no funds pro-
vided for his return.to Victoria to stand
trial the police action ceased here.

The offence cor-mitted by him in Van-
couver was robbing doctors’ offices, and
ha received ten months’ imprisonment.
While awaiting sentence at Winnipeg
Braune wept continuously and saild the
suspense. Was terrible. His diplomas in
Germany. were cancelled’ some time age.
Heo then came to America“as a ship’s sur-

geon and eventually reached the West.

The visit of the well known and |
popular American biologxst Dr‘ C..
Hart Merriam, which the members of
the Natural History Society have been
looking forward to for some time, wilt§
be paid to Victoria this week, and on
Wednesday evening he will be heard
in the auditorium of ‘the ¥. M. C. A.,
under the auﬁpides of the soclety, in
an jBustrated lectura upo‘n ,"'rhe
Colorization of Wild Anlmala.

Dr. Merriam is admitiedly, me high-
est authority on biology on :this.con-
tment ‘and for the past 40 ‘vears- h°

has been an earnest student and in-
vestigator of animal life. In the courss’
of his investigations he has covered
every part of the continent and up
into the Aretic regiuns Over ‘twenty
vears ago he visited the Pribilof isl-
ands and made a lengthy investigation
into the life and habits of the fur seal
there, and he has conducted many bio-
logical explordtions in the far western
states. About a dozen years ago ‘he’
went 'to Alaska at the request of the
late E. H. Harriman and made a Vvery
close study of the flora and fauna of
that territory. He has written volum-
inously on the subjects of his speclaA
study, and his books have the ‘gréat
merit to the average man ‘of being
writien in a c¢lear and easily followed
manner. Since 1885 Dr. Merriam has
been the chief of the United States
biologicai survey. He is a close per-
sonal friend of Theodore Roosévelt.

The trip of this distinguished scien=
tist to British Columbia at ‘this time
is to get more closely in touch “with’
the work being “done by the Dominion
and provincial governments in the
matter of bielogical research. He has
planned the visit for some time, but
was unable to come at the time he had
first fixed.

There should be a large audience to
hear’ Dr. Merriam on Wednesday even-
ing.'

‘A TEACHER PUNISHED
Sentenced to One Week in’ Jail for
* Chastising a Pupll—Teacher

Collapsed.

« -Miss Nora McCrea, a young school
teacher residing in Merrickville, “was
found guilty by Judge McDonald on
December 1, of assaulting nine-year-
old Helen MecCoubrie, a @ pupil. at
Soper’s school,” near Frankville, on
October 19 and 23 last. A sentence
of one week in jall was imposed.

Four pupils swore to witnessing the
chastisements which were administer-
ed with a blackboard pointer, some of
the blows falling on the child’s head.
Two physicians also testified to the in-
juries received by the McCoubrie ehild.
She was laid up for several weeks.

The accused was the only witness
for the defence and she admitted pun-
ishing the child under great provoca-
tion.

In passing sentence, Judge MecDon-
ald intimated that he ¢ould have sen-
tenced the prisoner to two years. Miss
MecCrea collapsed when the sentence
was pronounced and had to be assist-
ed into the jail.

James McCoubrie, the foster-father
of the child, stated that he had accept-
ed $500 from Miss McCrea on'the un-
derstanding that there would be no
prosecution.

The proceedings were later institut-|
ed by Agent Traill of the: Children’s
Aid Society.

1TAHANS CENSURE
" ALL WAR NEWS

—

De’ternﬁned Not to Permit Pub-
l;catron of Unfavorahle
: ‘Reports

! London. Dec. 8. — The reports of
B.Dominable atrocities committed by
Arabs on Italians in Tripoli, have cre-
ated adeep “impression here. Regret
A4/ felt that the act of the ITtalian offi-
cers in causing the expulsion of all in-
dependent correspondents from Tripoll
now prevents the outside world from
getting first-hand infermation.

Although it is stated that four Eng-
lish ' correspondents testify to these
atrocities by the Arabs, the dispatches
published in all the London papers are
almost verbally identical and obvious-
!y\ emanating from the same source.
This condition Is felt to throw doubt
on the reports.

