Yesterday
was regatta day .and if was once more a
great siiccess, justifying the adherence to
the programme of past celebrations. The

throughout the afternoon and the arm was
alive with boats, most of them gaily decor-
ated.

Mrs. Redfern entertained a large number
of guests on board the Teception barge,
and there was also every convenience for
the comfort of visitors on other ofticial and
semi-official craft.