THen the expulsion of Dr. Hans Barth
from Rome, where he was correspond-
ent of the Berlinger Tageblatt for
inany years, and enjoyed a high repu-
tatlon as a writer on Itallan subjects,
shows the determination of Italy to
prevent the publication of any news
except that favorable to itself.

This again casts suspicion on reports,
all of which now come from Italian
quarters, The Turks, it is true, have
established a reputation for atrocities.
In: the Arabian revolt on the Red Sea,
quite - recently, the. town of Djishan,
with its entire Arab population, waa
completely exterminated. But Turkish
savagery is not regarded here as ex-
cusing the Italian barbarity which Bri-
tish correspondents have seen in Tri-
poli.

Fortunately there are fresh rumors of
peace efforts at Constantinople. Italy
cannot much longer continue the cam-
paign, -as her financial sacrifices are
enormous. The war f{tself is costing
Italy. $15,000,000 a month, and besides
thiq vast unproductive outlay, Italy has
lost her whole trade with Turkey, the
Leévant, north Africa and the Red Sea.
Signor Felice, the notéd Socialist
deputy, whe declared - that the war
should not:have cost a drop of bloed
‘nor’ &’ centimo, -now protests: “It is
ridiculous. that 40,000 men- should be
heid at -bay- by 2,000. Turkish soldiers.
Whyinwilve eurselves: in & war which
may become dangerous if prolonged?”’
Even Algeria and Tunis are feeling
the effects in a falling off of the winter
vigitors. These French colonies have
fssued an urgent appeatlt to English and
American tourists to patronize them
.&s usual.

SOLD GOODS ON SUNDAY.

Vancouver, Dec. 9.—Found guilty of
a ‘breach of the Lord’s Day Act ten
proprietors of small stores and cigar
stands in the city were finéd $1 and
costs in the police court. The cases
have been pending for two months as
it was on Sunday, October 1, that evi-
dence on which the men \'.ere convict-
ed was collected.

The stuff sold consisted malinly of
cigars, tobacco and candy. In deliver-
ing judgment Magistrate Shaw stated
that he understood that the cases were
brought to court in the nature of a
test, and that therefore he would im-
pose only a nominal penalty.

He was gulded #n the decision by a
recent finding of Chief Justice Middle-
ton in Ontario in the case of Regina
vs. Wells. The men who owned the
shops but who had not personally sold
anything were fined as well as the
others, the magistrate declaring that
they were responsible for the acts of
their clerks to ‘that extent.

It is probable that as a result of
the magistrate’s finding, J. E. Bird,
who appeared for the defence of all
the parties concerned, will insist on
vrosecutions of hotel stands and drug
stores where goods are sold on Sundas;.
The permission of the attorney-gen-
eral must be obtained before any such
prosecution is started.

MEMBERS EJECTED.

Lively Scenes in New South "Wales
State Parliament.

Sydney, N. 8. W., Dec. 8.—There werg
wild scenes of disorder and excitement
enacted on the floor of the :state par-
liament of New South Wales yester-

ployed@ by Speaker Willis towards a
number of Liberal members.

Speaker Willis, who was elected ‘to
the legislature as a Liberal, ‘attained
the speakership by deserting his: own:
party and crossing the floor of the
House to the Labor side, that party
being in power. Yesterday by his or-
ders four Liberal members were forei-
bly removed from the chamber by the
police.

The trouble started when Mr. Wood,
an ex-minister, wished to make an
explanation. He was ordered to desist;
but persisted until four constables
twisted his hands behind his back and
rushed him out amid scenes of great
tumult.

Following this, the member for Na-
moi called the member for Waverley a
“snob,” with a strong prefix attached
to it. The latter protested. ‘‘Remove
him,” crid the Speaker, and straight-
away the order was carried out. On
the ground of interrupting business he
had the member for Paramatta remov-
ed, because he asked the Speaksr to
reprove the wmember for Namoi for
using unparliamentary language. For
the same reason he ousted the mem-
ber for Middle Harbor.

This ended the excitement, as no
other Liberal member appeared willing
to be offered up as a sacrifice and the
scene ended by the member for Namoi
apologizing to the offended member.

‘Washington, D. C., Dec. 8-—Penalifes
aggregating '$7,960 were to-day imposed
by Acti‘n‘g Secretary Cable, of the de-
partment of commerce and labor, up-
on the. steamer. Orterie, charged with
what the department characterizes as
the worst case of neglect of steerage
passengers ever brought under the
passengers act of 1882,

there were in the eight weeks of her
voyage, 58 deaths, 57 being of children.

wEATHERs BAD GALE
i OFF CAPE MEND!CIM)

Forced to Leave Mazatlan’
_Tmée During Typhoons

»

‘When rolling heavily in a strong
southeast gale off Cape Mendicino two
days ago the cargo of the Canadian-'
Mexfcen Mner Lonsdale, Capt. Bates)
which arrived in port Friday morning,*
shifted and it was with some difficulty,
that it stowed back in its former place.
Thé steamship had but 500 tons of
freight and in the heavy beam seas
the’ Lonsdale rolled-heavily and ship~'
ped large quantities of water over her
bulwarks. - When struck by one heavy'
sea the vessel took a lst and when she
failed' to right herself Capt. Bates
sént one of the officers below to exam-
ine the cargo.  When he ascertained
that the frefght had shifted he order-
ed the c¢rew to restow it and nothlng'
further resulted.

Descrthing‘ the trip Capt. Bates
states that after leaving Salina Cruz
fine weather was encountered until off
Mendicino, when a nasty southeast!
zale sprang up and a beam sea comi-.
meneed to toss the ship about. The'
wtnd continued to blow from the south="
feast . the vessel was abreast of
Cape B , when it suddenly veered’
around to the northwest. 'The seas
‘were . running tremendously high and
the old packet was pitching and romng
about in every concefvable manner.,
Off Cape Flattery yesterday afternoon
another southeast gale set in and the
vessel was fourteen days miaking the
run _north from Salina Cruz, reaching
‘Willam Head last night about $
o'cfock. ;

While the Lonsdale was lying in Ma~-
zathn . wamnz to discharge her "coal
cargo a typhoon swept the waterfront
there.. As the harbor there is only an
open roadstead Capt. Bates declded
that rather thgn take a chance at rid-
ing out the storm at anchor he would
head his ship out fnto the open sea.
For. many hours the steamship wea-
thered. the storm outside while many
small craft in the harbor were bhlown
eshore. Capt. Bates states that the
storm came on so suddenly that before
‘the Lonsdale was under weigh the gale
was blowing at a furlous rate. When
the storm had died down the steamship
Jeturned to her moorings, but a little
Jater Mazatlin was visited by a similar
gale and once 4nore the vessel had. to
put to sea. The damage done during
these two storms was not as great as
that reported. by Ca.pt Masters of the
NHen}ey. which arrwed here from Sa-
Llina  Cruz abeut two weeks ago.

As.soon as .the Lonsdale has dis-
charged her cargo at Vancouver she
will' return here and be  floated into
the dry-dock at:Esquimalt for a sur-
vey.. It is understood that extensive
repairs are to he made to the steam-
ship as'she is badly in need of them.

The Lonsdale brought north about
58Q tons of general cargo, including 50
tons for Victoria. The freight includ-
ed everything from a keg of nails to a
keg of whisky.

DISABLED SHIP IN PORT. 3

Fishing Steamer Grant Towed to Se-
attle by Shamrock—Engine Troyble.

Seattle, Dee. 8.—In tow of the tug
Shamrock, the fishing steamer Grant,
which was disabled in the north, arriv-
ed in the bay last night and docked
early to-day. The Grant, which is
owned by the San Juan Fishing &
Packing Company, after drifting help-
lessly for many hours, reached Alert
Bay, Vancouver Island, early last Fri-
day morning.

The vessel’'s engines were out of
commission and she was compelled to
await assistance. Fortunately the
Grant was equipped with wireless ap-
paratus and in a_few hours her own-
ers knew that she was in trouble. A
tug was dispatched from Vancouver te
her assistance.

The vessel was returning from the
halibut fishing ' banks when the acci-
dent occurred and has a cargo of fish.

CONSERVATION PROBLEMS.

Chicage, Dec, 8.—In an address before
the National Irrigation Congreéss here to-
day, Gifford Pinchot devoted himeself
¢hiefly ‘to Alaska and the conservation
problems there. He praised the work of
Secretary of the Interfor Fisher, and said
the administration was -eertain to defeat
any effort to monopolize the valuable ceal
lands.

Speaking. on water power and the means
of irrigation congress, Mr. Pinchot de-
clared that ‘“when you gain control of the
water problem in any country, you have
solved all the physical problems of that
eountry.

“Water power is the thing that makes
the world go .around,” said Mr. Pinchot,
“and a bill will certainly be passed at thmn
session of Congress conserving the water
pow,f and giving te the people the water
powers which have hitherto been gnen
to the interests.”

Crops-of Ducks—L eads to
Staking of Claims:

That the whole of Robert Tilton’s
ranch on Rosehill, near Kamloops,
has been staked .as placer gold is the
fact that has just leaked out after]
the events that led te the discovery:
have been kept seeret.for over a
vear says the Kamloops Sentinel.

The story of the find. is a remark-
able one. In November, 1918, Mrs.: R.
E. Smith; of this eity, purehased.a do= 1S
mestic duck at Roy Bell’'s butchsr
shop and on opening. - the gizzard
found in it a gquantity of black sand
among the gravel. . Carefully washing
the gizzard contents, many - coiors
were obtained and  one -piece of
coarse gold. Inguiry of Mr. Tudsge,
at Bell's, elicited  the ~information
that he had that day purchased two
ducks from a farmer and of  these
Mrs. Smith had taken one. The other
duck had also been sold and the giz-
zard was procured from the  pur-
chaser and examined, coarsz gold be-
ing found in.it alse. The ducka had
been purchased from Robert Tilton,
Rosehill, and - this fall Mr. Tudge
bought .all the ducks he had and the
gizzards were turned over to  Mrs,
Smith. Iniedch of them gold.-was
found, but:the character of the sand
was different from . that fouhd in the
first two. On inqulry it was found
that the latter, being older birds,
had wan.dered farther afield to feed
than ‘this year’s ydunger birds. Two
wells had been- dug on .. the Tilton
rench and in the soll ‘- turned - out
from the one farthest distant black
sand was found.

It is a
charm to all' beholders, and so no
wonder that visitors with a little bot-
anical knowledge and an artistic taste
feel shocked immediately they land
from the steamers on Belleville. street
to see in front of our fine governiaent
buildings, hollies clipped into a formal
shape and so closely clipped that a
berry is rarely seen. Then the visitor
turns into-Government street and sees
the far-famed Empress hotel on his
right, and there on the lawn beholds a
lot of miserable looking holly trees on
which a berry was never seen, nor ever
will be,”they being . all the -diseased
kipd whose proper home is the fire.

In the article I am criticizing it says
it is not generally known that holly has
a sex; there is a female and a male
holly. Well, to that I just say that the
writer did not know what he was talk-
ing about, a holly being a hermaphro-
dite plant and neither monoecious nor
derecious. For the benefit of those not
much versed in botany I may explain
that a hermaphrodite plant is one in
which the male and female organs are
perfect in the single flower. A ‘monoe-
cious plant is one in which some flow-
ers are male and some are female on
the same plant. A diocoeus plant is
one of a genera where one individual
plant has nothing but male flowers on
it and another individual has nothing
but female flowers. Then tha article
goes on to say that there are one hun-
dred and fifty known species of holly,
This is another huge misstarenient, as
there is not, and there never was, a
dozen species of Ilex, the botanical
name of the holly, in the whole of = the
world. If the writer had said varieties
instead of species he would not have
been very far astray, said varieties be-
ing produced by a visitation of the sap
or blood of the tree. For instance, of
the common holly (Ilex ‘Aquifolium)
there are a great many variegated
forms, the best of which are « Silver
Queen, Gold Queen, and Gold King, the
latter a novelty introduced by the
writer to Vietoria last year. Botanists
admit that variegation is simply a
disease of the sap; another form of the
same disease being the production of
an abnormal number (12 to 20) of
anthers in a flower which chokes out
the stigma and ovary and-thus forms
what is called the male holly. In a
normal flower of the holly five is the
right number of anthers, and in that
case the stigma and ovary are well de-
veloped and a berry forms in due
course. Dicotyledonous, plants of
which the holly:is one, vary in their
generative organs greatly, whereas
monocototyldonous plants run mostly
in. three or multiples thereof. There
are various ways of curing the  bad
hollies. but it would take up too much
of your space to describe them fully,
the best of all plans being to dig them
out and burn them and plant a free-
bearing variety, such as Ilex Pyramid-
alis, which is far ahead of the common
Uex for fruiting. Last year I sold
many of that variety only four to six
feet in height and covered with ber-
ries.”

The Times has no intention of seek-
ing to belittle Mr. Thompson‘s laudable
attempti’ to enlighten the public on the
various characteristics of holly; far
from it. But it adheres to the state-
ments in its original article because in
the main it is sustained by the weight
of authority. Having no botanist of
eminence on its staff it quite naturally
sought the information used in the

latest edition of the Encyclopaedia
Britannica which was recently issued
by the Cambridge TUniversity Press
and which is, perhaps, the finest com-
pendium of universai information com-
piled by the world’s most renowned
scholurs and scientists ever produced.
In this work the botanical subjects

were in the hands of Dr. A. B. Rendle, |

keeper of the department of botany,
British Museum, associated with a staff
of experts. Tn passing it may be.noted
that the article on holly has been sub-
jected to the serutiny of the greatest
ilving holly = expert -inen ‘of secience,
heads of hotanie gardens and practical
growers, and hag noi been charged
with inaccuracy. Were it incorrect it

would ‘never be ineluded in such a work.

FAVOR MOVEMENT T0
MODERNIZE TRAINING

Action of Trades and Labor
Council Supported—Curri-
culum Requires Change

The modernizing of the curriculum
of the public schools of-the province,
to which attention is being given in
accordance with the demand for spe-

cial instruction of a more useful char-
acter than at present prevails, receives
approval from sources which are inter-
ested in the development of the school
system to replace in some measure the
preliminary training in the shops and
factories.

If it were possible, in the absence of
technical schools of a definite char-
acter, to take the High School student
after a year or a year and a half, and
begin specialization with him along.the
lines of the calling he is to follw, much
of the work of breaking him into use-
ful service in his subsequent profession
or business would be removed.

In the lack of an apprenticeship
system, -due to the materialistic spirit
of this western country, where the
vouth thinks only of immediate income,
and not of future possibilities, the only
opportunity to meet this condition of
affairs is on the grounding of the
schools in matters of theory, and to a
small éxtent in practical knowledge, to
build up a special training which is to
be of use in the days to come.

The action of the Trades and La-
bor Council in taking up the matter
will receive general approval, in view
of the fact that the industrial classes
recognize that their children must
learn their trades better than the fac-
tories of to-day can spare the time to
train them; and that much of the pre-
liminary work can be done in school
days along preparatory lines.. The
school regulations do not recognize
that it is the function of the schools to
do something more than turn out the
pupils with an academic training. In
conversation with a number of the la-
bor leaders in this city this week the
TFimes found a general feeling. of dis-
satisfaction at the way in which .the

DESTRUCTION OF |
BATTLESHIP MAINE

U. S. Experts Declare Vessel
Was Blown Up hv Explosion
From the Outside

Washington, D. C., Dec. 8.—The bat-
tleship Maine was blown up in Havana
harbor by an explosion from the out-
gide.

This is the gist of a short statement
issued by thé navy department to-day
based on findings made by the joint
army and navy board, which spent
several monthd in Havana harbeor in-
vestigating the wreck. The statement
is ‘as follows: -

“The board found that the damage
to the bottom of the Maline was caused
by the explosion of a charge of a low
form of explosive exterior ‘to the ship
between frames 28 and 31, port side.

MTIONALISTS

P. E. BLONDIN FOR
DEPUTY SPEAKER

Lively Scene in Commons in
Which Government Cuts
Sorry Figure

The latest triumph of the National-
ists—the - election of Mr. Pferre Ed-
‘ouard Blondin as Deputy Speaker —
‘made a sorry spectacle of the govern-
ment in the House, says a dispatch
from Ottawa. Under the vigorous and

‘tHe ‘premier lost his temper, and gave
the crowded galleries an unusual ex-
hibition of petulance. “If this is the
sort of warfare you are golng to per-
sist in,” ‘Mr. Borden exclaimed, angri-
ly, “you will ﬂnd us able to take our
fair share in it.” He thereupon at-
tacked -Sir Richard Cartwright and
Hon. Mackenzie King, neither of whom
was present, charging them with dis-
loyalty, and declared that Mr. Blondin,
in all his anti-British declarations —
“I dare say he was fervent in his ut-
terances,” were the premler’s words—
was as loyal as the chief whlp of the
Liberal party.

Mr., Pardee met Premier Bm“dens
nomination of Mr. Blondin with &
vigorous arraignment, which kept the
Liberal benches in a storm of cheer-
ing. = On the part of Canadian Lib-
erals, and he believed on the part o1
loyal Canadians generally, he objected
to the selection of this man as sec-
ond Commoner of the country. He
charged that the Nationalist nominee
of the government was disloyal to Can-
ada, and had sought by speech and
action to stir up sentiment for the pur-
pose of destroying the solidarity of the
British Empire. He quoted from the
Quebec Chronicle, a Conservative
paper, which had denounced the char-
acter of the Nationalist campaign, and
from L'Evenement, a Nationalist
organ, which had reported Mr. Blon-
din as declaring: ‘“Canada owes noth-
ing to England. England did - not
conquer her to plant the cross of
Christ here, as did France. She did
it simply to-get trade.” Again, read-
ing from ‘the Hansard debate on. the
Drummond - Arthabaska bye-election,
Mr, Pardee read the charges made by
Hon. Mr. Brodeur and then undenfed,
that Mr.- Blondin at Victoriaville had
declared that the only liberties which
Canadians enjoyed ‘they snatched
from: England. England .had - “‘sown
the world with  hatred, quarrels and
war."” “We have had enough of
England,”  was his final utterance.
“We have had. enough of England
and the English.”

Mr. Blondin rose and exclaimed
that he had saild nothing disloyal.
Mr. Pardee retorted, amid Liberal
that the denial was tardy.
Blondin had told the House in
the debate in question that he was
“not ashamed of what I said, and will
repeat it to-morrow, if called on.”

COLOR PHOTOGRAPHY.

Chromatic. Printing

Process.

Discovery. . of

Real photographic prints in natural
colors have-been made at last, and the
invéntor of the process is an English-
man, Dr. J.-H. Smith, formerly of the
Royal College of Sclence, Dublin. The
eommercial- pioneers, as seems to be
inevitable in photographic art, are a
French company. Specimen prints and |
the mnecessary materials are now o0b-!
talnable.
Photography in natural -colors upoh
glass Has been ‘exploited for seyeral
years, and some beautiful results have
been obtained by skilled amateurs.
Several of the more enterprising pro-
fegsionals have specialized in the pro-
duction of natural color transparen-
¢ies of thelr sitters. The processes
have not  gained general popularity
because of the extensive exposures re-
quired in the first instance, the sys-
tematic care essential -for success, the
cost of materials and the obvious limi-
tations of the completed plcture.

The genuine photographic color print
has been promised for years. Its arrival
does not necessarily mean a ‘“boom,”
for Professor Smith’s process, effective
as it may be, bears but the same re-
lationship to the ideal print that the
Daguerrcotype does to the best work
of to-day. The printing process is
tedious, only possible In summer (ex-
cept to a man of means), whilst the
total expense is beyond the reach of
many amateurs.

These color prints are made from
colored transparencies by direct print-
ing as in the ordinary - photographic
printing. The negative may be an auto-
chrome Dufay. or other color-screen
plate, a hand-colored lantern slide, or
a window transparency. Highly col-
ored picfures, too, can be used if ren-.
dered transparent by rubbing the black
with ofl. ;

*The paper, which 18 known as
“Utocolor,” has a black, shiny surface,

of primary colors in some determined
proportion. Its actual composition and.
-mode of preparation are strictly secret.
The colored light passing through the
color negative bleaches out all the
colors on the paper except that corres-
pondlnx to’its own. In this way a pa-
per duplicate of the
original i3 formed. The colors are flxed
by special solutions provided by the
manufaeturers of the paper:
